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Ranger Out Of West Texas League
SWATTERS GET 
BACK IN; MORRIS 
ASKED TO QUIT

Ni'iros Drop “ for Good of 
League,” Retaining Fran­

chise and Players.

BALLINGER, July 9.— Ran­
ger is out of the West Texas 
league.

Sweetwater was re-admitted 
and the first half champion­
ship will be decided by one 
game which San Angelo and 
Sweetwater will play at Abi­
lene, on July 23.

Walter Morris was ousted 
from the presidency and R- A. 
Hodges of Abilene, formerly 
first vice president, was named 
as president, secretary and 
treasurer.

These were the actions taken at a 
special meeting transferred here from 
Abilene and held last night. All clubs 
were represented, but President Mor­
ris was absent, the meeting being 
called under the constitutional provis­
ion which allows one to be held at the 
signed request of four club owners.

Asked to Quit.
Ranger, upon request, withdrew 

from the league for the second half 
of this season, ‘7for the good of the 
league.” It was felt that the mileage 
involved in jumps there would wreck 
the circuit. The Ranger club retains 
its franchise and players and will be 
awarded one-fifth of the money in the 
league treasury.

Sweetwater was then readmitted 
and the decision to play for the cham­
pionship was made after long discus­
sion.

A new president was elected be­
cause Mr. Morris hatr aroused Sweet­
water’s ire and all the clubs felt, with 
the diminished circuit, a president re­
siding within its bounds and in closer 
touch with the situation at all times 
would be more effective.

Start Monday.
The league will mate a new sched­

ule,_which will, by the substitution 
of Sweetwater for Ranger, be sub­
stantially the same as the one an­
nounced last night by Mr. Morris. 
While no definite ruling was made, 
it is expected the games of this week 
will be thrown out and the second half 
of the season will start with Monday’s 
games.

R. B. Waggoman and Rex Outlaw, 
who represented the Ranger club, an­
nounced that the Niyros would return 
home and a benefit game would be 
played there Sunday. While the Ran­
ger men were averse to surrendering 
the franchise, they recognized, they 
said, their insistence on staying might 
wreck the league, and they would be 
satisfied with retaining the franchise.

The bill’s Republican opponents 
have been assured that when it 
reaches the senate, the bill will be 
shelved for taxation.

Kansas has lost 600,000 tons of coal 
since his conviction for violating the 
Kansas industrial court law because 
south Kansas miners are idle as a 
protest against the jury’s verdict. 
Alexander Howat announced here to­
day in issuing a plea for the men to 
return to work.

Howat also announced that he will 
make an effort to organize a new pol­
itical party to “combat men now in 
control politically, and who are re­
sponsible for the industrial court 
law.” He appealed for farmers and 
labor union men to flock to the sup­
port of the new party’s standard.

EASTLAND HILL 
FOLK READY TO 
FIGHT FOR ROAD

Injunction Will Be Asked If | 
Necessary, Their Attor­

ney Says.

Eastland Hill folks are all excit­
ed over the possible decision to build 
the Pleasant Grove highway over the 
Mirror lake route, Recording to L. 
H. Flewellen, who has been retained 
by them as an attorney in an en­
deavor to have the road leave Ran­
ger over Eastland Hill, as it how 
does.

“ Certainly,” Mr. Flewellen said, 
“ my clients do not want to cause any 
unnecessary trouble, but they believe 
their contentions are just and if it 
is the last resort, an injunction will 
be filed and the court will decide the 
question. At least a part of the good 
roads committee ' favor Eastland 
Hill.”

The contractors yesterday were 
asking for a decision on the matter 
that they might start work at once. 
The city commission decided that un­
less the good roads committee of the 
Chamber of Commerce suggested 
changes before Tuesday, the Mirror 
lake route would be chosen. This 
decision was based on the fact that 
the committee has already recom­
mended this route. The question 
was reopened when the Eastland Hill 
folks went to Eastland and took the 
matter up with the commissioners’ 
court.

It is certain that if the matter 
comes to an injunction the folks 
fighting for the Mirror lake route 
will at least receive a hearing.

G. O. P. Leaders In House 
Fear Bonus Measure May 

Upset Harding’s Program

WASHINGTON, July 9.—The sol­
dier bonus bill must be “ stopped” in 
the senate, if it is stopped at all, 
house leaders today warned senators.

Republican congressmen, having 
voted for the bonus last year, would 
have to do it again, in spite of Presi­
dent Harding’s request that it be de­
layed, it was stated.

Receipt of this warning found Re­
publican leaders in the senate hard at 
work on a careful canvass of the situ­
ation, which at this time sho,wed:

Forty Republican senators pledged 
to support Harding’s program of re­
committing the bonus, and taking a 
series of recesses.

Seventeen Republicans either op­
posing some feature of the program, 
doubtful, or absent.

Six Democrats pledged to re-com- 
mittment of the bonus.

Three Democrats pledged against 
recommitting it.

Twenty-nine Democrats either un­
pledged, doubtful, or absent.

The canvass showed tne motion to 
recommit, which is to be made, ac­
cording to present plans, after re­
ceipt of a message from Harding, to 
be two votes short of the forty-eight 
necessary to adoption.

Majority of the senate is forty- 
eight, Wolcott of Delaware having re­
signed, thus reducing the membership 
to ninety-five.

Republican leaders, however, have 
sent hurry calls to all absentees to be 
here Monday, when they are confident 
they will line up enough more to as­
sure the success of the Harding pro­
gram, j  ________

STRANGE FIRE 
BURNS 2 CRAFT; 

8 MEN MISSING
NEW ORLEANS, July 9.—Eight 

men are missing in a fire which de­
stroyed one and possibly two vessels 
in a mysterious accident and fire on 
Lake Ponchartrain, off Little Point, 
La., according to information reach­
ing here today.

The vessels in the mysterious lake 
fire were the Meriweiatner, a steamer 
used in transporting automobiles be­
tween New Orleans and Mobile, and 
the launch Ramsey.

The Ramsey was towing the Meri- 
weather, which caught fire in an un­
known manner and sank.

Aaron Cox, owner of the Meri- 
weather, and two sailors, escaped. 
Two other members of the crew are 
missing. What happened to the Ram­
sey could not be learned.

P E A C E  REIGNS 
IN IRELAND AS 

TRUCE RESULT
News of Pact Signing Is Wildly 

Acclaimed By Opposing 
Factions.

LONDON, July 9.— News of the 
signing of a truce between the Brit­
ish government and the Irish Sinn 
Feiners was received with iov here 
today.

Preparations were going ahead for 
the peace conference, which will sit 
in London to arrange the final terms 
of settlement. Premier L l o y d -  
George, Premier Jan Smuts of South 
Africa, and other high government 
officials will spend the weeL-end at 
Chequers, the premier’s country res­
idence, getting ready for the con­
ference. It was reported today that 
Smuts probably would preside at the 
peace negotiations, as he enjoys the 
confidence of both Lloyd-George and 
Eamonn de Valera.

The London press was jubilant to­
day in its comment on the Irish 
truce, which was signed last night 
at Dublin, and which becomes ef­
fective Monday noon. Confidence 
was expressed that the end of the 
bitter conflict actually had arrived.

FACTIONS FRATERNALIZE.

DUBLIN, July 9.— Black and tans 
and Sinn Feiners fraternized in the 
streets of Dublin today.

Although the British-Irish truce is 
not officially effective until Mon­
day noon, orders for the cessation 
of the hostilities were issued by 
commanders of both sides shortly 
after the armistice was signed last 
njght.

The truce was virtually operative 
today, and for the first time in years 
there was peace in Ireland.

HAM 0N LINE ANNOUNCES 
CHANGES IN SCHEDULE

The Wichita Falls, Ranger & Fort 
Worth railroad announces slight train 
schedule changes, effective Sunday. 
It will also install sleeper service 
from Breckenridge by way of East- 
land and the Texas & Pacific into 
Fort Worth and Dallas.

In changing the time of its trains 
it also changes their numbers so that 
even numbered trains will run north 
and odd numbered trains will run 
south. This is in accord with all 
rules of railway dispatching.

Under the new schedule the morn­
ing train will leave Ranger for Breck­
enridge at 6:30. The afternoon train 
will leave at 3:58 instead of 3:35 as is 
now the case. The morning train south 
leaves at 8 o’clock and the night train 
at 11:20 instead of 12:05. This train 
will leave Breckenridge for Ranger 
at 9:15 instead of 9:55,

PEACE MEETING ARRANGED.
By Associated Press.

LONDON, July 9.— Premier Lloyd 
George will accept Eamonn de Va­
lera’s proposal to meet Republican 
leaders to discuss the basis for a 
formal conference, it was authorita­
tively announced today . The meet­
ing will probably occur next week. 
The fact that the truce between the 
crown forces in Ireland and the Sinn 
Fein would become effective at noon 
Monday, is taken as an indication 
in sortie quarters that the meeting 
will not be long delayed.

The government is subordinating 
all other problems to the question 
of Irish peace.

The Irish office stated today that 
de Valera had issued instructions to 
his supporters to cease attacks upon 
civilians and to discontinue military 
maneuvers.

The instructions also were to pro­
hibit the use of arms and to abstain 
from interference with property and 
to discontinue action likely to cause 
disturbance of the peace which 
might necessitate military action.

British military patrols were with­
drawn today, the men remaining in 
their barracks. The armored cars, 
which for weeks have been trundling 
through the streets at intervals, were 
in their “ stables.” Constables walked 
their beats today with no fear of be­
ing suddenly fired upon from ambush. 
Members of the Irish republican army 
appeared in public in uniform, with­
out being molested. Little groups of 
the once hated black and tans strolled 
through the streets without arms, fre­
quently stopping to chat with well 
known Sinn Feiners and soldiers of 
the republican forces.

On every hand it was apparent a 
genuine effort was being made by 
both sides to avoid clashes and to 
make the Macready Collins truce a 
great step towards permanent peace.

BULLET WOUND

POLICE CUT IN 
ON WHITE-CAP 
EVENT AT WACO

Three Alleged Participants in 
Tar and Feather Party 

Freed on Bond.

WACO, Texas, July 9. — Three 
prominent men, charged with white 
capping and carrying concealed weap­
ons, were free on bond today, follow­
ing a tar and feather party late yes­
terday, at which K. Cummins, white 
man, was the victim. %

County Attorney Frank B. Tirey 
declared today that a further investi­
gation of the affair will be made, and 
that other arrests may be made.

Cummins was attacked previously 
by several masked men, after he ha i 
received a warning to leave Waco, 
signed ,by the “ Ku Klux Klan.” On 
that occasion, he escaped from his 
captors after his wife had fired sew 
eral shots at them.

Late yesterday, four masked men 
in an. automobile seized Cummins and 
took him to the cedar breaks, north 
of town. Several detectives and a 
motorcycle policeman followed the 
party.

Reaching the scene, the authorities 
found the road blocked by a rope, 
bearing the sign “ danger.” Cutting 
the rope, they proceeded. A few min­
utes later three masked men and 
Cummins appeared in an automobile. 
Cummins had been tarred and feath­
ered to the waist.

The officers forced the three mask­
ed men to accompany them to the po­
lice station, where charges were plac­
ed against them. Bond was fixed at 
$1000 on the white capping charge, 
and $250 on the concealed weapons 
charge.

Cummins, who was badly burned, 
was taken home. «

BARRETT GETS
FRANCHISE FOR 

ELECTRIC LINE
FORT WORTH, July 9.—Senator 

A. P. Barrett, president of the Ranger- 
Gas company, together with W. P. 
Welty and J. H. Jackson, yesterday 
was granted a franchise by the coun-, 
ty commissioners for the building of 
an _ electric car line from Rosen 
Heights to Lake Worth. It will con­
nect at Rosen Heights with the Fort 
Worth street railway system.

The franchise is for fifty years. It 
provides that the line to the lake shall 
be completed within eighteen months. 
It provides that the Commissioners’ 
Court shall have the right to regu­
late the fares to be collected from 
passengers on the line.

Before the court would! grant the 
franchise, it required the contract to 
read that the electak line would not 
cross the highway to the lake except 
by underground passage'or by a steel 
overhead bridge. The applicants for 
the franchise freely inserted this 
agreement.

It is planned for the line to join the- 
Rosen Heights street car line at the 
end of the heights line, to run along­
side of the highway for several hun­
dred feet and then start toward the 
Nine Mile bridge.

ALLEGEDSLAYEROF  
FATHER OFFERS HIS 

BLOOD FOR ILL MAN
WICHITA FALLS, July 9.—Henry 

J. Tousiant, awaiting trial on an in­
dictment charging murder of his 
father, has offered to give the neces­
sary blood for transfusion in an ef­
fort to save a Wichita Falls man suf­
fering- from pernicious anameia. 
Tousiant asked that proper officials 
lkake arrangements with the sheriff 
to permit him to give the life fluid.

Tousiant’s case attracted consider­
able attention early in the spring, 
when his father was found murdered, 
a short distance fifmi his automobile, 
in one of the principal residential dis­
tricts of the city. There were no 
clews, but the police after a brief ex* 
animation, asserted they had obtained 
a confession from the young man.

Since being confined in jail, Tousi­
ant has been acting queerly, accord­
ing to reports from the jailer, and a 
short time ago became so violent that 
be had to be transferred to the “bear 
cage.”

BANKING COMMISSION 
GIVES PERMISSION TO
ISSU E  ‘ RANGER MONEY’
u Something New to His Twenty Years’ Exper­

ience in Banking*” Mr. Hall Tells Ranger 
Committeemen Who Formulated Plan*. (

The plan of the Ranger merchants to issue scrip against the 
accounts of the Guaranty bank has been approved by Banking 
Commissioner Ed Hall and will become effective Monday morn­
ing, according to announcement of the committee in charge. 
Mr. Hall is in the city and had a conference last night with the 
committee, where his final approval was secured.

He is quoted as saying that “ the plan is new in his twenty 
years’ experience in banking, but due to the acute situation 
arising out of local banking conditions, he believed that the 
plan is feasible and would alleviate conditions here.”

The plan, it is said, also has the 
approval of Bank Examiners Dod­
son, Sibley and Slaughter, who are 
working on the affairs of local banks. 
It is based— and approval was ob­
tained— on the idea of securing im­
mediate relief for those thrown in 
want through the closing of the 
Guaranty bank.

In this connection Mr. Hali is 
quoted as saying: “ the people of 
Ranger and the business men should 
learn that every dollar of non-in­
terest bearing and unsecured depos­
its in a state bank is beyond ques­
tion safe. Furthermore, that if it 
were not for the evident unwarrant­
ed distrust of the people of this and 
the surrounding community a 1 1 
trouble would have been averted, as 
the two banks which recently have 
been involved are as solvent and in 
as good a condition as any normal 
bank should be.” He advised the 
business men of Ranger to take a 
more definite interest in the banks.

Under the plan, the accounts of 
depositors in the bank are assigned 
to E. M. Humes , as trustee, the ac­
counts verified and scrip issued.

There is no profit in the plan al­
though members of the association, 
and especially the committee have 
gone to great trouble and expense to 
put it through. 'The business people 
over the city almost to the last firm, 
have agreed to accept the scrip as 
tender. One wholesale house is pre­
paring to handle $10,000 worth of 
it, if necessary. Others are also 
falling into line. It is thought that 
it will amount to putting into circu­
lation as much money as circulated 
before the bank closed.

Today, in order to put the scrip 
into circulation, the merchants will 
buy $500 worth and pay cash for it. 
The committee which has cared for 
the details of the plan is composed 
of Irving Schwartz, chairman; H. S. 
Cole, Lytton R. Taylor, A. Joseph, 
V. Wakefield and J. B. Owens, as­
sisted by M. O. Burt.

It is said that last night when thf? 
final consent of Mr. Hall was secur­
ed, the committee made history. 
Never before in the annals of the 
banking business of Texas and prob­
ably not in the United States, has 
just such a plan been put into ef­
fect. One thing stressed by Mr. Hall 
was that if any one was caught 
speculating in the scrip, prosecution 
would follow, swift and sure. This 
means that in every instance the 
scrip must pass for its face value.

Forgery will also be watched for 
and prosecution of the hardest kind 
follow if anyone is caught. How­
ever, the latter is considered as only 
a slight possibility. With the scrip 
carrying three signatures and hav­
ing cancelled identifications marks, 
it is thought that forgery would not 
be easy.

All details of the plan will be 
cared for in the offices of the Re­
tail Merchants’ association, on the 
third floor of the Guaranty Bank 
building. Depositors who wish scrip 
must make their applications thef-e. 
It is believed that the affairs of the 
bank will be liquidated within six 
weeks and the scrip called in.

CONFIDENCE ALL 
THAT IS NEEDED,

MR. HALL ASSERTS
The state banking department 

will have no active hand in the 
issuance of scrip' against the de­
posits of the Guaranty State bank, 
Banking Commissioner Ed. S. Hall 
said this afternoon.

“ What we have done is merely 
to aid the merchants by allowing 
them access to the records, and 
seeing, that the plan they have 
formulated is legally correct. I 
believe it will prove of tremen­
dous benefit in this crisis and it 
is a splendid example of civic en­
terprise.”

Mr. Hall met last night with the 
merchants and today is working 
on the problem of the F. & M. 
bank, which he expects will be 
found on a firm basis again with­
in a few days.

“ Nothing but lack of confidence 
on the part of the people is re­
sponsible for the trouble of this 
bank,” Mr. Hall told the Times. 
“ It is in a perfectly solvent con­
dition, far more so than many 
other banks which have not ex­
perienced the slightest trouble, 
and if people will back it as they 
should, will be a strong institu­
tion.”

Mr. Hall called attention to the 
guarantee fund, which is intact 
today and has paid every dollar 
deposited in closed state banks. 
This, he said, would prevent such 
runs, if the people would only 
take the trouble to understand its 
safety provisions.

These things, some of them at 
least, should be remedied. A little 
outside pressure will help in their ac­
complishment. A financial statement, 
with assets balanced against expendi­
tures, will he of value in easing the 
public mind, if nothing else. And an 
investigation would appear to be the 
best'.imeans of setting the whole road 
situation before the people in its true 
light. ;

The dsecription of the great Krupp 
works at Essen, Germany, given by 
the London representative of the 
Guaranty Trust Co., of New York, 
offers a significant and remarkable 
contrast to the work in the pre-war 
and war periods. The greatest wai 
plant in the world is now turning 
out nothing but peace commodities, 
and in vast quantities. Locomo­
tives, cars, machines, tools, Disel en­
gines and a host of similar articles 
necessary in industry and commerce 
are being produced at a rapid rate.

The correspondent reports flour­
ishing crops and smoking chimneys 
throughout Germany. The sword has 
been turned into the plowshare, lit­
erally and figuratively, in the coun­
try that formerly led the world ir: 
militarism and paid the penalty ir. 
blood and treasure and is now strug 
gling under a heavy burden of rep­
arations.

Germany has one advantage. She 
is freed from the heavy burden ol 
militarism. Her factories and hei 
man power and money are not de­
voted to destructive industries. Sht 
is not building costly war vessels tr 
be junked in a few years, or big guns 
and little guns, or war planes anc 
vast munitions to be destroyed. Her 
war industries have become peace in­
dustries and the labor and wealth 
generally devoted to war prepara­
tions are now directed to construc­
tive and productive ends. Her war 
reparations do not equal the war 
preparations of her victors.

The Germans have taken wise 
counsel. Accepting the heavy pen­
alties of defeat— she has gone to 
work. She w£l come hack, and in 
coming back as a great democratic 
people she will teach the world a 
lesson which will emphasize the pre­
vious flesson of the folly of imperial 
militarism. She will demonstrate 
the ruinous handicap of armaments 
and war preparations. Since the 
attention was first called to her com­
parative good fortune in being freed 
from armament competition, the les­
son is sinking in. It will be driven 
home in a few years if the military 
nations do not see the point and 
come to an agreement to reduce ar­
maments.— St. Louis Post-Dispatch.

CONTINENTAL 
SYSTEM OF AIR 

WAYSPLANNED
Bv Vailed Tress.

WASHINGTON, July 9.—A system 
of model aid ways, covering the en­
tire continent is planned by the army 
air service for the use of all operators 
or owners of aircraft. It contem­
plates various chains of well organ-1 
ized landing fields, supplemented by 
frequent emergency fields and identi­
fication markers connecting the prin­
cipal cities.

Because of the lack of federal ap­
propriations air service officials plan 
to appeal to the chambers of com­
merce, aerial clubs and civic organi­
zations to assist in creation of the 
air ways. The Boy Scouts organiza­
tion already has pledged its co-oper­
ation, it was stated!, and will con­
struct identification markers, guard 
wrecked planes, submit monthly re­
ports on emergency landing field con­
ditions and generally assist aviators 
in trouble.

The plan calls for the first of the 
model air ways between Washington 
and Dayton, O., with five main sta­
tions, ten subsidiary stations and 
twenty emergency fields.

Each main station will be pro­
vided with a municipal landing field, 
wireless and telephone equipment 
and a meteorological station.

Langley Field, Va., connecting the

IN SMALL CUTS
Party Plans to Create 3,000 

New Postoffice Jobs for 
Distribution*

By BASCOM N. flMMONS.
Times Washington Correspondent.

WASHINGTON, July 9.— Another 
raid is to be made upon the postof­
fices of the country to make room 
for Republican office seekers. The 
party in power is not satisfied with 
undoing all that President Wilson 
did to place the postoffices of pres­
idential grade beyond the influence 
of politics, and preparing to fill all 
the larger offices with officials of 
their own selection, but they are 
now arranging to add almost 3,000 
more offices to the list which they 
are to fill with party workers.

For a year plans looking to this 
end have been jn preparation, and 
arrangements are now being made 
to open up the new list of postof­
fices as party patronage and to hand 
out 3,000 to worthy Republicans. 
The distribution has been held back 
while a pretense of fairness was be­
ing made, but everything now points 
to the speedy opening up of these 
positions to the persons recommend­
ed.

Since July 1, 1920, an aggregate 
of 2,930 fourth-class postoffices 
have been advanced to classes of 
presidential grade, and the old fourth 
class postmasters have been retain­
ed without filling their places. It 
is not proposed to let out all of 
these 2,930 fourth-class postmasters 
who have been faithfully administer­
ing their offices to make room for 
those who are considered entitled to 
party reward.

The fourth class postmaster is, by 
act of congress, under the protec­
tion 6f the civil service law, and re­
movable only for cause. But, if his 
office is advanced to the presidential 
grade, he automatically loses his 
civil service status, according to the 
party in power, and his place is to 
be filled in the same way as other 
presidential offices where vacancies 
exist.

For the purpose of obtaining par­
ty backing in the handling of these 
postmasterships, the postmaster gen­
eral has written, to all Republican 
members of congress, asking their 
opinion as to the retention of these 
advanced fourth-class postmasters. 
The reaction has been what the post­
master general apparently had ex­
pected. The boys want the jobs. 
Therefore, it im probable that the 
nearly 3,000 former fourth-class 
postoffices will Be added to the 12,- 
000 which were ^already in the pres­
idential class, fhus giving 15,000 
jobs to the job-jjjungry. ,

tional league clubs on the road may 
develop the real turning points of 
both 4-aces.

Fandom also will keep a keen wea­
ther eye on Babe Ruth. The busting 
bambino with thirty-one mighty cir­
cuit clouts already hung up, is com­
fortably ahead of his 1920 record and 
it is a good bet to shatter it. His 
thirty-first homer last summer was 
made on July 20 off Red Faber at 
the Polo grounds.

Promoter Says Dempsey-Wil- 
lard Match Would Be Mas­

sacre— Not a Fight.

NEW YORK, July 9,—Tex Rickard 
discussed boxing and possible future 
boxing bouts with remarkable frank­
ness when interviewed at Madison 
Square Garden.

“ Tex,” a reporter asked, “what’s 
this I hear about you refusing to 
stage a Dempsey-Wills contest? I 
was told last week that it was all set 
for Jersey City on Oct. 12, but that 
you had put your foot down on it.” 

“ Dempsey and Wills may box on 
Oct. 12,” replied the famous pro­
moter, “but they will not box for me 
then nor any other time.”

“ What’s the matter with the 
match?” the reporter asked.

“ It seems to be the logical one. 
Wills will give Jack a harder fight 
than any other contender in sight.” 

“ Yes,” he replied. ‘ ‘You’re right. 
Harry is the toughest of all the boys 
who are knocking on the door of the 
champion. A bout, between Dempsey 
and Wills would be a great one. But 
I will not stage it nevertheless.

“ Listen. If I gave no thought for 
tomorrow I would put on a Dempsey- 
Wills match and would make just as 
much money out of it as I did out- 
of last Saturday’s great contest. I 
probably would make more, for the 
gate would be almost as large and 
the expenses not one-third as much. 

Will Not Stage Mixed Contests. 
“ But I’m in boxing as a permanent 

business. My future depends on the 
future of boxing. I’ve half a million 
tied up in boxing. I’m not going to 
take any chances on ruining the bus­
iness. Propositions were made to me 
to stage a Johnson-Wills contest for 
the colored heavyweight champion, a 
Dempsey-Wills match and a Dempsey- 
Willard match. For the game’s sake 
I refused to consider any one of 
them.

“ I will not stage any mixed heavy­
weight contests. I know what hap­
pened over the Jeffries-Johnson match 
and how near boxing came to being 
killed for all time. A Dempsey-Wills 
match would revive all the old racial 
prejudices and feelings and stir up a 
countrywide protest against boxing. A 
Johnson-Wills contest would be in­
jurious to the game. Johnson’s record 
precludes his being a principal in any 
bout I put on. It would give the re­
formers too much ammunition.

“ I’m not going to have anything to 
do with anything except a live sport­
ing- venture. A Dempsey-Willard 
match would be a massacre.”

“ Well, who do you consider a suit­
able opponent for Dempsey?”

“ Bill Brennan looks to be the only 
heavyweight for Dempsey I would 
take a chance on,” he replied. Demp­
sey'would break Bob Martin in two. 
Frank Moran certainly is ho match 
for the champion. Tom Gibbons is a

plight heavyweight, and the logical 
contender for the world’s light heavy­
weight title now held by Carpentier, 
Ah! there’s a good march lor, you: 
Carpentier vs. Gibbons. It will prove 
a regular humdinger. The pair are 
evenly matched in height and weight 
and the contest should be a thriller.

Wants Georges and Gibbgns.
“ Say, isn’t the Frenchman a won­

der?'♦What a heart! What a punch! 
He’s the greatest man of his pounds 
and inches I ever saw. Hopelessly 
out-classed, he gave Demps,ey a thrill­
ing go! What a battle C.arpentier 
and Gibbons should furnish •

“ I’m going to meet Francois Des- 
champs tomorrow or Thursday and 
see if I can arrange a Carpentier- 
Gibbons match for Labor day# I don’t 
believe I will have any trouole. ±>otn 
Deschamps and Carpentier seem anx­
ious for it. Then if everything goes 
right I’ll put on Dempsey and Bren­
nan the month afterward. Maybe on 
Oct. 12, Columbus day, or perhaps a 
week or so later.”

“ What will you guarantee Carpen­
tier and Gibbons?” was asked.

“I’ll not guarantee them a penny,” 
Rickard snapped. “ I’m through with 
guarantees. Boxers will have to gam­
ble on things as well as myself here­
after. I’m tired of carrying all the 
worry and vexations on my shoulders. 
Hereafter I’ll stage all my matches on 
a percentage basis. This goes for 
every one from Dempsey down to Jim­
my Wilde.” ■

“ Guarantees are against all reason 
and business ethics. Promoters have 
been held up by boxers long enough. 
It’s time the boxers assumed an equal 
share of the responsibilities. No real 
fellow will shirk it.”

NICE, July 9.— The police of Nice 
have released from prison the 
“ Queen of Trans-Caucasia,” but 
held King Louis I, who faces trial as 
one of the cleverest royal hoaxers 
that Europe has known in years.

Munchausen and Ponzi were pik­
ers in comparison with “ King Louis,” 
who invaded France with the most 
dignified-looking documents, indicat­
ing that he had had correspondence 
with the most important chanceller­
ies in Europe. Some of the papers 
were signed with the names of Lloyd 
George and Briand, and were cover­
ed with ribbons and seals. With 
these weapons he succeeded in con­
vincing the important residents of 
the fashionable Rivera he actually 
was the king of Trans-Caucasia, a 
small but important part of Russia, 
and in which there are oil deposits 
of enormous value.

The king explained to his acquaint­
ances that Soviet armies were still 
holding his kingdom, but that Gen­
eral Wrangel would soon deliver it 
to him. Faultlessly attired, suave 
in manner and covered with dia­
monds, the king secretly negotiated 
loans for the benefit of his country.

The amount of these has not yet 
been definitely determined. It is be­
lieved the total will run into mil­
lions of francs.

Among the persons who had lent 
him money, the king, from his pris­
on cell, named several ministers, am­
bassadors and other persons who had 
made a special effort to court royal 
favor.

The king honored the city of Nice 
by picking out his “ queen”  there, a 
pretty 20-year-old actress, to whom 
“ by royal decree,”  the titles of Prin­
cess of Ferghana and the Duchess 
of Maikop were given.

The downfall of the royal pair 
came when the king ordered a lot of 
court dresses, uniforms and crowns 
for the queen and himself from the 
leading dressmakers and tailor shops 
and jewelry houses in Nice.

Their total value was several mil­
lion francs. Investigation by these 
business houses proved that the king 
in reality was a Frenchman from 
Honfleur by the name of Laforge, 
47 years old. The arrest of the pair 
followed.

The people of Nice are now flock­
ing to the police to tell how badly 
they were trimmed by the imposter.

COUNTY HIGHWAY DEPT. 
REPORTS EXTENT OF 

ROAD WORK FOR JUNE
Special to the Times.

EASTLAND, July 9.—According to 
a statement given out by Wm. Sheriff 
of the county highway department, it 
is shown that 127.58 miles of right 
of way have been secured, 105.20 miles 
cleared, grubbed and graded, and 14.75 
miles of rock surfacing laid on the 
roads in this county.

The report shows that most of the 
work on the roads the past month has 
been rock work and not so much at­
tention paid to right of way and 
clearing, grubbing and grading. In­
cluded in the work done in June 4,100 
yards of concrete has been poured and 
310,000 pounds of reinforced steel has 
been used. Three steel bridges have 
been completed, and two more are in 
process of construction.

JUDGE HAMLIN REBUKES 
JURY THAT ACQUITTED 

RISENGER, AT BRECK

BRECKENRIDGE, July 9.—Dis­
trict Judge C. D. Hamlin sharply re­
buked a jury in the Ninetieth district 
court when it returned a verdict ac­
quitting J. S. Risenger of the charge 
of assault with intent to kill.

“ Gentlemen, I am unable to un­
derstand the reasoning which led to 
such a verdict,” he said to the jurors, 
after the foreman had spoken.

Risenger was charged with shoot­
ing J. H. Niles through the cheek, 
shoulder, back and lung, and with 
shooting all of his front teeth out 
after a disagreement at the Crystal 
Falls pumping station of the Gulf 
Production company, on May 20. Ris­
enger claimed self defense in that 
Niles made a play for his hip pocket.

HOLYMAN FOUND GUILTY 
OF HAULING GARBAGE 
WITHOUT LEGAL PERMIT

In a decision handed down today 
by Police Judge L. H. Flewellen, W. 
L. Holyman wfas found guilty of 
hauling garbage without a permit and 
his fine assessed at $15.70. The judge 
held that in hauling garbage of value 
Holyman also hauled valueless gar­
bage and it was not in the proper con­
tainers. It was on the last two counts 
that he found the defendant guilty.

The judge in his ruling held that it 
was not unlawful for other than the 
official officers to haul garbage that 
had value but it was unlawful if the 
garbage was valueless and no one 
could cai't away both without being 
liable under the city ordinance.

Holyman was tried Thursday but 
the decision was withheld until today. 
The case hing'ed on whether the gar­
bage was of value.

Flora Moffitt was in jail here today, 
waiting to see whether poison, alleged 
to have been administered five of her 
relatives in plum jelly, would prove 
fatal.

Mrs. Will T. Johnson, an aunt of 
the girl, Mrs. Johnson's three little 
girls, and a soil were struggling to 
fight off the effects of the deadly 
drug at their home here.

Miss Moffitt is charged with ad­
ministering the poison. Other charges 
may be filed.

At a hearing it was testified that 
Miss Moffitt, who is 22 years old, 
sent the plum jelly to her aunt 
Thursday. The family, after eating 
the jelly, became dangerously ill. Dr. 
J. T. Clemons, attending physician, 
became suspicious, and had the jelly 
analyzed. The analysis showed “rough 
on rats” in the delicacy, according to 
J. B. Arthur, city marshal. Miss 
Moffitt was arrested.
