I am 
making this statement because I do 
not want anyone to think I am run­
ning away. I do think I have a good 
proposition in the Studebaker busi­
ness at Fort Worth.”

Mr. Newnham has been negotiating 
for the Studebaker’s Fort Worth 
agency for several months and has 
made several trips East for that pur­
pose. The contract is direct from the 
manufacturers.

Newnham has been city commis­
sioner of Ranger since the city was 
organized more than three years ago, 
and has been tireless in his efforts 
fop forwarding the interests of the 
town, and probably has done as much 
to forward those interests as any 
other man.

It is believed that from ten 
to fifteen sticks of dynamite caused the explosion. Jail splinters were 
far beyond the city limits.

It was not known today whether the jail would be rebuilt.

LOOT MAY REACH 
HALF MILLION

Guards Bound. Boxes Broken 
Onen, While Crowds 

Throng Streets.

CHICAGO, Aug. 29.— Five men 
were held by police today in connec­
tion with looting* the Chicago Se­
curity Safety deposit vaults, in the 
Masonic temple here, of upwards of 
$250,000.

Three of those held were suspected 
of the robbery, and the other two are 
Ernest Weber and Milton Jonas, 
guards, who were bound by the ban­
dits. It was an “ inside job,” Michael 
Hughes, chief of detectives, de­
clared.

Gossip in the underworld for years 
has been of the easy job waiting at 
the Masonic temple vaults, police 
said. The vaults are open all night 
to accommodate business houses 
which are open. Many gamblers take 
advantage of the regulations and de­
posit their night’s winnings there. 
Sometimes as high as $20,000,000 
was stored in the vaults.

Crowds Fill Streets.
While the theatre crowds filled the 

street in the neighborhood of the 
building, four nattily dressed men en­
tered the vaults, under the pretense 
of one of their .number renting a de­
posit box. They held up and tied the 
guards, looted nineteen boxes in a 
few minutes, and escaped without 
hindrance.

The robbers were able to work 
fast, placing a peculiarly shaped 
punch in the kephole of the deposit 
boxes, and with one blow of a sledge 
hammer driving the lock from the 
door.

Thousands of dollars worth of gems 
and securities in the boxes which 
were forced open were overlooked by 
the robbers. One box, .lying on the 
floor, contained $40,000 in bills 
which had been passed up by the rob­
bers in their hurry.

“ The loot will be at least $250,000, 
piobably $500,000,”  declared Detec­
tive Hughes, after an all night in­
vestigation. He refused to give the 
names of the three suspects caught 
in the round-up, or what evidence po­
lice hold against them.

COWS WOMEN CALL,

PRO OFFICERS SAY\
HUNTINGTON, W. Va., Aug. 29.— 

The West Virginia mountaineers and 
moonshiners may not be long on edu­
cation but they are certainly endowed 
with plenty of shrewdness and inge­
nuity to offset whatever they are 
lacking in book learning. For years 
it has been a battle of wits between 
the mountaineer moonshiners and the 
“ revenoos.” More often the moun­
taineers win.

Federal officers returning to head­
quarters here from a tour through 
Lincoln county during which they 
seized 2,000 gallons of mash, nine 
stills and a quantity of moonshine 
whisky, report much discouragement 
over a code system put into use by 
the mountain moonshiners.

The “code” varies in different com­
munities, but it is such that nothing 
can be done by the officers to prevent 
its utilization. For example a woman 
will, upon observing the approach or 
presence of the federal officers, rush 
out of a cabin door and begin yelling:

“ So-o-o-o-o cow, so-o-o-o-o cow.”
This translated means: “ The fed­

eral men are here, so hide the still 
quickly.”

The officers declare there is no way 
to prevent the women from calling 
the cows home, yet they say it is pos­
sible to go for days and not see a 
cow in the whole mountains.

The bodies of hundreds 
of American soldiers were carried off Pier 4 by soldiers and longshoremen in the teeth of the flames. There 
was no loss of life, though many firemen were burned. The offices of the Hamburg-American line were badly 
burned. The strong wind blew the blaze, and it was feared that Hoboken’s apartment house district would be 
caught in its p:?th. The Hoboken postoffice caught fire, but it was extinguished. Quantities of mail were 
rushed from the building. The army transports Wheaton and Western Queen were also ablaze. They were 
drawn into midstream, with their freights of soldier dead, and the flames extinguished by fireboats. The trans­
ports also carried ammunition.

HOSPITALS

DALLAS, Aug. 29.—A slight rise 
in the barometer of general business 
conditions the past month in the 
Eleventh Federal Reserve District, is 
noted in the monthly review of con­
ditions issued by the Federal Reserve 
Bank of Dallas. The change mani­
fested itself in the form of increased 
exports of cotton and grain, steadier 
livestock market, seasonable increase 
in wholesale trade activity and a 
greater degree of stability in prices, 
both of raw and manufactured pro­
ducts.

Excellent crop and range conditions, 
particularly in West Texas, and the 
inauguration of the long expected re­
adjustment of wages of skilled labor 
also had an effect

Retail Business Dull..
Against the tendencies toward im­

provement, however, a sharp contrac­
tion in the volume of retail trade was 
reported; also a larger business mor­
tality rate, and a further recession 
of bank clearings.

Building enterprises were more 
numerous and widespread than in 
July, 1920. Unemployment in most 
cities decreased.

No perceptible relief in credit con­
ditions in the past month was report­
ed. Expense of harvesting new crops 
made it necessary for the Dallas bank 
and other members in the district to 
extend some additional assistance 
pending marketing of the crops. De­
mands, on the* whole, were considered 
light.

While weather conditions have been 
ideal for harvesting it has been too 
dry and hot in most sections for the 
best growth of crops. The Texas cot­
ton crop is spotted, average condition 
being estimated at 62 per cent of 
normal.

Texas corn crop is estimated at 
174,000,000 bushels, and is believed to 
be safe from adverse weather con­
ditions.

Reports from the western sections 
of the district show considerable im­
provement in crop conditions. In 
southern Oklahoma a bumper corn 
crop has reached maturity, yield be­
ing reported at 40 to 60 bushels, an 
acre. , ,

Rice is doing wqll in Louisiana and 
Texas.

Eleventh district ranges, with few 
exceptions and despite heat and less­
ened rainfall were reported in excel­
lent condition. x

There was a further falling off in 
the volume of cattle arriving at south­
western markets, but at the same time 
a sharp increase in the receipts of 
calves and sheep. Continued decline 
in the market is believed to account 
for the decreased cattle receipts. In­
creased shipments of calves was ac­
counted for by good range conditions 
and also financial nepd of the raisers.

Oil Production Lower.
The Eleventh district oil wells 

yielded 10,660,346 barrels in July, fall­
ing short of the June record more 
than 700,000 barrels. The mid-conti­
nent field, comprising Texas, Okla­
homa, Kansas, Arkansas and Louis­
iana, exceeded all previous records 
with a total production of 25,594,982 
barrels, however. ’ A decrease in 
monthly yield and daily average flow 
was registered by all Texas fields ex­
cept the North Texas group.

While the wholesale trade has in 
no sense reached the levels of a year 
ago, conditions generally showed im­
provement in July of this year. The 
retail trade situation was. character­
ized as having been very quiet and 
inactive in July.

BROTHERHOODS MAIL 
OUT STRIKE BALLOTS

CLEVELAND, Aug. 29.— Strike 
ballot on the acceptance or rejection 
of the recent $400,000,000 wage re­
duction recently ordered by the rail­
road labor board were mailed Sun­
day night to the 409,000 members of 
the “ big four” brotherhoods and the 
switchmen’s union of North America.

The ballots revealed a difference, 
of opinion among the chief execu­
tives of the five organizations, the 
Brotherhood of Locomotive En­
gineers, Brotherhood of Locomotive 
Firemen and Enginemen, Order of 
Railway Conductors and the Switch­
men using a joint ballot, while the 
Brotherhood of Railroad Trainmen 
sent out a separate ballot.

The trainmen’s ballot stated that 
it had been the intention of all the 
organizations to use a joint ballot, 
but that this was impossible because 
the _ ballot adopted by the other or­
ganizations “ did not, in our opinion, 
contain an impartial and unbiased 
recital of all that is involved, nor did 
it ‘ convey • the .assurances -.that

wishes of the men, if against working 
for reduced wages, would determine 
the question, and that they would be 
permitted to leave the service.”

released from custody, no formal 
charge having been made against her.

Mrs. Kirby, prominent state tem­
perance worker, remains in the 
county jail here and refuses to dis­
cuss the disappearance of the child. 
She is to be given a hearing Tuesday.

Prosecutor Leland F. Bean, in or­
dering Miss Kirby’s release, declared 
his action was not to be interpreted 
as meaning he was “ freeing her of 
any complicity in the] case.”  He 
added she would be called as a wit­
ness when her mother’s examination 
was held Tuesday.
