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THREE DERRICKS 
TOPPLE IN WIND 
STORM AT WILES MEXICAN

Two Legislators Held on Booze Charge

Heavy Downpour Will Supply 
Water Needed i'a Drill­

ing: Operations.

A hurricane prevailed at Wiles yes­
terday between 12 and 1 o’clock, which 
blew down at least three derricks in 
a small space and which was accom­
panied by a terrific rain. Reports 
from there are to the effect that for 
about forty minutes rain fell in sheets 
and the wind blew until it looked cer­
tain much heavier damage would be 
done. The damage to the derricks 
will amount to several thousand dol­
lars.

The heavy downpour of rain began 
just at the foot of the canyon in the 
Palo Pinto creek bottom and extended 
beyond Wiles. Water for drilling op­
erations, which was becoming scarce, 
was again made plentiful by the rain. 
While no report has been received 
further north than Wiles, it is thought 
probable that damage from the wind 
might have grown heavier toward 
Breckenridge.

SOME STORMS MIXED IN
WITH STATEWIDE RAINS

DALLAS, Aug. 27.— The heat 

wave which has held Texas in its 
grip for forty-five to sixty days was 
broken late yesterday and last night 
by showers in practically all parts 
of the state, causing a sharp drop 
in temperature. The excessive heat 
was broken by everything from 
cloudbursts and “ twisters”  to a gen­
tle all-day rain.

From Denton comes the report 
that two churches were blown off 
their foundations by a heavy wind 
and cloudburst. No one was report­
ed injured. Luling, Texas, reported 
a tornado which unroofed houses and 
caused considerable other damage.

TUCSON, Ariz., Aug. 27.— Arm­

ed posses are on the trail of seven 
Mexican bandits who yesterday mur­
dered Frank J. Pearson, United 
States .postmaster (at Ruby, Ariz., 
and his wife, and fatally wounded 
Mrs. Purcell, Pearson’s sister-in-law. 
The bandits may have escaped across 
the border, three miles away.

Mrs. Purcell was taken to Aviva- 
ca for treatment, but was not ex­
pected to live. Her 5-year-old 
daughter, who1 was with her when 
the bandits arrived, was unhurt.

The Mexicans are believed to be 
the same who murdered Alexander 
Frazer, postmaster at Ruby, twenty 
months ago. A reward of $500 for 
the capture of Y. Lara, believed to 
be their leader, has never been 
claimed.

PASSENGER t r a in
ROBBERY NEAR JUAREZ

EL PASO, Aug. 27.— Mexican 
troops were on the trail of the ban­
dits who yesterday held up a Mexi­
co Northwestern passenger train, 
twenty miles southwest of Juarez, 
and escaped with 18,000 pesos from 
the railway pay car and several thou­
sand dollars in money and jewelry 
belonging to the passengers.

Eight men were reported in the 
gang. Two of them wore masks. The 
train stopped when one of the ban­
dits waved a red flag.

General J. J. Mendez, commander 
of the Mexican garrison at Juarez, 
immediately sent out patrols in an 
attempt to head off the, bandits be­
fore they reached the mountains.

The holdup was staged with the 
greatest coolness. N,o shots were 
fired. While half of the men loaded 
the sacks of silver from the pay car 
to their hoi’ses, others quietly “ went 
through” the passengers. The loot 
was loaded into bags and slung across 
the backs of the horses and the ban­
dits galloped off.

The train proceeded toward Casas 
Grandes.

Legality ef Road W ork 
Warrants Is Q u e stio n e d

Business Men Told County Treasurer Would Not Accept Them; 
That They Are Improperly Recorded and That 

Law Does Not Provide for Such Issuance.

The legality of the county warrants 
now being exchanged for scrip which 
is being issued by the county road 
contractors was thrown in doubt last 
night at a called meeting of the Re­
tail Merchants’ association held in the 
Chamber of Commerce rooms. Twelve 
or fifteen business men were present.

The meeting developed the follow­
ing facts:

Treasurer Refuses Them.
The treasurer of the county has 

said he would not accept the war­
rants in payment of taxes as pro­
vided by law nor would he pay them 
if the funds should come into the 
treasury, because they are not being 
signed by the county clerk and coun­
tv treasurer, as prescribed by law. 
The warrants as issued are not being 
recorded as a charge account on the 
books of the county . treasurer but 
are kept in a small note book. 
x Judge Starnes has said the war­
rants were in the proper form and 
were being issued because the county 
owed the Fleming & Stitzer Road 
Building company $90,000. However, 
it developed at the meeting that upon 
examining the law, the county was 
allowed only to issue warrants for its 
own debt. In this case it is issuing 
them for the debts of the road build­
ing company, in as much as the com­
pany is issuing scrip for its individual 
accounts, for which warrants are ex­
changed by the county. It developed 
at the meeting that the warrants 
have no maturity but will be paid in 
the order issued, “ when the county 
has the money.”

Bankruptcy Might Affect.
Another fact brought out was that 

the road building company has to 
fight for its solvency in the federal 
courts because a petition has been 
filed trying to force it into bank­
ruptcy. The question was asked if 
it v/as forced into bankruptcy would 
the warrants issued for its debts be 
legal. One wholesaler'and. twelve or 
fifteen retailers of Eastland are re­
fusing to take the warrants was an­
other fact learned at the meeting.

The meeting was called because 
many of the warrants are reaching 
Ranger and business people were 
anxious to know just what their legal 
standing is and when they could be 
collected.

MILLIONAIRE IS 
HELD FOR FRAUD 

THROUGH MAILS

When ar­
raigned before a United States com­
missioner, Davis waived reading of 
affidavits and was released on $25,- 
000 bond for appearance before the 
federal court at Chicago.

Davis is alleged to be a member 
of the French gang of swindlers and 
is said to have joined the gang after 
he had been swindled of $2,500,000, 
in an effort to get his money back. 
The gang conducted vast business 
deals and its breaking up is said to 
have prevented the ruin of forty- 
eight banks with which spurious pa­
per negotiations were being made.

SEIZE $10,000,000 MORE.

$10,000,000 was added today to the 
total of notes seized by federal au­
thorities investigating the alleged 
swindling ring headed by Charles 
French.

PARIS PRINTERY BURNS.

day practically destroyed the Ben­
nett Printing company bindery here 
and seriously injured the John T. 
Dixon building. Origin of the blaze 
is unknown.

The prisoners at present in the 
jail include Tom Winn, under sen­
tence of fourteen years after con­
viction for murder; and Tom Lane, 
who was twice convicted on highway 
robbery on the Ranger-Necessity 
road and given sentences totalling 
thirty-one years.

GAS COMPANIES AT MINERAL

He has a 
chance to get some outside air and at 
the same time waft a superior smile 
back at the crowds around the little 
stations. In other words, he gets 
more for his money.

Travel during the height of the na­
tional hysteria was a nuisance. Up­
per berths are really made to put hat 
boxes and things in, but for months 
and months one-half the Pullman 
passengers wondered whether to take 
their shoes upstairs, wondered be­
tween whiles if the train was upside 
down, and sweltered all the time. It’s 
different now, which is perhaps de­
pressing to the Pullman company, but 
is pleasurable to the person who likes 
to look on a railway trip as a luxury 
and not an ordeal.

When a person pays out money for 
something, he doesn’t like to find he 
has merely purchased inconveniences, 
and the railroads will be more popu­
lar with their passengers, now that 
one doesn’t have to take potluck, and 
little of that, every time he rides.

“ We trust that the inclosed cur­
rency will cover the cost of this in­
sertion for one time.”

AN ORDINANCE PROHIBITING 
THE RUNNING AT L A R G E  
WITHIN THE CITY OF RANGER 
OF CERTAIN ANIMALS; PRO­
VIDING FOR A POUND, TO­
GETHER WITH REGULATIONS 
FOR ITS OPERATION AND PRO­
VIDING A PENALTY.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY 
COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF

RANGER, Texas7 that the running at 
.large of horses, mules, jacks, jennets, 
cattle, sheep, goats, hogs or geese, 
within the City of Ranger, is hereby 
declared a nuisance, and positively 
prohibited, and it is hereby made un­
lawful for the owner or keeper of any 
such animals to permit the same to 
run at large within the corporate lim­
its of said City.

Section 1. POUND: The Mayor 
or Board of Commissioners shall se­
lect and establish a place within the 
city for impounding such of said ani­
mals as are found running at large.

Sec. 2. IMPOUNDING ANIMALS 
—SALE IF NOT REDEEMED: The 
Chief of Police, or any policeman, or 
other person designated by the Chief 
of Police, Mayor or Board of Commis­
sioners, shall take up and impound 
any animal found running at large in 
the city limits. The Chief of Police 
shall proceed to sell the animals so 
impounded at public auction for cash, 
first giving five days’ notice of the 
time, terms and place of sale in the 
daily official newspaper of said City, 
describing the animal impounded, and 
stating that the same will be sold to 
defray costs if not reclaimed and costs 
paid before the day of sale. If not re­
claimed by said day, he shall, between 
the hours of 10 o’clock a. m. and 4 
o’clock p. m., on said day, sell said 
animal at public auction, and after 
deducting all the expenses of taking 
up and keeping such animal, and his 
fee, which shall be one dollar and fifty 
cents for each animal impounded, the 
Chief of Police shall return the bal­
ance of the proceeds, if any, to the 
owner of the animal. If no owner 
shall call for the animal within thirty 
days from day of sale, said balance 
shall be paid into the City Treasury. 
At any time within six months after 
said sale the owner may apply to the 
Board of Commissioners, and upon 
satisfactory proof of his ownership, 
he shall be entitled to receive the 
amount paid into the City Treasury 
on account of such sale.

Sec. 3. The owner of any animals 
impounded as aforesaid may redeem 
the same as follows:

1. Before Sold—By paying the ex­
penses of taking up and keeping and 
the officer’s fee for impounding the 
same, together with the cost of ad­
vertising, if any.

2. After Sold—By paying to the 
purchaser double the amount bid by 
him for such animal or animals, and 
his reasonable expenses for keeping the 
same; provided, the owner so redeems 
said animal within thirty days after 
the date of sale; otherwise said animal 
shall become the absolute property of 
the purchaser.

Sec. 4. That the Chief of Police 
shall keep a book giving the descrip­
tion of all animals impounded by him, 
the date of impounding, the date of 
sale, the amount realized for such 
.animal, the name of purchaser.

Section 5. CERTAIN CASES 
WHEREIN PROVISIONS OF THIS 
CHAPTER DO NOT APPLY: This 
Chapter shall not be construed so as

to prevent person from driving into 
the city for sale or from passing 
through the city with any of said ani­
mals, the same being under the said 
person’s immediate charge, or per­
sons driving milch cows to or from 
pasture; provided such animals shall 
be under immediate charge of some 
competent person and shall not be 
permitted to run or go on to the side­
walk of any street or go or depredate 
upon any private property, and the 
herding of cattle inside of the city 
limits is hereby expressly forbidden.

Sec. 6. FEES FOR POUNDAGE: 
The following shall be the fees charg­
ed as poundage:
For taking up and impounding,

per head .....................  $1.50
Fees for taking care of such ani­

mals, per head per day......... .50
For selling such animals............ 2.00
For! preparing advertisement... .50
For cost of newspaper advertise­

ment the sum o f ..............................
(The same to be a reasonable charge)

Sec. 7. NONE BUT AUTHOR­
IZED PERSONS TO IMPOUND 
STOCK: It shall not be lawful for 
persons other than those designated 
in this Chapter to engage in catching 
and impounding stock, nor shall any 
reward be given for such catching and 
impounding, and any person detected 
driving any of said animals into the 
city, and any officer or person author­
ized to impound said animals, detected 
,in offering a reward of any kind 
whatsoever to any person to catch or 
impound any such animal, or to drive 
same within the City limits, shall be 
deemed guilty of a misdemeanor, and 
upon conviction thereof, shall be fined 
not less than ten, nor more than one 
hundred dollars.

Sec. 8. OWNERS OF PREMISES 
MAY IMPOUND STOCK TRES­
PASSING THEREON UNTIL PO­
LICE ARE NOTIFIED: If any of 
the animals named in this chapter 
break into the enclosure, or are found 
upon the premises of any one, the 
owner or occupant of said premises 
shall have the right to confine such 
animal until he can notify the Chief 
of Police or Pound Keeper to come 
and impound such animal; provided, 
the same is done in a reasonable 
length of time. When so notified* it 
shall be the duty of said officers to 
at once cause such animal to be im­
pounded.

Sec. 9. PENALTY: Any owner 
or keeper of any animal named in this 
Chapter who shall permit the same 
to run at large within the City limits, 
or shall violate any provision in this 
chapter, shall, unless otherwise pro­
vided, be fined not to exceed one hun­
dred dollars; provided, that the Board 
of Commissioners may, by resolution, 
exempt such suburban portions of the 
city from the operation of this chap­
ter, as the Board of Commissioners 
may deem just.
