G o vernor C onsiders 
Ponzi’s Appeal T o 
Keep Out Of Pen

AUSTIN, Texas, Aug. 2.— A com­

mittee from the Texas Highway as­
sociation met here today and began 
preparation of bills and public no­
tices to validate the road bonds of 
the 625 road districts in Texas at 
the special session starting Septem­
ber 13. The committee expects to 
have everything in readiness when 
the session opens.

The local chamber of commerce 
will be asked to defray the expenses 
cf newspaper publication of the 
thirty days notice for local bills as 
is required,by the constitution.

The committee and a full corps 
of clerks will be here for severel 
days until the , task is completed. 
Every bill will be passed on by a 
corps of expert attorneys, and care­
fully edited so as to avoid all pos­
sible technical objections.

From now until the special session 
meets, Austin will be a beehive of 
activity. The governor will have her 
hands full passing on applications 
for pardons,- and other matters.

At noon today, Governor Miriam 
A. Ferguson took under advisement 
the extradition appeal of the state 
of Massachusetts for Charles Ponzi, 
the financial wizard.

Ponzi’s attorneys had contended 
his arrest was illegal, while the state 
held that he was just a state con­
vict having been convicted and hav­
ing jumped his bail bond.

SENATORSNOW 
FACING FIGHTS

WASHINGTON, Aug. 2. —  The 

seats of three republican United 
States senators go upon the election 
block in primaries tomorrow in six 
widely scattered states.

eRpublicans and democrats of Kan­
sas, Mlissouri, Oklahoma, Virgania, 
Montana and West Virginia will go 
to the polls unddr their state laws to 
choose candidates to represent their 
parties in the November elections.

The three senatorial contests are 
in Kansas, Missouri and Oklahoma. 
In Kansas, Senator Charles E. Cur­
tis, republican floon* leader of the up­
per house is expected by national re­
publicans to be nominated. In Okla­
homa Senator John W. Harreld is 
claimed by republicans here to be vir­
tually assured of the nomination.-

The only outstanding fight is in 
Missouri where the wet and dry ques­
tion has been raised. Senator George 
H. Williams, a wet, is being opposed 
for the republican senatorial nomina­
tion by David Proctor who has the 
backing of the Anti-Saloon league 
and the Women’s Christian Temper­
ance union.

Missouri democrats also are staging 
a wet. and dry fight in choosing, a 
man to oppose the republican sena­
torial nominee in November. Rep. 
Harry Hawes, wet, is opposed by 
Judge Ewing Cockrell, son of former 
Senator Cockrell, and W. H. Mere­
dith, who are credited with dry sup­
port.

If Williams wins the republican 
senatorial nomination and Hawes the 
democratic senatorial nomination, the 
wet question is, expected to be shoved 
aside for a hot' contest for the repub­
lican seat in November.

Harreld’s friends likewise expect 
his hardest contest to come in Novem­
ber when Rep. Elmer Thomas, one of 
the leading democrats of the state is 
hoping to oppose him.

The contests in Montana, Virginia 
and West Virginia are to choose state 
officials and lesser legislative of­
ficials. They hold no important na­
tional significance.

JUNIOR COLLEGE 
GETS BACKING OF 
THE COMMUNITY

Speakers Recite A 11 
Benefit To Be Had 
From Such College

That Ranger wants to go right 
ahead wi^h its educational program, 
was clearly set forth last night at a 
union meeting on the High school 
campus, when a motion was made 
that the community urge the school 
hoard to push its program for the 
jifnior college, a.nd that the communi­
ty as a whole indorse the project fa­
vorably.

Following a splendid program by 
the Ranger band, which included sev­
eral special numbers, M. LI. Haga- 
man designated as the “ father of 
Ranger schools,”  made a talk in favor 
of the junior college, explained its 
advantages and its workings. He 
was followed by Prof. R. F. Holloway, 
who stressed the fact that the board 
of education had already sent Mr. 
Peyton Irving, college examiner for 
Texas, to Ranger, to go through the 
matter of establishment of a junior 
college in Ranger and he has already 
outlined the whole program necessary 
"to make a college of that kind con­
form with the universities, so as to 
have the recognition of its credits. 
The Board feels that there will be no 
difficulty as to their affiliation with 
universities.

The fact was asked to be taken 
under consideration that 75 per cent 
of the students at Texas Tech, Lub­
bock, came from within a distance of 
75 miles of that city, which shows 
that a college of merit builds up its 
own attendance without detracting 
from other colleges, as it brings the 
school to the pupils who can not go 
were it further away from home.

Rev. A. W. Hall, who is a junior 
college enthusiast, made a splendid 
talk on the needs and possibilities of 
the college.

A good sized crowd was out to hear 
the plans for the college out before 
the people and all seemed to give it 
their hearty endorsement.

3000 Students 
In Attendance 

Oil Short Course

Practically every 
county in the state was represented 
among those enrolled for the week’s 
course: The program is the most 
comprehensive yet offered and in­
cludes instruction of interest to 
men, women, boys and girls.

Agricultural leaders from outside 
the State as well as specialists from 
the extension service of the Col­
lege will address the meetings.

UNITED STATES 
HOLDS OUT FOR 

DISARMAMENT

(United Press Correspondent)
GENEVA, Aug. 2.'— Following a. 

three weeks’ recess to allow its mem­
bers to consult tlveir governments 
the League of Nations’ Military, 
Naval and Aerial Disarmament sub­
commission reconvened here today toi 
push its task through to completion.

Des];4;h,the fact that during the 
June and July session of the sub- 
commission the American program 
was defeated on every important 
point, the United States still had the 
largest delegation present when the 
commission reconvened today.

Minister Hugh Gibson from Berne 
remained at the head of the delega­
tion surrounded by a full staff of’ 
technical advisors from the State De­
partment, and from the army and 
navy colleges and staffs.

Instructions
They announced their intention of 

carrying out the instructions of 
President Coolidge to remain on the 
job to the last and to do everything 
possible towards contributing to a 
practical solution of the problems of 
disarmament.

It is expected that the subcommis- 
ricn will complete entirely the work 
assigned to it before the meeting of 
the i-eague Assembly in September. 
However, the latter will not have 
an opportunity of passing on the re­
sults obtained to date as the sub- 
commission must'first report to the 
League’s full Preparatory Disarma­
ment Commission and the latter will 
not be able to meet before fall.

Reductions
The principal decisions taken by 

the subeommission to date are that 
armaments reductions and limitations 
must be confined to peace-time ef­
fectives; that military, naVal and 
aerial armaments constitute „an in­
separable whole and rnust be treated 
as a single problem; and that chemi­
cal warfare should be abolished en­
tirely.

The subcommission has also fixed 
as a basis for comparison and limi­
tation of armaments the following- 
standards: for military armaments, 
peace-time effectives and material 
actually in use; for naval armaments, 
total tonnage and the total number 
of guns that can be mounted; for 
aeiial armaments, the total number 
of horsepower ior airplanes and the 
total number both of horsepower 
and of cubic .meters of volume for 
dirigibles.

French Thesis
The subcommission has also sus­

tained the French thesis that while 
ultimate war strength of a nation 
cannot be limited, yet it must be tak­
en into consideration in fixing the 
limitations to be imposed on each 
country. Special consideration is to 
be given to the industrial develop­
ment, raw materials, and the finan­
cial situation of each country.

The work that remains for the sub­
commission to do is not as compli­
cated as that which has been done. 
The two principal questions to be 
answered are whether there is a dif­
ference ' between civil and military 
aviation and whether there is a dif­
ference between defensive and ag­
gressive armaments.

Th subcommission will also have 
to decide to what extent regional 
agreements/ on security and disarma­
ment can enter into the problem as 
a whole.

In this connection the American 
delegation has already announced its 
conviction that military disarmament 
can best be attained by regional 
agreements.

Suggests Developments 
to John Tobin and His 
Associates to R e a  d

AUSTIN, Texas, Aug. 2.— Ex- 

Governor James E. Ferguson issued 
another statement Monday entitles, 
“ Some More of How It Happened,” 
in explaining the defeat of Mrs. Mi­
riam A. Ferguson for the nomina­
tion for a second term.

In the latest statement, he lays 
the whole blame on the klan, and 
quotes a statement published m the 
Gilmer Mirror signed by D. R. Pen­
dleton, formei-ly county judge of 
Smith county, who was defeated for 
district attorney by one.

The Pendleton statement also gave 
the klan entire credit for the elec­
tion of Moody and.-the defeat of Gov­
ernor Ferguson, saying three-fourths 
of the Moody’s votes was the Klan 
support, that was given to Felix Rob­
ison, and without it, Ferguson wrnuld 
have won out.

He said many of the Jewish and 
Catholic friends deserted her and 
must now see the error of their way, 
and unless the Klan is checked, 
Texas Catholics will soon be fighting 
for religious liberty like their breth­
ren in Mexico today.

Ferguson also cites a Norris ser­
mon broadcasted against the Cath­
olic church, and the seizure of a man 
m Fort Worth by six white robed 
figures bearing red crosses.

He especially commends' these de­
velopments to Mayor Tobin of San 
Antonio, and to John Boyle, the 
mayor’s political associate, and also 
to Bishop Byrne of Galveston, who 
is described as having made a speech 
against .the governor. —?----

SWIMMER IS 

HALF WAY

DOVER, England, Aug. 2. — Miss 
Clara Bell Barrett of New York was 
16 miles o ff shore and going, strong 
at 4 p. m. Eight hours after she be­
gan an attempt to swim the English 
channel.

It appears that the fog which fell 
over the channel this evening would 
be confined to the English side and 
therefore not interfere with Miss Bar­
rett, who was more than half way 
across the goal which no woman has 
ever achieved. At its narrowest point 
between Dover and the French coast, 
the channel is 20 miles wide.

An American woman and a London 
physician began an attempt to swim 
the English channel today.

Dr. George Brewster of London 
went into the mater at 11 a. m., five 
miles east of Dover. At 2 o’clock this 
afternoon, Dr. Brewster was five 
miles off the coast from Folkstone. 
He attempted to swim the channel 
last year but gave it up after pro­
gressing seven miles.

At 10 p. m. today,.Miss Clara Bell 
Barrett of New York, a swimming 
instructress, who entered the water 
one mile west of the Dover pier, was 
12 miles out. At 8 a. m. she had 
reached the half-way mark in five 
hours and there was a possibility that 
she might make a channel record.

DALLAS, Texas, Aug. 2.— The 
largest number of newspapers over 
printed and distributed in a regular 
edition of the Dallas News, was the 
record made by the Dallas newspa­
per in its edition carrying the Texas 
primary election results, Sunday 
July 25.

The press run for this edition of 
the News was 120,108 copies, avei’- 
aging eighty pages each, and each 
copy weighing one and one-quarter 
pounds. The total weight of the edi­
tion was about 150,130 pounds, re­
quiring more than 75 tons of paper. 
This paper would make a strip more 
than 25,000 miles in length,, suffi­
cient to belt the earth. The total 
number of columns printed amount 
to 1,614,251,520.

Addition of a department of gos­
pel music and the enlargement of 
the departments of religious educa­
tion and business administration has 
been announced for the fall term of 
Simmons University, Abilene, which 
begins September 15.

The development of the depart­
ments of gospel music and religious 
education has resulted from a con­
stantly increasing demand in almost 
every community for trained teach­
ers in religious work and for edu­
cation and music directors for 
churches. The courses in these de 
partments will include training in 
all branches of religious education 
work and in theory and voice train­
ing for gospel music and gospel hymn 
playing.

The department of business ad­
ministration is intended to better 
prepare young men and women for 
business careers. Eleven courses will 
be offered during the year in these 
departments, which will include 
typewriting, principles of economics, 
stenography, mathematical theories 
of investment, money and banking, 
office training, theory and practice 
in accounting, psychology of adver­
tising, and other caurses.

The summer session of Simmons 
University will close August 18, at 
which time 34 students will receive 
their degrees.' There were 85 grad 
uates at the spring commencement, 
making a total of 119 graduates for 
the year.

As a result of the prospects for a 
bumper crop throughout the entire 
west, Simmons is expecting the 
largest enrollment in the history of 
the institution. The enrollment last 
year was 1,262.

nated by the Lone Star Poultry 
Journal and '^he Kazemeier Poultry 
Farm, in addition to medals to be 
given by the Extension Service of 
the College. The poultry will be 
judged primarily from the American 
standpoint of perfection as to type, 
color of plumage and ability to pro­
duce eggs. V. R. Glazener, poultry 
specialists of the Extension Service, 
will be in charge of this contest.

Two classes each of dairy cattle, 
beef cattle, hogs and sheep will be 
judged by about 120 boys, repre­
senting- 40 counties in the live stock 
contest which will be superintend­
ed by Professor A. H. Groth of the 
Department of animal husbandry of 
the College, Awards will be made of 
the Progressive Farmer Trophy and 
medals. The three high ranking men 
in this contest will compose the team 
to attend the Interstate Live Stock 
Contest to be held next March in 
Fort Worth.

Forty teams of twe boys each will 
compete for the Cameron Lumber 
Company Trophy and medals in the 
grain judging contest, to be held un­
der the derection of E. A. Miller, 
Extension Service agronomist.

Approximately 40 boys are ex­
pected to enter the terracing contest 
for medal prizes, to' be held under 
the direction of M. R. Bently, farm 
engineer of the Extension Service. 
This will be the first contest in ter­
racing ever held in the State, ac­
cording to S. C. Evans, state direc­
tors of boys’ club work.
