IS 100 MILLIONS

NEW YORK, July 20— Automo-
bile stealing has increased so rapidly

such vast proportions that the urgent
need for federal regulation of this

AUTO INDUSTRY
HEAD DENOUNCES
WAGE REDUCTION

Reduction Pclicy Prevents
Prosperity, Dayton
. Man Says.

CHICAGO, July 20-—Assgertion that
“a wage reduction policy is wrong in
every way and unnecessary” was
made today by Will I. Ohmer, chair-
man of the board of the Associated
Motor Industries, an dutomobile mer-

ger embracing iseven car and truck
companies, formation of which was

announced last week. Mr., Ohmer’s
headquarters are in Dayton, Ohio.

QOutlining his wage policy, Mr.
Ohmer said:

“Everybody should join now in har-
monious work for production and
prosperity for all. Talk of wage re-
duetion is entirely out of harmony.
Where is prosperity if there is wage
reduction? We are building up \now
and not tearing down.

“We believe that wage workers
should have the opportunity to earn
more wages instead of less. Talk of
cutting down wages of working men
and women is the most harmful talk
that could be indulged in now. It is
contrary fo what every constructive
agency in this country is working for.
Whoever is working for wage’ reduc-
‘tions mow is pulling against the
stream.

“What this country and the world
wants is harmony, mutual good will,
confidence and . greater production.
Wage reduction can only produce dis-
content, pessimism and limited pro-
duction. ,

“The essential argument is that
wage reduction is not necessary, but
on the contrary, it is .the very thing
that would defeat what is necessary,
namely, efficient production. The an-
swer to the needs of the country is
not wage reduction but more efficient
methods of manufacturing. Put the
factories on a thoroughly efficient
basis and you won’t have to cut
wages. On the contrary, the workers
can earn more and more product will
result.

“Reduction of costs should not be
brought about by reduction of wages.
What the times call for is superior
methods of manufacturing, not wage
cutting, ~ !

“One reason that has enabled me to
take this point of view and see the
real economy of enabling the worker
to make all the money he is capable
of is that T have never felt myself any
different from or better than the men
at the benches.

“The truth is that we are all ex-
actly alike. The wage earner at the
bench and the head of the business at
the directors’ table have exactly the
same feelings and reactions. If the
wage earner: looks around and sees
prosperity and sees that he is not get-
ting -his share of it he will become
dissatisfied just the same as the head
of the directors’ table would.”
