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POLICE PROBE FATAL SHOOTING OF WOMAN
INQUEST EVIDENCE 

AND SIGNED NOTE 
POINT TO SUICIDE

Fort Worth Again Inundated
WOMAN KILLED, 
SEVERAL HURT, 
IN TULSA BLAST

Daughter of Cosden Executive 
Fatally Injured When Acety­

lene Tank Explodes.

TULSA, 'Okla., May 9.—An uniden­
tified woman was instantly killed; 
Miss Helen Moffitt, daughter of T. W. 
Moffitt, vice president of the Cosden 
Oil company, was perhaps fatally in­
jured and two others were seriously 
hurt when an acetylene tank being 
used to repair tracks on the street 
railway here exploded shortly before 
noon today.

The blast wrecked a grocery store 
nearby and shook buildings for a 
block around, breaking many win­
dows.

The dead and injured were passen­
gers on a street car who were forced 
to transfer to another car because of 
the work being done on the track. 
The explosion occurred just as they 
were passing the spot where the tank 
was being used to weld rails.

MOB BOMBARDS 

OHIO TEACHER
By United Press.

WALBRIDGE, Ohio, May 9.— A 
band of armed men in t\\ro autos to­
day attacked a house here, searching 
for Otto T. Tracy, school principal 
accused of a statutory offense 
against several school children. Tracy 
was slightly wounded by one shot and 
cfilt by glass but escaped the mob. 
16 windows were broken by buck­
shot, county officials reported after 
answering an emergency call.

When the sheriff and deputies ar­
rived the attackers had fled.

EUROPEAN ACTION  
W O N ’T INFLUENCE U. S.

'  STAND ON RUSSIA
By United Press.

WASHINGTON, May 9.—America 
will not be influenced in its dealings 
with Russia by the action of the 
Genoa conference nor by any step by 
any European government, it was de­
clared emphatically at the White 
House today.

Regardless of the success or fail­
ure of the Genoa conference, this 
government will not deviate from the 
principles originally laid down as a 
basis for resumption of relations with 
Russia, President Harding said.

A discussion of the Russian settle­
ment as effected by the negotiations 
at Genoa occupied most of the session 
of the cabinet this morning. The 
discussion developed that the allied 
attitude toward Russia was virtual­
ly in agreement with the position 
taken by the United States.

It was said following the meeting 
that the agreements as they are being 
worked out at Genoa are along the 
same line as previously outlined by 
the state department.

FIRE DESTROYS PLANT OF
DES MOINES NEWSPAPER

DES MOINES, May 9.— Fire com­
pletely destroyed the building and 
equipment of the Des Moines Daily 
News today. The blaze started in the 
paper storage room in the basement 
at 3 a. m. The fire gained headway 
rapidly and fire apparatus rushed to 
the scene was unable to cope with the 
blaze.

Every piece of apparatus was call­
ed out and firemen fought the blaze 
for hours before bringing it under 
control. The loss to the News was 
estimated at $200,000 while other 
occupants suffeied a loss of $25,000.

FLY BALL FRACTURES
BOY ATHLETE’S SKULL

PUEBLO, Colo., May 9.— Blinded 
by the sun as he was about to catch 
a fly ball in a baseball game here, 
Floyd Agarbright, 19 years old, was 
struck on the head and incurred a 
fractured skull. Agarbright was 
playing left field for the Central 
High school team. His condition is 
serious.

Fire Is Menace to 
Downtown District

By Associated Press.
FORT WORTH, May 9.— Fire broke out in the heart of the 

business district this morning at 10 :45 o’clock, threatening a 
wide area. Firemen were handicapped by lack of water. 
However, at 11 o’clock some water was available and the fire­
men were successful in their efforts to confine the flames to the 
building of the Drumm Seed and Floral company, on Houston 
street, where it originated. The damage was $25,000.

By calling all available apparatus and the use of chemicals 
and water standing in the mains, the flames were brought un­
der control at 11:45. At the same time the pumps at the munic­
ipal water plant, stopped since midnight by the flood, started 
up and began refilling the mains.

FORT WORTH, May 9.— No loss 
of life is reported in the renewed 
flood here today, but just as much 
territory has been inundated and just 
as much damage done as in the dis­
aster of two weeks ago. The Trinity 
river was still rising this morning 
and no suspension is in sight, accord­
ing to the weather bureau.

The entire city is at the mercy of 
fire, as all municipal water is cut off. 
The number of homeless was reduced 
this time to 300. Railroad service 
was paralyzed in practically every 
direction, only three roads being able 
to operate.

Two baseball teams, Houston and 
Fort Worth, are marooned here. 
Panther Park is under sixteen feet of 
water. Interurban service to Dallas 
is crippled. Much new work of the 
Interurban and of the Texas & Pa­
cific railroad over Village\ creek, sev­
en miles east, to repair the breaks 
of April 25, was destroyed last night.

* 5 BRIDGES GONE
SHERMAN, Texas, May 9.— Five 

steel bridges in the west and north­

west parts of Grayson county were 
washed away yesterday, according to 
reports here. A five-inch rain has fal­
len here since Sunday.

DALLAS FOLK HOMELESS
DALLAS, May 9.— Two hundred 

residents of West Dallas left their 
homes yesterday and camped on the 
nearby hills, as a result of the rapid 
rise in the Trinity river. The river 
is now 40.9 feet. Unless further rain 
falls it will not go over 42 feet as a 
result of yesterday’s torrential rains, 
the local weather bureau predicted.

Heavy property damage was done 
in Dallas late yesterday and last 
night by flooded streams, but no loss 
of life is reported. All Dallas inter- 
urbans are suspended except the Den­
ison line.

SABINE pN RAMPAGE
GREENVILLE, Texas, May 9.—  

The Sabine river is out of its banks 
today and traffic on roads to the 
east is halted following a 2.4 inch 
rainfall in this section. Katy trains 
are being detoured into Dallas via 
Terrell and the Texas & Pacific.

SMOKER TONIGHT TO FORMALLY 
ORGANIZE CHAMBER OF COMMERCE

With the exception of two trains 
running between Mingus and Sweet­
water and meeting here at 1 p. m., 
train service over the western end 
of the Texas & Pacific road was at a 
standstill today at noon. Officials 
of the road here were without infor­
mation this morning as tn when the 
road bed in the Weatherford vicinity 
would be repaired sufficiently for the 
resumption of the regular service. 
The extent of damage from the heavy 
rains in that vicinity yesterday are 
unknown.

During the tieup of the Texas & 
Pacific all passenger and other traf­
fic to Fort Worth is going over the 
Hamon line which connects with the 
Frisco at Dublin. Trains over this 
K:ne (piaking connection at Dublin 
for Fort Worth leave here at 11:20 
p. m., arriving at Fort Worth at 6:30 
a. m. and at 8:25 a. hi., arriving in 
Fort Worth at 2:30 p. m.

Incoming trains from Fort Worth 
and the East reach here over the 
Hamon line at 4 p. m. and 5 :50 a. m.

PIRATES BOARD SHIPS 
AND ROB PASSENGERS 

OFF COAST OF MEXICO
MONTEREY, Mexico, May 9.—For 

the first time "in more than a hundred 
years piracy is being practiced in 
the lower waters of the Gulf of Mex­
ico bordering the coasts of Tabasco 
and Campeche, according to reports 
made to the Mexican government.

It is stated that during the last few 
days several small steamships includ­
ing coastwise mail boats have been 
boarded by pirates and robbed of 
money and the more valuable parts- 
of the cargo.

Bandits also are roaming part of 
Tabasco and Campeche in such num­
bers that farmers have been forced 
td abandon their crops and flee to the 
towns for safety.

Floods and storms in the 
Southwest have claimed four 
lives, a score of injured and hun­
dreds of thousands of dollars in 
property damage since Sunday 
night. In Oklahoma, tornadoes 
struck Alva, Mangum and Cerres, 
causing three deaths. In Texas, 
for the third time this spring, 
rivers and creeks are on a ram­
page, with hundreds of refugees 
fleeing to higher ground. One 
man was killed at Cleburne.

Interurban and tram service 
out of Fort Worth and Dallas is 
paralyzed. The Trinity river at 
Fort Worth and Dallas was still 
rising this morning. The rise at 
Fort Worth was slow but at Dal­
las very rapid.

Residents of the lowland sec­
tions fled at the first report of 
the impending floods, having 
taken warning from the havoc 
wrought by the floods a week 
ago. At Fort Worth, practically 
the same sections of the city as 
were inundated in the April flood 
are under water today. No lives 
are reported lost. The city water 
plant is out of commission.

The Brazos river is threaten­
ing to inundate Rosenberg to­
day and families are abandoning 
their homes.

Relief organizations again took 
up the work where they had left 
it two weeks ago. Only a small 
per cent of the damage done two 
weeks ago has been repaired and 
due to this fact, it is believed the 
principal loss will fall on rail­
roads and interurbans.

Torrential rains fell over the 
entire section last night. The 
storm apparently centered at Cle­
burne, where seven inches of rain 
fell.

Ralph McClendon, lost his life 
there in the worst flood of Cle­
burne’s history. Scores of Cle­
burne families were rescued from 
the lowlands.

Midlothian reports a rainfall of 
8.25 inches caused havoc in the 
lowlands of Waxahacljie creek.

Mineral Wells was virtually 
isolated today, all^communlcation 
except telegraph being cut off. 
The Weatherford, Mineral Wells- 
& Northwestern tracks between 
Mineral Wells and Weatherford, 
were washed out in half a dozen 
places.

Heavy rains near Ferris caus­
ed suspension of traffic on the 
Houston & Texas Central.

Four inches of rain fell at 
Stamford and several hundred 
feet bf the Wichita Valley tracks 
were washed out.

Hillsboro, Italy and Milford re­
ported heavy rains and consider­
able damage.

Water was six inches deep in 
the business section of Snyder.

AFTER THREAT 

OF RAGE WAR
Request for Rangers Cancell­

ed ; Fifth Negro Warned 
To Leave.

KIRVIN, Texas, May 9.—The fire 
of race feeling v/as believed to have 
burned itself out here today. Mob 
rule has claimed the lives of four ne­
groes in payment for the assault and 
murder of one white girl. Rangers 
will not be sent to Freestone county. 
Frantic requests for rangers, sent 
yesterday, were cancelled last night, 
as the situation then showed rapid 
improvement.

Relatives of Eula Ousley, 17-year- 
old schoolgirl victim of the negroes, 
declared they, would not countenance 
further violence.

That the situation had not eiitirely 
returned to normal was indicated by 
reports that a fifth negro has been 
warned to leave Yreestone county.

Reports were also circulated that a 
search was being made for this negro. 
It is alleged that he was mentioned 
in the confession of “ Snap” Curry, 
leader of the assaulters.

Authorities today were doing ev- j 
erything possible to quell the bitter­
ness. They threatened to again call 
for rangers any time the situation 
shows tenseness.

RED RIVER FALLING.
DENISON, May 9.—Red river, 

which rose twelve and one-half feet 
this morning, has begun to recede, ac­
cording to reports from Katy rail­
way officials.

SOUTH TEXANS MAROONED.
HOUSTON, May 9.—A special 

relief train carrying boats was sent 
today to Sandy Point, in Brazoria 
county, to rescue forty families trap­
ped in the Brazos bottoms.

Simonton, the Irish potato section 
of Texas, reports that seventy-five 
persons are marooned on a hill by 
high water and are without food. A 
2,000-acre potato crop is reported to 
have been destroyed.

Miss or Mrs. Billie Shanks aged about 23, former member 
of a vaudeville troupe which is said to have stranded in Ranger 
about a month ago, was found shot through the heart shortly 
after midnight this morning in her room at the Oasis hotel, at 
Pine and Austin, streets. She was fully clothed, and in a dying 
condition when F. C. A.mes and Miss Johnnie Moore rushed into 
her room on hearing the shot, they state. A .38-calibre re­
volver was found on the dresser and a note signed “Billie” was 
later discovered.

“ I have shot myself because I have nobody and nobody 
gives a ------ ,” the note read. It was written on stationery of
the Majestic hotel.

The dead woman “ came to her death from a gunshot wound 
inflicted by a .38-calibre German-made revolver, but in whose 
hands it is undetermined,” according to the verdict returned 
this morning following the inquest held by Justice of the Peace 
McFatter. No powder burns were found on the body or cloth­

ing, it is stated.
Was Despondent

The woman had been despondent 
and had said that she had rather be 
dead than alive a few hours before 
her death, according to the state­
ments of J. B. Ames and F. C. Ames 
at the inquest. She had expressed 
the intention of leaving for El Paso 
on the first train that left Ranger, 
they testified.

According to F. C. Ames, who 
rooms at the same hotel, the gun 
found on her dresser was his own. 
He had loaned it to her several days 
previous on her .request, he said 
At the time Miss Shanks said that she 
and Miss Johnnie Moore were afraid 
to stay alone. The witness said that 
he had been in Miss Shanks’ room a 
few minutes before the shooting, but 
left to get his dog, which she was 
fond of and had asked for.

According to the statements of 
himself and Miss Moore F. C. Ames., 
returned a short time later and on 
being informed that some one had 
been shot, went into the room and 
found Miss Shanks dying. The wo­
man raised her hand he said. J. B. 
Ames then notified and called Mil­
ford’s ambulance and then notified 
Chief Davenport, the witnesses said. 

Find Woman Dead 
George Owens, ambulance driver, 

and Chief Davenport found the wo­
man dead. An examination is said 
to have shown that the bullet had 
passed through the heart and lodged 
under the skin in bet back.

The statement of F. C. Ames, as 
.taken at the inquest follows: “ I saw 
her three times yesterday before she 
was shot, and this morning between 
12 and 1 o’clock. She was laying on 
the floor. When I spoke to her and 
touched her, she moved her left hand.
I put my hand under her head, she 
groaned and tried to speak and died 
immediately.

“ I had known her about three
weeks. I had heard her speak of her 
step-mother and father. I believe they 
live somewhere in Missouri or Kans­
as. She and Johnny Moore had been 
taking care of the place and three 
days ago she asked me' to bring a 
gun up and leave it with her, as they 
were afraid to stay there alone, and 
it was with my gun that she shot her­
self. The gun is now in the hands of 
Justice of the Peace McFatter.

“ In conversation with her yester­
day afternoon between 2 and 3 
o’clock she was talking blue and said 
that she had rather he dead than 
alive, that she had been trying to 
get along and trying to do right and 
that it looked like she had hard luck

STUDENT DEAD 
IN GUN FIGHT ON 

OKLA. CAMPUS
OKLAHOMA CITY, May 9.—Beck­

ham Cobb, student at the Oklahoma 
Agricultural and Mechanical college 
at Stillwater, is dead, and Earl Gor­
don of Miami, Okla., also a student at 
the college, is in jail following a 
shooting affray this morning on the 
campus, according to a telephone re­
port from the president of the col­
lege to J. C. Whitehurst, commis­
sioner of agriculture.

Whitehurst said that no details of 
the shooting were given.

Trams Suspended, Heme Owners E 
for 50,000 Delegates at Bulgarian

SCHOOL BOARD W O N ’T  
DISCHARGE EDUCATOR  

FOR SMOKING CIGARS

SOFIA, Bulgaria, May 9.— 
Fifty thousand delegates will at­
tend the yearly congress of the 
National Peasant Party in Sofia 
this month. Passenger and freight 
traffic on the Bulgarian railroads 
will he suspended for a whole 
week in order to give the dele­
gates prompt transportation.

Thousands of home dwellers 
will be ejected to make way for 
the huge influx of peasant poli­
ticians that will find its way to 
the capital. A man’s home in so­
cialized Bulgaria no longer is his

castle; it belongs to the govern­
ment quite as much as to himself 
and can be requisitioned any time 
without a penny’s compensation.

Representatives of Peasant 
parties in Jugoslavia, Rumania, 
and Poland will attend the con­
gress. The secretary, of the 
Green Internationale also has 
been invited. Alexander Stam- 
boulisky, Bulgaria’s picturesque 
premier and peasant potentate, 
will preside over the deliberations 
of the vast assemblage.

TOPEKA, Kans., May 9.— The 
school board of Cimarron has backed 
that famous dictum of Kipling’s “ A 
woman is only a woman, but a good 
cigar’s a smoke.”  It has refused to 
heed the demands of Miss Lorraine 
E. Wooster, state superintendent of 
schools, that it discharge W. N. Peck, 
Cimarron’s superintendent of schools, 
because he smoked cigars, and, most 
horrible of all, belonged to a club 
where bridge whisk is played, or at 
least so she was informed.

She had written to Mr. Peck, 
threatening to withdraw his state cer­
tificate unless he quit smoking. He 
said he had not smoked on school 
grounds, but Miss Wooster replied by 
sending out a new superintendent for 
the Cimarron board to hire. Perhaps 
it smoked over the proposition, but 
anyway, without dissent, voted to re­
tain Peck and his cigars.
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OUR FLOOD M ENACE
A lot of towns are getting some 

publicity out of flood havoc in their 
confines. Unfortunately for publici­
ty purposes but fortunately for Rang 
er, it is in the main situated high and 
dry; in no danger of inundation un­
less the water gets deep enough for 
Noah’s ark.

Persons in touch with the situation, 
however, have repeatedly expressed 
the fear that Mirror lake dam will 
give way during some torrential rain. 
If such should prove to be the case, it 
is not unlikely that a" good sized wall 
of -water would sweep through the 
creek bed that meanders through the 
north and east sides- of town. Such 
an augmentation of the normal run­
off, which always is heavy in this 
watercourse, might do considerable 
damage at several places. There are 
the houses near the laundry, for in­
stance, and pn. East Main street.

The dam is strong, but excessive 
damage at the spillway might cause 
such an Untoward incident. The city 
might take' steps to assure itself 
that there is no such menace. And 
if there is, a little wqrk would surdy 
prevent property loss at some later 
period.

MISS STONE SLEW
NEW YORK, May 9.—Mrs. Marie 

Gormley Kinkead, widow of Ellis Guy 
Kinkead, has lost her reason, accord­
ing to Dr. M. Mortimer Scherman, 
head of the phychological department 
of Kings county hospital, because her 
mind could not stand the effects of 
the tremendous urge with which she 
willed the conviction of Olivia M. P. 
Stone, Cincinnati nurse, who shot and 
killed her husband. Miss Stone was 
tried for murder and acquitted by a 
jury in Brooklyn several weeks ago.

In a straitjacket in the observation 
ward at the hospital, Mrs. Kinkead’s 
ravings ishow that she is living en­
tirely in* her earlier days ini Cincin­
nati, the physician said. She made 
no reference to the killing of her hus­
band, to the days in Brooklyn before 
the shooting nor to the events lead­
ing up to and ending in Miss Stone’s 
trial and acquittal.

This, according to Dr. Scherman, 
indicates ’that the strain under which 
Mrs. Kinkead’s mind broke was caus­
ed by her intense desire that Miss 
Stone should go to the electric chair.

In her ravings the woman calls for 
her husband and for friends in Cin­
cinnati, ana addresses those she sees 
by the names of former Cincinnati 
friends.

W ent A fter Dog
“ I do not know whether she had

It was something like five or 
ten minutes and when I came back 
Johnny Moore met me at the head of 
the stairs.

J. B. Ames’ Statement.
‘‘I was talking to her for thirty or 

forty minutes last night between 30 
and 11 o’clock. She seemed despond­
ent and asked me if I thought it was 
worth while and I asked her: ‘What?’, 
and she said ‘Life.’ I took it as a joke 
and said I guessed it was. She said 
she was going to leave today on the 
Sunshine for El Paso.

“About 12:30 Johnny Moore came 
to me and awakened me at my house 
and told me that Billie had shot her­
self and to get an ambulance, which 
I did and after going to the hotel and 
finding her dead, I notified the po­
lice.

“ The gun was laying on the dresser 
with the barrel pointing toward her. 
The gun was a .38-calibre German- 
made gun and belonged to my brother 

'Frank. That is all I know.”
Heard Someone Leave.

Miss Moore testified that she and 
her mother had left the hotel about 
10:30, leaving Miss Shanks in charge. 
Frank Ames and J. B. Ames were in 
her room, she said. She returned 
home at 11:25 and saw Miss Shanks 
and spoke to her. A few minutes 
later, the witness said, she left the 
hotel and went to a cafe. She re­
turned about 12 o’clock and was em 
'broidering in her room when she 
heard someone leave the house. She 
was unable to see who it was, she 
said. A few second later, she testi­
fied, she heard a noise like “something- 
heavy falling” but was frightened and 
remained in her room until she heard 
someone coming up the stairs. It 
was Frank Ames, she said, and she 
called to him that someone had been 
shot. Both rushed into Miss Shanks’ 
room and found her lying on the 
floor groaning. The witness then 
testified to having sent for J. B. 
Ames, who called the ambulance.

Police Chief Called.
Chief Davenport testified that he 

had been summoned to the hotel be­
tween 12 and 1 o’clock from his of­
fice by J. B. Ames and found the body 
of the woman lying on the floor in

her room, and a revolver with one 
empty shell lying on the dresser. The 
barrel was pointing away from the j 
body. j

The investigation into the death of j 
the woman is being conducted by 
Chief Davenport and Deputy Sheriff 
Jphn Barnes. The body is being held 
at the Milford Funeral home pending 
efforts to communicate with the dead 
woman’s people.

JUSTICE AGENT 
FIRED FOR GIVING 

CONGRESS A ID
WASHINGTON, May 9.— “Thou 

shalt not talk!” This is the new com­
mandment of the Harding adminis­
tration and the reason for the re­
cent dismissal of various government 
employes.

However, the exercise of the sen­
tence of dismissal has produced a 
flare-back that may result in a lot 
of trouble, for Major W. O. Watts, 
special agent of the department of 
justice, was peremptorily discharged 
for giving members of congress in­
formation they asked for and 
Representative Woodruff, Republican, 
of Michigan, and Royal Johnson, Re­
publican, of South Dakota, are on 
the warpath. The information given 
was in relation to the special investi­
gation they are demanding to throw 
light on Attorney General Daugher­
ty’s failure to proceed with sufficient 
vigor against those alleged to have 
defrauded the government on war 
contracts.

“By direction of the attorney gen­
eral,” wrote Assistant Attorney Gen­
eral Rush Holland to Major Watts, 
“you are dismissed frofn the service 
of this department, effective immedi­
ately upon receipt of this letter. You 
are removed for disloyalty to the de­
partment of justice, inasmuch as you 
knowingly and wilfully violated the 
rules of the department, which, as 
you are aware, constitutes a breach 
of trust. Upon application to the 
disbursing office of this department 
your salary will be paid up to this 
time.”

“It has come to a pretty pass,” 
said Representative Woodruff, “when 
employes of the government are dis­
charged for giving information to 
members of congress relative to the 
public interest. The discharge of 
Major Watts seems to be no new de­
parture, for the reason that a number 
of other able, efficient and honest 
employes of that department h ive 
been discharged for doing their 
duty.”

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Frank MerriwelPs Baffling 
Kinkers Almost Equaled

CHICAGO, May 9.-—Batteries in 
the American Association now are 
facing the newest thing in baseball, 
the “ radio fadeaway” which has been 
added to the reportoire of Harry 
(Buck) Weaver, star slabman of Jack 
Hendricks’ Indianapolis club.

Recently Weaver had to face Gav- 
vy Cravath and Sherry Magee, of the 
Minneapolis club. Both are recog­
nized heavy hitters but each was 
powerless before the “ radio fadea­
way” which Weaver served. Both 
Cravath and Magee, who in their 
day have pounded long hits off such 
star twirlers as Mordecai Brown, 
Christy Mathewson and nearly all of 
the leading National League pitch­
ers since the era of this great pair, 
have keen eyes in following the bail, 
and the illustration of how the “ ra­
dio fadeaway” duped them indicates 
how the ball is said to act.

Is New Discovery
Briefly,, the “ radio fadeaway” is a 

close approach to the “ double jointed 
curve,”  which pitchers often dream 
about, just as inventors dream of per­
petual motion. To be able to throw 
a ball that shoots in and then curves 
out, would, it is said, make a pitcher 
virtually invincible, but just as per­
petual motion is a dream, so thus f|ir, 
has been the Jlope: of the secret of a 
“ snake” curve. Weaver’s “ fadea­
way,” however, is a combination of 
two pitches, something never master­
ed before, it is said. It is described 
as a change of pace, with a sharp, 
mystifying “ drop” just at the point 
the bat is supposed to knock the 
horseh'ide off.

Weaver calls it “ radio fadeaway” 
because he happened to perfect it at 
a time when interest in radio devel­
opment was high. He says he can 
deliver his “ radio fadeaway” from 
three positions, underhand, overhand, 
and side arm. He starts it with the 
sajpe motion as his fast ball, which Is 
said to give him a triple advantage 
over the batter.

Missed the Drop
It is said that in the case of Cra­

vath and Magpe, it was this third ad­
vantage which helped him strike 
out the veterans. Both had started 
to swing for a fast ball, but their 
trained eyes had detected the change 
of pace and they accordingly changed 
their position for that pitch. Then, 
as they swung on the ball, it dropped 
suddenly and safely into the catcher’s 
glove.

In developing the “ radio fadea­
way,”  Weaver has incidentally been 
able to compile what is said to be a 
remarkable pitching record, winning 
fourteen out of sixteen games, in­
cluding those pitched in the last half 
of the 1921 season when he was ex­
perimenting with the ball.
