LEAGUE PLANS
ALL SLAVERY

|  GENEVA—The League of Nations
| expects to launch at last its new in-
ternational convention for the world-
wide abolition of all forms of slavery
at its seventh annual assembly which
{opens here Sept. 6.

All members of the League have
been asked to send to the assembly
dele;,atlons with plenary powers for
formally signing the protocol. In ad-
dition, all governments that are not
members of the League, such as the
Unlted States, Russia, Germany, Mex-
ico, Turkey and Ecuador will also be
given an opportunity to accept the
convention in the event they wish teo
join in the League’s humanitarian
work along this line.

The initiative for a new  interna-
tional convention against slavery was
taken by England, and the present
draft was largely the work :-of Lord
Robert Cecil, The convention in. its
present form has now been submitted
to all of the governments of. the
world, for their opinions and obser-
vations, and these have nearly all
already reached the secretariat.

Bulk Favorable

The great bulk of them are favor-
| able in the extreme degree and the
few suggestions that have been made
for changes or amendments will be
| taken into consideration by‘'the com-
ing assembly before drafting the fi-
nal text of the treaty.

The convention is very short, com-
prising only a brief preamble and 11
articles. ' It 'is intended to supplant
by going still further, all prévious ex-
isting conventions relative to the
abolition of slavery such as the Brus-
sels act of 1889-90; and the ' Saint
Germain treaty of 1919.

Defination

The convention, after defining first
just what constitutes slavery and the
slave trade, pledges all of the signa-
tories to prevent.and suppress the
slave trade, and secondly to " bring

After the Dimmitt county officers
were captured they were loaded down
with packs and forced to walk, Ortiz
became exhausted, according to the
story told by W. P. Buck and because
he did not obey commands to move
on was shot to death.

— Medical men have
known for many years and the public
is beginning to realize and to appre-
ciate that scientific medicine is de-
finitely in the age of preventing dis-
ease.

coveries show good will and sensible
co-operation by allowing the family

superificial seratching, or inject with
a clean syringe and needle beneath
it, that vaccine, antitoxin, or serum
which has been found efficient.

However, there is one disease, the
most terrible of zll, which has baffled
the ingenuity of scientists all over the
world—cancer. As soon as we know
what causes cancer the foundation
will have been paid to preventing its
occurrance and development.

Tumors Studied

Fully aware of their handicap, me-
dical men are directing their atten-
tion to early recognition. Those most
carefully diagnosed to determine
whether they are cancerous. If found
to be so and not too far advanced,
they are promptly submitted to oper-
ation, to treatment with rays which
are emanated by the x-ray tube, or
to application of radium.

Internal cancers are recognized
principally by the symptoms they pro-
duce while important methods of ex-
amination assist in establishing the
diagnosis. Worst of all are those can-
cers which occur in the tubes through
which we breathe and swallow; in the
division of the windpipe, and within

stomach, the esophagus.

Plover Season

Is Closed Under
The Eederal Law

A continuous close season has been
prescribed throughout the Uhited
States on black-bellied and golden
plovers, according to the Riological
Survey of the United States Depart-
ment of Agriculture, which is charg-
ed with the enforcement of the mi-
oratory-bird treaty act. Hunters are

reminded by the bureau that persons
killing these birds are subject to
prosecution in Federal court. Great-|
er and lesser yellowlegs, however.!
may still be hunted legally during|
certain open seasons, which are as]
follows:

In Maine, New Hampshire, Massa-
chusetts, ‘Rhode Island, Connecticut,

universe are filled with “light winds”
which whistle past the earth at the
astounding speed of 186,000 miles a
second. For light, according to the
latest theoty; is no longer to be con-
sidered as wave lines in ether, but
comes in lumps of assorted  sizes
which have both mass and inertia.

only to the extent of the notes and warrants outstanding at the time this
Charter amendment is adopted and said note and warrant indebtedness
