‘The house agricultural committee
is. attempting to shape the recommen-
dations of the president’s agricultur-
al’ commission into some sort of a
legislative program. but because of
the field involved in the report it
is doubtful if any substantial relief
can be considered before adjourn-
ment. It is found that the agricul-
tural problem involves nearly every
other activity in the nation and the

whole system is apparently involved.
The report of the commission erit-

izes the admipistration of certain
federal laws and agencies; asserts
that the country lacks a proper cre-
dit system ; elaims the interstate com-

' merce commission has developed into

" a court, and that the tariff commis-

sion can materially assist if it func-
tions along the lines of its powers.

“The commission report devotes much

attention to the ‘“red tape” that! sur-
rounds every avenue of possible re-
lief or to get hearings because of

- the expense, and~deplores the fact

that of 11,000 banks eligible to the
federal reserve system -only 1,650
are members, and intimates that this
is one of the causes for lack of
agricultural stability.

The
results take an entirely different
turn' if there are children in the
home, it is stated, for that gives an-
