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RELIEF PARTY MAY GO FAR INTO THE ARCTIC
TRIAL AWAITS 

TESTIMONY OF 
SICK WITNESS

Court Admits Some Evidence 
In Trial of Frank Collier 

Relating to His Wife.

HASKELL, May 3L7— An instruct­
ed verdict o f  guilty will be ordered 
here this afternoon by Judge Bruce 
Bryant in case Mrs. Frank W oods, 
star witness -for the state, is not able 
to resume the witness stand in the 
trial o f  Mrs. Frank Collier.

This ultimatum was served on 
Mrs. Collier’s counsel by the court 
today after physician/s called here 
from  W ichita Falls last night exam­
ined the girl and rumors that she 
had developed appendicitis circu­
lated.

Judge Bryant pointed out that the 
statute allows the defense, when a 
material witness was unable to take 
the stand for good cause, to retract 
an admission of preparedness for 
trial. No such provision is made for  
the state, however, and the judge 
declared in order to protect the state 
fully, he would be compelled to call 
for  an instructed verdict o f guilty.

A decision will be made early in 
the afternoon after two physicians

GIRLS ARE HURT

' HASKELL, May 27.—Court war- 
recessed until 1:30 o’clock today in 
the trial of Mrs. Frank Collier o f 
Wichita Falls, charged with being an 
accessory to the murder of her son- 
in-law, Elzie Robertson, due to the 
illlness of Mrs. Frank Wood, a chum 
of the widow of the slain boy and 
the state’s star witness. Mrs, Wood 
fainted on the witness stand early 
yesterday afternoon while under 
questioning by the district attorney.

The ailing witness was in a pri­
vate home under guard today to pre­
vent- her communicating with any 
one not connected with the district 
attorney’s office. She appeared ill 
when she took the witness stand yes­
terday and showed nervousness. Sud­
denly she fell from the witness choir 
to the floor and a physician had to 
be called to revive her.

State Scores Point.
The state scored a point Tuesday 

morning in having testimony given 
by Mrs. Colher at the habeas corpus 
hearing of her husband admitted. 
The defense objected to its introduc­
tion but was overruled by the court. 
The testimony read from the tran­
script of the record was in regard to 
how and where the pistol was pro­
cured with which Buster Robertson 
was shot.

When the Thirty-ninth district 
court was opened by Judge Bruce 
W. Bryant Tuesday morning District 
Attorney Allred announced that 20 
or 30 additional witnesses had ar­
rived. These were lined up in front 
of the bench, sworn and placed un­
der the rule. Judge Bryant admon­
ished the audience that order must 
be maintained or he would instruct 
the sheriff to clear the courtroom.

State's First Witness.
Mrs. Wood was the first witness 

called to the stand by the state. She 
testified that she knew Buster Rob­
ertson and had visited in the Collier 
home.

“ Has Mrs. Collier ever visited in 
your home?” asked Attorney Allred 
for the state.

Objected to by Attorney Cum­
mings of the defense as being ir- 
relevent and misleading. Sustained.

Witness testified that she was 
marreid June 24, 1924, and during 
that summer was a visitor to the 
Collier home. While there she had 
heard Mrs. Collier discuss Mary 
Frances and Buster and say that she 
“ hoped Buster would leave Mary 
Frances alone.”

At this point the witness fainted.
W eapon Identified.

T. E. Bates, deputy sheriff of 
Wichita Falls, described the arrival 
of Frank Collier and his wife at the 
sheriff’s office in Wichita Falls the 
night of Feb. 14, 1925, after Buster 
Robertson had been shot and identi­
fied the six-shooter as the weapon 
turned over to the officers. He said 
that Mrs. Collier was not under ar­
rest when at the sheriff’s office. The 
jury was sent from the room while 
the attorneys had the court pass on 
thef admissibility of certain witnesses 
used in the trial of former Mayor 
Frank Collier at Wichita Falls in 
March.

The first testimony read from the 
transcript was a portion of that giv­
en by Mrs. Collier, the defendant, at 
the habeas corpus' trial of her hus­
band, Frank Collier, in Wichita 
Falls. She told of her visit to Mrs. 
Duke, and of getting the pistol with 
which Buster Robertson was killed 
threatening at the time to “ blow 
Buster’s brains out if he came and 
got Mary Frances and took her to 
the home of Mrs. Robertson, his 
mother.”

R. Y. Cummings of the defense 
objected to its introduction on the 
grounds that the testimony of the 
wife could not be used against the 
■hqsband, whose case is now on ap­
peal. He argued at some length, 
producing authorities.

Naval Lieutenant 
Found Guilty of 
Trying to Smuggle

— NAVAL LIEUTENANT— 14 
NORFOLK, W. Va., May 27.—  

Lieutenant Donald B. Hill, Jr., was 
found guilty by a naval court martial 
today of attempting to smuggle li­
quor into the. United States aboard 
the U. S. Naval transport Baufort 
last February.

Hill was acquitted of attempting to 
deceive his superior officers by fail­
ing to report the presence of liquor 
in his cabin. The conviction is the i 
third of a series of court martials i 
growing out of a raid on the ship on 
its arrival from the West Indies.

Eastland county officers are look­
ing for a “ hot check” artist, who has 
been working his game in Eastland 
county towns and in towns in other 
parts of the state. They have let­
ters from railroad companies, oil 
companies and merchants giving them 
information as to methods used in 
forging checks on them and from the 
evidence they have it would seem 
that a gang of the crooks is traveling 
about the country picking up what 
cash they can.

They use a check protector of some 
kind that stamps or prints the amount 
the check is drawn for. The check 
is usually drawn on some oil compa­
ny, railroad or construction company 
and the forger takes it to some mer­
chant, usually a furniture dealer, 
groccryman or hardware man, and 
tell him that he is moving into the

town, that he has rented a home on 
such and such a street at a certain 
number and desires to purchase some 
furniture or something of the kind. 
When he has selected the articles he 
wants he presents his check on the 
company he claims to be working for, 
gets the dealer to cash it and give 
him the difference in cash which he 
puts into his - pocket and disappears.

E. E. Wood, deputy sheriff, asks 
that the merchants or anyone having 
checks presented to them by parties 
unknown to them and who act in any 
way suspicious notify the sheriff’s 
office at once and give them a chance 
to get hold of the party offering the 
check and see if he is any one of the 
gang they are looking for. He also 
warns the business man against cash­
ing checks for strangers without 
proper identification.

AMUNDSEN MAY BE LINGERING 
AT NORTH POLE
Must Be Given Time To 

Make His Observations, A r­
tie Explorer Says.

By United Press,
OSLO, Norway, May 27.— The 

Norwegian governm ent is now pre­
pared, if necessary, to send a relief 
expedition after the Amundsen-Ells- 
worth polar flight. This represents 
a change in front in the last 24 hours, 
for the governm ent earlier declared 
through the foreign minister that the 
project for a relief expedition had 
not been considered. . Both ships and 
naval airplanes are ready at a m o­
ments notice.

OSLO, Norway, May 27.— The 
Norwegian government, so far, has 
not discussed the question of a re­
lief expedition to hunt the AmundL- 
sen-Ellsworth north pole party, Foi> 
eign Minister Nowinskel told the 
United Press today. There was still 
no news of the polar flyers this aft­
ernoon.

Foreign Minister Mowinckel’s 
statement was made in response to 
suggestions that the United States 
government would be ready, if ask­
ed, to send the dirigible Los Angeles 
to wrest from the Arctic the secret 
of what has become of Amundsen 
and his daring fellow flyers.

Men acquainted with the polar 
region say there is yet time for 
Amundsen to return to King’s Bay, 
Spitzbergen, with the heroic crew. 
Capt. Gustav Amundsen, brother of 
Raold, remains confident. He told 
the United Press he would be disap­
pointed if his brother returned too* 
soon, since that might indicate lack 
of careful scientific observation at 
the pole.

Capt. Otto Sverbrun, Arctic ex­
plorer, declared there had been ul- 
teady too much fuss about the 
Amundsen expedition, adding that 
one must not expect of him the im­
possible. In other words, he antici­
pated that some time had to be 
taken for observation.

In place of 
the platform, a wooden table was 
placed and the condemned men’s feet 
dragged out after the noose had been 
hitched to1 their necks.
