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Lightning struck a Ranger baby, 
inflicting minor injuries, in the storm 
yesterday afternoon which flooded 
downtown Ranger, made a stream 
knee-deep and a hundred yards wide 
over Hunt street at the Wichita Falls, 
Ranger & Fort Worth railroad, did 
considerable damage to down town,  
stores and businesses and played 
havoc with train schedules. The storm 
was local, it was learned. Little rain 
fell at Jakehamon and Desdemona, 
though the storm touched at Abilene 
and points west of Ranger, and struck 
again east of this section. 

George Wesson Long Jr. four-
year-old son of Mr. and. Mrs. G. W. 
Long, was playing on the floor in the 
front room of their home at 804 Foch 
street when the storm started. Mrs. 
Long was in the kitchen. The bolt, 
part of the electrical demonstration 
which marked the start of the storm, 
flashed down, in a ball of fire, in the 
Long home. 

Baby Slightly Burned 
Mrs. Long ran to the front room 

and found the baby boy lying stunned 
and faint from the shock. The light-
ning had followed a metal stove pipe 
hole through the roof. It struck the 
baby as he lay playing, burned his 
right hand, cutting two small places 
at the base of his fingers and slight-
ly burning a place on his left side 
about four inches wide and ten inches 
long. The boy's rompers were torn 
to shreds by the bolt. 

Dr. T. L. Lauderdale hurried 
through the storm to the Long home, 
taking with him D. H. Eyer of the 
John Milford Co. and pulmotor equip-
ment. The little boy had partially 
recovered from the shock and was 
crying lustily. His wounds were 
dressed and soon he was sleeping 
soundly in his mother's arms. Dr. 
Lauderdale said that the boy's es-
cape from death was little short of 
miraculous — a demonstration of 
lightning's queer pranks. 

The baby is the second youngest in 
the family of five children. Mr. Long 
is head of the job department of The 
Times. 

Main Street Flooded. 
Lower Main street was flooded by 

the storm, bringing back memories of 
the old days when mud-ferries plied 
across from the station to the sound 
footing on the other side. Wagons, 
carrying passengers at 15 cents each, 
yesterday made the journey across 
the flooded pavement. 

The lowlands along the creek which 
runs by the Ranger Steam laundry 
were under several feet of water and 
pia4o1 shots were fired by worried res-
idents who were marooned. The fire 
department made a run to the place 
and with ladders rescued those who 
were water-bound in the houses in 
the hollow. 

A report that the dam at Sham-
rock park had given way, familiar 
follower of every hard rainfall in 
Ranger, gained circulation after the 
storm, but was, as usual, without 
foundation. The amount of rainfall 
was unusually heavy, estimated at an 
inch and a half of rainfall in the half 
hour when the storm was at its 
height. 

Several small houses were moved 
down ,the creek bed in the hollow be-
tween North Austin and North Rusk 
streets. ,The office of the American 
Express company was flooded, again. 
Tom Metcalf's cafe and the Smith 
building at the foot of Main street, 
were filled with water. Traffic was 
tied up for two hours.

MARION, Ohio, July 22.—The Repub-
lican campaign attained full -  speed today 
with the formal notification here of 
Harding•as the party's presidential nom-
thee. The notification ceremonies brought 
most of the big party leaders here. The 
Harding acceptance speech came at the 
end of a long program. Senator Lodge 
made the notification address. 

Thirty special trains and thousands of 
automobiles brought visitors. 

A pledge of constitutional government. 
administered by party and not by indi- 
vidual and based on national rather than 
world ideals, was given by Harding in 
accepting formally the Republican nom- 
ination. 

He welcomed a popular referendum on 
the League smf Nations, advocated in- 
creased prodUction to cut the high cost 
of living, pleaded for obliteration of sec-
tional and class conflict and declared for 
industrial peace "not forced but inspir-
ed by the commonwealth." 

Prohibition he gave oniy a passing no- 1  
tice, saying thatthere is divided opinion 
regarding the eighteenth amendment and 
that statutes enacted to make it opera-
tive, but there must be no evasion in 
their enforcement. Fie declared it  his 
"sincere desire" that ratification of the 
suffrage amendment be completed to per-
mit women to vote this fall in every 
state. 

Reviewing and commending briefly 
many other planks of the party plat-
form, the candidate declared for collec-
tive bargaining foe farmers, repression 
of the disloyal "generous federal cooper-
ation" in rehabilitating the railroads in-
telligent deflation or the currency, en-
largement of government aid in reclama-
tion, a genuine • expression of gratitude 
to veterans of the world war, the main-
tenance „of an amnia navy and a "small 
army but the hest in the world." 

In his promise of "a party govern-
ment." Senator Harding reiterated his 
belief that the Vice President should 
have a part in the affairs of the chief 
executive's official family and declared 
there also should be a "cordial under-
standing and coordinated activities" be-
tween the executive and congress. "No 
man," lie said, " is big enough to run 
this great republic. Our first committal 
is the restoration of representative pop-
ular government, under the constitution 
through the agency of the Republican 
party."

"Republicans of the Senate," he con-

"We do not mean to hold aloof. We 
no not mean to shun a single responsibil-
ity of this republic. We were resolved 
then even as we are today and will be 
tomorrow, to pyres; this free, and. in-
dependent republic. Let these' now re-
sponsible, or - seeking responsibility, pro-
pose the surrender, whether with inter-
pretations, apologies, or reluctant reser-
vations from which our rights are to be 
omitted. 	Welcome the referendum to 
the American people on the preservation 
of America. 

With a senate advising as the consti-
tution contemplates, I would hopefully 
approach the nations of Europe and of 
the earth, proposing that understanding 
which makes us a willing participant in 
the consecration of nations to a new 
and international justice, still leaving 
America free, independent and self-re-
liant. but offering friendship to all the 
world."

We can still call him king, this 

great big Swede who has been Clark 
Griffith's pitching staff for cam-
paigns 'without number.. For the 
other day when Walter Johnson 
hurled a no-hit game he showed that 
the whip was still there.. 

A high dive into the records brings 
out the fact that this is the sixth ad-
dition Johnson has made to the not-
able pitching feats of the game's, his-
tory. 

Probably his greatest feat was in 
1910, when he thundered down 
through the season by striking out 
313 men. Two years before that 
Johnson pulled the Unique feat of 

Johnson. 
pitching three consecutive games 
against the Yankees. 

Johnson added to his scoreless in-
ning record when he pitched fifty-six 
consecutive runless rounds between 
April 10 and May 15, 1913. The 
king's record of sixteen straight vic-
tories in 1912 has been equaled only 
by Joe Wood. That same season, in 
winning nine games from' one club, 
the White 'Sox, Johnson equaled the 
major league mark that had been set 
by Ed Reulbach of the Cubs in 1908. 

Johnson is getting along in years 
as pitchers go. It may be that he has 
hung up his last record, but his rec-
ord to date is one to be mighty 
proud of.

He is 
in prison because he sought to hamper 
and overthrow the will of the majerity 
because he worked against the public 

weal iu a time of stress. 
Mr. Debs—or Mr. Christensen—is en-

titled to dispute in words the wisdom 
of America's laws—to think "wrong," as 
Christensen puts it. He is  entitled to 
change those laws by converting a suffi-
cient number to his ideas to pass them 
by legal means. But to attempt to vio-
late those laWs merely because lie did 
Lot believe them right is carrying think-
ing to too great an extreme. His acts. 
end not his thoughts are what put Deb, 
in prison. And he will probably remain 
in prison, to teach him to control his 

--acts, even if his thoughts do run amuck.

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Sanitary Committee Urges 
Pushing of Sanitary 

Complaints 
All milk offered for sale in the city 

will be examined at least twice each 
month by the city health officer if the 
recommendation made by the 'sanitary 
committee of the Chamber of Commerce, 
in session yesterday, is carried out. 

Mayor M. H. Hagaman, who was in 
the meeting, agreed to a recommendation 
that all owners of outside toilets be 
forced to accept service from the sani-
tary company every two weeks whether 
they wanted the service or not. Other 
recommendations were that the sanitary 
inspector push all complaints which he 
finds necessary to file, and that he be 
instructed to make a thorough inspec-
tion of two additions in the city where 
there are sixty or seventy open toilets. 
It was also recommended that the chief 
of police bring complaints against who-
ever is responsible for accumulated trash 
in rear of the Bobo building on Main 

street. 
Acting Chief of Police Reynolds, who 

was at the meeting, promised that the 
matter would be looked into today. The 
committee thought it wise to inquire of the 
city commission who is responsible for 
the removal of garbage from the resi-
dence districts. Hodge Brothers have 
contract with the city for the removal of 
such garbage. Dr. It. H. Hodges said 
this morning that if his wagons were no-
tified they would go to any part of the 
city for such refrete. 

Impure Milk a Menace. 
It was pointed out in the meeting that 

impure milk would do more to spread 
an epidemic of disease than almost any 
other agent, and it was thought to pro-
tect 'properly the health of the city, the 
milk offered for sale should be examined. 

In the past it has been the custom of 
the sanitary officers to notify violators 
of the sanitary ordinances that viola-
tions must cease before a certain time 
or arrests and fines would follow. The 
committee was of the opinion that the 
time had come when it was no longer 
necessary to issue warnings. The peo-
ple have had plenty of time to acquaint 
themselves with the law and they should 
abide by it, it was said. For this rea-
son the recommendation was made that 
all comnlainte he pushed. 

Judge Flewellen's Support. 
In discussing the action of the com-

mittee, L. II. Flewellen, judge of the pol-
ice court, declared that it should not be 
necessary to warn citizens of the city as 
to what the sanitary laws were. Nothing. 
he declared, should be of more interest 
to the people than a clean city and in 
his court violators would be vigorously 
prosecuted. The judge stated that he 
had instructed the sanitary inspectors to 
be thorough in work and if the law was 
being disobeyed to file complaint,. 

One thing Judge Flewellen said had 
received no attention was hog pens. The 
ordinance on keeping hogs, he asserted, 
provided that hog pens or hogs could not 
be maintained within 500 feet of a dwell-
ing. Wbere such pens were being main-
tained in violation of the ordinance, they 
would have to be moved or arrests would 
follow, he declared.

BIG SPRING. July 22.—That many 
parts of West Texas, particularly that in 
which the Edards Plateau lies, will 
shortly be the active scene of archeolo-
gists in quest of relics of prehistoric 
races is the belief of the West Texas 
Chamber of Commerce. 

Recent excavations have brought to 
light the existence of au ancient race on 
the •Edwards plateau. It has been said 
that they were cannibals, irrefutable evi-
dence to that effect having been brought 
to light in ruins of the early man. 

TWo decades ago the discovery of beds 
of Indian arrows was a frequent thing. 
The flint beds; were the factories of this 
red race. Many of the arrows were de-
fective and left where tlmy hail been fab-
ricated. Today Indian arrows find ready 
sale in the curio stores of the North, so 
that quite a traffic has grown up be-
tween small towns in Texas and the 
North. However, the supply of arrows 
and Indian utensils has grown smaller 
and smaller until now new beds must 
be discovered to provide the curious of 
the North with these crude implements 
of war. 

Vestiges of Indian and Old Spanish 
irrigation systems are yet to be found 
in various places in the West, particu-
larly in the extreme western portion of 
the state, and along the Canadian river 
in the Panhandle.

The following is one of the first "oil 
reviews' evre published. It was first 
i minted in Harpers New Monthly Maga-
zine in April of 18(15 under the title "The 
Petroleum Regions of AMerica." It was 
recently reprinted by Rig and Reel, a 
house organ published in Parkersburg, 
West Va., by the Parkersburg Rig •& 
Reel company. Its quaint phraseology 
and naive advancement of now exploded 
beliefs seem strange if one (limes  not stop 
to remember that it was -written at the 
close Of the civil war, when the vast 
fields of Texas and Oklahoma were part 
of the wilderness, inhabited only by the 
boldest and most daring pioneers, and 
their enemies, the Indians. 

Part II. 
It has been said that petroleum is only 

found within a belt running diagonally 
across the globe, varying from six to six-
ty miles in width sweeping across 
through time center Of the state of New 
York, passing over the western part of 
Pennsylvania and Virginia and the east-
ern portion of Oh-lo. and 'Kentucky and 
so on down through the wilds of Tenu-
egFee. That there is such a belt of  oil 
lands in existence, from the present de-
velopments, is not doubted ; but the as-
sertion that no oil is found without the 
belt cannot be sustained by facts, be-
cause the Canadian wells now flowing 
hundreds of barrels of oil tin, located tin 
the borders Of Lf11“, Erie, far to the west 
of the so-called cil belt. 

Petroleum, under the name of "Sen-
eca Oil"—so-called from the tribe of In-
dians of that name who once inhabited 
the country--became early of great he-
portallee to the settlers, both a.; a medi-
rill 0  and for burning and lubricating pur-
poses. The greater portion of oil was ob-
tained from two natural springs. One of 
these was in the immediate vicinity of 
Titusville, on the lands now owned by 
the Watson Petroleum company of New 

on the snot where now stands the 
old Drake well. The other :awing was 
on the farm of Hamilton McClintock, 
within foal• miles of the mouth of Oil 
creek. 

The old salt wells situated on the Al-
legheny Hyer, near the town of Taren-
tum, were owned by the father of Sam-
uel M. Kier,' now of the city of Pittsburg. 
About two years after the opening of 
these salt wells oil made its appearance 
upon the water that flowed into the salt-
kettles, awl interfered with the quality 
of the salt to such an extent that Mr. 
Kier at one time thought of abandoning 
the wells ; but he afterward constructed 
fl canal leading into the river, into which 
he passed, the oil from the water. The

aeighborhood that mammy complaints were 
made. One day some boys who were 
playing near the canal with matches acci-
dentally set the oil on fire, and it was 
with the greatest difficulty that the vil-
lage was saved from burning. 

During the year 1853, Dr. F. B. Brew-
er. of the firm of Brewer, Watson. and 

coneeiyed the idea of collecting sur-
face oil by means of abaorbing it in 
blankets, and wringing the oil out. Great 
quantities were collected in this novel 
lliatIller, and used for burning purposes 
in the lumber mills of the Oil Creek re-
gion. The oil produced from the oil 
springs became so necessary and useful 
as to suggest the formation of an oil 
company in 1854, called the "Pennsyl-
vania Roek-Oil Company." This was the 
first oil company ever formed. This was 
prior to the  sinking of any well or be-
fore auch a thing was suggeated.
