These trucks 
will be donated by oil companies of 
Ranger, but men to drive them and 
remove the trash will be hired by 
the Chamber of Commerce. An esti­
mated cost of near $150 will be en­
tailed through the work. So far very 
little money has been collected by 
the committee and an urgent appeal 
has been issued by C. E. May, chair­
man for the committee. Contribu­
tions may be sent to C. E. May, S.

MIAMI, Fla., April 6.— Five peiv 
sons are known to have been killed 
and many injured by a wind storm 
which reached the violence of a tor­
nado last night. Property damage 
is estimated at $1,000,000.

The storm centered ardund Hia­
leah, where the new race course was 
recently built at a cost of $1,500.- 
000. The White Belt dairy, largest 
in the state, was demolished. Two 
persons were killed there.

The storm was general along the 
Florida' coast from Homestead, .10 
miles south of Miami, to Fort Lau- 
cbrdale, 25.‘ miles north of here.

At Little River the Westwood inn, 
a road house, was destroyed, one 
man being killed and a Score in­
jured as the timbers fell. Homes 
were unroofed, many collapsing.

As residences were struck, their 
occupants fled, many being injured 
by falling bricks and timbers.

Lemon City, three miles away, 
suffered a similar fate, dozens of 
buildings . being wrecked and scores 
injured. One man was rephrted 
killed and rescue workers searching 
the debris expected to find others 
pinned beneath.

Biscayne Heights, ’a subdivision, 
also was in the path of the twister. 
Thirteen houses were wrecked and 
workers havp started a search of the 
debris for possible victims.

Ojusal, further north, was caught 
by the gale, but property loss was 
not great.

After striking Lemon City the 
twister headed out to sea, crossing 
Biscayne Bay to Normandy Beach, 
a portion of Miami beach. It has not 
been ascertained how badly this 
suburb was damaged, but the loss 
was believed heavy.

Government wireless operators at 
the Miami beach tower stood ready 
to receive SOS calls from ships off 
the Florida coast and the United 
States life guards were prepared to 
answer distress calls.

Fear that fishing craft from Mi­
ami might have been caught in the 
tornado was expressed and a check 
has been started.

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Industrial Mergers 
Are Not Looked Upon 
With Undue Suspicion

By United Press.
WASHINGTON. —  The govern­

ment’s attitude toward the huge in­
dustrial mergers announced in the 
past few days is one of benign in­
terest, to be translated into activity 
only if definite proof is forthcom­
ing that their practices are detri­
mental to the public.

As the trade policies of the new 
combinations will not become appar­
ent except with the passage of time, 
there is little likelihood of any gov­
ernment investigation now beyond 
cursory scrutiny. "

The course of the administration 
with respect to big business was 
charted and laid down by President 
Coolidge during the campaign and 
is epitomized in these words:

“ Whether a business unit is good 
or bad is to be determined, not by 
its size, but by its practices.”

Attorney General Sargent has sig­
nalized his intention to conduct his 
department in accordance with this 
policy by announcing that it will not 
act as a “ harassing agency” to m ed ­
dle with the affairs of big business 
concerns just because they are big.

PORTLAND, Ore., April 6.— Eight 
years ago Frank Rowe was a “ man 
among men” out in the wide open 
space of Oregon. Although 55 years 
of age, he was known for his prodig­
ious physical power. Many a man of 
30 envied him.

Today he is flat on his bade in 
United States veterans bureau hos­
pital Np. 77 here.

Despite his own incapacity, Rowe 
is the first contributor to the Amer­
ican Legion endowment campaign for 
disabled veterans and world war or­
phans. v

When men are past the sunny side 
of the half century nftark,. the gov­
ernment doesn’t reach out and com­
pel them to fight its battles. How­
ever, the urge within compelled Rowe 
to heed the call of war in 1917 and 
soon after hostilities were declared 
he was overseas despite his age.,

Having been a stationary engineer 
and a steam shovel operator of long 
experience and great skill, Rowed 
with his fine, physiqtfe, passed tests i 
that, stopped many younger men. The | 
army wanted him.

One day in France Rowe and oth- \ 
cr members of his outfit, were load­
ing a cylinder weighing several tons 
on a flat ear. The cylinder fell. The 
men below were in danger of being 
crushed. There was little time to 
think of aught but safety. Rowe 
struck. Throwing the massive mus­
cles with which nature endowed him 
into play, he thought to prevent for 
a Second the fall of the cylinder and 
thus save his comdares. The task 
was too great. Rowe, himself, was 
caught and his back wrenched.

"From then on, the remainder of his 
stay in France Was a dreary round 
of hospitals. Rowe had what phy- 

isicians called “ o.steo-arthritis” or in- 
; flammation of the joints and bones.
, Returning home he took treatments 
at his own expense until he was great­
ly in debt. -1

When, about at the end of his 
means, Rowe who previously refrain­
ed from asking compensation because 
he did not wish to hold the govern­
ment responsible, was prevailed upon 
to seek help from the veterans bu­
reau. But lie had waited too long 
and it was , impossible to connect his 
suffering with the injury in France, 
he was told.

Then the case was taken to the sec­
retary of the thirteenth district re­
habilitation committee of the legion. 
Opening up every possible avenue to 
establish the real facts which were 
hard to prove, the legion rehabilita­
tion section which had a part in mak­
ing it possible for 75,000 veterans of 
the late war to gain the chance of 
rehabilitation, succeeded for Rowe.

The legion asked the government “ to 
have a heart.”

“ If the legion did nothing else,” 
Rowe wrote to Chairman Drever; “ but 
help disabled men in the way it has 
helped me, its existence would be 
justified a hundred fold.

“ The legion is about to open its 
campaign for $5,000,000 endowment 
fund to carry on and enlarge its re­
habilitation work and to care for and 
educate the orphans of the war. I 
wonder if you would allow me to go 
on record as the first man in Oregon 
to contribute.”
