Red army (troops crumpled a
massed German tank and infan-
tey attack in bitter fighting east of

Zhitomir yesterday, slaughtering
1,000 nazis, overran German de-
fense positions to widen their
newly-won bridgehead at Cher-
kasi, and gained in their drive to-
ward the mangancse center of
' Nikopol, Moscow announced early
today.

The Russian midnight bulletin
sald a total of 4,000 Germans
were killed In fighting which
saw Soviet troops beat back
German counter-atiacks at two
other main poinits and gain
ground In the lower Pripet river
area west of Chernigov, and to
the north in the Rechitsa region
west of almost-encireled Gomel,
In the Rechitsa area alone 1,200
Germans were killed as ihe

Russians went over to the at-
fack after blasing nine consecu-
tive nazl counter-attacks.

Especially powerful nazi tank

and infantry attacks were launch-
ed In the area of Korostyshey, 15
miles east of the strategic rail
and highway junction of Zhitomir
which the Germans won back ves-
terday, but thesé were repulsed
with  “considerable losses" to
German manpower and equipment,
the Soviet communique announced
tonight.

The Germans, secking to de-
velop the recapture of Zhitomir,
the grealest Russian setback of
the 1943 campalgn, obviously
were throwing terrific sirength
into the effort, and the bulle-
fin's reference to this Tighting
as being in “the area of Koro-
styshev” may Indlcate the naxis
have re-won considerable terri-

tory east of Zhitomir,

In addition to the Zhitomir sec-
for, the Germans unleashed
counterattacks to the north in the
Ovruch sector near the Pripet
marshes and to the southeast in
the Cherkasi region, the Soviet
army newspaper Red Star dis-
closed in Moscow.

The dally bulletin, recorded
by the Sdviet monitor, said both
the Zhitomir and Cherkasi
thrusts were repulsed. Although
the communigue was silent on
the Ovruch seclor, Red Star
sald this nazi assault also was
repelled.

The Red army's gains, as listed
in the Moscow communique, were
at Cherkasi, southwest of Dnepro-
pelrovsk where the Russians are
driving toward the manganese
center of Nikopol; in the lower
Pripet river area west of Cher-
nigov, and to the north In the
Rechitsa region west of almost-
encireled Gomel,

Heavy Bombers
Blast German
Gas Cenfers

LONDON, Noyv. 20 UP—British
heavy bombers, striking for the
third time In three nights at the
sources of vast quantities of Ger-
many's war chemicals and poison
gases, last night pounded Levers
kusen, an industrial suburb of
Cologne, and today lighter Allied
planes followed up with a day-
light foray against other targets.

The principal goal for the RAF
last night was a group of plants
belonging to the great I, G, Far-
benindustrie chemical trust,
known to produce ingredients used
in the production of poison gas
although not the gas Itself,

« It was estimated unofficially
that as much as 1,000 tons of
bombs may have been dropped
on this Rhineland town and oth-
er ohjectives In wesiern Ger-
many during the night's opera-
tions.

Unfavorable weather kept the
crews of the big bombers from
appraising the damage they
wrought, but the red glow they
saw on the clouds told a story of
fires and havoe below,

Without listing specific targets,
a British air ministry communi-
que describing today's daylight
attacks sald:

“Fighter bombers escorted by

An
armed tanker also was attacked off
Gravelines (France) and blown
up x x x."

WASHINGTON, Nov. 20 (#—
Arms production In Oclober
scored [is biggest gain since April,
Donald M. Nelson reported today,
with alreraft output reaching a
record-smashing total of 8362
planes, Measured by dollar value,
October production advanced five
per cent over Seplember.
“Manpower, occasional shortages
of material, and design changes
gave less trouble than in recent
months,” e War Production
Board chairman said in his 16th
monthly report.

While overall production show-
ed substantial gains, there was
only a one per cent rise In gun
output, which is a stable program,
and there was a decline in combat
and motor vehicles which Nelson
sald 15 “according to plan.”

81 of an inch In the face of tem- |
peratures up to 107 degrees and |
the observer chronlcled: “Cattle
dying. Crops failure. August had
only .03 and added that no crops
except lttle, in sand.” Cattle were
still dying for lack of grass.

On Sept. 26 an “awful sand-
storm" raked the barren country.
Local showers brought .83 of an
inch moisture but they gave no
relief at all. "No crops, no grass,
cattle dying,” eame the refrain
from the “remarks" column.

“Dust storms and sand storms
are terrible,” Reagan wrote in
October which had .01 inch of
rain and nine bad duost storms.

Ten severe dust storms (three
classed as “awful') fell in Jan-
uary and February with only 1:32
inches of rain. "“Sandstorms are
awful. No grass. Many farmers
will leave if no rain {falls in
April,”” Reagan put down in his
book alongside of a meagre .10 of

an inch for the month. April con-
tributed only .10 of an Inch and
the observer penned that “nothing
planted. Farmers leaving the
county., On the 18th of the
month, perhaps one of the worst
sandstorms of the entire drouth
period churned in from the north
at 2:45 p. m. and literally dark-
ened the drea.

and cooked young crops and In
July only .05 Inches of molsture
and temperatures up to 107 de-
grees caused worry, August con-
tinued with equally high tempera-
tures, but on the 25th, a big rain
fell south of town and over-
flowed Elbow creek to flll lakes
west of town. September had
191 and 2.04 in October “filled
lakes in north and west part of
county, South (rains) also heav-
fer than here, Hughes (T&P south
of city) lake two-thirds full."

Snows brought 93 of an Inch
in November. One inch fluttered
down on-the 25th, three more the
next day and another three on
Nov. 29, December came across
with 1.58 of molsture and Reagan
summarized:

“The ground Is very wel

Speculators See
Psychological Bid
For Nazi Surrender

7
LONDON, Nov, 20 P — A
psychological offensive to attract
bomb-shaken Germany's surren-

der when Allled armies strike in
the spring may be launched by
President Roosevelt, Prime Min-
ister Churchill and Premier
Stalin.

In the absence of any confirma-
tion yet of a tri-power conference
of the three United Nations lead-
ers, speculation In London has set-
tled on the possibility of a dec-
laration of principles for the
treatment of defeated Germany
which would Indicate what the
future holds for the German peo-
ple after their war lords capitu-
late.

There have been fresh rumors
of German peace feelers seeking
a definition of what “uncondition-
al surrender” would mean. One
such rumor sald German resist-
ance on the home front was belng
bolstered by tha uncertainty as
to the country's probable fate.

Another rumor sald German
military leaders had Turkish For-
eijgn Minister Numan Menemen-
eloglu sound out British Forelgn
Secretary Anthony Eden on the
probable peace. terms {f they
agreed to an armistice. Eden re-
plied, according to this rumor, that
the only term was “unconditional
surrender.”

The three Allled leaders also
may decide the date for the great
all-out mssault on Hitler's Euro-
pean fortress from the west—
promised for next spring — and
possibly accompanled by an in-
vasion thtough the Balkans,

' Food Subsidies

WASHINGTON, Nov. 20 (P
Words weren't spared when Texas
Democratic Repregentative Wright
Patman of Texarkana and Repub-

C |llcan congressmen clashed over

the alrwaves and on the house
floor in a tilt that grew out of
opposite views on food subsidies.

It was the recent mentlon of
Patman by Radlo Commentator
Fulton Lewls, Jr., on hls nightly
Mutual Broadeasting System pro-
gram that precipitated the verbal
battle.

Lewls referred to Patman's role
as defender of the adminlstra-
tion's subsidy program. Patman
complained to the federal ecom-
munications eommission and asked
that he be permitted to appear on
Lewis' program. Lewls granted
the request and Patman withdrew
his complaint before the FCC.

Part of the Texan's talk, Now,
15, on Lewis' program was de-
voted to a discussion of subsidies,
part to an attack on the republi-
can party. He charged that they
were making a political issue of
subsidies.

Republicans were on hand In
the house the following day,
eagerly seeking the floor to join
battle with the Texan.

Speaking on the radio hookup,
Patman among other things had
sald “we are engaged In a des-
perate political fight, launched
and led by the republican party,”
then added:

“Yes, that's the republican game
unless President Roosevelt and
his supporters car stop it. These
political enemies of the president
give a kind of lip service to his
brilliant leadership in the world
erisis. They applaud the mag-

nificent diplomatic triumphs of
that great statesman, Cordell
Hull,

“Yet on the home front they
stab our great commander-in-chief
im the back in order to gain po-
litical advantage, It is a reckless
and trifling policy that would thus
gamble with the country's future.
And mark you well, if the repub-
licans have their way, we will have
a spectacle of wages and prices
chasing each other in a mad race
to disaster. x x x

“Out of the chaos which fol-
lows inflation, these econspirators
hope for the dissatisfaction which
may lead to the election of a re-
publican president In 1944. For
this purpose, the republican con-
spirators are willing to toss to the
wolves of inflation the farmers of
America, the laboring people of
America and the soldiers of
America, along with thelr wives,
their mothers and their children
who must llve upon a few dollars
a month while food prices and
wages will soar."

The first republican to get the
floor to answer Patman was Rep-
resentative Walter E. Brehm of
Ohio, who said:

“Any man who can make such
a plea for that wvanishing race of
new deal bureaucratic demagogs
and stretch his imagination so far
as to Infer that he Is discussing
subsidies, Is, fIndeed, a super-
master In the technique of
camouflage, and In this respect
his (Patman's) talk was indeed
unique,"”

Patman then asked permission
to insert his radlo talk in the
Congressional Record.

The republican house leader,
Representative Joe 'Martin  of
Massachusetts, said: “I want to
assure the gentleman from Texas
that we want his speech In the
Record because it was nothing but
a politieal speech.”

Gifford (R-

Representative
Mass) declared:

“It is the most helpful speech
fo the republicans we have heard
for a long time, I want to say
to the gentleman from Texas who
has filled the Record lately so
voluminously on the beautiss of
subsidies that he may begin to

Will Be Reduced

A temporary reduction In the
ratio= pooint value of all pork
cuts effectiva Friday, was an-
nounced Saturday by the OPA.

All pork cuts listed on the cur-
rent table of point wvalues for
ments and fats will oe reduced
two -points. This wild -resvlt—in
making a number of pork items
point free. The higury valued cu's
wili be reduced at least 20 per-
cent or from 10 points to elght
points per pound. Over the list
as a whole the average point re-
duction will be one third.

The OPA emphasized the fact
Jhat the reduction will be for a
amited period only, and applies
only to pork, and 100 percent
perk sausage. This will not
change the present value of lard,
those sausages not made exclu-
slvely from pork, or any other
products ratloned under the meat-
ftas order. Canned meats, even
though they are made from pork,
remain unchanged.

Retailers are requested to
change their official table of
polr t values for pork immediately
s0 the consumer will get the
benefit of the reduced point val-
ues as quickly as possible,

Both the Federal and State
constitutions have provisions in-
cluded in them for the changing
of their limitations and commit-

ments. Does the chief law officer
of Texas favor this method of
change, or does he amccept the
method which has come into use,
of executive orders, or burecau
directives, or even of congression-
al flouting of the Constitution,
siich as is proposed In the antl-
poll tax bill now before the Con-
gress?

There is no halfway position
on changing the constitutional
methods of government, state or
national. Either It Is done con-
stitutionally or unconstitutional-
ly. Every candidate should be re-
quired to speak plainly on the
subject,

AUSTIN, Nov. 20 UP) — The
state has a law against writing

The general revenue fund was

If it is to be speeded up drastic
action Is required. The legisla-
ture is authorized by the constitu-
tion to refund the general fund
debt through a bond issue. This
plan has not found favor with
Governor Coke R, Stevenson who
sees a bond issue as a net increase
im debt through interest that
would be paid on it. True, it
would wipe out the general fund
debt bud it would create a bonded
debt stretching over 20 years.

It is NOT unlikely that the gov-
crnor will order a special session

Baker is the official who be-
lieves the state Is the biggest of
hot check operators. [ the state
wishes to hold tight for three
more years—providing revenues
hold up well—the deficit may dis-
appear.
But Baker belleves that without
merging certain special fund sur-
pluses and the general fund a re-
adjustment of finances will strike
the red debt figures from general

fund books,

So would a lot of other persons,
including merchants who, unminds
ful of the general fund condition,
have immediately sent their wars
rants to the treasury to discover
they must . hold them several
months or ¢ash them at a discount
which they didn’t figure in thelg
bidding.

The time lag In payment often
Is confusing. The state treasury
frequently lssues calls for pay-
ment of certain warrants, giving
the serial numbers of warrants in
each eall, Some warrant holders
who have stored them away awailts
ing the call, overlook it. Unless
a warrant is presented within two
years from Sept. 1 the state fiscal-
vear in which it is issued it cane
nol be pald due to the state's twos
year statute of limitation.

That s, It cannot be paid unless
the legislature authorizes pay-
ment, Such outlawed warrants
must be presented to the claims
and accounts committee of house
and senate and approved in a bill
by the legislature.

Alarming Figures Seen
In Local Water Report

Interesting, arresting and even
alarming figures and opinions are

contained in the stalement upon
which Freese and Nichols, hydrau-
lic engineers, have summed up
thelr findings on the Big Spring
water situation in a report to the
Federal Works Agency.

The report also contains sug-
gested remedies.

Among the more pertinent
facts developed Is one that the
elty’s water wells are being
pumped at almost four times
the rate of safe production fixed
by engineers at 450,000 gallons
per day. Average production is
now 1,600,000 GPD. Although
the wells could produce up to
2,000,000 gallons daily, this
could be maintained but a short
time before supplies are deplet-
ed, according to the report.
With both lakes dry due to pro-

Jonged drouth, additional under-
ground supplies were suggested as
the only possible source of ime
mediate relief to meet an aver-
age demand of 2,601,000 GPD in
1944 with some days calling for as
much as 4,340,000 GPD.

The city has storage for 3.420,-
000, leaving production and trans-
mission the chief problems. The
report indicated that the Trinity
sands southeast of Big Spring of-
fered the best promise of speedy
relief,

The engineers: suggested a
series of wells in an area south
of present heavy production in
section 33-32-1s, T&P to develop
indicated depressions in the Trin-
ity sands, and of more wells in
two northern Glasscock county
territories. One of these is on
the Wm. B. Currle ranch In sec-
tions 213, 215 and 219-28, W&NW,
and the other on the Foster ranch
in sections 27, 20, 30 and 30,
Block 33-2s, T&P. Sinclines or
“underground bowls™ are Indieat-
ed in the water sands In this area,
according to US Geological Sur-
vey reports and state board of wa-
ter engineers,

Development of these areas
would entail the running of
135,000 feet of pipe. According
to plans, there would be needed
38,000 feet of 17-inch reinforced
concrete and 20,000 feet of 16-
inch cast iron line from Lan-
caster sireet souih through the
¢ity park and angle to the south-

Then the line would straighten
southward, There would be 50,-
000 feet of 20-inch reinforced
conecrete pipe and another 27,000
feet of 18-Iinch cast Iron pipe. The
line would then be within 17
miles of a possible dam site which
might be developed for additional
surface supply on the North
Concho some day.

Spurs from the main line would
collect water from the proposed
produclion areas and deposit thelr
output in collection basing for
pumping. This would mean an
additional five or six miles of
pipe: —Inall, 22 new wells are
proposed to give a yield of 1,875,
000 GPD,

The reports are based largely
upon the findings of Penn Living-
ston and Robert Bennett with the
USGS In an underground water
survey here in 1938, :

It necessarily involves profes-
slonal opinion which still has teo
be proven or disproven.

Since fhe
city started pumping its wells
in Sepiember with water tables
at an all-time high, the levels
have been pulled so rapidly that
they were down to a point equal

Thus,
the reporl's reference to pump-
ing wells four times in excess

of the safe margin begins to
make sense and give cause for
