Secretary Baker, chairman of the com-
mission has announced that no privileges
anticipating future amendments to the
existing water diversion treaty with Can-
ada will be considered by the present com-
mission. Experts have told the com-
mission that 13,000 cubic feet additional
to the 20,000 now diverted on the Ameri-
can side ecould be taken from Niagara
river without marvring the scenic beauty
of the Falls.
