.May Succeed Weeks Picking the Victors
As War Secretary! In Major Leagues

FORT WORTH, April 14.— The 

first stage in the suit of W. B. 
Slaughter against the estate of his 
late brother, C. C. Slaughter, has 
been won in the district court of Palo 
Pinto county, according to his at­
torney, D. B. Chapin, who said here 
today the jury had decided that the 
million-dollar estate assigned to C. 
C. Slaughter was a trust fund for
V . B. Slaughter and that an account­
ing and settlement should be made. 
Chapin said the jury had decided mat­
ters of administration in favor of 
the plaintiff.

The heirs of C. C. Slaughter con­
tended that W. B. and C. C. Slaught­
er entered into the transaction in or­
der to conspire against creditors of
W. B. Slaughter and hence the court 
could take no action.

The jury decided, however, that 
since W. B. Slaughter was acquitted 
on all counts in the bank failure that 
this could not have the incentive. It 
was contended by Chapin that the 
estate was turned over to the brother 
in order to effect liquidation at more 
capable hands, as he was a .poor 
business executive, while W. B. 
Slaughter, probably one of the most 
efficent cattlement in the west, took 
over the ranches of C. C. Slaughter, 
and it so happened, saved more than 
25,000 head of cattle for his brother 
during a drouth year, when almost 
every other cattleman sustained 
losses..

Spiritual Head Of

riam A. Ferguson refused to honor 
the requisition of the governor of

child desertion filed by his divorced

Freeman, who is a resident of 
Beaumont, and former army officer, 
fought extradition on the ground that 
he was not a fugitive from justice 
and that the motive for bringing the 
charges was persecution. Governor 
Ferguson did not regard Freeman as 
a fugitive from justice, taking the 
same position as her predecessor, 
Governor Pat Neff, when he refused 
to do the same in 1922.

E. M. Rogers of Fort Worth, found 
dead in an automobile by the road­
side near here during the night.

Mrs. Rogers died instantly from a 
fatal shot which broke her neck. 
Rogers had been shot four times. 
The pistol, containing several cart­
ridges, was found in the car.

Mrs. Rogers met her husband at 
Handley, Monday night, in response 
to a message, relatives said. A man 
who accompanied her on the trip to 
meet her husband was sought for 
questioning. Relatives of the dead 
woman said she feared her husband.

Tarrant county officers said Rog­
ers had been sought in connection 
with several postoffice robberies. A 
set of dies for changing auto num­
bers were found in the car, which, 
officers said, bore a false number.

The name. “ Eugene Walker, 
Greenville, Texas,” was the address 
on a letter in his pocket. It was 
signed by Jane Walker and sent 
from some point in Louisiana.

BIBLE THOUGHT.

WHIPPING IN THE SCHOOLS J 
Any school where whipping of the 

pupils is permitted is not entitled to 
be known as a first class school. And 
that goes for every school, public or 
private, where the teachers are in the 
habit, whether with or without the 
permission of the authorities, of whip­
ping the pupils. And this further as­
set will have the approval of nine- 
tenths of the parents: that any teach­
er who cannot control the pupils with­
out whipping them is not fit to be a 
teacher. ■

The public schools of Boston, Mass., 
have long been regarded among the 
finest in the United States. Many 
years ago whipping the pupils was 
abolished in the Boston public schools. 
For a while the principal was per­
mitted to use the ferule or the lash 
in extreme cases of disobedience, but 
before long, this, too, was forbidden.

In the city of San Antonio, one of 
the teachers was employed many 
years after she should have been re­
tired on a pension simply because of 
her influence over the pupils. Her 
work was chiefly in schools where 
a majority of the pupils were from 
uncultured homes, yet never did she 
raise her hand to punish one of them. 
Her control of the pupils in her class­
es was so wonderful that they volun­
tarily undertook the correction of 
any among them inclined to be diso­
bedient and did it effectively.

Teaching should be rewarded and 
studied as a profession and not, as 
many, merely a means to an end— 
a stepping stone towards some other 
occupation. Real teachers do not 
need to use the rod; they study and 
learn how to control their charges by 
example and precept and command. 
They do not address pupils as “pests” 
or “ blockheads”  or by other objec­
tionable terms, and they have no negd 
to use the whip. Teachers who permit 
exhibitions of temper in themselves, 
or whose nerves become unstrung b§r 
failure to observe the ordinary rules 
of health are not fit to be teachers.

School boards are soon to elect 
teachers for another year. They 
should be guided in their selections 

,-as much by ability of the teachers to 
control themselves as by their mental 
attainments. School boards should 
positively forbid the teachers to whip 
the pupils, and insist they st-udy how 
to control their charges in the same 
measure they should study how to 
control themselevs. <

WASHINGTON—Japan’s recent 
treaty with Russia doesn’t 
mean that Nippon is con­

spiring with the Soviet govern­
ment to dominate the Pacific. It 
only means that Japan wants to 
eat.

At least that’s the explanation 
given by Frederick Moore, coun­
sellor to the Japanese foreign of­
fice, now in Washington.

"Japanese eat about one pound 
of meat per person per year,” says 
Moore. "But they eat one pound 
of fish per person per day.

“The big sources of Japan’s fish 
supply are the waters off Sakhalin 
Island and the Behring Sea. These 
are Russian waters. ,An under­
standing between Japan and Rus- 

^ sia, covering the scope to ibe al­
lowed Japanese fishermen in the&s 
areas, in order to guarantee a fish 
supply for Japan, was the com- 
peiing motive behind the Japanese 
end of the agreement.

“Friendly relations between Ja­
pan and Russia also means a 
closer relationship between Japan 
and Europe. By sea, the trip’from 
Japan to France and England, for 
instance is about six weeks. By 
the Siberian Railway, this is cut 
to about two weeks.

"But as foreshadowing a Jap- 
anese-Russian alliance designed to 
dominate the Pacific—Japan her­
self would be the last to wish the 
development of Russia as a mari­
time power Anyone can see why.” 

/ * ' * •

THIS man Moore, tncidentally, 
is a unique figure In official 
and diplomatic circles.

An American by birth, citizen­
ship and allegiance, he is at the 
same time an official of the Japan­
ese goyernment in a sort of super- 
diplomatic job.

His title is “counsellor to the 
Japanese foreign office" His 
duties, as his title Indicates, are 
advisory. He is expected to keep 
the Japanese viewpoint straight on 
things American with the idea al­
ways uppermost of “promoting 
amicable relations between Japan 
and the United States."

Moore graduated into his Job

after a score of years as a news­
paper correspondent, stationed in 
the Far East. His many years in 
China and Japan for the Asso­
ciated Press gave him an under­
standing of the oriental slant on 
affairs in general that can only be 
acquired by long and intimate as­
sociation. His knack as a news­
paper man enabled him to see both 
sides of the problems that arose to 
bother Japan, for Instance, and he 
acquired the habit of volunteering 
suggestions. He brought to the 
Japanese foreign office, unofficial­
ly, the white man's psychology, 
backed up by a newspaper man s 
undiplomatic but very understand­
able mode of expression.' He 
couifl strip a State Department 
communication of its high-sound­
ing and ambiguous phrases, and 
tell the Jap statesmen just what. 
Uncle Sam meant and why he 
meant it.

And the Japanese elder states­
men. recognizing though not pub­
licly admitting that Japan is still 
a youngster among civilized na­
tions, profitted no little by his ad­
vice. • • *

S. A.

Moore and Baron Matsudaira.

Moore is tall, lanky—g, human 
lath. Matsudaira Is short, roly- 
poly. They make an odd team. 
Both admit the same pet aversion, 
however— the Jingo who is always 
trying to stir hostilities between 
U S. and Nippon.

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University Summer School Will Be
Conducted This Year As Heretofore

By DR. FREDERICK EBY.
Director of Summer Session, Uni­

versity of Texas.
Governor Miriam Ferguson, in 

signing the appropriation bill vetoed! 
the item for the maintenance of the 
summer session of the University of 
Texas. A number of newspapers 
throughout the state jumped to the 
conclusion that this action abolished 
the summer session of the university 
for 1925, now just two months away. 
This was a most egregrious error 
and calculated to do our session 
great injury and to confuse a large 
body of students.

The appropriation financing the 
summer sesssion of the present year 
amounting to $105,0,00, and $11,- 
500 addition voted by the board of 
regents are not affected in the 
slightest degree. This appropria­
tion was made by the legislature two 
years ago, and is available. On the 
basis of this total sum of $116,500, 
the organization of the summer ses­
sion for this year has been perfected 
and the catalogue printed. A lrirge 
faculty has been employed, 160 
members for the first term, 100'for” 
the second term, and 21 for the sum­
mer normal. Last summer there 
were approximately 3,200 individual 
students in attendance, and mong 
these were 400 graduate students.

Indications are that the attend­
ance this? summer may reach fully 
3,500 with 500 graduate students.

Session Opens June 8.
The summer session and normal 

will open June 8; only some inde­
scribable act of Providence will in­
terfere with the carrying forward of 
the plans which have been ntatured 
through many months.

Let no teacher who has the slight­
est desire to attend the university 
this summer alter his or her plans; 
the summer session of 1925 prom­
ises to be the best we have ever had.

The sum of $200,000 vetoed by 
the governor last Saturday was 
voted by the legislature to maintain 
the summer session of 1926 and 
1927. The question, therefore, arises 
whether there will be a summer ses­
sion during these years. Several 
facts must be kept in mind.

First, it ought to be known by all

who are interested that the gover­
nor is not in the slightest degree 
inimical to the summer session of 
the university. The veto was not ex­
ercised -in order to close the (Joors 
of the university during the summer 
against 3,500 or 4,000 students. r

Again, the value of the summer 
session ought to be more fully ap­
preciated throughout the state than 
it is now. -The summer session is 
the most economical of the entire 
year; every dollar expended goes 
twice as far as it can be made to go 
in the long session. University in­
struction can be given 3,500 stu­
dents on $115,000 for three months.

Summer School Students.
The , university summer school 

serves two classes of students.
1. Those who cannot attend the 

Ion"- session because they are at 
work throughout the year. This in­
cludes superintendents and princi­
pals of schools, teachers in the high, 
elementary and rural schools, and 
teachers in colleges. About 2,500 
of these come during the summer. 
In many cases city school boards re­
quire teacher^ to spend their sum­
mer vacation in advancing their 
professional knowledge and skill.

2. Students who desire to short­
en their college course. These are 
a most deserving class of students 
meriting all the advantages which 
the state can offer them.

In furnishing instruction to these 
students during the summer vaca­
tion, the state majkes an investment 
in learning which brings an immedi­
ate return. The 2,500 teachers go 
out into the schools and colleges of 
the state to influence and benefit 
between 250,000 and 400,000 pu­
pils. 9

It is wholly unimaginable that a 
school which has run continuously 
for almost 30 years, that enrolls 3,- 
500 students, that serves so eco 
nomically so great a body should be 
suddenly and without grave reasons 
suspended. Every teacher and stu­
dent may rest assured that the uni 
versity authorities, the members of 
the legislature, and the governor will 
find some means of continuing a 
work so vastly important.

DALLAS ATHLETIC CLUB
PLANS BIG ADDITION

DALLAS.— Permit for $600,000 
covering an additon of three stories 
to the Dallas Athletic club building 
was issued here this week. Previous 
permits for $300,000 brought the 
building as it now stands to $900,000. 
Construction of the new unit is to 
start immediately.
