CRIME ORGY IN CHICAGO ,

CHICAGO.— A breakdrown in the 
morale of the Chicago police force 
in the last three months has been 
encouraged by what is probably the' 
worst crime orgy in the city’s his­
tory, it is charged in a report by the 
Chicago ci-ime commission made pub­
lic by Charles R. Holden, president.

Amendments To the 
Texas Election Law 

Will Be Proposed
By Untied Press.

AUSTIN, Jan, 12— Representative 
Joseph McGill of El Paso is sched­
uled to throw at least five bills into 
the hopper of the house when the 
session gets under way.

McGill’s legislation outlines limi­
tations of the amount which state 
and district officers shall be requir­
ed to pay to have their names placed 
upon the ballot in the primary elec­
tion ; exemption to former service 
men classified as permanently or 
totally disabled from paying poll tax 
and a bill authorizing sheriffs of 
border counties to appoint additional 
deputies deemed necessary to main­
tain order.

Another proposed measure is _ in 
the form of a resolution “ urging 
upon the attorney general the neces­
sity of representing the interests of 
the state in cases where state cor­
porations seek to form a merger un­
der the interstate commerce act.” 
The fifth bill would abolish the 
second primary by substitution of 
the preferential ballot.

COUNTERFEITING RING IN 
MEXICO NEAR BORDER FOUND

AUSTIN, Jan. 12.— The first Tex­
as legislature to function with a 
woman governor will get under way 
here tomorrow when the gavel raps 
the thirty-ninth session into order 
at once.

The formal machinery of the ses­
sion starts off with the selection of 
a speaker from a triangle field. The 
inauguration of the woman gover­
nor and formal declaration of the 
new executive’s legislative^ recom­
mendations will follow after the 
houses begin their sessions.

The Panhandle, North and South 
Texas have candidates in the field 
for gavel wielder in the house. Lee 
Satterwhite of Amarilloj veteran leg­
islator, has entered the lists from 
the Panhandle, while T. K. Idwin 
hails from Dallas against J. W. Hall 
of Houston.

Henry Hutchings, acting secretary 
of state, will occupy the speaker’s 
stand pending election of the regular 
leader. He will direct the organiza­
tion of the house incidental to elec­
tion, appointing officers of the house 
to call the roll. New members as­
semble in front of the speaker’s 
stand to present certificates of elec­
tion and the roll is called again.

Election of the speaker is in order 
when a poll of the house shows a 
quorum present. Following election 
of a speaker, the house selects other 
session officials, a chief clerk, read­
ing clerks and sergeants-at-arms. 
After election of house officers, 
committees are sent to notify the 
senate and the governor that the 
lower house is organized and ready 
to transact business.

Similar tactics will he followed in 
the senate, where T. W. Davidson, 
lieutenant governor, will preside. 
The only departure will be the se­
lection of a president pro tem in­
stead of a speaker. The officers are 
generally selected at a pre-session 
caucus in- order that the entire sen­
ate slate may be elected simul- 
taneuosly.

“ Morning call” starts as soon as 
both houses are organized and in­
troduction of bills is in order.

A message is usually sent to both 
houses by the governor, usually in 
the form of a report upon the 
achievements of the retiring admin­
istration. However, two statements 
are submitted in some instances, out­
lining the administration and em­
bodying recommendations of the 
governor.

AMERICAN NAVY BEING
KEPT AT ITS AGREED 

RATIO SAYS WILBUR

WASHINGTON, Jan. 12,— The
American navy is in better condition 
now than it" was when the 5-5-3 
treaty was signed in 1922, Secretary 
of the Navy Wilbur told the senate 
appropriations committee, it was re­
vealed when the testimony was made 
public.

“ I think it is an outrageous im­
plication to represent our ships as 
being all on the rocks,” Wilbur said. 
“ I believe we have ships as good as 
any in the world.”

Wilbur declared that as soon as 
the boiler of the battleship Florida 
is repaired the United States navy 
will be up to the 5-5-3 ratio with 
England and Japan.

Wilbur suggested the moderniza­
tion of battleships with “ blister” 
construction, or airplane earners 
under the treaty and general repairs 
as the chief improvement needed.

When the eight additional light- 
cruisers authorized by congress are 
constructed “ we will have a greater 
number of large modern cruisers 
than Great Britain,” Wilbur said.

SHANGHAI IS 
STORM CENTER 
OF NEW REVOLT

Chinese Invader Enters With­
out Opposition, Then Sol­

diers Begin Looting

SHANGHAI, China, Jan. 12.— A 
British warship was rushed here to­
day from Wei Hai Wei and strong 
contingents of police and volunteers 
were posted along the boundaries of 
the foreign settlement for protection 
against the possible inroads of panic- 
stricken Chinese, following Chat 
Ilsieh Yuan’s seizure of the native 
city, Sunday.

Almost without firing a shot, 
troops of the former Chi Li com­
mander surrounded the native bar­
racks here, rounded up three divis­
ions of forces and effected a blood­
less entrance. Meanwhile others of 
Chi’s troops were defeating- the An- 
fru regulars about five miles from 
Shanghai.

Immediately after news of the at­
tack and seizure had spread, Ameri­
cans and other foreigners took steps 
to guard the international settle­
ment. They were none too soon, for 
within a few hours Chinese refugees 
were trying to enter.

Defeated troops started looting 
the native quarter and parlyzed the 
natives. Stray bullets entered the 
French settlement and several 
Chinese were hit but no foreigner.

The British sent for their warship, 
the' Carlisle, which is now reported 
on the way here.

EXPORTS EXCEED IMPORTS 
MORE THAN BILLION DOLLARS

0

WASHINGTON, Jan. 12.— Ex­

ports of the United States in 1924, 
exceeded imports by more than a 
billion dollars, the department of 
commerce announced here.

Exports amounting to more than 
$4,600,000,000 showed an increase 
of 12 per cent over 1923, and o f 115 
per cent over the average pre-war 
year.

Imports of $3,575,000,000 were 5 
per cent below 1923.

Goods exported show no great 
increase in prices so the increase 
registered was almost entirely due 
to greater quantity, shipments.

List year’s favorable balance was 
$470,000,000. The record high marks 
were set in post-war years of 1919 
and 1920, with favorable trade bal­
ances of nearly $4,000,000,000.

The percentage by which exports 
exceed imports was greater even be­
fore the war although some of the 
boom years had greater figures be­
cause of the tremendous values of 
commodities during that period.

FRENCH WORLD WAR DEBT TO 
U. S. YET IN STATUS QUO

WASHINGTON. —  Secretary of 

the Treasury Mellon does not con­
template calling a meeting of the 
world war debt funding commission 
to consider the memorandum of 
French Finance Minister Clementel 
concerning the $4,000,000,000 debt 
of France to the United States, it 
was said at the treasury.

“No progress” has been made to­
ward settlement of the debt prob­
lem since receipt of the note by Sec­
retary Mellon, which he considers a 
private unofficial continuation of 
the two conversations he held with 
French Ambassador Jusserand in 
December, it was said.

A reply will be made proably to 
the state department, but no official 
action will be taken until France 
makes a definite proposal which the 
present' memorandum is said not to 
contain.

ROME BY FASCISTI

the announced resignation of Secre­
tary of State Hughes, President 
Coolidge has planned to take over ac­
tive control of America’s foreign 
policy and drive towards further in­
ternational disarmament and world 
peace.

Frank G. Kellogg, now ambassa­
dor to the court of St. James in Lon­
don, chosen as the next head of the 
state department, is a man who will 
execute President Coolidge’s poli­
cies and dispel senatorial opposition.

The solution has 
come in the unsought resignation of 
Hughes for Kellogg is expected to 
meet Borah half way.
