Recovery of the new Hudson speed-
ster, taken from- J. T. Gullahorn of 
the Gullahorn Motor company, Ran-
ger, while he was closing a gate for 
a "prospective buyer," in a. wild 
stretch. of country near Leeray on 
March 10, was acknowledged in a 
telegram received last night. 

The speedster was picked Up at 
Lynchburg, a community more than 
:30 miles east of Houston, and is in 
the hands of the A. C. Burton & Co., 
Hudson distributors in Houston. Ar-
rest of the, thief was not mentioned 
in the telegram. 

The first information of the stolen 
car came from the Dallas branch of 
the Hudson Motor company last eve-
ning in a telegram to Gullahorn. On 
being informed by Gullahorn that he 
had information on the car, Marvin 
K. Collie, Ranger insurance man, 
whose agency handled the insurance 
on the stolen car, called the Dallas 
office of the Auto .Theft bureau for 
verification. Collie was told that the 
chief of police of Houston had, in-
formed the bureau of its recovery. 
The bureau on receiving information 
of the theft broadcost a description 
of the car to police and authorities in 
the southwest. Hudson automobile 
agencies were also notified of the loss 
by the Dallas branch. One or both 
of these agencies are probably re• 
sponsible for the car's recovery.

Forty Men Named 
In Address Book  

Of Murdered Woman 

KANSAS CITY, March 20. —
Friends of Zoe Wilkins, romantic ad 
venturer, found murdered.  •Tuesday, 
were closely questioned today by the 
police. The names of 62 persons, 
including more than 40 men, were 
found in an address book of Dr. Wil-
kins, and all of theSe who could be 
identified, were summoned for ques-
tioning. So far nothing has been 
developed to point to any particular 
person as the slayer. 

The woman had many friendships 
and many quarrels, and was the cen-
ter of much intrigue and plotting in 
efforts to obtain money, ,including 
transactions involving some of hoc 
six husbands. Dillard Davis, .janitor 
of her home; Charles Wilkins;  her 
brother, and B. F. Parley, who called 
at the Wilkins home daily, are held 
by the police for questioning and re-
vealed many details of her life. Par-
ley said he called at her house Sun-
day, but apparently there was no-
body at home and he did not enter 
the house. Police believe Dr. Wilkins 
was killed Saturday night.

ROAD MONEY ON 
DEPOSII NOT IN 
GUARANTY FUND 

Appellate Court Holds It Was 
Time-Bearing Unprotected 

Account. 

The district court decision in the 
$750,000 Eastland county road fund 
suit of State Bank Commissioner 
Chapman versus Eastland county, 
was reversed by the El Paso court of 
civil appeals in an opinion - handed 
down this morning by Chief Justice 
Harper, according to a special dis-
patch to this newspaper. The case 
will be appealed, undoubtedly, to the 
supreme court, a Range: attorney 
said today. 

The message, signed by J. I. Dris-
coll, clerk of the court of appeals, 
Said: "Commissioner Chapman ver-
sus Eastland county, affirmed in part 
and rendered in part. Opinion of 
Chief Justice Harper holds that coun-
ty funds placed in Security State 
bank were secured and interest bear-
ing. Therefore the judgment favor-
ing county is not payable out of the 
depositors' guaranty fund." 

The Eastland county district court 
held that the state guaranty fund was 
liable for the $150,000 on deposit in 
the Security State Bank and Trust 
Co., when it was closed in August, 
1921. The etate banking commission 
immediately appealed the case and it 
was taken to the appellate court in 
For: Worth. Because of a heavy 
(locket, the case was transferred to 
the El Paso court. 

Only a shore; time before the East-
land bank closed its doors, the coun-
ty court of commissioners sought to 
have this large sum transfeired from 
interest. bearing time deposits to an 
cpen account under the protection 
of the' state guaranty fund law. The 
transfer from one fund to the other 
was done, the commissioners' court 
explained, because the bond on the 
time deposit account was found not 
to be worth the security it was sup-
posed to give. 

The $750,000 fund included in 
large part the proceeds from the sale 
of road bonds. 

The county's money in the bank 
was under the following accounts: 
Road fund, $600,000; road, bridge 
and jury fund, $40,000; courthouse 
Sinking fund, $14,000; road bond 
sinking fund, $53,000; county school 
fund, $82,000. 

The road money at the time of the 
bank's closing was all the available 
cash on hand to carry on the work 
of road building. 

The county funds to the extent of 
$400,0000. were alleged to have been 
protected by a surety bonding house 
and the remaining amount of more 
than $300,000 "protected" by bonds 
made by individuals. 

The money was bearing interest 
until one month before the bank 
closed on Aug. 3, the commissioners' 
court asserted at the time the bank 
shut its doors for good. The court 
said it had a letter from the bank 
which said the order placing the 
funds in the nonsinterest bearing 
class had been received. 

The question that arose at that 
time was whether the ,money would 
be protected by the guaranty fund, 
in view of the fact that the money 
had been drawing interest a month 
previous. An investigation was made 
by J. E. T. Peters, then manager of 
the Ranger Chamber of Commerce, 
in the -interest of road improvements, 
and he said the point of law would 
be over this issue. 

Imprisoned Japs 
in Sunken Sub Cry 

ForSpeedy Help 
By United Press. 

TOKIO, March 20—Fourteen men 
were yet alive in the engine room of 
the 'Japanese submarine No. 40, 
which sunk yesterday in a collision 
near Nagasaki, at 7::40 p. in. yes-
terday, when salvage crews trying 
to raise the vessel were amazed to 
hear shouts coming from. the interior 
of the sunken hulk. "Banzi, emper-
or," was the- cry that came to the 
ears of the rescue workers, the Jap-
anese equivalent of "Long live the 
king." This was followed by  a sec-
ond  shout from the sunken snip, 
`thurry, hurry; it is difficult to 
breathe," was the translation of the 
cry. 

Since then there has beer. no fur• 
ther sound from the imprisoned 
men. 

SNOW FALLS OVER LARGE 
SECTION OF WEST TEXAS

SALOONS IN PITTSBURG 
DEFY GOVERNOR IN HIS 
EFFORTS TO CLOSE THEM 

G. D. Wahlberg Missing When 
Senate Oil Committee Seeks 

His Testimony.

WASHINGTON, March 20.—The 
senate oil investigating committee to-
day was seeking. the source of the 
Sinclair oil stock which Attorney 
General Daugherty bought in 1921 
after it had learned that Daugherty's 
first transaction on the books of the 
brokerage company was a sale of Sin-
clair stock. The records slid not dis-
close when or where he bought it, 
the committee was informed by Lewis 
T. Bond, federal trade commission 
accountant, testifying today. 

The line of inquiry was- the first 
step in an effort to run down a story 
that Daugherty and Hays, the latter 
then chairman of the republican na-
tional' committee, were given 75,006 
shares of Sinclair stock to help pay 
off the. million dollar deficit in the 
republican 1920 national campaign 
fund. 

Bond was recalled to the stand aft-
er G. D. Wahl-berg failed to appear 
on time. ,Wahlberg was to be ques-
tioned about the identity of Mr. 
Hays-  he had mentioned as recipient 
of the Sinclair stock. Senator Walsh 
was informed that Wahlberg had 
gone to Havana for his health. He 
will seek to get him back to appear 
before the committee or else obtain 
a deposition from him. 

After brief testimony by Bond, the 
committe adjourned until tomorrow. 

BAPTISED ON DEATHBED 
WINS JEWISH BURIAL 

WARSAW, March 20.—A curious 
"catise celebre" has come to an end 
here with the burial of Raphael. Fel-
senkranz, in the Jewish cemetery. 

Felsenkranz, an othodox Jew, and 
for many years editor of the Asseku 
ranz- 'Leasing, died recently, aged 71. 
He had a daughter who became con-
verted to Christianity, and adopted 
the Polish name of Lilia Wojciechoev-
ska. When her father was dying, she 
decided that he should die in the 
Christian faith, so she had him bap-
tised'while unconscious on his death-
bed. 

Then she was smitten with remorse 
and hurried off to the chief rabbi 
of Warsaw and asked him to re-admit 
her father to the Jewish faith. The 
chief rabbi hurried  . with her to the 
house. But they were too late. The 
old editor had passed on. 
- Then came the question where the 
.remains were to be placed. The 
Jewish community ruled that as he 
had been baptised he belonged to the 
Christian burial 'ground; this dis-
tressed family appealed to the secu-
lar authorities who replied that they 
could not overrule the Jewish com-
munity. Then the family carried the 
appeal to the Rabbinical council, 
which decided that Felsenkranz had 
never consciously adjured the faith 
of his fathers and was entitled to 
Jewish burial. So after eight days 
of intense public discussion, .the old 
editor was laid to rest in the Jewish 
burial •• ground.

WASHINGTON, March 20.—Con- 

gress has been in session three and 
a half months and not a single bill 
has reached the president for his 
signature. Last December, when 
congress met for the long session, 
President Coolidge delivered a mes-
sage in which he listed about 50 dif-
ferent pieces of legislation which he 
deemed necessary or expedient. 
There was no evidence that he is 
among those who begin to feel that 
the country is law-ridden, for, like 
Oliver Twist, he called for more. Not 
one of the many laws asked for has 
been passed, and at the present rate 
of speed, when congress adjourns in 
mid-summer or early fall, only two 
or three of the president's sugges-
tions will have been acted upon. 
Among the important things he ask-
ed congress for are the following: 
Tax reduction, entry into the World 
court, reorganization of the foreign 
service, abolition of tax-exempt se-
curities, opening of intracoastal 
waterways, a liquor treaty with Eng-
land, strengthening of the coast 
guard against rum-runners, a com-
mission on negro migration, classifi-
cation of postmasters, placing of 
prohibition agents under civil serv-
ice, legislation  .for  -iiihre government 

• buildings in Washington, interna-
tional action against oil pollution of 
coast waters, laws controlling avia-
tion, regulation of radio interfer-
ence, providing of safe load-lines for 
vessels, recoding of navigation laws. 
revision of procedure before the fed-
eral trade commission, regulation of 
Alaskan fisheries, strengthening of 
army and navy Personnel, more air-
planes for the army, more subma-
rines for the  navy, legislation limit-
ing child labor, minimum  wage law 
for women in federal jurisdiction,. 
creation of department of• education 
and welfare, immigration restriction 
and regulation of aliens, legislation 
to open veterans' hospitals to all vet-
erans of our wars, authorization to 
appoint commission to deal with coal 
situations arising, reorganization of 
government departments, federal aid 
for farm exports, the leasing of Mus-
cle Shoals, relief for persons  on gov-
ernment reclamation projects,  legis-
lation for highways and forests, 
super-power development in north-
eastern states, revision of railroad 
labor board rules, legislation on  rail-
road  rate-fixing after the supreme 
court acts on the recapture clauses 
of the transportation act, reconstruc-
tion of railroad rate laws, legisla-
tion for railroad consolidation, re-
vision of the existing laws of the 
United States, law allowing simplifi-
cation of rules of the supreme court 
concerning review by that body,. em-
ployment in federal prisons, provid-
ing new federal reformatories, cre-
ating a division of identification of 
criminals in the department ofjus-
tice. 

Of course, it would be possible for 
• the president to do quite a bit of ex-

coriating of_ congress for this: do-
nothing performance, but the presi-
dent would be jumping astride of his 
own party, something little calcu-
lated to improve either his own 
chances of carrying the country iota 
November, or to increase the hope of 
securing any of the legislation asked. 
The fact is that the Republican ma-
jority in the two houses Is a ma-
pority in name only; it lacks co-
hesion, able leadership and pep. This 
latter quality is well-nigh destroyed 
by what seems the certainty of dis-
aster ahead. 

There is to be a determined drive 
in congress to pass the Edge-Kelly 
bill for the increase of pay of the. 
000,000 postal employes who give, 
the country a magnificent serviced 
Practically all of the Democrats in 
congress are supporting this legisla-
tion, together with some of the Re-
publicans, though it is well known 
that President Coolidge ieeopposed to 
it. His statement that he would op-
pose any increase in salaries was 
aimed at this particular bill. 

Probe Goes On. 
The senatorial investigating com- 

mittee is getting off to a good start 
on the Daugherty case, developing 
the case and bringing new matters 
to light at each session. The retire-
ment of Senator Lenroot from the 
Teapot Dome investigation will make 
no difference whatever in the con-
duct of the work, as he took little 
part in the proceedings. Senator 
Wheeler will be so much occupied for 
some weeks with the Daugherty case 
that it will delay the beginning of 
the fur seal inquiry, winch Wheeler 
is to conduct. 

The veterans' bureau matter is at 
last getting under • way at Chicago. 
Incidentally this has brought in the 
name of Representative Zililman  

Maryland, who demands; after a very 
frank statement, a complete investi-
gation. The general .feeling in offi-
cial circles of Washington is that 
Zihiman -  will be able to show a per-
fectly clean bill of health. The fin-
ger of suspicion often points -at an 
innocent man, and the belief is that 
this is one of those cases. Under ex-
isting -.conditions-it is well to keep the 
vision clear. The innocent are still 
in the vast majority, the country is 
the greatest the world has ever seen. 
All that is needed is a cleaning out of 
some dirty eeiners and ths:re remains 
little  -doubt that the elections in No-
ember will attend to that.

In 1923 the bids 
would have allowed no profit at all, 
but a loss. This is progress, but in 
the wrong direction.

County Agent R. H: Bush has an-
nounced a series of meetings during 
the remainder cf this  Month to  be 
held in various 'communities of East-
land county to discuss cooperative 
marketing of poultry and poultry pro-
ducts. He wishes to ascertain the 
sentiment among farmers and poul-
try breeders. In' his communication, 
he says: 

"Farmers all over the county have 
been wandering what they are going 
to do with poultry and poultry pro-
ducts. They have wanted to know 
when a movement will start to market 
in car lots and out of Eastland coun-
ty. 

"At two committee meetings held 
at Cisco and Ranger recently lead-
ing poultrymen, after much thought 
and discussion, said that if there are 
enough poultrymen, farmers and 
farm women willing to get behind 
such a movement, 'we are ready.' 

"In order to ascertain this inter-
est and to discuss in full the neces-
sary requirements' for cooperative 
marketing, a series of meetings have 
been planned at which every farmer 
and farm woman who is interested 
in poultry and poultry marketing are 
especially urged to attend. 

"I realize you may be busy and that 
your field work is piling up on you, 
but if you are too btly to look after 
your business and this poultry and 
poultry marketing is your business, 
you have little right to grumble if 
you are not satisfied with the out-
come of your poultry business.

SUE FOR BIG DAMAGES

feed under his arm. He said he did 
not recognize who it was when he 
shot. 

Abbott is a man of family and has 
lived in this section for many years. 
He is considered well-to-do and has 
the reputation of being one of the 
best men in the county. He and his 
family are,said to have just recently 
returned from a trip through South 
Texas which they had made for the 
benefit of Abbott's health. 

The bullet struck Abbott's left arm 
about the wrist, entered the left side 
where it struck a rib that caused it 
to change its course and Pass out.

The Giant manager also expresses 
the rather original thought that golf 
does not hurt a baseball .player when 
be is a good golfer, but that it has 
a bad effect upon a "duffer who has 
to take more exercise and expend 
more energy going around the course. 

There are some crack golfers 
among the major league players. 
Arnold Statz of the Cubs and Pep 
Young of the Giants are among the 
best, and Babe Ruth is no slouch. 
But if McGraw's idea, that only the 
good players should be allowed to in-
dulge in the game, were carried out, 
it would mean practically a blanket 
ban on the game.
