Spicer  No. I of Corzelius in
Carter Pool Appears Good
For 350 Barrels Daily.

Spicer No. ‘1 well of Corzelius
brothers et -al., -in the Carter pool,
about six miles northwest of Ranger,
may develop into a steady producer
of ahout 350 barrels daily, following
a shot of 400 quarts of nitroglycerin.
It was feared at first the well was a
duster, but deeper drilling broughf
strong indications :of oil and the
shooting has started the flow.

The shot was put in at a depth of
about 3.750 in the black lime and,
after the blart oil was found stand-
ing in the hole for some distanee.
The force of the explosion bridged
over the hole besides forcing much
dirt up in the hole, which is being
cleaned out today. .

strategy.

Mr., Coolidge told him that it
would be necessary to save the
money needed for this new construe-
tion in present navy activities and
told him to make the survey.

He says that giant power is nation-
wide in its application and, if made
effective, will insure cheaper and
more abundant electricity through-
out the country without favoring the
big users at the expense of the lit-
tle ones. Its vital feature appears
to be the produétion of electric pow-
er at coal burning eentral stations
near #he mouths of coal mines. Gov-
ernor Pinchot writes to Congressman
Blanton as follows:

“I am taking the liberty of send-
ing you a-copy of the giant power re-
port of Pennsylvania in the hope
that it may be of-use to yow in the
widespread consideration of gian:
power which is coming. s

“Giant power is a plan for sup-
plying electric current.for every pur-
pose to the people of Atherica in
greater abundance and at cheaper,
rates than ever before. It inéludes
the production of electricity in enor-
mous quantities, partly from water
powers but chiefly’ at huge ' coal
burning central power stations near

;the mouths of mines; the pouring of

that electricity as it were into a
great pocl of power“for the service
of all; and the saving of the valu-
able by-products of coal burned for
power. It aims to assist and hasten
the rapid expansion of electric serv-
ice. t
“The giant power plan undertakes|
to prevent the nation-wide electric
monopoly now almost formed from
acquiring industrial commercial, fi-
nancial, and political control of this
nation. It does not aim at public
ownership, but demands that in all
plans for electric development the
public interest shall receive first
consideration. Through . effective
public regulation it proposes to
break ‘down and put an end to the
present unfair discrimination in
rates in favor of a few great users
of electricity and against moderate
and small users through which the
iatter are made to pay extortionate
charges. E

own set up of a nation-wide electric
monopoly. Giant power and super-
power are as different as a tame ele-
phant d a wild one. One is the
friend #nd fellow werker of man—
the other, at large and uncontrolled,
may be a dangerous enemy.

“The agitation for Philippine inde-
pendence is not generally understood
in this eountry. I am-  told' that it
does not represent the desire of the
Filipinos as a whole. The.vast ma-
mrit_v of them do not even know what
it is all - about. = A comparatively
small group of : local politicians or
“caciques,” are largely responsible for
the movement. Its basis is partly
sentimental and partly a‘shrewd de-
sire for thespersonal power which in-
dependence would bring these politi-
cians.

“The agitators aparently  believe
that if they are successful, -and the
Philippines become independent, the
United States will still hold the bag
and still serve as an umbrella®o ward
off foreign interference or attack.
They fail to realize that the iSsue must
necessarily lie between authority
coupled with responsibility, on ‘the
one hand, and neither authority nox
responsibility—either political, eco-
nomic, military or moral—on the
other, The maintenance of peace in
the Pacific may eventually depend
upon the proper solution of this ques-
tion.
