Products and Utilization of State’s Vast Re-

Observance of Law,

Special to the Times. -
SHERMAN, Aug. 24.—State Sen-
afternoon at the Old BSettler’s re-
union here urged the development of
more industries to care for the raw
products of the state. He said:
Texas is the greatest colton pro-
dueing country in the world. Long
staple cotton, which 1is grown on
some of our farms, is the equal of
the cclebrated cotton grown in the
South Sea isles.” We have cotton all
around ug, in all portions of the

bales of this cotton is shipped in its
raw state to other portions of the
United States and of the world,
where it is manufactured and return-
ed to our people and sold as a fin-
ished product.

Cotton Mills Needed.

I hope to see the time come when
there will be literally hundreds of
cotton mills in Texas run by the
water power and electric power gen-
erated by the water which will come
from large, irrigation dams on its
way down to the valleys to produce
crops for our people.

Texas is the greatest wool grow-
ing state in the union and yet there
is not a woolen factory in Texas. Our
wool growers ship the wool to the
New England states—nearly 2,000

it comes back to us in the form of
the finished product, whereby we
have to pay the freight going and the
freight te return it, in addition to
the handsome profit upon the process
of manufacture. This should not be;
we should offer inducements which
will bring those woolen factories to
Texas where -the best wool m the
world is grown.

It seems to me that it would be
far more economieal and a great deal
more to the interest and welfare of
the people of Texas to manufacture
our eotton and our wool, thus get-
ting the advantage of the price of
the raw product and at the same
time the price’ of the finished pro-
duet.

Conservation of Water.

Another problem which confronts
the people of Texas today is the one
of ' flood control and  water con-
servation. There is raiti enough that
falls ' annually wupon - the western
plains of Texas which, if impounded
in irrigation dams, would make all of
the western and northwestern por=
tions 'of Texas smile as a garden.
Southern~ and southeastern Texas
is continually being flooded by
waters coming down from the plains
and hill country of this section and
overflowing the valleys which are as
rich as the valley of the Nile. These
floods literally destroy millions of
dollars of crops each year. By im-
pounding the flood waters from the
upper reaches of these rivers, it-will
be possible to reclaim the swamp and
river bottoms of southern and south-
eastern Texas.

Texas can and must prevent the
devastating floods which yearly visit
the lower reaches of our rivers and
at the same time take care of the
semi-arid plains ‘and hill country of
Northwest and West Texas. These
are big problems but they ecan be
solved by our excellent citizenship.
North and East Texas are interested
in the reclamation of swamps and
flood lands by levy districts. The
reclamation of river bottom and
swamp lands is in itself a big prob-
lem but it can be solved and will be
solved by the forward-looking eciti-
zens of our state.

Industry Necessary.

Texas has about reached its zenith
as a stock producing and agricultural
country and must turn its attention
more and more, as time goes on, to
industrial * enterprises. Of, course
there is a large area of Texas which
is susceptible of cultivation which
will be subdued by the plough sooner
or later, but there is also a great deal
of our state which has heretofore
been farmed that has been turned
out on account of the fertility of the
soil having been exhausted.

But, in bringing industries to Tex-
as and being liberal towards the de-
velopment of Texas from an indus-
trial standpoint, we must be fair
alike to capital and labor. It would
not profit us much, as a people, to
have numerous factories, mills and
other industrial’ enterprlses unless, av

newed his attack on Edwin T. Mere-
dith, formerly seeretary of agricul-
ture, with whom he had taken issue
on the financial conditions of the
farmer and who he has charged,
while secretary of agriculture ‘“sat
in the Wall street game and helped
produce the greatest panie in farm
prices in the history of agriculture.”

This was Brookhart’s first publie
reference to Meredith sinece the lat-
ter announced his- intention to file
suit for alleged  libel.: “Meredith
would be under oath and we would
find out from his own mouth whether
he made a fight against the deflec-
tion from the farmers or whether he
sat mum in the Wall street game,”
said Brookhart.

“My speech at Radeliffe, ITowa,
seems to have offended Mr. Mere-
dith very grievously and now he pro-
poses to sue me for 30 cents dam-
ages. I am glad he has been so con-
siderate in the amount, for if he
beats me that is about all I ecan save
out of my salary from the govern-
ment after paying this year’s deficit
on my farm;” the senator added.

MEREDITH SAYS HE WANTS
BROOKHART UNDER OATH

DES MOINES, 1a., Aug. 24.—
“Senator Brookhart’s charge, made

in an address at Radeliffe, Ia.,” Mr.'

Upper Mississippi bottoms are

Oyster Shells Bring Rich
« Crops for Farmers

Burning and grinding oyster shellsinto a
powder to make plants grow, is a growing
industry of the South. A recent scarcity
of nitrates forced farmers to look for some
other fertilizer, and they adopted the
oyster. To use something that lives at the
bottom of the sea, the food of a starfish, for
improving land seemed impossible at first,
but in the powdered shells were found
qualities that enriched the soil and so they
are now being widely used. 'The shells are
burned on a grate over a roaring fire. They
are hauled by wheelbarrow to a conveyor
which carries them to the place called a
pulverizer, where they are mashed and
ground into fine dust, ready for the farmer.
This recently developed industry has
brought oyster hunting to a state where it
is said to be more profitable than any other
kind of fishing.

MEXICANS RAISING
UP TO FULL BALE OF
COTTON TO THE ACRE

BROWNSVILLE, Aug. 24.—Cot-
ton prices across the Rio Grande
river from this part of Texas are
eight and nine cents a pound higher
than in the Brownsville . market.
Growers on the American side of the
river have been receiving from 20
to 21 cents a pound for the staple,
while Mexican growers on the other
side of the border are receiving
either 20 or 30 cents a pound.

The difference in price is due to
the Mexican tariff of eight cents a
pound, custom -officials say. Several
textile mills have been built in Mex-
ico during the past year, and the
Mexican growth of cotton is not ex-
pected tq fill the demand.

Thousands' of acres in the Mata-
moras distriety have been planted to
cotton this year. One planter has
more than 3,000 acres averaging one-
half to three-fourths of a bale to the
acre. - Some of the small growers are
getting a full bale to the acre. Gins
on the Mexican side are operating 24
hours a day.

Milk Is Fxcellent

Whether Sweet or Sour Makes

Fine First Ration for Baby

Chicks.

By SETH W. SHOEMAKER,
Director, School of Agriculture, In-
ternational Correspondence
Schools, Scranton, Pa.

Milk is a very valuable! food for
poultry; in fact, mmuch more valuable
than its chemical analy:lis indicates.
Nothing excels warm! milk direct
from the cow as the firdt ration for
baby chicks.

The reason for the value of milk
as a poultry food' depends partly
upon its complete ‘digestibility and
partly upon the vitamines it con-
tains. Fowls that are fed an ample
supply of fresh milk, do not require
so much fresh green feed as those
that have no milk.

The use of whole milk as a chicken
feed ,however, will not always prove
profitable, {for, even when carefully
handled, it is seldom worth more
than two cents per quart for this
purpose. This wusually limits the
feeding of milk to the milk B at is
more or' less of a waste product
about the farm. Fortunately, waste
milk seems to produce practically as
good Besults as whole milk for this
purpose. .
Sour Milk Is Best.

Although many arguments have
been advanced in favor of musing
whole sweet milk for poultry, the
result of scientific research shows
that sour milk has been found to
give better results. G. A. C. Wylie,
of the British Dairy institute, Read-
ing, England, claims that sour milk
produces better results because the
acid produced by the bacteria pres-
ent causes more rapid action in the
digestive tract. He. states: “Soured
milk( (also preventf scouring and
makes the food easier digested. The
acid formed from the milk sugar
also prevents sickness and stimulates
the appetite. It keeps the digestive
organs in' proper activity, which
saves feeding so much green food.
When fed to all kinds of poultry it
produces a fine white flesh, due to
the amount of phosphates, with ex-
tra good flavor. It is without doubt
one of the best foods we have both
for young and old stock, and is be-
coming more popular every day. I
may say it also increases the egg
supply and hastens the molt.”

Semi-Sclid Buttermilk.

Of recent years several brands of
buttermilk have been
placed on the market. These consist
simply of buttermilk from which the
bulk of the moisture has been ex-
tracted. In this form, the buttermili
will keep for a long period of time
and is of considerable value as a
poultry feed. ;

Some persons feed milk in pans
to poultry, but it is often difficult
to keep such recepacles sanitary.
Usually, the most satisfactory meth-
od of feeding milk to fowls is to use
it for moistening mash feeds.

COPENHAGEN, Aug. 24.—Den-
mark thought its title to Greenland
was without blemish after the United
States agreed to waive all claims to the
Arctic island as part of the consid-
eration in the purchase of the Dan-
ish West*Indies. But the interest of
Norway in the land which “Eric the
Red” discovered has suddenly re-
vived after centuries of inactivity.
The controversy between the two
Scandinavian  countries over the
ownership of the east coast of
Greenland has become so acute that
Denmark now has a commission,
headed by former Minister Th.
Zahle, traveling over the Arctic
istand for the purpose of niaking a
report upon which negotiations with
Norway may be based.

Many Danes think Norway is op-
posing Denmark merely for the pur-
pose of holding its claims upon
Greenland as a club which can®be
used in forcing better terms out of
Denmark in a new commercial treaty
which is to be negotiated in the near
future. The chief argument used by
Norway is that its fisheries might be
affected adversely by recognizing
Danish sovereignty over the eastern
coast of Greenland.

There are only about 12,000 in-
habitants in Greenland, and of these
only 800 are Kuropeans, mostly
Danes. The island is chiefly famous
as a leaping off place for explorer§
in search of the North Pole and as
the source of icebergs which imperil
shipping: on the North Atlantic
courses. Its trade is a ‘monopoly of
the Danish state, which enforces pro-
hibition. The total import and ex-
port trade of Greenland is only
slightly more than $1,000,000 a year,
and has declined since fish fats of
various sorts as in less demand.

DENMARK’S CLAIMS TO GREENLAND
'NOW ARE OPPOSED BY NORWAY

the eleventh century, whein the lat-
ter of these intrepid Norsemen is
supposed to have  discovered the
American mainland. In the fifteen-
th century Norway abandoned all
communications with Greenland, and
late in the eighteenth century Den-
mark began commercial ‘relations
with the island and established its
colony there.

Modern refineries have
increased their equipment so’ as to
utilize processes which squeeze gaso-
line out of products which in them-
selves are of much inferior economic
value. This is a part of the economic
service wnich the c¢il industry is ren-
dering.

SCIENTISTS FLOCKING TO LOWER
CALIFORNIA TO OBSERVE THE SUN
‘WHEN IT GOES INTO AN ECLIPSE

By ROBERT A. DONALDSON,
United Press Staff Correspondent.

LOS. ANGELES, Aug. 24.—Sci-
antists of the world are flocking to
jouthern California making prepara-
tions for the most complete scientific
observations of a total eclipse of the
iun thus far known.

The eclipse will occur Sept. 10. It
is the first total eclipse in this dis-
trict for nearly 120 years, and will
se the last until 2045 A. D.

The total eclipse will only:clip the
extreme southwest portion of the
United States, beginning a little
north of San Diego. :

Many of the scientists are-prepar-
ing to take their instruments to the
little sea coast town of Ensenada, in
Lower California, Mexico, where, the
total eclipse will last the greatest
length of time.

Many Nations Represented.
Croups of scientists from England,
France, Belgium, ltaly, Spain, Ger-
many, Japan and other countries are

i planning to view the eclinse,

take
photographs, and make ocular obser-
vations of wide-spread character,

Most important among the photo-
graphs to be taken and the observa-
tions to be made will be those tend-
ing to confirm or disprove the Kin-
stein theory.

Photographs of the light rays of
stars, which Einstein claims are bent
by the action of pravity when pass-
ing a mass as that of the sun, will
bé taken ,as will photographs of
what are known. as the “Einstein
group.” :

Similar photographs taken last
year during a total eclipse in the
South seas by scientists who went to
Wallal Beach, Australia, and Christ-
mas Island, in the south Pacific, con-
firmed the Einstein contention, they
reported.
