:Ranger Independent school district
trustees are not alarmed by the ac-
tion of the Eastland County Board
of Trustees in “taking” approximate-
ly $2,000,000 of taxable values from
the school district, alleged. by the
Bullock school dlstuct trustees to be-
long to them.

‘“Before this eould be done legal-
ly,” said M. H. Hagaman, secretary
of the Ranger district, ‘‘the courts
would have to set aside the law cre-
ating the Ranger Independent school
district, and set aside the $450,000
bond issue voted since .the Bullock
territory became a part of the Ran-
ger district.”

Hagaman said that +the Ranger

school district’s lawyer, W. S. Adam-
son, hag declared that the county
. trustees have no Jurlsdxctlon over the
matter.
"H. S. Cole, school assessor and
collector, said that the Ranger dis-
trict is collecting the money on the
taxable property-of this, district. He
also pointed out a provision of the
state’ schaol laws.

‘““The state law stipulates that an
annexed territory connot leave a dis-
trict after a bond issue has been
voted,” he said.. “A bond ‘issuse has
been voted in this district since the
Bullock territory became 'a part of
the Ranger district.”

At a meeting of the county school
trustees, it was stated that a petition
was presented to the trustees of he
Ranger district asking for the annex-
ation ‘to the Ranget, district. The
statement was said to have been
made by a Bullock trustee that his
board did not know until recently
that the tax returns were going into
the Ranger district treasury.

The trustees, Mr. Hatton and Mr.
Pound, take the view that the nine
names on the petition asking for a
transfer,; do net constitute a majority:
of the qualified voters of 'the Bullock
district; 'which at the time was said
by Hagaman to have had 100 voters.
