PHYSICIANS DISAGREE ON

Guided By Odor.

“It was just about 9:45. I was
approaching the secluded knoll on
the side west of the Voth road, and
I could smell a horrible odor which
seemed to resemble the arroma of
decaying flesh. 1 pushed myself
through some underbrush — and
there on the ground, their heads 2
few feet apart, their arms  oui-
stretched, their feet pointing in op-
posite directions, forming an angle,
face upward, lay the bodies of my
sister-in-law “and her companion.”
Bell said it was a most gruesome
sight, horrible to behold. Theix
clothing was rotting and torn; their
flesh was made sallow by incessant
rains which had beat upon them;
clots of blood here and there about
their heads showed the cruel death
both had suffered.

Bodies Buried Hurriedly.
Immediately after the coroner’s
inquest, the bodies were removed to
Beaumont, it being necessary to
bury ‘both at once betause of their
condition. ' Rial’s body was placed
in Magnolia cemetery, while that of
Misg Carl was shipped to the home
of her mother, Mrs. Fritz Schultz,”of
34 Crites street, in Houston.
Physicians who examined botil
bodies differed’ in opinion as t«
vchether the couple had been slain
with some kind of a gun, or whether
a blunt instrument had been used
upon them. Numerous indentations
were found on the heads of both, two
wounds  penetrating Miss Carl's
skull, while at least four penetrated
the skull of Rial.

‘BROWNSVILLE. Texas, Sept.
Over two million -citrus trees

growing in the lower Rio Grande
valley of Texas, according to a re-
port: recently issued by the agricul-
tural. agent. of Cameron county, who
has completed a survey of the ecitrus
industry in'the three valley counties
—Cameron, Hidalgo and Willacy.

Less than a million citrus trees had
been planted in the valley up to June
1, 1921, but during the following
year almost 400,000 trees were plant-
ed, and-during the planting season
of 1922-23 approximately 700,000

are

trees were added to the valley’s or-

chards, bringing the total to over
two million.

Sixty .. per -cent .of -all the. eitrus
trees planted in the valley are grape-
fruit, 85 per cent are oranges and
the remainder are lemon trees, tang-
erines, limes, kumquats, loquats and
various other citrus fruits, most of
which are seldom marketed outside of
the Rio Grande walley.

Citrus trees in the - valley com-
mence bearing 'when they are four
years old and after six year planting
are in full bearing. Only a small

140. .car loads of citrus fruit, but
this season sufficient trees will come
into bearing .to increase the ‘'ship-
ments to at least 500 cars..

BLACK OR GREEN
RATTLE SNAKES RARE
IN THE REPTILE WORLD

EL PASO, Sept. 4—Capt. Martin
I. Crimmins has caught a black tailed
rattle snake in Mekelligon’s canyon,
near this place, and has sent the
snake to the American Museum of
Natural History to place among the
rare collection of this noted museum.
The specimen sent by Ceptain Crim-
mens is said’ te be a rare one. It
had a black tail, and had no diamonds
on its skin, as most rattlers have.

Besides the . rare snake, Captain
Crimmins caught a zebra lizard, and
a leopard lizard—these very rare

jspecimens were also sent to the mu-

seum.

Captain Crimmins is a naturalist
of long experience and has furnished
the American Museum of Natural
History with a number of very rare

specimens. - While he was with- Gen-
eral Pershing in Mexlco during. 1&16
the captain caught two green 1
snakes. . He sent these to the museum
and was informed ‘that they were the
first of their kind ever recelved
there.

His physwal advantages are several
and they may be overcome, but his
mental edge hardly can be removed
as a tremendous factor.

" The champions physical advan-
tages consist of greater experience,
more knowledge of fighting as it is
followed in the orthodox way and
superior boxing  skill.

Dempsey may and may not be as
strong as Firpo. Perhaps he is not
as strong in brute power. Dempsey
may be able to hit harder than Fir-
po, but that is open to doubt.

. The champion is better with his
Teft hand than the South American
and he is a faster puncher, but if
he hasn’t the strength to topple ovsr
Firpo, the one right hand of the
South American will be’ better than
his two.

When it comes to mental quahf1<
cations, as mentality is applied to
fighting, the champion has. all the
edge by a big margin. Champions,
. as a rule, have that mental edge,
. because the opponent is bound to

~get into the brain trap that he is :

fighting the champion.

Dempsey has no doubts as far as
it is possible to dlscern, that he can
beat any fighter in the world. Firpo
cannot feel the same way, as he must
know, down deep within himself, that
he is carrying the big handicap of a
comparative novice against a skilled
artist.

Firpo has given unrmstagable evi-
dence that he feels he is not sure to

- walk out of the ring after he walks
in, Perhaps he had reasons for want-
ing Tex Rickard to postpone the
fight for another year. With 12
more months to capitalize his stand-
ing as the next opponent for Demp-
sey, he could have picked up at least

e quarter of a million dollars and the

" Angel s,gwg_‘doﬁs love his money.

It might be that Firpo really be-
lieves he can whis, Dempsey and that
his desire for moré time was inspir-
ed purely by merc\e‘nary motives.
Mentally alert as he is, however, Fir-
po could not help but be affected by
the statements of his trainer and his
friends that he faced a sure defeat
if vhe fought Dempsey before another
year’s training.

‘Crowds surrounding the average
fighter, even among second raters, as
a rule, sound nothing but his praises.
When Dempsey was training for Car-
pentier, he heard nothing but: “He’s
a setup for you. One round.”

Dempsey became so aggravated
with the rosy prospects painted for
him that he asked to have Carpen-
tire’s name left out of the conversa-
tion.

On the other hand Firpo’s friends
and advisers have not missed an op-
portunity to hold up, with all its
hazards, the prospects of his fight

- with Dempsey. It is but natural that

confidence in an athlete cannot be}

increased by having it constantly
called to mind that he has a gredt
task ahead of him. A keen-brained
fighter in not in danger of over-con-
fidence by hearing others express
faith in him, but a smart fighter is
injured when his best friends hesi-
tate to assure him that he is a sure
winner,

In their tralmng canips, the differ-}

ence in the mental edge of the two
fighters is very apparent.

In every word and action Dempsey
displays the utmost confidence that
he will come out of the fight as the
champion. He is a very sensible
young man, and he is.in no danger of
falling a victim to over coufidence.

When he was training for his fight
with Carpentier, at. Atlantic City, he
told those who kept insisting that the
Frenchman was a second-rater:

“He can’t be with that record of
his:”’
