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Starving Europe 
Needs American 

Air for Qddren
By International News Service.

NEW YORK, Dec. 8.— An appeal to 
the American people to come at once to 
the rescue of three and one-half million 
starving and under-nourished children of 
Eastern and Central Europe was issued 
today by the European Relief Council, 
Herbert Hoover, chairman, and Franklin 
K. Lane, treasurer.

The council, comprising eight great re­
lief organizations, united recently to co­
ordinate child relief in Europe this win­
ter and to carry on jchild feuding and 
medical aid for children until the next 
harvest, in September, 3921.

The appeal urges America to action in 
these words:
“An Appeal to the American People.5’

“Three and one-half million children in 
Eastern and Central Europe have no 
alternative to disaster between now and 
next harvest except American aid. For 
months these most helpless sufferers in 
the track of war have been admitted to 
American feeding-stations only if trag­
ically under-nourished and have received 
American medical aid only if desperately 
threatened by death from disease.

“ America saved 6,000,000 European 
children winter before last. Normal 
recuperation cut the need nearly in half 
last year, but unusual conditions have 
resulted in scant shrinkage of child des­
titution during the twelvemonth just 
passed. The response of America 
must now decide whether 3,500,000 of 
these charges, in acute distress, shall 
begin to be.turned away in January from 
more than 17,000 asylums, hospitals, eliu 
ies and feeding-stations dependent on 
American support. There would be no 
tragedy in history so sweeping' or so de­
structive .of those who can deserve no 
evil.

“This is an issue without politics and 
Without religious lines. There can be 
no danger of pauperization for the $.23.- 
000,000 for child food, and the $10,0u'0,- 
000 for medical service that we seek 
will relieve only the critical*cases. The 
medical supplies, of course, must be an 
unqualified gift, but Afor every American 
dollar used in child-feeding the govern­
ments and communities aided furnish 
two dollars in the form of transporta­
tion, rent, labor, clerical help, cash con­
tributions and such food supplies as are 
locally obtainable.

“America has not failed in the past 
in great-heartedness. She has never had 
a more poignant call than this. Contri­
butions should be turned over to the ioea! 
committees which are now being formed 
for this national collection, or sent te 
Franklin K. Lane, treasurer, Guaranty 
Trust Co., New York City.”

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THAT INCOME TAX.
The idea appears to be gaining head­

way- in government circles that the in­
come tax sadly needs revision. Every­
one else has known that since 1917. and 
will heartily agree; that is, each will 
agvfce that his own and those of the fel­
lows in his class should be .reduced, and 
tht lnlrdeii applied to someone else. Tills 
feeling is1 perhaps just as much held by 
the. war profiteer iis by anyone else. 
Nevertheless, they being in the minority, 
it appears that the ‘"big rich” are go­
ing to have to bear the burden, for there 
is no prospect of Uncle Sam being will­
ing to reduce his aggregate income from 
this source for many years to come,

Undoubtedly the income tax needs re­
vision. It was framed to operate on a 
basis of pre-war monetary values, vastly 
different from those which exist today 
and will continue to exist for several 
years.

Two things in particular appear to 
need changes, and one of them involves 

Li compound fracture of the present 
statute. That is the rate on small in-' 
comes. No single man can live today on 
81,000 a year, at least with any degree 
of jeomfort. It will take $2,000 in tlie 
oil. fields and the larger cities. The tax 
on this income-will lie $40, no consider­
able sura', perhaps, nevertheless it is a 
week’s work and the profit on the work 
of months. The same condition applies 
to the married men, though in lesser de­
gree- Another thing about the small in­
come: It does not seem exactly fair that 
money which has been sweated for should 
be taxed as highly -as income from in­
vestments. For instance, if a man earns 
$2,000 a year in the form of salary or 
wjjges, and an additional $2,000 is com­
ing to him from safe investments, it 
would appear that the second $2 000 is 
more “velvet” than the first, and there­
fore can well afford to bear a higher 
rate of taxation.

Another thing wrong with the present 
law. from the standpoint of equity, is 
that not enough consideration is at­
tached to the risky nature of oil invest- 
m|nts and others of like nature. A man 
w|o sticks his money in a bole in the 
ground, with a good chance of leaving 
it there, would seem to be entitled to a 
higher exemption than the man who de- 
ri|es his profits from stocks 'or lands 
of.; more permanent and safer character.

Defects by the dozen can be pointed 
out in the present law, it all depending 
upon who points out tlie defect, and 
wbat may appear fair to one will not to 
a 'second, who in turn lias another griev­
ance. However, it will be well to bring 
tuft' the old dry grin and air it out so 
tliav it will be in good working order 
next year. The Republican congress has 
passed the word that there will be no 
itrq^bn until after next March 4, and 
thaSWill not affect this year’s collections.

NEEDED BY NAVY 

BUILDING WORK
Report of Admiral Taylor 

Shows Many Ships Now 
Under Construction.

By Associated Press
WASHINGTON, Doc. 9.— Nearly 200 

warships, including one superdrcndnaught 
and 90 destroyers, were completed for 
the American navy during the riscaJ yeai 
ended last June 80 and more than 100 
others, including eleven superdread- 
naughts and six great battle cruisers, 
were building at that time.

This is shown in the annual report of 
Rear Admiral David W. Taylor, chief 
of the Bureau of Construction and Re­
pair, to Secretary Daniels, made public 
today at the Navy Department. For 
continuing work on the ships building,
Admiral Taylor estimated that $119,000.- 
000 would be required during the fiscal 
year beginning next June 80. This com­
pares with $89,000,000 last year and is 
the largest total ever proposed bv the 
American navy in peace time for coutinu_ 
ing construction. It is explained by the 
fact that work on many of the craft au­
thorized in the 1910 building program 
was halted during the war.

Build Dirigibles.
Admiral Taylor’s report also discloses 

that the Navy Department is engaged in 
developing and constructing new types of 
ajrcraft, including great rigid and semi- j 
rigid air ships and seaplanes similar to I DrosiclenU 
those which undertook the trans-Atlan- 1 ^  ecints.)

boats and ten mine sweepers. In addi­
tion a number of naval tugs were de­
livered.

Many New Sldps.
Besides 'the eleven battleships and six 

battle cruisers building, there are under 
construction 10 scout cruisers, 71 de­
stroyers, and 47 submarines. Some of 
the destroyers have been delivered since 
last June 30. Only two of the eleven 
batt’eships building are expected to be 
delivered next year, the Tennessee and 
Maryland. The Colorado is to be deliv­
ered in 1922 and the others in 1923 or 
later. *

Admiral Taylor devotes part of his re­
port to tests conducted with some of the 
German submarines turned over to the 
United States for experimental purposes 
and says on the basis of these tests that 
“on the whole these vessels could not be 
said to be superior in design and capa­
bilities to corresponding vessels of the 
United States navy.”

Verdun Is New Thermopylae, U .  S.
Ambassador Says m Ceremonies-at 
‘Bayonet Trench;’ Stone from America

i ___

; VE RD IN . Dec. 9.—The American 
ambassador, Hugh ’Wallace, speaking 
here Wednesday at. the inauguration of 
the Bayonet Trench monument, said in 
part:

“ Verdun is the new Thermopylae 
where civilization itself does homage to 
France. The ground is hallowed and 
we view it with awe. Yet we cannot

withhold our tribute of thanksgiving and 
praise. 'With loving hands we erect this 
monument—With anxious care we express 
the thoughts that surge within u s ; but 
it is in vain that we hope that what 
we say and do here are adequate to the 
occasion which calls them forth. Our 
monument will crumble and our words 
soon be forgotten, but Verdun and what 
she stands for are immortal. The mar­

tyred city is her own monument and 
such a monument as exists nowhere else 
nn earth.

“ Great is the glory of France as she 
thinks of Verdun as her own. Over­
whelmingly is the debt of gratitude which 
she here imposed upon the world. For 
at Verdun France faced the Hun alone, 
and the victory which once again saved 
civilization was her victory and none 
may share it. Let us say this in deep 
devotion to the Frenchmen who fought 
ami died here and to the land which gav

them birth. They fought for France, 
but they conquered for humanity, and 
theirs alone are the glory and the praise.

“ If aught that we speak here today 
be preserved in the memory of men, let 
it be this confession of gratitude to« 
France: "the thanks of the world to her 
and to her noble sons who stood in the 
breaeh-not of the allies* line alone—but 
of civilization itself; who fought and 
died here but died victorious. So great 
a debt cannot be repaid. What we seek 
to do here today is but to mark our

PUBLIC FORCED 
LEVIKSKY BOUT 

ON CARPENTER
By International News Service.

PARIS, Dec. 9.—Georges Carpentier 
was forced to taken on Battling Levin-j 
sky because American public opinion de-j 
manded some proof of his prowess before' 
a match with Dempsey, according to 
Francois Descamps, his manager, who, 
has just sent a letter to a French sport-j 
ing paper.

“ Now that the contract for the famous 
match has been signed,”  writes Descamps,! 
“ I can at last give an explanation of 
the motives which led me to accept j 
the fight against Levinsky, for contrary, 
to what is supposed, the match was nec-j 
essary for American public opinion, j 
which did not have any confidence in 
Georges and believed that his reputation! 
was overdone; they were still under the

impression of a Carpentier beaten by 
Frank Klaus, Billy Papke and Joe Jean-: 
ette; they took no account of the fact ; 
that at the time of the Klaus fight,j 
Georges was eighteen years o ld ; that 
with Papke he was not. beaten on his | 
merits but that lie had trained'down to j 
make the weight, while Papke paid a 
forfeit of 3,000 francs. As for Jeanette,; 
I owe it to the truth to say that the 
great majority of the press and the spec­
tators found that on that, day my old 
friend Frantx-Reiehel had made a grave 
mistake.

Fress Picked Levinsky.
“All these circumstances the American 

people did not know, or did not wish to 
know. That is why a match in America, 
before the one with Dempsey, was made 
necessary by public opinion on this side 
of ihe ocean, especially since the all- 
powerful piers and a special series of 
articles Lad practically challenged me to 
stage a fight. 1

“As for the opponent, it was not T 
who chose him, it was the majority of 
the papers, which said: “ Why does
Carpentier want to attack the heavy­
weights7 Let him first fight our cham­
pion of his class, and then we shall see 
whether he is qualified to meet Demp­
sey.”

Hughes vocational education act in 1917. Argentine 
teachers of agriculture are now at work 1,435 met 
in all the states of the union," Professor, this count 
Nolan said. "These teachers are em­
ployed for 12 months in the year. They 
are paid partly, from local funds and 
partly from federal funds granted by 
the vocational act.

Supervised Work.
“ Under the provisions of this law. all 

students enrolling in vocational agricul­
ture. with teachers thus employed, must 
carry on for six months of the year, as 
a required part of their course, a farm 
project under the supervision of the 
teacher.

"A  teacher- of agriculture literally 
lives with his boys during the summer 
months, directing their work, study and 
business in connection with their farm 
projects. The boys in these classes are 
usually organized into vaeational clubs 
under which auspices trips are taken to 
sales, fairs, universities, agricultural ex­
hibits. and good farms. All of this re­
acts to the moral and social, as well 
as the vocational and agricultural ed­
ucation of the boys.
