Obregon Receives
- Gold Paperweight
~ From Americans

NOGALES, Ariz., Dee. 4.—When Al-
varo Obregon was inaugurated as presi-
dent of Mexico on Dee. 1, he was pre-
sented with a solid gold paper weight, the
gift of the citizens of Nogales, Arizona.

The paper weight is unfque in that it is
designed for aiding a JIeft-handed and
ope-armed president in signing: his pa-
peérs. It i a reproduction in miniature
of the international line and monument
marking the division between the United
States and Mexico in the center of the
twin cities of Nogales, Arizona and No-
gales,” Sonora. The latter is the home
and location ‘of the business of Presi-
dent . Obregon.

President Obregon lost his right arm
while fighting as a general in command
of Carranza federal froops against Villa
at Celaya, Guanajuato, about a hundred
miles north of Mexico City in the early
days of the vevolutions. He wrote ayith
his rvight hand. Since then he has mas-
tered thie art of writing with his left
hand, but he uses a heavy paper weight
to hold the sheet in place.

The base of the paperwetght is 5 1-2
by 2 1-2 inches and 1 1-% inches high
and ‘is of 14 carat yellow gold. Across
the top is a line of white gold symboliz-|
ing ‘the international line between the
two Nogales. Clasped over this line are
two hands of gold, one symbolizing Mex-
ico, the other the United States.

Modelled in white gold also is a vep-
lica of International Monument, No. 122,
which works the diyiding line of the
two Nogales.

Above the base is a large key in yel-
low gold, symbolizing the fact that. No-|
aales i known as the Key City to the
Mexiean West Const. This key provides
the handle by which the paperweight
is lifted.
