YOUNG IA N  SHOT WHEN 
1 0 B  ATTEMPTS TO STORM 

NORTH CAROLINA JAIL
GOLDSBORO, N. C., Dec. 3.— This 

city is in a state of wild excitement 
following trouble which grew out of 
the trial of five negroes on charges 
of murder. A heavy guard composed 
of deputized citizens was used dur­
ing the trial. At 9 o’clock last night- 
heavy firing was in progress and one 
man was reported to have been 
seriously wounded. The jail was sur­
rounded 'by hundreds of men.

In the first attempt to storm the 
courthouse, Herbert Fotrell was shot 
and is today reported in a serious con­
dition. He is said to have led a mob 
of about fifty men and reached the 
inside of the rear entrance to the 
courthouse when he fell with a bul­
let in the abdomen. The negroes 
have been kept in the state prison 
since their arrest following the mur­
der of Herman. Jones, a grocer, un­
til brought here for trial. It is re­
ported that a machine gun company 
from Raleigh has been ordered to the 
scene of the difficulties by the adju­
tant general.

Many details must be attended to 
in arranging for the white way which 
Ranger merchants intend shall cover 
every street' in the downtown dis­
trict. M. O. Burt, secretary of the 
association, in reporting progress of 
the plans at a special meeting last 
night, said that Main street property 
owners, who were being approached 
first, were practically unanimous in 
joining hands in the enterprise.

To Select Type.
The white way committee is ob­

taining contracts on: a maximum cost 
basis of $2.50 per front foot, al­
though the exact assessment cannot 
be known until the type of light to 
be installed is decided upon. This, 
Mr. Burt said, will be done after all 
property has been signed up. There 
will be four or five types of lights 
from which to make a selection, and 
since the desired effect cannot be ob­
tained unless all lights are uniform, 
a selection of one of these will be 
made by a curb-frontage vote, just 
as stock is voted in a corporation. |

Fort Worth Banker Reviews 
Business Conditions at 

Forum Lunch.

That luncheon meetings of the Cham­
ber of Commerce public forum will be 
successful was, proven yesterday, when 
some ninety members gathered at the 
Lone Star banquet hall for the noonday 
meal to hear an address oh ‘ ‘The Busi­
ness Outlook.-’ by W. P. Andrews, vice- 
president of the First National bank of 
Fort Worth, a life-long banker, who is 
an expert along financial and credit 
lines. II. S. Cole, president of the 
chamber, presided at the luncheon, and 
the principal speaker was introduced by 
C. C. Clienoweth, who has known him for 
years.

Mr. Andrews gave an exhaustive re­
view of present financial conditions, giv­
ing emphasis to the present plight of 
the stockraiser and cotton grower. He 
described the Southern Cotton corpora­
tion, now being formed, as the institu­
tion which would restore prosperity to 
America.

Oil Can’t Stand Alone.
"Your oil prosperity cannot stand 

alone.” Mr. Andrews told the gathering. 
“ Its prosperity is based upon the pros­
perity of the entire country. If the 
farmer down at Temple, Texas, for ex­
ample. cannot raise cotton and sell it at 
a profit, he will have no money with 
which to buy gasoline.

“The cotton grower and the stock rais­
er have been hard hit by the slump in 
prices of their products, which has been 
without a corresponding drop in the 
thing they must buy. People wonder 
why cattle has dropped but meat has not. 
The reason is simple. The fall in the 
price of cattle has been due to a slump 
in the hide market. A year ago, hides 
were selling for $20, which if a steer 
sold for $64, say, made the meat part 
of him sell for $46. Today that same 
hide is selling for $2, which would make 
the meat cost $60, if price levels had 
been maintained.

“ Cotton is down because Europe lias 
no money with which to buy. They can­
not finance their purchases over there, 
and until America learns to give credit's 
instead of borrowing, as it already al- 
ways has in the past, conditions cannot 
improve. The Southern Cotton corpora­
tion. b.v giving this credit to foreign 
purchasers, will provide this credit.”

Mr. Andrews was not overly optimistic 
over tlie present outlook, but believed 
that when currency had been deflated to 
its true value and per capita amount-, 
and the nation had arranged to give cred­
it to its foreign customers, the financial 
skies would again be bright.

Baker Releases 
Last of 600 fa r  

Draft Objectors
WASHINGTON, Dec. 3.— The last of 

the conscientious objectors has been set 
free, and the prisons of the United 
States, long after those of the other par­
ties to the great war. are- empty of men 
who refused to take part in the conflict.

Secretary of War Baker made this ac­
tion known in response to a query re­
garding a report that all the C. O.'s were 
to be released, save one— this one to be 
held so that it could not be said amnesty 
had been granted this class. Mr. Baker’s 
reply was:

‘The cases of the thirty-three con­
scientious objectors who remained in cus­
tody have been reviewed finally by the 
Secretary of War, on the recommenda­
tion of the Adjutant General’s office, and 
the remainder of their sentences remit­
ted and the men discharged.

“Each case has been considered on its 
merits, the principle of consideration be­
ing to remit so much of the sentence as 
exceeded the normal peace-time penalty 
for the offense charged. The major part 
of these men have ben in confinement for 
more than two years and those .just dis­

charged were the men who refused to do 
any sort of work while in confinement.” 

Many Cases Became Famous.
Six well known objectors had been or­

dered released before Secretary Baker 
took up the final review which cleared 
the records of the last of the 000-odd 
names of the men who refused during the 
draft to accept furloughs for farm work, 
to be assigned to non-combatant duty or to 
yield to military authority of any kind. ,

Howard W. Moore of Cherry Valley. 1 
N. Y.. was the chief of these six. Moore 
already was in prison in 1918 when the 
Carnegie Hero Fund commission granted 
him a gold medal and .$500 for saving 
the life of a girl at Sound Beach. Conn., 
two years before. He was typical of the 
“ absolutists” and while lie was at Leav­
enworth Disciplinary barracks was cred­
ited with having “ scored more infractions 
of the rules than any other man ever 
confined there.” This was because he 
resolutely refused to obey any order giv­
en him by a man in military uniform.

A second of the six was W. Oral 
James of St. Louis, who was released 
from the War Prison Barracks at Fort 
Douglas, Salt Lake City, on Tuesday. 
James is legally the ward of Roger Bald­
win, who himself served a sentence in 
the Essex county penitentiary.

SCHOOL FOR AIR SERVICE
OFFICERS AND MECHANICS

SAN ANTONIO.. Dec. 3.—The Air
Service Mechanics School of Kelly Field, 
represented by a personnel of approxi­
mately 1000 officers and op listed men, 
will be removed to Chamite Field-, Ran- 
toul, 111., shortly after January 1. 1921, 
according to information received by the 
San Antonio Chamber of Commerce from 
the chief of the air service at Washing­
ton. The telegram said that the school 
was so far from industrial centers that 
its removal was deemed advisable by the 
war department.

Simultaneously with the removal of the 
local school, it was learned, the Aviation 
General Repair Shops at Dallas, Texas, 
with about 300 civilian employes, will be 
moved here, occupying the quarters made 
vacant by the mechanics’ school person­
nel.
