Police Believe Incendiarist Is
Endeavoring to Burn
Up City.

Saturday night a Mexican boy em-
ployed at the Liberty cafe stopped an
Past snight
at 3 o’clock an attempt was made to
murder him as he was doing his work
at the cafe. From the darkness in
the rear’of the building, an unidenti-
fied assassin shot one time at the boy.
The bullet passed through the fleshy
part of his left arm, glanced from the
lunch counter and buried itself in the
wall above the counter.

The attempt to fire ‘the cafe was
made at the time a fire was burning
in one of the Lawrence buildings on
Austin street.

The Mexican cieans up at the cafe
each night.  He was following his
usual routine Saturday night when
the firé started on Austin street. He
went to the fire and when he returned
a few minutes later a white man ran
out of the cafe, passed him and dis-
appeared in the darkness. When the
Mexican entered the building flames
were burning over the kitchen floor
and a bottle which had contained
gasoline was lying near by wrapped in
a newspaper. He said he shot one
{time at the man who passed him in
|the alley.

Last night he was sitting near the
back door of the cafe when he was
shot thiough the left arm. He said
he fired three times in the direction
from which the bullet came.

It is the belief of the fire depart-
ment that both this attempt and the
fire on Austin street both were the
result of a fire bug who is seeking to
burn «up the city. They also believe
the fire which burned the T. J.
Eatnest building earlier in the week
was the work of the same person. On
that occasion, a two-room unoccupied
shack on the Strawn road was on
fire just a few minutes before the
Earnest building was found in flames.

No other explanation has yet been
given for the Austin street fire Sat-
urday night. The building is unoc-

{cupied and carries no insurance as

far as learned. The fire was right
near a partition wall. However, there
was no odor of oil noticeable, as Svas
the case with the Earnest building.

Friction in the Republican party in
this state started previous to the Re:-
publican national convention in Chi-
cago, when William Hale Thompson
and his eighteen followers bolted and
refused to vote for Frank O. Lowden
as the Republican nominee for presi-
dent.

At the state  election which fol-
lowed the Thompson-Lundin faction
triumphed and: had their candidate,
Len Small, placed in the governor’s
chair at Springfield. Things proceed-
ed smoothly—moderately so at least
—_until the closing days of the fifty-
second general assembly.

Charges were made by Lowden Re-
publicans and members of the Demo-
cratic party in the house that the ad-
ministration was attempting to foree
through its legislative program - by
tendering patronage favors. = The
smouldering remains of the conven-
tion breach were being fanned.

; Seeks Vindication.

= Several of the administration’s pet
projects died in the last few days of
the legislature, - and the governor
sought vindication ‘with the Lowden
Republicans when it came to approv-
‘ing appropriations made to the heads
of various official branches. Huge
shices were cut from ' all, including
$150,000 made to the attorney-general
for enforcing the mew state prohibi-

tion act. In‘a statement the Governti)‘r"
«charges that it was  his belief the

attorney-general for building up a po-
litical machine. ! :

This threw hot coals on the smoul-
dering ashes, and the fan was applied
with added zest.

,Brundage called in his political aides,
held a conference and then asked the
Sangamon county cireuit court to hold
a grand jury investigation of manipu-
lations during the terms as treasurer
of Governor Len Small and Lieuten-
‘ant-Governor Fred E. Sterling.

WRECKED SHIP
ESTIMATED 60

Probably 45 Bodies Missing;
Passenger Roll May Re-
main Unknown.

EUREKA, Calif., Aug. 8—Although
all eyes were turned to the mournful
beach of Cape Mendocine, opposite
Blunt’s reef, where the passenger
steamer Alaska foundered Saturday
night, no bodies of the missing, esti-
mated at forty-three, had washed up
on the sands today. °

The coast guard cutter Venture-
some patrolling the tragic waters of
Blunt’s reef, had recovered none of
the dead, whose bodies the sea had ap-
parently claimed.

Of the seventeen bodies, stark and
blue, lying on the marble slabs of the
Humboldt county morgue, only nine
have thus far been identified.

A goodly part of the survivors who
were uninjured or who were suffi-
ciently revived from the exhaustion
and shock to travel, left today for San
Francisco, where they will arrive to-
‘night.

A complete passenger list of the
fAlaska may never be known, accord-
ing to Frank Schaffer, manager of
the San Franciseo & Portland Steam-
ship company, who is working by
telegraph from Alameda, Calif. He
is checking up the number of dead.

The only chance of having a final
list of the exact number and the
names of those aboard the Alaska lies
in the hope of the missing purser
of the vessel being found alive, and
with his records in his possession.

DOOMED T0

AUSTIN, Aug. 8.—Although there
remain only seven working days of
the present special session of the
Thirty-seventh legislature, very lit-
tle has been accomplished by the law-
makers. Even the general appropria-
tion bills are not out of the way and,
from present indications it will be the
middle of next week before they fin-
ally reach the free conference com-
mitiee. This means that the bulk of
the bills now pending on the cal-
endars of both branches will die
either in committee or on the floor.

With the passage of the appropria-
tion bills, there will be no other call-
ed session of the legislature. Gov-
ernor Neff already has made it plain
that he does not desire to recall the
lawmakers and will not do so unless
he is forced by their failure to Dpass
these nioney measures.  °

While the house has passed finally
the educational appropriation = bill,
which, by the way, 'carries about
$100, 000 more than when it emerged
from the appropriation ' committees
without the bill’s making appropria-
tions for eleemosynary institutions,
for state departments, miscellaneous
appropriations and emergency de-
ficieney and miscellaneous bills ‘also
have to be passed by the senate, Sen-
ator Dudley of El Paso, chairman of
the senate finance committee, stated
he will call up these appropriation
bills the first thing Monday morning
and quickly dispose of them.

: Plenty of Work Ahead.

- While the goveérnor has announced

that he does not propose to submit
any more legislation at the present
special session, there is sufficient ma-
terial for the lawmakers to work on
for thirty days or more. There have
been 143 bills introduced in the house
and eighty-five in the senate so far
and there probably are seventy-five
more to be introduced next -week. Out
of this relatively large number, only
two bills were passed finally by both
branches of the legislature this week
and sent to the executive department.

EL PASO, Aug. 8.—Tips of Amer-
ican tourists in Juarez, Mexico, are
almost twice as heavy as those in
cafes on the American side, a canvass
of restaurants in El Paso and Juarez
showed.

Waiters on this side average about
$4 a day in tips, the men often getting
as low as $1 in'tips and the women in
the larger restaurants getting as
much sometimes as $8 a day in tips.
But in Juarez, where almost all the
waiters are men, tips are larger.

“If T make less than $12 a day in
tips I feel I had hard luck,” said one
waiter. Another waiter across the
line said he made as high as $30 a day
in tips and that receiving $20 a day
was not unusual.
