EL PASO, Texas, May 8.— Revolution­

ary forces of Gen. A1 veo Obregon, candi­
date for the Mexican presidency, were 
at the gates of Mexico City today.

An unconfirmed report received at 
military headquarters said that troops 
under Gen. Benjamin Hill have already 
entered the capital. The rapidity with 
vhich the “ bloodless revolution” is 
sweeping Mexico is not. altogether to 
the liking of revolutionary leaders, ac­
cording to General Ferrano, chief of staff 
to General Calles. He declared today 
that “ many Carranza leaders are revolt­
ing and that we find included in the 
number many whom we would rather 
have remain enemies.”

Fen-ana said rail and wire communi­
cations between Chihuahua, Terreon, 
Satillo and Zacatecas had been restored 
under revolutionary control. Francisco 
Villa has declared an armistice with the 
revolutionary forces pending decision by 
Governor Huerta, provisional president, 
whether or not the Villistas will be al­
lowed to join the movement, according 
to a former Carranza officer arriving 
here from Chihuahua city today. , 

President Carranza is reported to have 
ordered the abandonment of the northern 
states of Mexico and the concentration 
of “ the few loyal forces there" in Mex­
ico City.

Luis G. Cabrera, minister of finance in 
the Carranza cabinet, has arrived in 
Piedras Negras opposite Eagle Pass.

BENSON SLAPS 
SMS’ CHARGES 

AGAINST NAVY
“Ours the Greatest Naval 

Power in History/’
He Claims

By Associated Press

WASHINGTON. May 8.— Rear Ad­
miral Sims' charges that the delays on 
the part of the navy department pro­
longed the war four months and cost 
.">00.000 lives were characterized today by 
Admiral \Y. S. Benson, former chief of 
operations, as an outrage and an injus­
tice to the navy.

"The safe transport of the American 
army to France and back." said Benson, 
"was the most wonderful 'feat the world 
has ever seen or dreamed of and ii 
shortened the war very " materially.” 

Admiral Benson declared that never 
had a navy been expanded as rapidly as 
was that of the United States after this 
country entered the war. The expan­
sion both in materials and personnel 
handicapped the department is carrying 
out its plans at first, he said, but tin- 
close of t he war found the American navy 
with more than 000.000 officers and men. 
more even than there were in the British 
navy.

“ Ours was the greatest naval power 
the world ahs ever seen,” the admiral 
declared.

MESOPOTAMIA COMING
COTTON GROWING LAND

OLDHAM, Eng.. May 8.— The British 
Cotton Growing association has received 
a report from an investigator to the ef­
fect that Mesopotamia is likely to pro­
duce a large amount of cotton in the next 
few years. This opinion is expressed by 
B. Cropper, vice president of the Oldham 
Chamber of Commerce, who went to the 
East to investigate the possibilities of in­
creasing cotton growing in Mesopotamia 
Egypt apd the Sudan.

Mr. (Tapper has told the British Cot­
ton Growing association that Mesopo­
tamia possesses soil and climate to grow 
excellent cotton but that its production 
is limited by its small population of ?>,- 
000,000 persons, lack of irrigation and 
transport facilities and the need of in­
struction in scientific methods of produc­
tion.

He said that the Gash delta in the 
Sudan afforded an opportunity for sub­
stantially increasing the production of 
Egyptian cotton but there was need of 
better transport facilities.

One of the drawbacks lie found in 
Egypt was improper distribution of seed.

SEN. HIRAM JOHNSON MAN FLAYS 
HOOVER m  EXTRAVAGANCE

WASHINGTON. May 8. — Senator 
Johnson of California, today made public 
a telegram from Meyer Lissuer of Los 
Angeles, one of his campaign managers, 
to Herbert Hoover, charging that Mr. 
Hoover's campaign in Los Angeles 
county in opposition to Senator Johnson 
in the recent California Republican presi­
dential primary was “ the worst satur­
nalia of political extravagance that was 
ever exposed or conducted in Southern 

'alifornin.”
Charging excessive expenditures, he al­

leged that $2000(1 was paid to “ hired 
workers,” that another $20,000 had been

expended for postage on Hoovers litera­
ture and that the Hoover organization in 
Los Angeles county contained "most of 
the dicredited leaders of the old southern 
political machine and practically every 
official of the present Republican stale 
central committee, southern division."

•ommunities in western Ohio deciding to 
advance their clocks one hour. It was 
the same as eastern standard time. But. 
they preferred to call if advanced central 
standard. t

About half of Ohio is on eastern stan- 
lard time because the regular dividing 
line runs midstate from north to south.

When it is noon at Youngstown, it 
.will be 11 a. m. at Cincinnati. Dayton 
and Toledo, but it will be noon at Ham­
ilton and Springfield, which are but a 
few miles out of Cincinnati and Dayton. 
At the same time, it will be 11 :80 
o'clock untime in some other places.

ITALIAN WORKERS ASK
SWEEPING CONCESSIONS

TRIESTE, May 8.— There is a vol­
canic turmoil amongst the working popu­
lation of this city, now under Italian con­
trol. The employes of the shipbuilding 
yards are constantly striding for hither­
to unheard of demands. Recently the 
operatives of the Lloyd arsenal struck for 
a representative voice in the management 
and a share of the profits. The scale de­
manded would give some of the operatives 
wages and bonuses aggregating 40,000 
lire monthly which would amount to $8,- 
000 in normal times.

The operatives of the Consulich ship­
yards introduced the newest ruse in labor 
disputes. They issued an ultimatum to 
the management stating that, if their de­
mands were not complied with in ten 
days they would go into the plant by 
force and take possession of it. The de­
mands were three: first, a share in the 
profits; second, a voice in the manage­
ment; third,, the dismissal of Captain 
Consulich, the manager and chief owner 
of the yards. Officials made preparations 
to resist by the posting of some bat­
talions of soldiers armed with armored 
motorcars and machine guns but the op­
eratives’ terms were complied with be­
fore any disorder occurred.

Strong Bolshevik elements prevail in 
the city. Demonstrations are held every 
Sunday when cries of “ Hurrah for Le- 
niue, ■ Trotzky, soviets,” etc., are heard. 
The military .guard of the city has re­
cently been increased and a close surveil­
lance is maintained over the gatherings.

BOOKS HAVE VALUE AS
MEDICINE IN HOSPITALS

SIOUX CITY, la.. May 8.— Hospital 
library service, an entirely new line of 
work from the public library standpoint, 
has recently been established by the pub- 
li clibrary of Sioux City. The library 
placed a carefully and well chosen col­
lection of books ranging from 800 to 500 
volunmes in each of Sioux City’s six hos­
pitals,

A hospital librarian visits the con­
valescing patients in each hospital regu­
larly twice a week and supplies the 
reading matter. Selection is made easy 
fo rtlie patients by the use in each hos­
pital of a booktruck.

Frequently in the children's ward the 
hospital librarian tell stories or occasion­
ally reads aloud as the need arises.

The service has become very popular 
in all Sioux City hospitals and it is said 
its value can hardly be estimated. The 
therapeutic value of the use of books in 
the hand of convalescing patients was 
proven bv the American Library asso­
ciation during the war.

The idea of public library hospital 
sip-vice is a direct outgrowth of library 
war work. It was through his experi­
ence as camp librarian that the libra­
rian which is attracting attention among 
librarains throughout the country.

'COLONEL ROOSEVELT

FLUSHING, N. Y., May 8.— A Roose­
velt road of remembrance, planted with 
memorial trees from ocean to ocean, 
would be the greatest of all memorials 
that could be created in honor of the 
former president, declared Charles La- 
tbrop, president of the American Fores­
try association of Washington, here to­
day. Mr. Pack spoke at the Park Gar­
den club of Flushing in memory of Theo- 

wiore Roosevelt and Quentin Roosevelt.
“ In a Roosevelt road of remembrance,” 

said Mr. Pack, “every citizen of the 
United States would have a part, and no 
finer memorial could be erected than 
such a memorial highway. It would be 
another sign to the world that we are 
Americans all and that we live in a 
united country. But even greater than 
that, would be the educational value of 
such an undertaking. As never before 
the United Stbtes needs a great out­
standing lesson in forest conservation, 
for this country today faces one of its 
gravest problems; the prepetuation of its 
greatest natural resources, the forests.

Millions are to be spent on improved 
highways that the producer and consumer 
may be brought close together. Next 
week a ship-by-truck, drive will be 
launched. Let us beautify these high­
ways in the building. If there could be 
a great forward planting such as I pic­
ture in tree planting the result would 
be a citizenry awakened to the value 
of trees as a national asset. This would 
direct the thought of the citizen to sav­
ing the forests. If Theodore Roosevelt 
were alive he would indorse heartily such 
a move. He saw the danger years ago 
when he called the first Conference of 
governors at the White House. He pic­
tured to them a warning that no man 
present could forget.

“A great message is seldom heard un­
til after the giver of it is dead. These 
trees we plant today are symbols of ever- 
renewing life. Let us keep the message 
Theodore Roosevelt gave us alive. That 
message was that national prosterity and 
well being is dependent upon a nation’s 
forests. With such a memorial arousing 
the whole nation, as it surely would, for 
each would have a part, Theodore Roose­
velt would both be honored and would 
Know that his message had been heard.”

Presbyterians to

PHILADELPHIA. May 8.— Whether

At the last genera! assembly a special 
committee was appointed to determine 
he views of the constituency on whether 

women should hold official positions in 
the church organization. Dr. 8. Hal! 
Young, chairman, is withholding all in­
formation on the report. A serious dis­
cussion is anticipated on the measure of 
rhe continued participation of the church 
in the Interclmrch World movement.

The New Era movement, the Inter­
church World movement, an organized 
union of Christianity, the relation of 
church to industry and the killing of 
Christians by the Turks are the most im­
portant subjects to be discussed.

The 100th anniversary of the. Presby 
terian board of education, which now is 
combined with the college board in the 
general board of education, and the fif­
tieth.' anniversary of the women’s hoards 
of foreign missions will be observed in 
connection with the meeting.

Dr. James Gray Bolton, chairman of 
the publicity committee, points out in 
connection with the new era and inter­
church movements that from 1690 to 
1919 the Presbyterian church has grown 
from ten ministers, eighteen churches and 
1,000 communicants, to 9,918,. ministers. 
9,805 Churches and 1,603,033 members. 
Ehe commuqicants, who are those on the 
roll in good standing, represent a Presby­
terian constituency of 6,000.000, includ­
ing baptised children and adherents who 
are not members.

ICELAND, ONE OF TINY QUARTET 
WANTING WORLD LEAGUE PLACES, 
LONG HAS HAD ‘'MODERN’  MANNERS

By Associated Press
NEW YORK, May 8.—Applications 

by four of the smallest countries of the 
world—Iceland, the Republic of Georgia, 
San Marino and Luxerburg—for admis­
sion to the League of Nations, which 
are to come before the council of the 
League when it convenes shortly in Rome 
have awakened interest in these lands 
and peoples.

Iceland, which until 1918 belonged to 
Denmark, has a population of aproxi- 
mately 70,000 and an area of 35.00 
square miles. It was discovered by Norse­
men in the ninth century and continued 
as a republis until 1292, when it united 
with Norway. In 1339 it was taken by 
Denmark, in whose hands it remained 
until two years ago when, in full agree­
ment with the mother country, under a 
principle of self-determination, Iceland 
proclaimed its independence. King Chris­
tian of Denmark honored his former 
colony by sending a warship to salute 
the leelantic national flag.

The Danish government in 1913 for­
bade the manufacture or sale of intoxi­
cants, and the parliament of Iceland sub­
sequently enacted a prohibition law 
making the nineteen syssels, or parishes, 
in the country’s three amts, or provinces, 
forever “dry.” Icelandic women have long 
had the right to vote.

villages of Iceland, are on the coast, 
which is a belt of rich pasture land. The 
interior is a vast plateau 2.000 feet or 
more above the sea level composed of 
largely sand and lava desert and prac­
tically destitute *of grass or trees, ex­
cepting a few hardy beeches. There are 
no roads. For centuries Iceland was the 
center of volcanic eruptions, the lava 
fields covering an area of 4.500 square 
miles.

Georgia, formerly ancient Tveria. a 
part of Russian Trans-( ’aucasia. is pop­
ulated by a people who call themselves 
Martli and who are known by neighbor­
ing Persians as Guri. The seats of gov­
ernment are Tiflis and Guria. In the 
third century they constituted a mighty 
state which lasted until 1424, when it 
was divided into three parts. In 1800 
Georgia was incorporated in the Russian 
Empire.

The population of Georgia at the time 
she declared her independence of Rus­
sia. on May 26, 1918, was about 3,000,- 
000. Eighty per cent of Georgians are 
farmers. On March 17, last, Ee independ­
ence of Georgia was recognized by Italy. 
Under the Turkish peace treaty Batum 
is to become a free port.

San Marino or Sammarino, is not only 
one of the smallest, but one of the oldest 
republics in Europe. It is enclosed by

| craggy mountain 2,420 feet high on 
which is the town and some circumja­
cent terraces with four or five villages 
The population prior to the war ’ was 
about 8.000. San Marino furnished an 
army to the allies. The chief industry is 
agriculture, including the raising of cat 
tie. The legislature of the republic i- 
composed of a senate of sixty member 
elected for life equally from the ranks of 
peasants, citizens and nobles, Two presi­
dents are chosen by the senate every six 
months.

Luxemburg, which lies between Rhea- 
nish Prussia, Belgium and Alsace-Lor­
raine. and Which was occupied by the 
Germans during the war. was made a 
grand duchy in 1814 by the king of the 
Netherlands. Tn 1867 it was declared neu­
tral by the Treaty of London. It has be­
longed. however, since 1842 and until the 
signing of The Versailles treaty to the 
Zollverein or German Customs union.

The population of Luxemburg before 
the war was approximately 200.000. who 
lived in an area of about 1,000 square 
miles. Walloon French is spoken in a 
few of the villages, but the language is 
chiefly a German dialect. /

After the armistice in the world war. 
the Germans evacuated Luxemburg, a 
revolution occurred but was halted by 
the allies. The American troops passed 
through the country and were well re­
ceived. The Grand Duchess Marie, whose 
abdication had been demanded by a mob 
fled from the country and a republic was 
proclaimed. This new government, how­
ever. existed only a few hours. The par 
liament called for a plebiscite to decide 
the future form of the government and 
the people voted for a restoration of the 
duchy, electing as grand duchess, the 
Princess Charlotte, sifter of Marie.

Too Much Paper 
Cause of H C of L

Says Nobleman

LONDON, May 8.— Lord D'Albernon, 
one of England’s most respected and con­
servative financiers, declares:

Prices will not fall in natural course 
to their pre-war levels just as soon as 
production is increased to its old levels.

Prices will out fall to their old levels 
as soon as the nation’s floating debt is 
consolidated.

The exchange rates will not return to 
their old parties as soon as free com­
merce is resumed between the different 
countries of the world and each country’s 
production has regained its normal pro­
portions.

The general level of prices and the cost 
of living will not fall to the old pre-war 
eve as soon as freights are again normal.

Accumulation of gold in the Bank of 
England or the Bank of France will not 
restore the former exchange rate values.

All these diagnoses are false, he main­
tained. Not until the world has deflated 
its paper currency, which has been in­
creased six-fold, will any headway be 
made toward reducing the cost of living 
and getting things back to their old 
levels.

Take all five proposals, which have 
been advanced by many leading business 
men and bankers, and get. them adopted 
in toto or in any combination and there 
still would be no solution in that pressing 
problem, the mounting cost of living. 
Lord D’Abernon says. But carry out 
those proposals in conjunction with re­
ducing printing-press money, and there 
will be an immediate drop in prices, he 
insists.

“The paper currency of the world,” 
•Lord D ’Abernou explains, “ aving been in­
creased six-fold since 1014, and having 
increased infinitely more in some coun­
tries (Russia. Austria, Germany, France) 
than in others, has violently disturbed 
prices, exchange and cost of living.

“ For some unexplained reason, the gov­
ernments of the world appear unwilling 
to meet in conference on the subject, or 
even to have it examined within then- 
own borders with the publicity, impar­
tiality and authority required.

“They are inclined to take refuge in 
the false diagnosis and in the empirical 
treatment of symptoms, in stead of recog­
nizing that one factor is dominant— 
namely currency— and in the reform and 
control of that factor lies the only 
remedy.

“ Compared with other European belli­
gerents, England has been fairly wise and 
moderate in this process of watering the 
currency. We taxed more ; we borrowed 
more; we printed less. The result is 
that, compared with France and Italy, 
our level of prices is lower and our ex­
change is better. Compared with Ger­
many, Austria and Russia our currency 
position is incomparably superior.

“ in each country the prices have risen 
in proportion to the amount of water put 
into the individual currency.

"As to the high cost of living, it is not 
so much that Commodities and services 
which have risen in price as' it is the 
value of money which has fallen. 
Diminution of production is a relatively 
unimportant factor compared with the 
currency dilution.

“Taking prices "as a whole it is doubt­
ful whether profiteering has added 5 per­
cent, to the level of prices ruling today, 
and it is doubtful whether government 
control of commodities makes as much j 
as 5 per cent difference in the cost of liv- j

CHEYENNE, Wyo.. May 8 — Well-

A ONE-DISII DINNER.
I receive more and more letters re­

questing recipes for one-dish dinners, 
which to me is a splendid indication that 
housekeepers are at last awakening to 
the fact that economy of energy is as 
important as financial economy, iu this 
day of, servantless homes, when even 
women who are not strong must perforce 
do all their own work. The following 
one-dish menu will be found delicious: 

Beef Estelle
Lettuce, French Dressing 

Coffee Surprise Cake
Beef Estelle— Cook two pounds of lean 

beef cubed as for stew, seasoning with 
salt. When tended, add to it one pint 
of tomatoes and cook for about twelve 
minutes longer, then thicken with flour- 
and-water paste, as for gravy. Now set 
the kettle on the back of the stove where 
it may keep warm until serving time, 
and yet not cook.

Cook until tender two cups of spa­
ghetti broken in short lengths and sea­
soned with salt, drain in covered colander 
to keep hot.

Make a sauce by putting three slices 
of salt pork in frying pan and removing 
it after grease is cooked out; add to this 
grease one tablespoon of tomato paste 
(this can be purchased at a grocery store, 
or made at home by the receipe at the 
foot of this column). Let the paste 
soften in the grease, then add one large 
onion finely chopped hud one red pepper 
pod well mashed.

Now cover the bottom of a good-sizbd 
hot meat platter with one cup of grated 
Italian cheese; soften this with several 
tablespoons of the hot sauce; next add 
a layer of the hot spaghetti, followed by 
a second layer of the sauce; then add 
another layer of cheese (%  cup) aud 
top all with the hot beef stew. Serve at 
once.

Surprise Cake— One cup sugar, oue-

lialf cup butter, one-half cup sweet milk, 
two eggs, two-thriils teaspoon soda dis­
solved in the milk, two cups flour with 
pile teaspoon cream of tartar sifted iu 
it, one teaspoon lemon. Mix in the order 
given. Take out one-half of this batter 
and r> the other half add two tablespoons 
of molases, one-half teaspoon each of 
cloves, nutmeg aud nuuamon, one tou- 
spon vam'jla and one cup chopped raisins. 
1 our tils in the cuke tin and hake 
twenty minutes iu a moderate oven so 
the crust will not set, then pour the light 
part over it and bake till done.

Tomato Paste— Stew fresh or canned 
tomatoes until quite thick, then season 
highly with salt and red pepper; spread 
to dry on plates in oven.

Olympic Courses 
Delight to Driver 
Who Hits ’Em True

By Associated Press
ANTWERP, Belgium, May 8.—Play­

ers in the Olympic golf championship 
events to be held in connection with the 
Olympic games, beginning on July, 12 will 
compete on a course that offers few ter­
rors to the steady, straight driver who is 
an accurate judge of pitch aud distance, 
but which promises untold difficulties to 
the man with the slightest tendency to 
hook or slice.

The Associated Press correspondent 
recently went over the course, which is 
that of the Antwerp Golf club,' at Cappel- 
inbosch, about fifteen miles from Ant­
werp. There are no pronounced eleva­
tions. but the eighteen holes of the course 
are dotted all about with natural, bumpy 
little hummocks and hard earth— most of 
them on the fairway— while sandpits and 
annoviug little cup-like depressions vie 
with artificial bunkers, tiny water ditches 
and particularly nasty stretches of trees 
or rutty highroads ou or bordering all 
the fairways.

“ It is a course which should be played 
over several times by any one who in­
tends to compete in a real match, the 
correspondent was told by one Scotch 
officer—a scratch man at St. Andrews 
who found difficulty sometimes hi mak­
ing the round in bogey, which is 78. _

The length of the course is o,820 
yards— 2,885 yards for the first nine 
holes out aud 2,935 yards in, with bogey 
39 both out and in. The longest hole, 
the fifth, is 540 yards— the cleanest, wid­
est straightaway of the lot. though even 
this offers occasional pitted or wooded 
difficulties, and the shortest mashie but 
so full of trouble in the shape of ditches, 
bumps and traps that only the scratch 
men generally make it in the thiee 
strokes set for bogey.

Just now, after the spring rams, the 
entire course is spongy, but, during the 
baking hot weather which is customary 
at Cappelinbosch in July, it becomes hard 
and bumpy, giving much bouud aud roll 
to the ball.

The greens, which have been kept de­
spite the war, are composed of a thin 
mossy grass, fast but here aud there, just 
a bit bumpy. Most of them are protected 
l,y pits or ditches before and behind, aud 
are particularly dangerous for overshots.

Tiie course has been well arranged, 
with only one possibility of cross-fire or 
interference in its whole length, this be­
ing where the shot for the fourth hole 
crosses one of the greeus, but the tee is 
considerably elevated and most of the 
drives go well over.

The ground rules are, as yet, a bit in­
complete, no provision being made for 
the wagon ruts in the dirt roads border­
ing or crossing some of the fairways, but 
these are expected to be changed before 
the Olympic matches,

is a plain but substantial Irish name.
It doesn’t mean a great deal to readers 

of the sporting pages just now7, but it 
may some day be a synonym for “ world’s 
heavyweight champion.”

Take the world of New Orleans boxing 
fans for this.

Down New Orleans way the fistic bugs 
go into periodical spasms of enthusiasm 
— that is, every time Marty Burke has a 
fight in his home town. And Marty has 
had a good many battles.

Of late the name of Marty Burke has 
been percolating around the country. He 
is getting on. His reputation today is 
tprobably no more brilliant Ilian the aver­
age young heavyweight fighter coming up 
from the ranks of ham and eggers can 
boast of. But he will bear watching.

On July 4, at Akron, Ohio, Burke will 
attempt his first long step toward pugil­
istic fame when he meets Bob Martin, 
Jieavyweight champion of the A. E. F., in 
a twelve-round battle under the auspices 
of Matt Hinkel, of Cleveland. Hinkel 
thinks so wel lof Burke as an opponent 
for any of the would-be heavyweight 
champions that he sought no farther, aft­
er he landed Martin’s signature, than 
Burke’s front door. And Marty jumped 
at the chance.

Burke’s record to date is substantial 
enough to back up the flat statement that 
he is a fighter of parts and a good pros­
pect for fistic laurels in his division. He 
is 22 years old, stands six feet three 
inches tall, and weighs between 165 and 
175 pounds. He has a reach of more 
than eighty inches and when he is fully 
developed should compare favorably wTith 
such fellows as Dempsey, Willard and 
Fulton.

Burke looks something like old Bob 
Fitzsimmons and fights much the same 
as Ruby Bob fought. Like Fitz used to 
be he is little more than a middleweight 
just now. though all of a beanpole. He 
is no relation of Jack Burke, the A. E. F. 
boxer.

The outstanding feature of Burke’s 
career in the ring is a string of seven 
consecutive victories over heavyweights, 
many of them rough and ready scrappers 
with the ability to give and take a lot of 
punishment. , Dick O’Brien, the 225- Cin­
cinnati is one of Burke’s knockout vic­
tims. and he won a referee’s decision over 
Ole Johnson, the Pacific coast heavy. He 
promises to make life a bit uncertain for 
such scrappers as Bob Martin, whom he 
meets July 4 ; Gone Tunhey.

Waldek Zbyszko, Ivan Linow, Americus 
and a score of other good wrestlers dur­
ing the season just passed, Stecher has 
proved beyond the shadow of a doubt 
that he has a right to the crown he 
wears.

The powerful body, scissors hold, as 
applied by the champion, is without 
doubt, the most powerful hold in the 
wrestling. calendar today. Caddock’s spe­
cialties In the way of holds are the head v 
scissors, arm locks and combinations of 
these, holds. Lewis has perfected the 
doe.dly head lock to a point where it 
is, practically sure to win for him over 
t'verythiug but brute strength, and it 
takes a lot of that to break it.

When Steelier defended his titla 
against Lewis he came near to a defeat 
several times as a result of this head- 
lock and it was only liis superior strength 
aud endurance that enabled him to break 
away from Lewis and take the offensive 
at a time when the Strangler was ex­
hausted from his efforts in applying the 
hold.

Compared to Stecher both Caddoek and 
Lewis are versatile and as agile as big 
cats. The champion is not a spectacu­
lar wrestler by a whole lot, but he is 
the strongest and most angular of them 
all, and he has the endurance and bull 
dog tenacity that make champions. If he 
can keep his strength and his health he 
may hold the heavyweight championship 
for a long time.

Since Jack Curly has made New York 
the center of wrestling, the mat game 
is most popular here, almost as much 
so as boxing ever was in the heydey of 
its reign under the old twenty-round de­
cision law .The many wrestling bouts 
that were staged here during the win­
ter and spring mouths attracted big 
crowds. Curley put the game back on 
the map as a clean sport aud staged 
matches here that won or lost on their 
merits without exception.

REPORTING WILSON 
EASIER THAN NIGHT 

POLICE BEAT-WHY?
Columbia, Mo., May 8.— Covering a 

tour of the president of the United 
States is an easier job for the news­
paper man than doing a night police 
beat, so Philip Kinsley of the Chicago 
Tribune told the school of journalism of 
the University of Missouri. This, he 
said, was for the reason that everything 
is arranged in advance for the presi­
dential reporter.

“Fro mthe moment he steps on board 
the special,” said Mr. Kinsley, “he is 
under the protection of the sacred circle 
that surrounds the president. All his 
hours are engaged. He is given a printed 
schedule in which he ca nread just what 
numbered automobile, just what dinner 
seat, he will have in a distant city on a 
certain day.

“ A stenographic copy of all the presi­
dent says during scheduled speeches and 
at wayside stops is given him. He is 
expected to go everywhere with the 
president. *

"The president is never interviewed in 
an ordinary way. He talks at times 
freely and informally to reporters. Dur­
ing his recent tour of the west, the presi­
dent on several occasions sat down with 
the newspaper men and told them just 
what was in his mind on such contro­
versial points as the Shantung clause, 
the Irish question, the British six votes.

“ Of the twenty reporters there no one 
dreamed of rushing into print with this 
story- It would have been a good story, 
a fine scoop, but such things are not 
done. In Washington they do not quote 
a man without his specific permission. 
The president’s purpose was to enlighten 
the men he had with him so thgt they 
might know how to interpret him in the 
future.

“ The late Colonel Roosevelt, during his 
tours, always waited for the reporters to 
get in to his meetings. In the midst of 
his talks when he sprung a new subject 
and was about to atke up an old matter 
again, he would lean over and say: 
‘That’s all, you can go now boys !’ And 
the reporters felt safe. It is not" safe 
to leave the president. He never uses 
quite the same language in telling the 
same story. He must always be followed. 
The reporters have to put him to bed, 
figuratively speaking,, every night before 
they feel safe.”

Vice of Versfying 
Discussed Frankly 
"™0ne Who Knows

Nearly everybody has secret sins, 
faults aind shortcomings which he 
carefully  guards from  the eyes o f  j 
the world. Am ong these might be 
mentioned the v ic e . o f  writing 
poetry.

Nearly everybody has written at 
least one doggerel, athough few  are 
brazen enough to proclaim the fact 
and most persons will su ffer torture 
rather than admit it. But under the 
influence o f  strong drink or lurid 
emotion the fact will out— like mur­
der or~Banquo’s ghost.

I f  all the manuscripts which con­
tain poetry were taken from  their 
hiding places unde rteh eaves and in 
old trunks and in hollow stumps in 
the woods, the pile would be form id­
able.

Scientsts have wasted years o f  e f ­
fort in trying to devise a cure fo r  the 
poetry writing disease but so far it 
has defied all their e fforts  and sev- 
era o f  their number have, in the 
process o f  experiment, contracted 
the dread malady and gone to turn­
ing out incredibly rotten verse.

Those who go so far as to dig into 
the anatomy o f poetry learn that it 
has more clockwork than a perpetual 
motion machine. While it is easy 
to make “ love”  rhyme with “ above,”  
as 343,681 aspiring poets have proved 
by experiment, it is as hard to write 
really readable verse as it is to play 
a wedding march on a Jews’ harp or 
imitate a bass drum on a tin can. 
A person must be born with the gift, 
spen d forty  years learning the trig­
ger work, and then devise some way 
o f making a living while he searches 
fo r  an editor who is smart enough 
to understand what his literary e f­
fort means.

The most deadly form  o f poetry is 
wTien it is combined with music to 
form  a song. This combination is 
fatal alike to the writer an dthe lis­
tener. The atter is lost in such a fog  
o f amazement after hearing a few  
renditions that he is likely never to 
recover, and the form er is lost al­
ready.

riite for Defense 
Is Cry in France

By NEWTON C. PARKE, 
International News Service Staff Corre­

PARTS. May 8.— The “ anti-bachelor" 

campaign is spreading so rapidly through­
out France that a number of millionaire 
bachelors have wrftte& anonymous letters 
to the papers, suggesting the immediate 
need of an organization of celibates to 
combat it.

A large number of unmarried Ameri­
cans, domiciled in France, fear that they 
may he subject to the proposed new tax 
of 10 per cent on their net incomes.

Various organizations formed to com­
bat the low French birthrate started 
trouble for the bachelors by calling upon 
Georges Carpentier and other well known 
figures to join the ranks of the benedicts. 
Thus far Carpentier is the only one pub­
licly named who has satisfied the wishes 
of the "more-baby” adherents by getting 
married.

The proposal for the tax on bachelors 
is arousing widespread comment in the 
French papers. Prepartions are being 
made for a hitter fight when the meas­
ure comes up in the Chamber of Depu­
ties.

Feminist leaders in the City of Feri- 
gueux have launched a new attack on the 
bachelors by forming the first branch of 
au “Anti-Bachelor society,” which is to 
have other units throughout the country. 
The Perigueux women not only demaud 
a tax on unmarried men, but demand 
that they be refused the voting privilege 
and also be refused public office.

One of the amusing contributions to 
the pro and con battle over the proposed 
tax comes from “ an old maid” who 
anonymously signs herself “ Odette Du- 
lac.”

“ I sympathize fully with the unmar­
ried men in this crisis,”  writes Mile. 
I)ulac. “Our legislators are proceeding 
on the theory that the unmarried state 
is a luxury and that therefore bachelor! 
should pay a sort of luxury tax.

“ Now this is all wrong. There are 
many thousands of men and many thou­
sands of women who have never married, 
not because they did not want to, hut be­
cause of some tragedy in their lives, or 
because they themselves are not wanted. 
Is the government going to penalize these 
heartsick persons, living in solitude, be­
cause there are some glaring examnles of 
men and women who want to be free to 
live gayer lives?”

WAYS IN AMERICAN FACTORIES 

i OF TURNING OUT AUTOMOBILES
Unusual interest is attached to the 

arrival in this country of a British dele­
gation, consisting of a number of repre­
sentative manufacturers of England and 
Scotland, who are here with the avowed 
purpose of studying American manufac­
turing methods.

It is hinted that this visit may prove 
to be a forecast of Great Britain’s meth­
od of finally solving the exchange prob­
lem, and that this commission is the 
probable forerunner of many '  similar 
groups of manufacturers who may be ex­
pected shortly to visit this country on a 
similar mission.

The manufacturing interests of Great 
Britain, including not only manufactur­
ers themselves, but workmen as well, ap­
parently have come to the realization 
that the American method of standard­
ized daily and quantity production means 
economies which are of the utmost im­
portance to England in the new compe­
tition for position in the world markets 
and at home.

The party includes Samuel Meehan, 
managing director, and J. Y. Moyes, fac­
tory superintendent, of Meehans Limited. 
Glasgow. Scotland, manufacturers of 
steel frames and sheet metal; Arthur 
Green, managing director of the Oov-

[ entry Repetition company of Coventry, 
j England, manufacturers of automatic ma­
chinery and small parts; E. W. Wither- 

I ell and A. W. Hubble of the Willys-Ov- 
et land-Crossley, Ltd., of Manchester, 
England, and John R. Garner, managing 
director of Lancaster Ordnance Acces­
sories company* Limited, manufacturers 
of forgings.

The association of John N. Willys 
with the Crossley interests in the re­
cently organized Willys-Overlaud-Cross- 
ley. Limited, was the immediate cause 
of the visit of this delegation to this 
country, and the party is at the present 
time the guest of the Willys-Overland 
company at the Toledo, Ohio, plant. Mr. 
Will.vs some time ago -eached the conclu­
sion that with the sh-rp difference in ex­
change. and the mounting wage scale in 
this country, it would soon be impossible 
to export to advantage into England. It 
was partly with that in mind that he 
organized the new English manufactur­
ing company, the control of which is 
vested in the Willys-Overland company 
of America.

It is generally believed in automobile 
circles that the next big export develop­
ment in motor car manufacturing will be 
from England.

FIRE ENGINE FIRM
TO BUILD TRUCKS

The American-La ' France Fire En­
gine company, manufacturers of fire de­
partment apparatus, has entered the mo­
tor truck field. The company is just 
completing its first series of commercial 
vehicles at its plant in Elmira. N ,Y. 
The trucks range iu size from five tous 
to one and one-half tons. A modern plant 
is being erected in Bloomfield. N. J., 
which is expected to be iu operation this 
summer.

eign trade o f  rehabilitated Poland, 
according to John F. Smulskj, banker 
and politician, who returned to Chi­
cago recently from  several months 
spent in Poland.

“ Am ericans ought to awaken to 
the really great opportunities Poland 
o ffers  fo r  expansion o f trade,”  he 
said. “ The country has oil and tim­
ber fo r  export, and within a year 
Poland will be on its feet ready for  
active commei'cial relations with the 
world.

“ The Polish mark has fallen so low 
that its value is almost negligible, 
and labor is cheap. France and Great 
Britain have their eyes o n " Poland, 
you may be sure, and are already 
buying up large quantities o f  oil. 
This country appears to be asleep as 
far as taking advantage o f the op­
portunity for  trade Poland a ffords.”

AUTO TRUCKS SAVE 
SHOE MANUFACTURERS 
FROM STRIKE SHUTDOWN
Eastern slice manufacturers faced com­

plete shutdowns of their plants during j 
the recent railroad strike, lmd not the 
motor truck saved the day for them by j 
feeding them huge quantities of supplies. |

Iu quo instance an immense caravan 
of eight trucks of five-ton capacity each, 
were rushed eastward from the Factories 
of the Goodyear Tire & Rubber com­
pany, of Akfon. with quantities of Wing- 
foot heels and Neolin soles for New Fug- 
laud shoe manufacturers. The shipment 
consisted of 180.000 pairs of heels and 
111.000 pairs of soles.

The trucks delivered the shipment on 
their return trip to New York, having 
previously conveyed 400.000 pounds of 
cotton fabric, worth $1,000,000, to the 
Goodyear factories from Connecticut cot­
ton mills. Here,too. the trucks stayed 
off a shut dowu and kept the' immense 
Goodyear plant with 30,000 employes, 
running full blast despite the stopping 
of practically all shipments by freight.

Road Problems 
to Be Considered 

at Big Conference
Leading educational authorities of the 

United States will gather in Washington 
May 14 and 15 to discuss the extension 
of highway engineering courses in the 
college curricula with representatives 
from the bureau of public roads, state 
highway departments, bureau of educa­
tion and leaders of the automobile ‘ in­
dustry.

The conference was called by the Hon. 
P- P. Claxtpn, commissioner of the Unit­
ed States Bureau of Education. Tlic 
purpose is to bring about a mutual un­
derstanding of the problems ahead in the 
development of trained men for road con­
struction and for the automobile indus­
try .

With more than a billion dollars al­
ready available for expenditure in road 
construction and maintenance in the 
United States, it is evident that thou­
sands of engineers and hundreds of 
thousands of trained men, skiled abor- 
ers will be needed to carry on the work 
iu a few years. The situation is even 
mpre acute in the automobile field. Man- 
u far turn's are now producing at the rate 
of more than two million vehicles a year, 
and as the production of motor vehicles 
grows many new problems are facing 
the industry, which cau only be met 
by adequately trained men.

Ike field lor which it will be necessary 
to fit men is a broad one. Technical 
engineers will be required, for the re­
search and design departments, complete 
instruction will be necessary in the busi­
ness administration, advertising and sim­
ilar departments of the office force, and 
there is always a broad field for the 
skilled mechanic. The man who sells mo­
tor trucks in the future' will ueed to be 
equipped to sell, transportation rather 
than simply the mechanical unit, since 
into the use of the motor truck goes 
a knowledge of operating costs, of pos­
sible tonnage to be developed and other 
factors which require a great deal of 
study. The same statement applies to 
the manager of the fleets of motor trucks 
which already have become a great fac­
tor in our commercial^ life aud which will 
unquestionably increase iu number as the 
uses of the truck grow.

The Washington conference was pred­
eeded by an informal conference which 
was held in Ann Arbor last week, when 
representatives of the various groups al­
ready mentioned met to determine upon 
a program. At that time a resolution was 
passed calling attention to the need of 
trained men in these fields and asking 
the commissioner to bring together the 
leaders in thought and action on the sub­
ject in order that a definite method of 
mutual co-operation might be brought 
about.

This conference will be followed by a 
general educational conference May 10 to 
21 in Washington, which will be attended 
by the leading educators of the United 
States.

One Automobile 
In Canada for 
Every 2 5  Persons

Throughout Canada there is one auto­
mobile for every twenty-five people, the 
Dominion in this respect taking only sec­
ond place to the United States, where 
there is one to everk fifteen persons. 
Since the introduction of the car into 
Canada, the industry has made plienom- 
ual strides. Just how remarkable the 
breadth of the Domiuiou there were but 
the fact that whereas iu 1903 in all the 
growth has been may be realized from 
220 car owners, in 1919 the number of 
registrations totaled 324,886. By prov­
inces the registration of cars is as fol­
low s: Ontario, 139.288; Sasketcliewan, 
54.792; Alberta. 34,000; Quebec, 29,183; 
Manitoba. 29,103; British Columbia, 19,- 
.500; Nova Scotia. 9.900; New Bruns­
wick, 8,061 ; Prince Edward Island, 
999.

At the present time the sum of $50,- 
000,000 is invested in the Canadian 
motor industry, and its various lines, ac­
count for the employment of more than 
15.000 people. The estimated aggregate 
sale of cars in Canada last year was over 
$100,000,000. and expert investigation has 
elicited the probability of a 35 per cent 
increase over these figures for the year 
1920.

DESIGN OF TIRE THREAD 
GREATLY AIDS DRIVER 
IN STEERING MOTOR CAR

The tread design o f an automobile 
tire may be a matter o f  small conse­
quence to the driver o f  a small car. 
but' every driver o f  a heavy car knows 
that the tread configuration has a 
^ood deal to do with the ease with 
which the car may be steered.

On the smaller cars the area o f the 
tread that is in contact with the road 
surface is so small that an improper 
design may cause little trouble. Bui 
when a heavy car settles down on its 
tires, the driver finds him self called 
on fo r  the exercise o f  constant atten­
tion and e ffo rt  to keep the car from 
swerving o f f  the road, if the tread de­
sign is o f  improper type.

One point on which all motorists 
agree is that the tires on the rear 
wheels should be o f  a good non-skid 
pattern and that the front tires 
should have a tread design that will 
keep them running ahead in a straight 
line with a minimum o f steering e f­
fort on the part o f  the driver.

The ideal tire tread is one that 
can be used with equally good results 
on any wheel, either front or back 
Given such a tire a motorist need 
carry only one spare, and his car if 
always evenly balanced no mattei 
what tire changes he makes. But il 
one style tread is used on the froid 
wheels and another on the rear, th- 
motorist will usually carry twe 
spares, one o f  each type. Having 
two types furnishes a further com 
plication when it is desired to sh if■ 
partly worn tires from  the hard-work­
ing rear wheels to the front wheels ir 
order to get a few  thousand miles 
more wear out o f  them before they 
go to the scrap heap. The non-skids 
used on the rear may not be suited 
fo r  fron t wheel purposes.

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CHINA’S WHEAT AT 10 CENTS 
A BUSHEL BECAUSE GROWERS 

LACK GOOD TRANSPORTATION
As an example of the cost of defec­

tive communication, Ernest Farr, direc­
tor of the 65 Ship by Truck bureaus 
throughout the country, speaking recent­
ly before transportation men in New 
York city, called attention to the fact 
that in parts of China wheat is selling 
today for 10 cents a bushel.

“ Read the trade reports from China,” 
said Mr. Farr, “ and you will realize 
that transportation is as much a prob­
lem of economics as it is in production. 
You will learu, for example, that iu 
Szeclmau, China’s great western prov­
ince, which is larger aud more populous 
than Germany was before the war, many 
farmers, dependent entirely upon animal 
or human transport, must put their 
wheat on purely local markets, where

it brings 10 cents at a time the world is
paying $2.

“ Of course- there is no place in this 
country where conditions are nearly so 
bad. Nevertheless, ive have a very real 
transportation problem. Ours is a prob­
lem resulting from the overworking of 
one agency of transportation—the rail­
roads— by depending upon that agency to 
take care of our short as well as our long 
hauls. And it is a problem that is cost­
ly to the consumer, if not to the pro­
ducer. We must learn that if our power 
is produced to grow and benefit both 
producer aud consumer, to any percep­
tible degree, we must get full value out 
of all our transportation agencies, lii 
other words we must co-ordinate the fa­
cilities afforded by our railways, our wa­

In the Demo­
cratic ranks there is practical unan­
imity fo r  the league, with the Repub­
licans split about fifty -f ifty  on it.

Idaho last week elected eight dele­
gates to the Republican national con­
vention at Chicago. Four o f them 
will be fo r  Johnson, who opposes the 
league, and fou r o f  them will be fo r  
M ajor General Leonard W ood, who 
favors the treaty with reservations.

Senator Borah himself will head 
the delegation. The Johnson forces 
will attempt to have him make the 
keynote address, though it looks now 
as i f  Senator Lodge will get that as­
signment. Anyway, the irreconcil- 
ables expect Borah to have ’an im­
portant part in writing the platform 
and Boi'ah will attempt to commit 
the Republican party to unalterable 
opposition to the treaty.

Doubt Borah’s Success.
No one here believes Borah will 

be successful in his e fforts. Repub­
licans o f  Idaho say the Borah idea 
would be fatal to the Republican 
party. These Republicans regret 
that it  was necessary fo r  state po­
litical expediency to send Borah to 
Chicago at the head o f  the delegation. 
But. it was necessary and they are 
hoping that having passed the buck 
to the national convention it will 
promptly sit down on Borah.

At any rate, Idaho, which favors a 
league o f nations, has sent to Chi­
cago four delegates who are against 
it, headed by * Borah him'self 1 ) id 
pledged to vote fo r  Hii-am Johnson, 
thus, i nthis state at least, bringing 
the Lodge fight against the league 
o f  nations to its logical conclusion.

Johnson, it will be remembered, 
is one o f  the senators with whom 
Lodge packed the foreign  relations 
committee o f  the Senate in an e f­
fo rt  to defeat the treaty o f  Ver­
sailles. Johnson took his mission se­
riously. He lit into the treaty and 
helped kill it. Then an idea seems 
to have come to him. J He decided 
that he might make a pretty good 
run fo r  the presidency if he opposed 
everything.

In a half dozen states already he 
has capitalized the discontent which 
the packed Lodge committee by kill­
ing the treaty has created through­
out the country. Johnson, a Bull 
M ooser fighting the Republican 
party in 1912, is splitting the Re­
publican party wide open in 1920. 
In divided fields he is lining up all 
the discontents and the plurality vote 
gives him delegates. He will go to 
Chicago with a sizeable bunch o f  
them and what he will do in the con­
vention is something that has the 
Republicans guessing.

Fear of Third Party.
Idaho Republicans very frankly 

say they hope the convention will sit 
on the bosom friends— Borah and 
Johnson. But these same Republi­
cans fear that if  they do Borah and 
Johnson, backed by Hearst, will stai't 
a third party and put the Democrats 
back in fu ll control o f  the govern­
ment.

There is no direct primary in 
Idaho, consequently the Idaho dele­
gates were selected by convention. 
Idaho was the first state to abolish 
primaries and go back to the con­
vention system. Both Democrats 
and Republicans here say the senti­
ment o f  the state was about as well 
expressed by the convention as it 
would have been by a primary.

In defense o f  the convention sys­
tem they point out that no state has 
yet got out enough voters in the 
presidential primaries to give the 
real sentiment o f  its voters. They 
cite that in New Jex-sey W ood and 
Johnson combined polled only 102,-

000 votes, while Bugbee, the defeated 
Republican candidate fo r  governor 
there in 1919, polled 202,976.

In the Ohio primaries W ood, Hard­
ing, Lowden and H oover together 
polled only 260,000 votes, and that 
514,858 polled by Hughes in the 
Buckeye state was not enough to give 
him the state over W ilson, so Idaho 
observers point out that the. Repub­
lican voters are not going to the polls 
in preferential primaries.

At any rate, the result o f the Re­
publican primaries over the country 
have convinced the Idaho G. 0 . P. 
that something is wrong. Some o f 
them express the belief thaf it is due 
to the fact that W ood, Johnson, Low­
den- and Harding, the fou r active 
candidates, have not caught the pub­
lic fancy.

Wilson Carried Idaho.
They are hoping that General Per­

shing, or Governor Alien, or Gov­
ernor Sproul, or whoever the con­
vention decides upon as a com pro­
mise, will be able, to arouse enthusi­
asm and carry the party to v ic t o r y - -  
provided' always that Johnson and

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II. S. N AVY’S LARGEST SUBMARINE LAUNCHED

A rather unusual bill was introduced 
recently in the New York state assembly, 
the effect: of which, if it became law, 
would be that an automobile owner 
would be dissatisfied with a repair job 
could have the license of the repair man 
revoked, if his dissatisfaction were justi- 
field. The bill provides for licensing of 
ffll automobile repair men by a fee of 
$25, and provides that no license shall be 
issued to a person who has ever been 
guilty of a crime or to a person who is 
not competent to make repairs on auto­
mobiles and the mechanism of thereof. As 
for corporations engaged in the repair 
business,' only the persons actually run­
ning the business may get the licenses 
provided for, and these licenses may be 
revoked on account of conviction of 
crime, gross negligence or willful injury 
to automobiles left for repair.

This does not appeal to the average 
man engaged in the repair business as a 
good measure. It doesn’t really seem 
worth while getting very excited over 
such a proposed law, because the chances 
are it never will pass, even though it 
has reached the third reading in the as­
sembly.

The Automobile Dealers’ association, 
however, is a good deal upset by this 
and is urging action by all its members 
against the bill.

LONDON, May 5.—That great.. inter­

national sport question, “ Why are there 
no great heavyweights?” which, it seems, 
is debatable anywhere in the world ex­
cept France, has reached an acute stage 
in England.

It is evident that this question has 
become acute, because,, finally, the clas­
sic London Times has given it. atten­
tion, not hastily, in slap-dash sport style, 
but carefully, even ponderously, in near­
ly a column of close type.

The treatment is in the best scholarly 
manner, but, sadly, it carries the subject 
little further than the laconic conclusion 
of the man, in the street that. “ We haven’t 
got: ’em because we haven’t got ’em*”

“ Unless we are prepared to admit that 
the dearth of such fighters is due to the 
want of some more effective and scien­
tific methods of training, it. is difficult 
to account for the lack in our empire of 
first class boxing heavyweights,”  says 
the Times.

“ In spite of the enormous prizes which 
are offered and the great monetary ad­
vantages which accrue to the successful 
boxer, there is1 not at the present mo­
ment within the British empire a heavy­
weight boxer who. is fitted to compete 
for a world’s supremacy in boxing.

“ So poor is the supply in this coun­
try that it is now believed— miserable 
dictu— that unless Tommy , Burns, the 
Canadian, can discover and train suit­
able material, we shall not be able to 
proudee any heavyweight of sufficient 
ability to enter the ring against our for­
eign rivals. We have the brawn, we 
have the muscle, we have the pluck, we 
have*the weight: but alas, we have not, 
apparently, the trained article, or, in­
deed, any system of training, which is 
necessary to produce the scientific boxers 
fitted to uphold the boxing honors of the 
empire.

“The lack of scientific fighting and 
want of skill, which is particularly no­
ticeable In our boxing contests, and more 
particularly in the heavyweight classes, 
undoubtedly arises from lack of correct 
and scientific instruction.”

The Times has its theories as to why 
big men don’t fight. As boys, their size 
has automatically insured them against

attack and against having to learn to 
defend themselves, Therefore, when the 
embryo heavyweight grows up and be­
comes ambitious for ring honors he has 
bad no natural training in speed and ag­
gressiveness. Tie has to be started at the 
beginning, and teaching a fully grown 
big fellow to be quick is rated as con­
siderable task.

“ Beckett should from the physical 
standponit—bo able to hold his own with 
any heavyweight the world can produce.” 
the writer continues, “ but he lacks quick­
ness, lacks ability to avoid punishment, 
and also lacks many of those necessary 
habits of correct foot and hand work, 
which must be associated with anyone 
who has the right to he considered a 
champion boxer.

“Which, to those of us who saw him 
meet Carpentier, seems to he one way 
of saying lie has everything hut the es­
sentials o f  a fighter.

“There are many other heavyweight 
men. fife article continues, “ who have 
all the essential physical qualities which 
should make them world’s champion box­
ers. but until they are properly trained 
to avoid punishment, to move and to hit 
correctly, they will never be able to hold 
their own against scientifically trained 
boxers of their own weight; the one and 
great difficulty appears to he that there 
is no one who can thus train them.”

In. this country where big fights are 
evening dress affairs, attended by lords 
and ladies and the “ upper crust” of the 
nation, the Times sees decadence rather 
than a boom in the Anglo-Saxon manly 
art.

“ Does a boom in boxing really exist?” 
the writer asks. “ Or, is it merely a nro- 
moter’s boom which, whether justified 
or not. gains its reward by pandering to 
the betting man or an eager craving for 
mere excitement? No level-headed ob­
server at any professional boxing con­
test can honestly claim that the majority 
of the people witnessing such contests 
appear to be inspired bv love or admira­
tion for clean, scientific and effective 
boxing, or that their anplause signifies 
anything more than an ebullition of some 
one or other form of animal excitement. 
A boom in boxing, if it means anything, 
should mean a boom in everything that 
tends to promote and advance the skill 
and science of those who box.”

It 
is a poor movement, corporation or enter­
prise that, is without its secret agents.

It is not. unusual to meet at dinner 
some wit who extols his or her wares by 
expressing warm objection to traffic in 
“ bromides,” “ platitudes,”  and "truisms.” 
Then, when the usual clever chatter is 
ended, one is disposed to ask. Why do 
we think .this talk more brilliant and 
original than proverbs and maxims? Why 
do we shun the majestic simplicity and 
enduring truth of sayings that have stood 
the test of time to suffer the diug-dong 
of the newer wit, which as a matter of 
fact is of the grade which, in trade, would 
he marked second-class? For in the 
books of the ancients we find our maxims 
and our epigrams. The maxims, con- 
laiuiug so much truth, are handed down 
through the ages from father to son. and 
their merit, just as smelting brings forth 
their length of life in the open proves 
the pure gold. The epigram, containing 
less vital truth or, it may be, no truth at 
all, sleeps through the ages between the 
covers of a book until resurrected by some 
dinner table wit, who forces it upon the 
public as better than the platitudes that 
had seemed solacing and satisfying. Some 
of the very newest thoughts are to he 
traced to aueieut Buddhist writings and 
to the sayings of Confucius, just as some 
of the celebrated saws may be found 
there. Here are three from Confucius:

“ Where there’s a will, there’s a way.”
“ J care little who makes a nation’s laws
“ A good man is loved by his good neigh­

bors and hated by his bad ones.” 
if 1 have the making of its ballads."

Wits, of course, have sentenced such 
savings to death. If they steal from 
Confucius they take thoughts that have 
livefl a life of obscurity for several thou­
sand years, and thus, in their battle 
against "bromides" and truisms." they 
are filling the market with second-class 
wages. This means'that we must sit a 
little further away from the light of 
truth when we are amused or even in­
structed.

The sayings of one wit at one dinner 
should make him immortal hut for the 
fact that, \vits are arrant thieves. Had 
Plato been like the wits of today, the 
world would never have heard of Socrates: 
Had Arrian been modern in spirit we 
would not know the name of Epictetus. 
They would have stolen their master's 
thoughts and presented themselves for 
the admiration of the world.

But it is not necessary to go to the 
ancients to prove that the wits are light- 
fingered when what they want is left 
unguarded. Isn't it true that at the last 
dinner at which you were present some­
one drawled in a superior sort of amiable 
way, "He takes-life too seriously." or one 
of its- variations? Well, this has been 
stolen property— notoriously stolen pro- 
erty— since 1772. As it. gives malice a 
chance to strike a blow while seeming to 
he amiable it has not grown stale with 
"Re good and you will be happy." De 
Beaumarchais was, benefactor of the 
tribe of wits when Le made Figaro say :

DRILLING GAINS BY
FLOOD WHICH DOES 

DAMAGE BRECKENRIDGE
Special to The Times.

, BRECKENRIDGE. May, 8.—Storm 
damage in Breekenridge and vicinity 
from Tuesday night’s /tornado •was'’ about 
$100,000, it is estimated. Twenty 'der­
ricks were blown down, many residences- 
unroofed, porches destroyed and tele­
phone and telegraph wires put out. of 
commission for two days after the storm

The roof of the Yam ini dry goods com­
pany was blown off and the stock dam­
aged. The rain was accompanied by a 
severe hail storm, which broke out win 
(lows on the north sides of many , homes 
and business buildings. The storm lasted 
from 8 to 9 o’clock.

A few minor injuries were suffered. 
J. W. Broadway, who was camped with 
his wagon near the Breekenridge bridge, 
was overcome by fear and his right side 
completely paralyzed. He was taken to 
a local sanitarium and is in a critical 
condition. One woman whose name could 
not be learned was slightly burned when 
her tent collapsed, but is now out of dan­
ger. Other persons suffered minor in­
juries.

All reservoirs and tanks were filled 
with water and the storm had a cash 
value from this gain of many thousands 
of dollars. The seventy-five acre' lake re­
cently constructed by Walker & Cald­
well, two miles east of Breekenridge, is 
about two-thirds full. While the dam­
age to the property has been consider­
able. the value of breaking the drouth 
is much greater. Drilling will- go ahead 
at a much faster rate.

ONE “LOST” SOLDIER 
STILL LEFT ON LIST 

OF BRITISH ARMY
International News Service.

LONDON, May 8.— There is but one 
“ lost” soldier left in the British army. 
In other words, there is only one uniden­
tified soldier of all the British army dur­
ing the war who is still in the hands of 
the war office authorities.

The private intelligence department, 
which has been entrusted with the estab­
lishing of the identities of soldiers who 
have lost their memories, has only this one 
failure to report.

Those interested in soldiers have been 
unaccounted for are encouraged to send 
photographs and descriptions to the-war 
office. The picture of the unidentified 
man will not be published as'the war of­
fice has found that such a proceeding 
has brought letters from a host of des­
pairing relatives who have merely 
imagined a likeness-only to be disap­
pointed.

Meanwhile the last of the “ lost” sol­
diers is remaining under treatment in- the 
hope that he may at some time be able to 
supply some clue to his identity.

FROM CHURCH OH SABBATH
ON 01EII VIRGINIA

Writing from Tangier Island, Vn., to 
the New York World, Joseph Jefferson 
O'Neill says :.

This queer colony of about 1,2.00 men 
and women, descendants from pioneers 
who date back to Capt. John Smith of 
Pocahontas fame, in the 3600’s, is dis­
turbed as it never has been before.

Shall the church prevail, as it always 
has since first the island was settled, 
nearly 800 years ago. or shall the world, 
the flesh and the devil begin a belated 
rule?

That is the question the Tangierites 
believe they are facing, and it. will be 
determined, they think, next week, Thurs­
day, over at. Accomas, on the Virginia 
mainland when Capt. Charley Connor- 
ton, the island’s constable and solitary 
police officer, will he placed on trial for 
felonious assault.

As most, of the country knows by this 
lime, Capt. Charley shot and almost 
killed Roland Parks, a lad of 17, be­
cause Roland was disobeying an island 
ordinance, which holds that everybody 
must either be in church while services 
are being held, or must keep out of sight, 
neither appearing in the single street, 
which bisects the island, nor on a porch, 
nor at a window, nor at any other place 
where one is visible. Roland was on 
his brother’s p*y-ch.

Call It Law of God.
If Capt. Charley is convicted; the an­

cients of the island believe it will mean 
that, the church is losing its grip, be­
cause, they contend, he was merely en­
forcing a law of man and God. Every­
body should be at church, or decently 
hidden, most of the old-timers believe 
sincerely, when church is in Session.

If Capt. Charley is acquitted, on the 
other hand, the Parks family, who num­
ber perhaps 100, and some other island­
ers who sympathize with them, will want 
to know if constables can continue to go 
around shooting up folks who are de­
cent. quiet and orderly, even if they are 
not in church. Has not the time come, 
they demand, for a little common sense 
to be mixed up with religion?

T. H. Parks, the young victim’s father, 
who has one of the half dozen general 
stores here, said today: “ I ’ve hired a
lawyer over on the mainland, and a good 
one he is, too, and I ’ ll spend all I have 
to see that justice is done.”

The elder Parks, like every one on the 
island in fact, is comfortably off, and 
when he said in his anger that he didn't 
care if it cost him $10,000 to avenge 
Roland, he probably wasn’t exaggerat­
ing.

The boy, fortunately, is out of danger. 
He was walking about today, although 
Capt. Charley's bullet went through the 
lower tip of his lung, passed out of his 
back and then splintered a clapboard of 
his father’s home. A group of younger

Tangier folk surrounded him this after­
noon when the visitor from The World 
talked to him.

Both Sides of Case.
In a nutshell the contentions of the 

two are these:
Roland Parks says: “ I wasn't doing

anything wrong; I was willing to go 
along with Captain Charley if he wanted 
to arrest me, and my father and mother 
and brothers offered then and there to 
pay him any fine, but he got excited 
and sjiot me.”

Captain Charley says: “ It. was my
duty, under the ordinance, to arrest any­
body who was outside his home during 
church hours. When 1 arrested Roland 
he resisted and I had to shoot him.”

The whole incident may seem almost 
unbelieveable to those who do not know 
Tangier Island, but those who have seen 
the .place for even a day or so, as this 
narrator, will believe about anything of 
its people—even the following incident, 
which occurred not more than a month 
a go.

At a Sunday evening service one of 
the ushers in the church noticed a par­
ishioner committing the awful crime of 
chewing gum. So ’seriously do Tangier 
Island and the members of the Swain 
Memorial Methodist- church take their 
religion that gum chewing really is a 
crime in the sight of .the Elders. So at 
the conclusion of the service the parish­
ioner, a youngish man, but not one of 
boys of the place, was notified to appear 
next day for trial before the clerical and

civic authorities, whose offices are. one 
might say, “ interlocking.” The man was 
found guilty and was fined $25'and costs, 
making a total of $82. He paid, of course, 
and promised not to offend again.

POISONED DOGS, FINED $50.

T. I*. Argoe, seventy-four, a $50 fine to 
lessen the canine population of his neigh­
borhood.

Led by F. C. Lamb, seven irate dog 
owners appeared to prosecute Argoe. A 
dish of liver, found in Argoe's yard when 
tested by a chemist was found to contain 
a deadly poison.

FAT MEN AND WOMEN IN All
PARTS OF COUNTRY WATCHING 

GO-BAY REDUCING EXPERIMENT
CHICAGO, May 8.— -Fat persons 

all over the United States are watch­
ing with great interest the sixty-day 
experiment in reducing weight which 
is being conducted here under the su­
pervision o f Dr. John Bill Robertson, 
city health commissioner. Inquiries 
already received here suggest the 
probability that if  the Chicago experi­
ment is successful it may be tried in 
other communities.

Success reported in the first week, 
when the average weight o f  the twen­
ty-four women composing the first 
class was reduced by 3.5 pounds, 
has prompted the organization o f 
other classes in this city and alto­
gether more than 200 persons here 
are trying to see how rapidly they 
can regain their youthful figui’cs.

The leaders o f the fat elimination 
contest here aver that the experiment 
can be tried by anjmne su ffering 
from  a surplus o f  avoirdupois. Rea­
sonable exercise and a strictly con­
trolled diet constitute two o f the 
chief features o f  the Chicago experi­
ment.

The daily menus o f the reducing 
class are prepared by Miss Ruth Wil- 
bar, o f the health com m issioner’s 
training school fo r  nurses, who be­
lieves inis supervision o f diet to be 
essential to success. Those ambitious 
to become slim are permitted to have 
lean meat but once a day and pota­
toes are forbidden. If one is hungry 
between meals Miss W ilbar suggests 
that a glass o f water will satisfy that 
“ empty feeling .”

Here is a typical menu prepared 
by Miss W ilbar for  one day:

Breakfast— One medium apple, 
one egg, one slice o f toast, one cup 
o f co ffee  with one and half table­
spoons o f skimmed milk instead of 
cream.

10:30 a. m.— One-half cup bouil­
lon with one cracker.

Luncheon —  Medium serving of 
lean cold roast b e e f ; two thin slices 
o f rye bread; lettuce and cottage 
cheese salad; two and one-half table- 
spoonsful o f  French dressing; tc i 
with lem on; one cracker.

Dinner— Large serving o f boiled 
cod with lem on; large serving o f 
plain cauliflow er, one scant teaspoon 
o f butter; Lettuce salad or celery ; 
one- half an orange; black co ffee .

10:30 p. m.— One-half cup o f hot 
skimmed milk.

Each o f the women is expected to 
work an hour a day in her garden— if 
she has a garden— otherwise to take 
long walks and setting up exercises.

Daily the women report by tele­
phone and receive instructions, in­
cluding a diet fo r  the follow ing day. 
On Thursday o f each week they re­
port at the city hall and are weighed, 
and the week’s loss— or gain— is re­
corded on their charts.

The tw enty-four women in the 
class averaged in weight at the start 
o f the experiment, 201.66 pounds, 
65.83 pounds more than their aver­
age normal weight, and Dr. Robert­
son says he expects to take approxi­
mately forty  of those pounds from  
each woman.

The leader o f the class is Mrs. Nel­
lie Leonard, age 32, a typist, who 
tipped the scales at 323 pounds but 
lost eight pounds in the first seven 
days. Dr. Robertson figured her nor­
mal weight at 141 pounds.

Miss Catherine Scott, age 28, also 
a typist, is the “ baby” o f  the class. 
She weighed in at 166%  and her nor­
mal weight was calculated at 121. 
Miss Scott stands just a half-inch 
above five feet.

The anti-fat crusade is a serious 
venture, Dr. Robertson says, aimed 
to point the dangers and discom forts 
o f excess weight and show the case 
with which it can be eliminated.

DEBS IS PROBABLE

NEW YORK. May S.—Tb'o 15)20 presi­

dential '-nmpaigu of the Socialist party of 
America opened today with I Ik1 assembly 
id' 200 delegates for the first national 
political convention ‘of the year. Formu­
lation of the party's platform will lie be­
gun next week. It appears to be virtual­
ly the unanimous opinion of | arty lead­
ers that Eugene V. Debs, now serving a 
term for 'violation of the espionage act, 
will be named to head the ticket.

Morris Ililquist. temporary chairman 
of the convention at the opening session, 
attacked the administration. President 
Wilson and predicted that the socialist 
party would poll over two million votes 
in the presidential campaign.

Hillquit said Socialists would^survive 
the attack of “ unparalleled ferocious­
ness and lawlessness” made on it in the 
last year by "all the powers of darkness 
and oppression of the country.” He 
declared that the last three years fur- 
pished a most striking and abhorrent 
proof of the fallacy of the “good man” 
theory in politics. "If there remained 
any large sections of workers who put 
their trust in the old party messiah, 
Woodrow Wilson, this must have effect­
ively restroyed heir unlive faith, for he 
it remembered in 15)10 Woodrow Wilson 
ran as a radical,”  Hillquit said.

Calls Increase 
in Ship Rates 

“ Outrageous”
LONDON, May 8.— Recent increases 

in freight and passenger rates "by the 
North Atlantic shipping ring" are de­
clared by the London Daily Express to 
be wholly unwarranted and unjustifiable. 
The Express advocates a “ stern (Hid 
vigorous campaign of opposition” to the 
“shipping ring's” extortion so as to 
break the monopoly, urging that all by- 
election candidates push this matter to 
the front.

“The line of conduct in which the 
companies are persisting is frankly out­
rageous." says the Express. “ They are 
simply trying to bolster up the freight 
market by means of concerted action. 
During tin* war these-companies counted 
their profits in millions.”

Eight British shipping lines to South 
Africa have followed suit of North At­
lantic lines ‘in boosting freights, a joint 
notice having been issued that the rate 
will b e '$2 a ton more after April 17. 
The increase is justified, these lines de­
clare, because of higher working charges 
and costlier coal.

But the Express holds that the in­
crease is made by the shipping com­
panies in a frantic effort to prevent a 
slump in freight rates for tramp steam­
ers, which would react against all 
freights. The market is characterized as 
“dead” today for tramp ships, there hav­
ing been a decline of .$8 per ton last 
week to the River Platte district— the 
only region of activity for such vessels.

The Express alleges the Ministry of 
Shipping, by “ its mischievous inertia.” 
has become virtually “an accomplice by 
default” toward the shipping trust.

Higher food, clothing and other prices 
are predicted for the British by the 
Express unless the people see to it that 
the shipping ring is controlled.

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ROMANCE IN SIDNEY WEBB’S 
LIFE STORY BEGAN AT 16 WHEN

HE STARTED ON WAY TO FORTUNE
' BY M AE BIDDISON BENSON.

That the little god Chance flitted 
with unhampered freedom  over the 
plains o f  Texas, Oklahoma and Kan­
sas in the frontier days and guided 
the destiny o f the cowboys who made 
good— and perhaps those who have 
not— is the belief that has controlled 
the life  o f  Sidney W ebb o f Mineral 
W ells, wealthy cattleman, oil man, 
banker and farmer.

There Avas no reason fo r  Sidney 
W ebb drifting into the life o f the 
cowman. “ I just had it in m e,”  was 
his only reasonable explanation. 
Texas was here with her broad plains 
and the cattle were roaming and 
som ebody was needed to “ ride the 
line.”  So in 1882 Sidney W ebb, aged 
16 years, hit the trail fo r  Clarendon. 
He had never seen a dugout. But 
Avhen he drew in his horse’s rein just 
tw enty-five miles from  any living 
human being he knew that— “ I knew 
that an adventure awaited me and 
I was keen fo r  it,”  he supplied.

In a small dugout that he con­
structed fo r  himself, the lad lived six 
months without seeing anybody. It 
was one o f the coldest winters that 
Texas has ever seen, is the way 
W ebb ’s memory has it chronicled.

“ Many a night I thought I would 
freeze to death. W hat was a little 
matter o f  freezing to death! Mere 
nothing! I didn’t w orry much about 
it. Fact is, I didn’t believe I could 
freeze. But I suppose I could have.”

It was here that the lad received 
the education he has ever had in the 
matter o f  text-book knowledge. 
“ There’s just one thing I tried to 
learn that I failed in,”  he said. “ That 
was playing the fiddle. I simply 
couldn ’t learn that.”

Laid Success in Lap.
Alone in his dugout on cold dark 

nights with coyotes wailing and 
wolves howling and the night wind 
tearing at his dugout covering with 
vicious leaps and bounds, the youth­
fu l adventui’er— “ Why I thought 
about my cattle and as long as I 
didn’t hear them I knew they were 
bedded all right,”  the man who had 
made good climaxed. “ I didn’ t have 
any dreams o f  doing great things. I 
took care o f  today and left tom orrow 
fo r  tom orrow to take care of. Chance 
just laid success in my lap while I 

was riding a wild horse.
“ To me that was the great adven­

ture. I was making $25 a month and 
saving money. There was nowhere i 
to spend it, so I kept it. Dances? 
why, there was absolutely no amuse­
ment out there. W e didn’t even have 1 

a church. There was nothing but 1 
me^and my pony and the cattle.

“ With the money I saved I bought 
a few  cattle and sold ’em and bought 
a few  more and so got my start. Just 
luck. Just happened to buy right 
and sell right. Chance was always 
in my path.”

The adventurer was ahvays lucky 
in hunting and riding. In the horse 
races that were often “ staged”  on 
the plains, Sidney W ebb usually rode 
first in the finish. On the long bu f­
fa lo  hunts, antelope hunts and bear 
hunts, Sidney W ebb carried away 
his share o f  the laurels.

“ That was the happiest time o f a 
man’s life ,”  he said simply. There 
never has been any such thrills, pleas­
ures and real pride o f  achievement 
climbed into my life since I le ft the 
old ranch house on the plains. And 
I don ’t suppose there ever w ill.”

Has Varied Interests.
Sidney W ebb is now owner and 

president o f  the Riverside Cotton Oil

Mills; director in the First National 
bank, Crosbyton, Texas; First Na­
tional bank, Belleview, Texas; First 
National bank, Olney, Texas; Farm ­
ers & Mechanics National bank, Fort 
Worth, and the National Bank o f 
Commerce, Fort Worth. His ranches, 
comprising 68,000 acres, are located 
in Crosby, Baylor and Borden coun­
ties. He also has a 10,000-acre farm 
and is OAvner o f  the Carlsbad and 
Crazy wells, Mineral Wells, Texas.

‘ I got started to buying around 
in Mineral W ells just by chance. Got 
sjck, went down there to get well, 
decided to buy up a little and did. 
N oav 1 live there. Funny, isn’t it, 
how things happen. Just happen. 
Nothing does it. I haven’ t any abil­
ity to do things. I like to work alone. 
It isn’t good business to have too 
many partners. The human mind 
is a funny thing. It functions in its 
OAvn channel and not very often do 
two c f  them function in the same 
channel at the same tim e.”

So com pletely is Sidney W ebb pos­
sessed with this idea that he looks 
after his own interests to the min­
utest detail. They tell a story on 
him that happened one summer in 
Mineral Wells. He raised some hogs 
on some land he owns just outside o f 
Mineral Wells. One day some o f the 
hogs were sick and#W ebb came into 
Mineral W ells in search o f  a doctor. 
He wore ranch clothes; in fact, a 
complete ranch attitude characterized 
him. When he found the veterinary, 
the wealthy banker and one o f so­
ciety ’s fou r hundred hastened to the 
farm  with the doctor, lifted the hogs, 
doctored them, carried water, did ev­
erything that was to be done fo r  the 
hogs. Possibly the next night Sidney 
W ebb in evening suit attended an 
elite social a ffa ir.

Chance Led Him to Wife.
“ Talking about ranch life and the 

hardships a fellow  has. Why, hard­
ships are all just luck, too ; nothing 
but chance.

“ It Avas chance that led me to my 
wife. It was chance that led. me 
back the second time. And after the 
second timfe I helped chance along.

“ I was driving a herd up through 
Y oung county. We were longer on 
the way than I expected and we ran 
out o f  food. It was bitter cold and 
I didn’t have a cent o f  money. When 
avc finally came to -a  little store up 
near Graham, I went in to buy some

stuff. I gave the old storekeeper 
my check and he didn’t want to take 
it. Finally after about an hour’s 
parley and talking Avith all the cow ­
men in the ou tfit with me, he took 
the check fo r  about $15 and I took 
the meat and stuff. Well, a few  
months later I was going through the 
country again and I stopped at the 
same store. This time the old store­
keeper was glad to see me and in­
vited me up to his house. I went 
and there I met the iioav Mrs. Webb.

“ Chance dropped me over her way 
a second time. But the third time 
is another story. W e were driving a 
herd through the country about 
tAventy-five miles from  her home. 
About nightfall I decided to ride over 
to see her. The cattle Were all 
bedded and it looked as if I could 
leave them there Avith the other fel- 
Ioavs, so I started on the tw enty-five 
mile ride across the country to see 
“ my girl.”  I didn’t intend to stay 
very long. But you knoAV how that 
is, a fellow  just can’t hardly get 
aAvay. And it Avas pretty late when 
I got on my pony to make the return 
tw enty-five-m ile trip. Cold! That 
Avas one o f  the coldest nights I have 
ever seen. It was sleeting and rain­
ing and freezing and taking me along 
with it.

Herd Stampeded.
“ Finally after what seemed an eter- ; 

nity I neared the herd. What did I j 
hear? I kneAV what that 
sound o f  moving feet meant. It 
meant that my cattle were running. 
M y heart sang into my boots, but I 
spurred my horse on and i rode ali 
night and all next day and the next 
night. The herd had stampeded and 
it looked like avg wouldn't ever get 
them corraled.

“ Oh, I could tell you thousands o f 
things about 1 the early life  o f  the 
plains if  I had time. But I ’ve got to 
leave on the 2:20 train. These oil 
men don ’t know anything about 
thrills, the most daring adventurer 
has missed one (dement o f  adventure 
i f  he failed to wear the cow boy chaps 
and spurs and sombrero. Nothing m 
life compares with T.

“ I started m v/orxing fo r  $12 a 
month and thought I was making big 
money. I worked fo r  more than a 
year, fo r  that amount. Yes, on a 
ranch. That was the one big idea o f 
my life— to be a cowboy. My father 
was a railroad man. I don ’t suppose 
he knew anything about cattle. He 
died when I was very young, so I 
didn’ t have a chance to travel around 
with him. I f  he had lived I might 
have been something else than what 
I am noAV,”  the man o f wealth, sim­
plicity and dem ocratic ideas con­
cluded.

“ While it is difficult to estimate just 
Avhat advance registrations this year will 
show over last year, recent figures of 
the state of Massachusetts gives us a 
good idea of Avliat avc may expect in our 
own state.

“The new department of public Avorks 
in Boston states that up to April 1, 
1920, 36,768 motor trucks were regis­
tered, a-n increase of tAveuty-two per cent 
over the same period of 1919. These 
figures are of particular interest in that 
they show7 the tendency of commercial 
and industrial America to avail itself of 
the economy and dependability the mo­
tor truck offers over any form of trans­
portation. Within the last two years the 
nation’s railroads and other transporta­
tion units have been up against it, first 
with run doAvn rolling stock due to war 

fam iliar j sorvid**, and then strikes and tie-ups that 
have demoralized transportation sched­
ules to the extent that the transporta­
tion of supplies and goods for the coun­
try's industries have become very un­
certain.

“ It is my opinion that if the first 
four months of 1920 show an increase 
of tAventy-two per cent, over last year 
in Massachusetts, before the year it. out 
the gain in motor truck registrations 
Avill range from forty per cent to sixty 
per - cent in state money for the entire 
year, depending of course on local in­
dustries and commercial activities.

Traces of War 
f in France Begin 

/  to Disappear
By NEWTON PARKE, 

International News Service Staff

PARIS, May 8.— The man in blue 
has almost entirely disappeared from 
France, as civilian costumes have re­
placed those of war. So gradual has 
been the transition from war to peace 
during the long months of demobilization 
that it scarcely has been noticed. But 
spring has brought the crowds out into 
the boulevards of the bigger cities and 
lias brought the country's male popula­
tion back into the fields. For the first 
time since 3,914 a traveler might wander 
through any but the devastated districts 
of the French republic and forget for 
the moment that here has been a war.

Strangely enough the Americans seem 
to furnish a very large share of the men 
in uniform still seen on the streets in 
Paris. There .were stories printed way 
last summer about the last "man in 
khaki’ ’ disappearing from gay Paree, hut 
they are still here very conspicuous and 
in large numbers. They include men 
attached to the reparations and other 
commissions headquarters at 7 Rue 
Tilsit, officers attached to the graves’ 
registration service, men passing through 
to Coblenz or coming down from the 
Army of Occupation on leave or official 
business, and scores of Red Cross work­
ers who still wear the American uni­
form.

Certainly the Americans-run second to 
the French, and a census of men in uni­
form in any of the big Paris restaurants 
on any night will generally show a pre­
ponderance of Americans over French. 
But so scarce has become the blue or 
the khaki of the soldier in .the French 
capital that many a night the crowds of 
diners in Ciro's, Maxim’s, the Cafe de 
Paris, Larue’s, or any of the big Paris 
restaurants will not contain a single uni­
formed fighting man. A year ago they 
filled the tables.

The appearance of a squad of poilus 
in the streets is such an event that 
passersby all stop, to see what is happen­
ing. Generally it is a squad attached 
to some medical unit on the way to a 
military hospital. Even at the races, 
where soldiers and officers thronged by 
the thousands a year ago, the. few mili­
tary men in sight are lost in the crowd.

Only the cadets from St. Cyr Military 
Academy are conspicuous in their high 
caps with brilliant plumes.

Quite a number of British officers and 
Tommies still may be seen on the streets, 
along with a few Italians, some Serbs 
and a Rumanian or two. But the Sene­
galese, the Moroccans, the Chinese labor­
ing troops, the Hindus and all that queer 
band I that. made Paris the most pic­
turesque city of the world during the 
war are gone.

It is in the small towns and the open 
country that the transition is most strik­
ing,to one accustomed to rural or provin­
cial France in time of war. This spring, 
for the first time in five years, the fields 
are being tilled, not by women, old men 
and hoys, but by stalwart youths who 
only a few months ago laid aside their 
poilu blue. The little hotels, the shops 
and the restaurants once presided over 
by tiie women of France while their hus­
bands were at war, are back in male 
hands.

And to top it all off. the last female 
taxi driver in France has just quit her 
job to marry her sweetheart, back from 
the/ Balkan war.

MACHINERY SHORTAGE
HAMPERS COTTON MILLS

DALLAS, May 8.— Rapid development 
of the cotton mill industry in Texas is 
being prevented by shortage of cotton 
mill machinery, according to reports from 
northern cbtton mill machinery manu­
facturing concerns to the research de­
partment of the Texas Chamber of Com­
merce,

Inquiries as to the readiness with 
which machinery can he shipped have 
been received from Austin, Kingsvillh, 
Houston, Ennis and other Texas towns. 
A number of inquiries about available 
cotton mill machinery have also been re­
ceived at headquarters of the state cham­
ber.

Eight or ten mills would probably be 
under construction in Texas at present if 
machinery were obtainable, thinks Mr. 
Clark of the research department.

Mills are now being built at Weco and 
Sail Antonio.

NEW PATHWAY TO FAME 

OPEN TO THEM IN AMERICA

Rivals Race 
For Hand of 

Irish Beauty
NEW YORK. May 8.— Euterpp, the 

music of melody, lias moved her shrine 
from France to America, from Paris to 
New York.

Worshippers at her shrine have for­
saken the old world teachers for a rising 
generation of music masters in the New 
World. Where once the world in seeking 
perfected song and melodies turned its 
face toward tin* opera halls of Paris and 
Vienna and Merlin, there is now a new 
pathway leading to Manhattan Isle.

‘ ‘Cost la guerre,” said the French. It 
explains this new wandering of Euterpe.

The war revolutionized grand opera. 
Save for the rumbling roll of war drums 
and the clarion call of the bugles such 
music was forgotten abroad when the old 
world rocked in mortal struggle. In the 
cities behind the shell racked trenches 
there came a new music to case the suf­
fering. to allay the fear. A music of de­
lirium—a tragic attempt to drown war 
sorrows in an intoxication of shallow 
song.

Lovers of grand opera turned their 
faces to the west, seeking consolation hi 
the new world. The song birds, the color- 
atures, the silver-toned tenors and the 
deep-voiced bassos came to America from 
every capital in the old world to renew 
their studies in opera.

These lovers of song for melody's sake 
remained in America throughout the war, 
and when peace came, the old world pre­
pared for their return. But—

A new era had developed in opera. 
No longer did students turn to Paris, 
Vienna or Berlin for instruction in oper­
atic technique. The stars of tin* opera 
remained in America—and, behold, the 
old world students crossed the seas to 
seek the new shrine.

Meanwhile a new generation of music 
masters had been created in America. 
They were masters of a new technique. 
Men who combined knowledge of the 
throat with love of music, physicians and 
psychologists. These teachers led by Dr. 
Daniel A. Sullivan of New York, dis­
carded the teachings of the old world and 
have now revolutionized the art of op­
eratic instruction.

This same Dr. Sullivan has lured to 
New York from the hidden recesses of 
Europe oue after another of yesterday's 
celebrities in successful attempts to re­
turn to stardom. With voices strained 
and torn by misuse and abuse, these 
stars of a generation ago have gone to 
the new generation’s school of music 
and are entering a new era of celebri­
ty,

George Baklanoff, the famous Russian 
tenor in the Chicago Opera company, was 
among the first to seek the new instruc­
tion. Ten years ago a singer with the 
Boston Opera company, Baklanoff never 
attained the heights of stardom. His 
voice broke at last and he returned to 
.Russia.

But fie P)TH~'n^T<d]mv<'d the new lure

from America. Two months in the East 
Thirty-eighth street studio of Dr. Sulli­
van and the new Baklanoff was ready 
to thrill audiences with his magic flow 
of melody. He joined the Chicago Opera 
company and created a sensation in the 
most difficult roles. He is now in Europe 
on his first world tour.

Alice Neilsen, the Metropolitan Opera 
soprano, thrilled audiences a decade a 
in the “ Fortune Teller” i 
Opera company. Her voice suddenly 
gan to fail. She stepped down to star 
again in "Kitty Darling,” a Broadway 
musical comedy, and then—to oblivion.

But word of the new music masters of 
America reached Miss Neilsen early in 
1010. She, too, joined the studio of Dr. 
Sullivan having heard of Baklanoff s mar­
velous recovery. Months of instruction in 
the new srliool gave the song bird a #ew 
voice. She lias returned to grand opera, 
and a nation-wide tour brought her spon­
taneous outbursts of applause from every 
audience.

Lydia Lipkovska. onee-fauiCd Russian 
prima donna, is one -of the new comers 
to America’s music shrine. She only re­
cently joined the Sullivan sttidio' after a 
hazardous trip from Odessa, Russia. 
Years ago, with the Boston Opera Com­
pany. she won fame by her golden tones 
until her voice failed her. She returned 
to Russia.

Today she is hearing perfection again. 
But a day ago she sustained an F-sharp 
above— not merely reached it, hut held it. 
She will make her new "debut” this fall. 
Dr. Sullivan predicts a wonderful recep­
tion for the dainty little Lipkovska.

Evelyn Herbert, another of Dr. Sulli­
van pupils, was hut recently relegated to 
musical comedy by critics who heard her 
in the premier of “ Rip Van Winkle.” 
She retired from opera for the summer, 
but will return to thrill audiencesWith 
her wonderful coloratura voice, Dr. Sul­
livan predicts. __________

Helene Romanoff, a dramatic soprano, 
from Petrograd, is another who came 
from far Russia to seek the new school 
in America. The list grows with every 
incoming steamer. The world of music 
waits at the feet of New York for its 
new’ operatic stars.

The old modes are gone; a new re­
gime in grand opera exists.

Dr. Sullivan, quite unlike the.old world 
type of music master, forsook a profes­
sional career to study grand opera. He 
turned away from the music halls of 
Europe to study America and today he 
is a recognized leader in the new re­
gime.

“The new method is simply to instill 
and renew youth in the human voice,” 
he says. "One after another the stars 
of yesterday, who dropped out \of sight 
when their voices collapsed, are now re­
turning to the footlights to win new 
glories.”

Louisville Woman 
Enlisting 2 0 0 ,0 0 0  
To Fight High Cost

LOUISVILLE. May 8.— Leaders of 

churches, and women’s clubs and social 
workers here are engaged in a city-wide 
drive to induce residents of Louisville to 
join in a campaign to cut down the cost 
of living by curtailing reckless buying 
at high prices. Thousands have., already 
joined and it is hoped eventually to en­
list 200,000 persons.

The movement was inaugurated by 
Louisville club women. It was endorsed 
and given impetus by the Presbyterian 
Ministers’ circle, the Crescent Hill For­
ward club and the Conference of Social 
Workers. Churches have approved it and 
united trades and labo^isseinbly and the 
building trades council have been asked 
to join in a permanent organization.

It is proposed to organize a cheaper 
living committee to be composed of rep­
resentatives of many civic organizations.

Mayor George W. Smith has given the 
movement a semi-official endorsement by 
announcing his adherence and Mrs. Smith 
has promised that her household will be 
conducted so near as possible along the 
lines of economy suggested by the pro­
moters of the idea.

The drive against reckless buying is 
headed by the Rev. Dr. Charles W. 
Welch, president of the Louisville Min­
isterial association, who is aided by a 
committee including in its membership a 
Roman Catholic priyst and a Jewish rab­
bi as well as representatives of women’s 
clubs.

“ Buy no new clothing, shoes or other 
wearing apparel.” is the first plank in the 
economy platform. “ Wear what- you 
have, no matter how shabby or out of 
style,” it continues, and adds: “Reduce

the consumption of meat in each house­
hold ; abstain from candy, soft drinks and 
other confections; deposit money in the 
bank and keep a record of money saved 
through practicing economies.”

“ If tlie people of Louisville will take 
this movement seriously,”  said the Rev. 
Dr. Welch, “ we actually can force down 
prices here on the necessaries of life. Per- 
cons generally are spending money like 
drunken sailors ; labor, which should be 
producing essentials, is devoted to non- 
essentials. This is not the time for over­
alls, except for working people. We don’t 
want fads— what we do wTaut is at least 
200.000 Louisville people to join this 
campaign. Let’s make it a badge of hon­
or to wear old clothes, carry lunches to 
the office, abstain from sweets and buy 
nothing not absolutely needed. Then 
watch prices drop.”

LAW SUIT WON AFTER 
ONE HUNDRED THIRTY 

YEARS BY THE HOLY SEE
International News Service.

ROME, May 8.— In 1788 a wealthy 
prelate, Mgr. Varese, died, leaving 
the bulk o f  his fortune, which 
amounted to several millions o f  lire, 
to the Holy See and more especially 
to the Sacred Congregation o f Prop­
aganda Fide. The testator’s next o f 
kin, Count C lofi Degli Atti, attacked 
the validity o f  the will, asserting that 
Mgr. Varese was not in full posses-, 
sion o f his mental faculties.

An interminable lawsuit has been 
going on ever since, with varying fo r ­
tune and vicissitudes, both parties 
making every e ffo rt  to establish 
their claim to the Varese millions. 
Things looked bad fo r  the Holy See 
when the court o f  appeals o f  Aquila 
pronounced a sentence in favor o f the 
plaintiffs, condemning the Congrega­
tion o f  Propaganda Fide to restitu­
tion o f  the entire sum with compound 
interest since the year 1788. It 
would have meant bankruptcy for  the 
Holy See, but the latter had recoui’se 
to the supreme court o f  cassation, 
which has now declared the Aquila 
sentence null and void, owing to
faulty procedure, ordering that the 
lawsuit be again brought fo r  discus­
sion before the court o f  appeals o f 
Bologna. *

Japan contributed a priceless lacquer cab­
inet to the furnishing of this room Scat­
tered through the house are many gifts 
presented by European nations to presi­
dent and Mrs. Wilson. Add to all these 
gifts a priceless White House china set 
of 1.500 pieces and the worries of the 
'ifirst lady” must have lest some care­
less servant ruin them, and one wonders 
why so many have ambitions to be mis­
tress of the White House.

One great advantage goes with the 
executive mansion.

The servants, for the 
most part are government employes who 
have been in the White House service 
for many,- many years.

It 
is the White House.

On a strictly domestic science basis the 
White House is not the best real estate 
offering the nation has, yet the honor 
and prestige that go with residence at the 
White House make it the prize hope of 
all candidate wives.

The White House brings , trouble and 
earc to the housewife, and she who di­
rects the housecleaning there next spring 
will find that, after all, the executive 
mansion isn't the ideal home. Who can 
hope for a “ homey” sort of home with 
dozens of rooms, not the little box-like 
rooms that apartment architects contrive, 
but great expensive rooms. The White 
House has been too large for the Wilson 
family, and, in fact, they have made a 
home for themselves in a corner of the 
great mansion and rarely ever visit, the 
rooms which have made the White House 
famous. .

The White House is the nation's home. 
In normal times it is semi-public. Tourists 
by the hundreds swariu through parts of 
the White House when the conditions are 
such that it is not necessary to take strict 
precautions for the safety of the, presi- 
denial family. And tourists somehow 
never seem to wipe their feet on entering.

Then there is history to be revered in 
every room in the White House. The 
great oak panelled state room must bo a 
fearful place to dine in if one believes in 
the spirit world. Just imagine eating 
your dinner in the room where Thomas 
Jefferson had the village butcher for his 
guest, and where Theodore Roosevelt 
dined cowboys, prize fighters and dis­
tinguished men of letters, and here also

A MENACE TO DEMOCRACY

creased cost of education is a menace to 
democracy, Dr. Frank L. McVay. presi­
dent of the University of Kentucky, said 
in a report of educational conditions made 
public here.

Bulgaria Plans 
Fight Against 

the Idle Riel
SOFIA. Bulgaria.— The Bulgarian 

government has decided to launch an im­
mediate campaign against the "idle rich" 
as part of its prbgram for putting the 
country back on its feet following the 
ravages.

Premier A. Stambouliski. who headed 
the Bulgarian peace delegation at Paris, 
made this announcement in an interview 
today. The new “ farmers’ party,” of 
which he is the leader, has just won 
an overwhelming victory in the legisla­
tive elections, and will have- little diffi­
culty in passing several measures, de­
signed to rehabilitate the nation.

Stambouliski, a tall, thickset, hull­
necked man, who arose from the ranks 
of the laborers himself and won the en­
mity of the former Bulgarian czar, be­
lieves strongly in “ industrial mobiliza­
tion.”

“ Bulgaria was brought to the verge 
of ruin by the war,” lie said, “ and that 
is why she lias urgent need of productive 
travel. Her resources are at the lowest 
ebb. Her railways and public roads must 
be improved, public buildings must be 
erected aud her fields aud forests worked,

“ In this situation the state has the 
right to demand that all Bulgarians able 
to work do; their share. We, therefore, 
shall propose a law for compulsory work. 
All young men, regardless of their wealth 
or social position, must apply themselves 
to some useful industry unless they are 
in the military service.

“ In its first sitting the new chamber 
will also vote a law whose object is to 
see that the land the farmer works be­
longs to him. Naturaly, this reform can­
not be accomplished at once, but we in­
tend to fix the maximum amount of farm­
land which one person may possess.

“The government directed by our party 
is not hostile to capital nor to the ex­
tension of commerce or industry. On the 
contrary, it will apply itself with all pos­
sible energy to attract private capital, 
foreign as well as Bulgarian, to the de­
velopment of the country. We shall en­
courage capital to erect new industries, 
and particularly to develop the white oil 
so abundant in Bulgaria. Bulgaria has 
but one object—to live in peace and 
gain the respect and ^confidence of other 
nations.”

M, Stambouliski said lie intended par­
ticularly to bend his efforts to extin­
guishing the petty Balkan disputes which 
has given rise to so many bloody wars.

“ With this object, I recently wrote to 
the prime ministers of the neighboring 
states, expressing the desire for friend­
ly relations—a wish that is supported by 
the whole Balkan people,” be said. “With 
Jugo-Slavia, for example, ive have so 
many points of attachment; language,

which are very clear. I sustained this
point of view just before the outbreak 
of the war in 1914 to such an extent that 
some people even called me a Serbian.

We ceded Bulgarian Thrace to the allied 
powers and the United States and we are 
ready to give the greatest assistance to 
an autonomous Thrace.

"We are ready, however, to support 
with all of our forces an entirely inter­
national regime in Thrace and to lend 
our help to the great powers for the 
consolidation of the province, feeling 
that by so doing we are accomplishing 
the duty of men belonging to an order­
ly and pacific state such as we hope 
for Bulgaria.”
