He 
also refused to permit anyone to touch 
the body of the dead man as it lay 
on the ground until the arrival of of-
ficers; Who, upon searching the body, 
found a pistol loosely hanging• in the. 
dead man's hip pocket. Elkins is being 
held in jail. 

Elkins married Cox's daughter 
about two years ago and it is said 
that her father seriously objected to 
the marriage. 

The body of the slain man is held 
at the undertaking parlors of Barrow 
& Company, where it was viewed ear-
:y Monday morning by Assistant 
County Attorney McCullough.

JAPAN/DEFIES

OF YAP NOTES 
Rejects Proposals in What 

State Department Says Is 

"Sarcastic" Manner.

WASHINGTON, April 18.—Japan's 
firm determination not to surrender 
the island of Yap is stated emphat-
ically in a series of five notes be-
tween the United States and Japan 
made public today by the state de-
partment. 

The correspondence, covering a pe-
riod of nearly six months, lays bare 
for the first time the whole secret 
negotiations over the island of Yap, 
which has created one of the most se-
rious international issues of the day. 

The correspondence today revealed 
for the first time that not only has 
Japan defied the American protest 
against the mandate over Yap, but 
that it also rejected summarily a pro-
Losal by the United States that "even 
if Yap should be assigned under man-
date to Japan, all other powers should 
have free and unhampered access to 
the island for the landing and opera-

tion of cables." 
The last Japanese note to the Unit-

ed States in the correspondence is 
dated Feb. 26, and is regarded as an 
almost sarcastic one. 

URGE JAP EXCLUSION.

WASHINGTON, April 18.—Abso-
late exclusion of all Japanese immi-
gration and withholding American cit-
izt nship from all members of the yel-
low race was urged to the house im-
migration committee today.

More than 200 girls, between 14 and 
20 years old, were en route from Ar-
menia, Palestine arl'd Turkey to be 
sold to the highest bidders, Mrs. Kala-
jian declared. 

In making the charges she said she 
represented Armenian women of this 
city. 

Immigration authorities have begun 
an investigation. If it is found that 
wives of any aliens obtained admit-
tance to the United States by false 
statements they vill be deported. 

The Girls' Friendly society also has 
regun an inquiry. Officials of the or-
ganization said thst they frequently 
had heard reports of such a traffic, 
tut "could not believe it." 

Daughters and sisters of aliens al-
ready in Detroit were being sold, In-
spector Short was told. 

Not all of the girls are married le-
gally, but numbers are held in har-
ems maintained by wealthy aliens, 
Mrs. Kalajian asserted. 

Girls residing in the war-stricken 
countries are sold through their pho-
tographs, she exnlained, as relatives 
in this city sell the pictures to mem-
bers of the ring. Persons .desiring to 
purchase girls select photographs and 
order the girls to be brought to De-
troit, paying deposits of from $200 to 
$400, s'ne said. 

"Most girls have seen so much Pov-
erty and have known so much want 
that they are glad for any chance to 
come to America. which most eastorn-
ers believe is like heaven," said Mrs. 
Kalajian. "When they land, many of 
them wish to bark out of the bargain, 
bat are forced to go with the men 
who buy them.

By this time everybody knows that 
El comet is due .to hit the earth early 
in the month ef June. Ls.et week it 
passed through,-  the constellation of 
Capricorn going like, blue lightning. 
It is now moving through Virgo to 
beat all records. At the/ moment of 
writing it can hardly be more than a 
few thousand billion miles away; in 
short, it is right upon us.

"The mere collision itself," he said, 
'sr more properly, the intersection of 
two orbits, will be commenplaces- A 
colossal collision occurred in Sagit-
tarius last year involving probablythe 
destruction of a star of the first mag-
nitude. We can hardly hope for any 
Phenomena of such prime interest' in 
connection with our own globe. At 
tention will be focused chiefly upon 
the opportunities for testing the new 
theory of light during the hours just 
nroeeding the precipitation a the 
comet against the earth.

During these two weeks I bore the 
fate of the world all alone;' It seemed 
dreadful to think that on the 10th .of 
June it Would all -be over and that 
the world that I had known would 
end in a collision and that some of 
my friends would be dissolved into 
a nebula and others turned into molt-
en asteroids, enveloped in a corona of 
incandescent hydrogen. The situation 
had, I admit, a few advantages.

Here we 
are about to crash into a comet in a 
sew months' time, and nobody seems 
to worry la all The world goes on 
its -way as if nothing were going to 
happen. In my own town we are go-
ing on building a new hotel to ac-
commodate a thousand guests. Why? 
Where will those guests be after the 
comet hits them? Asteroids. In 
Washington they are starting, prepa-
rations now for the Fourth of July. 
What will be left of the Fourth of 
July when it comes? Gas, and•noth-
'rig else. 

If I were a psychologist I should 
start up theories about the, impos-
sibility of frightening all the people 
all the time; I would explain that rd 
long as everybody is going to be de-
stroyed all together nobody minds it; 
It's only thetnefdiousness of being 
destroyed alone that is distressing.In 
fact, I find that new that the others 
don't mind, I don't care either. I 
have raised a second note at the bank 
payable on the 11th °Panne. and as 
a matter of fact, if the world is not 
destroyed on the 10th, I shall be-per-
sonally a rather worse kind of as-
teroid than if it is.

CAMBRIDGE, Mass„ April 13.-
Discoveries made by Dr. Walter B. 
Cannon of the Harvard Medical 
school and other American, British 
and French medical officers toward 
the close of the werld war have 
brought forth new evidence regarding 
the cause and nature of the strange 
condition known as "shock," a con-
dition that led to innumerable deaths 
ie war time and frequently has a sim-
ilar result after accidents in time of 
peace. 

"Shock, or wound-shock as it is 
cften called, has long baffled the 
medical profession," Dr. Cannon said 
today to the Associated Press, on be-
teg asked tO describe the results of 
his important work in France. 

"This condition, which by the way 
should not be confused with shell-
z,liock, an entirely different phenome-
non, usually develops seine hours af-
ter a serious wound or accident. It 
frequently followed grave ,shell-
wounds in the war, and often comes 
en after a person has been' seriously 
hurt in an accident in time of peace, 
after, for example, lie has had a limb 
crushed in a railroad accident. 	• 

"A man in a state of shock usually 
lies perfectly quiet, his skin is cold 
itnd moist with sweat, his pulse is 
rapid and thready, his arterial pres-
sure is much reduced, he breathes 
rapidly and superficially, and al-
though not paralyzed he has little 
energy and his mind is dulled. He 
often complains of being cold and 
thirsty. This eondition may be fol-
lowed. by death or by gradual recov-
ery. 

°There have been numerous theo-
ries of the nature of shock. Some doc-
tars held that shock resulted ffom 
nerVous collapse, others that it came 
from a clogging of blood vessels by 
fat from wounds, some that it was 
due to paralysis of the nerves con-
trolling the arteries, others that the 

adrenal gland was somehow affected 
so as to do the mischief, and so on. 

"Our work in France gave us op-
portunities to study- shock in the ut-
most detail. One by one we threw out 
the theories advanced in formor years. 

"We finally\ tested •and established 
the fact that the condition results 
from the tearing or crushing of mus-
cles or other tissues by missiles mov-
ing with terrific velocity. The dam-
aged or dead tissue soon becomes tox-
or ih other worda acts like a sort of 
poison. This toxin causes _an in-
creased permeability of the smallest 
1 ,1N:id-vessels. the capillaries, and 
thus there is lost through their walls 
croantities lof the fluid portical Of the 
blood;  which should be in circulation. 
The result is somewhat similar to that 
of great lose of blood from the body."

Let me recall the significant words 
in that ultimatum. They have been 
forgotten in the overwhelming, subse-
Guent events, but they,  were words 
which would have carried us at that 
date into war as surely as did the 
diplomatic rupture of 1917 had not 
Germany seen well to withdraw tem-
porarily from her utterly intolerable 
and unpermissible position. 
, Here are the President's plain 
words: 

'If it is still the purpose of the 
imperial government to prosecute 

"relentless and indiscriminate war-
/are against vessels of commerce 
by the use of submarines, with-
out regard- to what the govern-
ment of the• United States must 
consider the sacred 'and indisput-
able rules of . international law 
and the universally recognized 
dictates of humanity, the govern-
ment of the -United States is at 
last forced to' the conclusion that 
there is but one course to pur-
sue.- Unless the imperial gov-
ernment should now immediately 
declare and effect an abandon-
ment of its present methods of 
submarine warfare against pas-
senger and freight=carrying ves-
sels, the government of the Unit 
ed States can have no choice but 
to sever diplomatic relations with 
the German empire altogether.

JUST A MINUTE IN TEXAS. 

Clark McAdams in St. Louis Post-
Dispatch. 

Somewhere in Texas—George Bailey 
of the Houston Post, scoffs at Collier's 
which calls St. Louis the miracle city, 
and says it is only a beery old town. 
That is a terrible thing to say about 
us, even if someone has Made us ridic-
ulous. We are going to shame George 

by saying something better of Texas. 
On last Wednesday, enroute to Mexico 
we spent the day in Texas. Thrilled 
with the expectation of seeing Mexi-
co, which most of us had never ' be-
held; our minds fired by anticipation 
of the capital of the Aztecs; and our 
imagination fairly flying ahead, we 
were still able to see Texas as a pleas-
ing land and feel her pastoral charm. 

The best place to be from when you 
see Texas is a big city. You want to 
pick your mind up at Twelfth and Lo-
cust streets and transport it to the un-
peopled vastness of Texas. You want 
to look out of the train window here, 
and then let the mind's eye go back to 
a scene in one of our 10-cent stores. 
That orients you. When you are orien-
ted you see all the things in their re-
lation to one another. Texas of itself 
is not much to see; but when you look 
at Texas with the image of a big city 
still in your consciousness you see 
something worth looking at. You get 
the idea that there ate too many of 
us and that we are living without pur-
pose. Here you think we are very few 
and that we may have some purpose. 
The world is not what we thought It 
is still young and tender, and it is 
still wide and roomy. It has still time 
to learn and the impression we 
brought with us from the 10-cent store 
that China is the end is dissipated by  
the perfumed winds from the floviered

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I 	"NO WINE, NO TOAST." 

The funeral oration of the toast 
was pronounced by Senator Rolando-
Ricio, the Italian ambassador, at the 
banquet of the Italian Chamber If 
Commerce last Saturday evening. 
Suggestively fingering a tumbler of 
water, he said: 

"Now, I should have liked to pro-
pose the two toasts that are custom-
ary on such occasions as this. But—
there is no wine!" Then he quoted 
what. Benjamin Franklin wrote in a 
letter to the Abbe Morellet: "In 
vino veritas, isaith the sage. Truth 
is in wine. Before the days of Noah, 
then; men, having nothing but water 
to drink, could not discover the 
truth. Thus they went astray, be-
came abominably wicked, and were 
justly exterminated by water, which 
they loved to drink." And the am-
bassador, continued: "Evidently many 
Americans do not agree with Benja-
min Franklin, for they have taken 
away our wine, and we, lawlabiding 
persons, have only water to drink. 
As, however, we cannot 'discover the 
truth' in water, we dare net run the 
risk of `going astray' by drinking a 
toast in it. Therefore, no wine, no 
toast!" 

Thus has prohibition destroyed an-
other of the amenities of social life. 
Drinking to the health of an absent 
loved one, an honored guest or the 
ruler of one's country has from time 
immemorial been a solemn courtesy 
of the dining table. The, ancient Tro-
jans, Greeks and:Romans poured liba-
tions to the gods; the Norse ancestors 
of the old Germanic races drank to 
the mystic, dwellers in Valhalla; the 
early Christians adopted these pagan 
customs' and transformed them into 
a part of their religous ceremonial; 
in the days of chivalry knights 
pledged their ladies, kneeling as they 
drank—always in wine, in the flow-
ing bow, or at least the brimming 
glass. _ 	• 

The word "toast," however, is 
quite modern, having first been used 
in the seventeenth century, and it is 
amusing to noeo that the first 
"toast" was drunk in water. But the 
water was that in which a reigning 
beauty was bathing, the drinker feel-
ing that her presence in it had en-
dowed it with such exceptional qual-
ity that it was worthy to be drunk 
like wine! 

With this single exception, how-
ever, toasts have never been drunk 
in water, which Franklin, further 
along in the letter cited by, the Italian 
ambasador, called a "pernicious bev-
erage." 

It is a delicate warning that the 
ambassador gives us in this quotation 
front Franklin. Prohibition has taken 
from its many pleasant things, not the 
least of which is the after-dinner 
toast, and now we seem to be in peril 
of the fate of Noah's contemporaries 
who, "having nothing but water to 
drink, could not discover the truth

nated by water."—A. B. in New York 
World.

When we listened to the reading of 
these words and realized what they 
meant and the tremendous possibili-
ties they implied, everyone of us was 
profoundly moved, and 'there were 
some, of optimistic temperament, who 
hoped that this firm threat of Amer-
ican action would result in a complete 
abandonment of Germanys' warfare 
on merchant shipping; but there were 
others who held no such hope. The 
latter were convinced that Germany 
relied too greatly upon her U-boat 
weapon to allow it to be restricted in 
striking power for any great length 
of time. 

The end of the submarine as the de-
cisive weapon Germany regarded it at 
chat time I shall narrate later. Some 
temporary concession she might make, 
but where separate need or tempting 
opportunity appealed to her, there 
seemed• ne reason to' doubt 'that Von 
•Tirpitz would forget all pledges and 
undertakings an3 strike' wherever he 
could do Most damage. 

There were those, indeed, who 
doubted if Germany would make even 
a temporary concession, and I think 
all felt that the possibility of war 
brooded over us with darkening shad-
ows -when we left the White House 
with the knowledge that America's 
ultimatum was on its way to Berlin. 

Order for. Mobilization. 
My own apprehensions that rela-

tions might be broken off induced me 
to take immediate steps to have the 
fleet in readiness. The navy depart-
ment made complete plans for mob-
ilization, and on April 27 I approved 
the order, and it was forthwith sent 
to every ship. It was accompanied 
by the mobilization sheets, showing 
when each battleship and destroyer 
would be available for service. .The 
test of the mobilization order fol-
lows:

Reacy tur Emergency. 	. 
This, as the order itself indicates, 

was a strictly confidential communi-
cation. Congress alone has power 
declare war, and no war order may be 
issued until . it has given authority. 
But when war threatens it is the 
navy's duty .to get ready for emer-
gency. As the first line of defense 
it must not be caught nappi,ng. Mob-
ilization is the next step to actual hos-
tilities, and is justifiable only when 
conditions are extremely threatening. 
That was the case in the spring of 
1916. 	- 

As it happened, Germany yielded. 
She replied to our ultimatum withsa 
declaration that her government was 
"prepared to do its utmost to confine 
the operations of war for the rest of 
its duration to the fighting forces of 
the belligerents." She further prom-
ised that merchant vessels should no 
longer be sunk without v.Ihrning or 
without saving human lives, except 
in cases where they attempted to es-
cape or to offer 'resistance. . 

Note the phrase "for the rest of its 
duration." This made the pledge 
binding until the war ended. Within 
eight months Germany was laying her 
plans to shatter this solemn promise, 
and within nine she had repudiat it.

GENEVA. April 18-An.outline of 

the work to be undertaken by the var-
ious commissions of the League of 
Nations this summer has been pre-
pared by Arthur Sweetser, of the sec-
retriat of the League. Preparations 
for this work were made at the last 
meeting of the council of the League 
which ended in Paris March 4. 

Mr. Sweetser points out in his fore-
cast of the season's work of the 
League that the situation affecting 
the mandates over about 13,000,000 of 
backward peoples will again be 
brought up for discussion at the next'  
meeting of the,  council in May. 

Hope for U. S. 
Hope is expressed by the represen-

tative of the secretariat that the Unit-
ed States will be represented at this 
meeting. It will be recalled that the 
council at its meeting in February and 
March was discussing the mandates 
when it received a note from the Unit-
ed States government ascertaining 
that the United States must be con-
sulted on any question relating to the 
mandates, protesting against the allo-
cation to Japan of the Island ofYap, 
and the other German islands in the 
North Pacific and claiming equal com-
mercial opportunity in the Mesopota-
mian oil region, assigned to Great 
Britain under a mandate. In pointing 
out the desirability that .the United 
States should be represented at the 
next meeting of the council to consid-
er these subjects, Mr. Sweetser says: 

"Not only are the members of the 
council really sincere, in believing that 
a question so difficult as this can very 
much better be handled by personal 
conversation than by exchange of 
notes, but there is every reason to be-
lieve that it would be far easier for 
them to 'meet the American viewpoint 
in this way than it would if negotia-
tions were continued by cable. 

"Participation in this discussion, 
would not, of course; affect America's 
relation to the League in any way or 
involve America in membership in the 
League, but would be restored to sim-

method of protecting American rights 
and interests in a question over which 
it is obvious that the League has been 
given authority. 

The disarmament commission, head-
ed by the former Premier Viviani of 
France, Fisher of Great Britain, and 
the former Premier 'Orlando of Italy, 
will begin its labors shortly. Com-
menting theron, Mr. Sweetser says: 

"In view of the foundatiOns alrdady 
laid by the different: elements of the 
League, it would seem difficult to in-
itiate any productive disarmament 
plans 'outside-the League except upon 
the single question of naval.reduction 
which depends very largely, of course, 
on the United States. 

Disatmament Experts, 
Mr. Sweetser points out that the 

disarmament commission is one of the 
strongest bodies yet brought together 
by the League in that it is represen-
tative not only of the more important 
nations, members of the League, but 
also includes experts in economics, fi-
nance, labor, politics and military 
subjects from\ the various organiza-
tions already under the aegis of the 
League, such as the International La-
bor Office, the Economic and Financial 
Commission and the Permanent Mili-
tary; Naval and Air Commission. 
In this connection Mr. Sweetser says 

that the League of Nations has issued 
a strong appeal to a'l governments to 
ratify the treaty of St. Germain in 
which was drawn up to prevent the 
dumping in more backward parts of 
the world large stocks of War mater; 
ials now held in the belligerent coun-
tries, 

"Under this agreement all such 
traffic was to be regulated by the 
League of Nations, but up t6 the pres-
ent, owing largely to the failure of 
the United States to take action in the 
matter, the other interested govern-
ments have been unwilling to ratify 
the convention for fear of handicap-
ping their own nationals in a trade 
which remained open to American 
firms."

FREDERICK, Md., April 18.—An 
outbreak occurred in the circuit court 
today when a jury acquitted Charles 
Doasey, negro, of criminal assault, on 
Miss Delsie Tweodale, of Baltimore. 

The negro was struck by members 
of the girl's faMily. An inkwell, hurl- 
ed at him, struck the clerk of the 
court and Dorsey was saved from the 
mob by the judge. 

CHICAGO, April 18.—Experts in 
charity contend that the giving of 
alms never reduces the number of 
paupers, but on the contrary increases 
them, President Walter Dill - Scott, of 
Northwestern university says in a cir-
cular, just published' by the school. 

"Individual members of our faculty 
have contributed largely to reducing 
the poverty and in increasing the 
prosperity throughout an entire in-
dustry. Some ten years ago one mem-
ber of our faculty became interested 
in labor conditions in an industry that 
had been infamous for its sweatshops 
and its abuse and oppression of la-
bor. In that industry pdverty reign-
ed in the homes and bread lines were 
a regular occurrence. This professor 
co-operated in producing more har-
nidnious relations between employer 
and employes, in raising the standards 
of the industry, in lifting the burden 
of poverty from hundreds of thous-
ands of men and wonien, and in mak-
ing the industry efficient and profit-
able." 

President Scott added that there 
were about 255 disabled ex-soldiers at 
the university today. " In the ordi-
nary treatment of disabled men," he 
said. "we might expect many of them 
to develop into paupers and become 
objects of charity. These 255 men 
are today in training and probably 
every man will leave the university 
as-  a self-supporting man and will be-
come a useful citizen in his commun-
ity. 

"The appeal now being made in the 
name of relief for the hungry is more 
insistent and more impelling than 
ever before, and I trust that all of 
us have responded most generously," 
lie said, "but because of this unusual 
post-war condition, we are likely to ex-
aggerate the impOrtance of the mere 
giving of alms." 

President Scott then told of how 
a "walking delegate" became presi-
dent of a company. 

A "Walking Delegate." 
"He was a radical and a disturber 

and believed that society owed him a 
living," President Scott said. "He 
was a member of the Cigar Makers' 
union, and after his election as .a 
'walking delegate' entered one of the 
night classes in our school of com-
merce to make himself more effective 
as a labor leader. 

"In that class he got a new con-
ception of the relation of capital to 
labor. His interest increased, and he 
was graduated in a diploma course of 
the school. 

"Today he is the president of a 
company and an employer of labor. 

"He is a progressive but not a 
radical. Instead of increasing the 
suffering produced uy the calling of
