Mr. Trower immediately ran back 
into the rear room and seized his pis-
tol, and hastened across the street, 
where he enlisted theassistance of 
Jack Price, of the Quakins Petroleum 
company, and the two jumped into a 
machihe and started after the rob-
beis alohg the road to Necessity. 

When about half way they saw the 
robbers' car ahead of them and drew 
their own machine to the side of the 
road. The robbers sighted the pur-
suing car when about 100 yards dis-
tant and wheeled in the direction 
from which they came. At this Price, 
who had taken Trower's pistol, snap-
ped it twice, but the ammunition was 
defective and the gun failed to fire. 
Mr. Trower brought the shotgun into 
play and fired one shot at the fleeing 
car. When Price pressed the trigger 
of the pistol the third time it fired, 
but the distance then was too great 
for effective results. 

Discards Overalls. 
A short distance further on the 

pursuers found the robbers' outer 
clothing, overalls and jumpers, by the 
side. of tlfe road, and a few minutes 
later came onto their car abandoned 
a short distance down a trail leading 
into the timber. 

Here Trower stood guard while 
Price went for reinforcements. In 
the meantime three officers from Ran-
ger and as many more citizens from 
Frankell appeared on the scene, and 
some of the party plunged into the 
woods on the trail of the robbers, 
while others remained and patched up 
the robbers' car, which was slightly 
damaged when it was driven into the 
ditch. They found the rear of the car 
punctured with shot.

NEW YORK, April 16.—The Amer-
icatscommitree of relief in Ireland to-
night made public a report of an in-
vestigation of conditions in Ireland by 
a unit of the Society of Friends, in 
which the "Quakers" asserted that 
material damage inflicted by the Brit-
ish forces within the past twelve 
months amounted to approximately 
$20,000,000. 

The unit, which was sent to Ireland 
by the relief organization in Febru-
ary, also reported that there were 
25,000 families in Ireland, number-
ing 100,000 men, women and chil-
dren, in pitiful need of instant help 
from the American people. 

These 100,000 people, said the re-
port signed by Samuel McCoy, head 
of the unit, were composed "entirely 
of men and women whose pursuits 
have been peaceful all their lives and 
who have steadfastly refrained from 
taking part in armed rebellion.

ROME, April 16.—There is no long-
er any doubt that Italy will remain 
solvent even though her wealth has 
betn terribly undermined by the ex-
penses of the war, says the Marquis 
de Johannes, editor of the Economis-
ta, the most important financial week-
ly here. The Editor pointed out that 
if 'the Italian government could avoid 
adding to the paper currency, this 
would create confidence which would 
improve the rates and that if the next 
two or three seasons were favorable 
the Italian treasury might hope for 
-an early return of annual surpluses. 

The necessity for further emissions 
af, paper money has been eliminated 
i)y the new law authorizing an in-
crease in the price of bread. This 
also has reduced .the annual deficit in 
the state budget to less than 4,000,-
000,000 of lire, instead of the 14,000,-
000,000 of last year. 

Many new taxes also will be applied 
this year and these are,  expected to 
provide a continued increase in the 
national receipts, since the Italian 
taxpayer seems inexhaustible in his 
contributions to the restoration of his 
country's finances. 

Other numerous signs of economic 
revival in Italy are pointed out by 
Italian economists. These include a 
decrease in the number and extent of 
strikes, increased railway earnings 
and an increase in the amount of 
capital .invested in hydro-electric 
plants. 

Imports of manufactured articles 
from abroad are ,slowly decreasing, 
while Italian exports, chiefly to Med-

Balfour in Double Character. 
And so, with the background fur-

nished by the admiral's report,--1 went 
presently to meet these men who had 
come to extend to us the hand of com-
radeship in the great fight for civil-
ization. 

Of course Mr. Balfour, as I have 
said, was the outstanding figure. In 
the second year of the war ,-.1e was 
first lord of the admiralty. He had 
Leen blamed for giving Jellico the 
high sea command. He had been 
praised for many successes of the 
British navy. Was he ,Balfour, the 
great philosopher, or was lhe, as some 
of the Irish called him, "Bloody Bal-
four?" Was he-a real Dr. Jekyll and 
Mr. Hyde? 

If you had met him as I did on the 
Monday after his arrival and been 
privileged to be his 'dinner partner at 
the White House, you could never sup-
pose he was other than the rather 
aloof scholar and philosopher. He 
looked the student, not the adMinis-
trator, certainly not a man with whom 
"bloody" could be associated. He had 
a calm, rather majestic bearing, but 
you felt that he could not harm a 
fly. 

Balfour impressed me by his re-
serve power. He always' seemed to be 
telling you only a little of what, he 
lnew. You felt his largeness of 
knowledge, his breadth of judgment, 
his clarity and his charity. He had 
learned so much he could not be dog-
matic. It was hard to tell whether 
yoa liked him best when he was talk-
ing or when he was listening. There 
was a certain charm in his drawing 
ou out that made you feel at once 

that he was deeply interested in what 
you were saying; but when he was 
answering your inquiries his fund of 
information was so ready and accu-
rate that you understood his-place of 
primacy when world leaders dis-
cussed big nroblems with him. Con-
ditions in.

PITTSBURGH, Pa., April 16.-6 
Tomorrow marks the sixth year that 
'Humane Sunday" has been set for 
observance in the United States, ac-
cording to "Moral Welfare," publish-
ed here by the board of temperance 
and moral welfare of the Presbyte-,  
rian church,  

General secretary of this board and 
editor of its periodical is Dr. Charles 
Scanlon of this city, who last May 
succeeded in having the Presbyterian 
church in the United States adopt 
humane education as a regular part 
of its program. This is the first time 
n history that any large religious de-
nominaticin has taken such action, 
says Dr. W. 0. Stillman, president of 
the American Humane association: 

"Like the Society for the Preven-
tion of Cruelty to Animals itself and 
the Band of Mercy, the Humane Sun-
day idea first started in England," 
the review reports. 

' 	Fifty-Eight Years Old. 
"In 1864, two years before the first 

Society for the Prevention of Cruelty 
to Animals was organized in Arnerica, 
the Royal .Society for the Prevention 
of Cruelty to 'Animals began sending 
out appeals to clergymen to observe 
a 'Mercy Sunday' by preaching on 
kindness to animals on the fourth 
Sunday after Trinity. 

"Dean Stanley, in that year, 
preached on this subject in Westmin-
ster Abbey. He struck directly at the 
heart of the whole business when, at 
the close of an eloquent sermon, he 
said: 'Be ye merciful to dumb ani-
mals, for we have a common nature 
with them. Be ye merciful, for ye 
are raised far above them to be their 
appointed guardians. Be ye merciful, 
for you are made in the image of Him 
who is all-merciful and all-compas-
sionate.' From that year, the num-
ber of sermons preached in Great 
Britain in behalf of God's lesser crea-
tures has gradually increased, with 
each successive 'Mercy Sunday,' until 
now thousands of them are given on 
this day in the pulpits of England. 

"Only occasional and spasmodic ef-
forts for the observancb of a Humane 
Sunday had been made in the United 
States previous to 1914, when, at the 
convention of the American Humne 
association, a resolution in favor of 
an annual 'Humane Sunday' was pre-
sented by Mrs. Mary F. Lovell, super-
intendent of the department of mercy 
of the World's W. C. T. U. At the 
same time a resolution embodying the 
idea of a national 'Be Kind to Ani-
mals Week'',was offered, and the two 
suggestions were combined into an 
annual 'Be Kind to Animals Week 
and Humane, Sunday,' the 'week' re-
ferring more particularly to the sec-
ular days. 

"The first official observance was 
announced to take place in 1915. 

"The first date set was in May, but. 
this was changed later to about the 
third Sunday in April, chosen chiefly 
because that time seems the • best 
adapted to the 'Be Kind to Animals 
Week' program in the public schools, 
and on the whole, as satisfactory a 
date as any other, for Humane Sun-
day."

those in his own neighborhood. 
Balfour Not an Optimist. 

Of course I talked to him mostly 
about the navy and naval operations 
and naval policies in the war. He had 
so recehtly directed the British navy 
that his knowledge was full and in-
teresting. Like most Englishmen 
with whom I talked during the war, 
Mr. Balfour was frankly grave. He 
irradiated none of the optimism which 
fairly dazzles one when Lloyd George 
talks. He did not look glad or joy-
ous. 

I am writing of him now as he ap-
peared in those dark days after years 
of difficult and baffling warfare. His 
tall form was bent as if with the 
burdens of the world. Every Part of 
his face and body told of the weight 
of responsibilities upon him. But 
there was a lilt inhis eye when he 
smiled that made you wish you could 
have known him when war's alarms 
(lid not make gravity sit like a mas-
ter upon his spirits. 

A short time before he arrived. I 
heard a story which I never doubted 
after talking with Mr. Balfour. The 

America have done to mitigate the 
lot of those who in the allied coun-
tries have suffered from the cruelties 
of the most deliberately cruel of all 
wars." And again, "That this great 
people should have thrown themselves 
wholeheartedly into this mighty strug-
gle, prepared for all the efforts and 
sacrifice's that may be required to win 
success fpr this most righteous cause, 
in an event at once so happy and so 
momentous that only the historian of 
the future will be able, as I believe, 
to measure its true proportions." 

Great Britain sent other great men 
to hold other conferences, so that our 
team work would be perfect, but Bal-
four and Northcliffe came in the first 
days of our entrance into 'the war; 
they brought us the inside truths of a 
serious situation, and their counsel 
was then and will always be regarded 
as of great value to the closest unity 
which ripened into oneness of action 
by the two - English-speaking nations. 

.Bundle of Energy.. 
I found Lord Northcliffe a bundle 

of energy and a personage of great 
ability. He fairly oozed vitality and 
information on any topic that might 
come up. Some people associate en-
ergy with quick action, behind which 
is lacking thoroughness of prepara-
tion and large knowledge. The ca-
reer of Northcliffe refutes this popu-
lar misconception. His large grasp 
of the,  great problems enabled him to 
co-ordinate British efforts here in a 
way greatly to facilitate, the supplies 
to the armies and the civilian popula-
tion. As a fellow journalist it was a 
happiness to come in such' close touch 
as to appraise at its full value the big 
service he rendered here, as well as 
in his own country, and in Europe, to 
a cause which called forth in the high-
est degree his remarkable resource 
and initiative.

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ARTICLE IV1 
Two figures stand out/with unfor-

gettable distinction from7 the group of 
interesting trans-Atlantic personali-
ties which visited us in the days im-
mediately following our entrance into 
the war. 

Taken singly each has an individ-
uality which anywhere would com-
mand attention. Together they pre-
.ent as strong a contrast as one could 
well find in men of the same race. 

Arthur James Balfour came first, 
at the head of the British high com-
missioners, who arrived in Washing-
ton on Sunday, April 22, 1917—six-
teen days after our declaration. Two 
months later came Lord Northcliffe. 

It is of these two men in particular 
that I want to write in this article. 
They made a profound impression 
upon Washington and they did much, 
to promote the co-operation which 
was essential to the successful doing 
of the common task. 

Of course both men were well 
known to us by reputation. North-
cliffe had been in the United States 
k efore the war and had many ac-
;uaintances here. 

Balfour we knew as a statesman, a 
student, a philosopher. His fame was 
built upon his conspicuous service in 
government office and his scholarly 
end illuminating contributions to the 
discussion of some of the most pro-
found problems of human life. 

Balfour of Ancient Lineage. 
Reference to a British "Who's Who" 

liscloses the less generally known 
facts that he was an enthusiastic 
golfer and tennis player, and at one 
time president of the English Cyclists' 
association. 

And Balfour was a Cecil. 
In Great Britain that meant much. 

Here it meant little, and one of the 
difficult things for us to understand 
was that Balfour, scion of an ancient 
and aristocratic British family, neph- 

story was that gff American journal-
ist visiting London desired for his pa-
per above all things an interview with 
Mr. Balfour, and framed some leading 
questions he wished to ask. At length 
en appointment was obtained, with 
this condition: "At the end 'of fifteen 
minutes your audience must termi-
nate:" 

Worth Losing "Scoop." 
As he was presented to Mr. Balfour 

the editor thought to be agreeable by 
speaking of the deep interest with 
which he had read Mr. Balfour's work 
on "Philosophy" or "The Future 
Life," I've forgotten which. It was a 
fatal error, for, once launched upon 
his favorite topic, Mr. Balfour did not 
pause for fifteen minutes. At the 
end of that time the American jour-
nalist was shown out. Not- one of 
his questions had been even asked, he 
had lost his "scoop" interview, and 
was bemoaning his blander of paying 
a compliment before proceeding to 
business. But afterwards, telling •the 
incident to a friend, the -American American 
said: "It was worth losing the story 
to hear a real philosopher discuss 
great, immortal questions in the most 
immortal way. He seemed to' rise, 
from the plains to the heights and to 
carry you into a new world of specu-
lation and thought and faith which 
you did not believe any man had 
fathomed." 

And that explains Mr. Balfour and 
is the secret of the good impression 
he made in Washington. He discussed 
international diplomacy, war' and 
books with President Wilson, and they 
both spoke the same language. He 
discussed finance and loans with Mr. 
McAdoo and obtained a loan of $200,-
000,000 for his country—the first 
loan any .associated nation obtained 
from our government. He discussed 
shipping with the members of the 
shipping board, munitions with the 
secretary of war; and, with the sec-
retary of the navy he discussed naval 
co-operation and invention to detect 
submarines. He was at home with 
the parliamentary leaders of • the 
house and senatp. 

Relies on Experts. 
I observed one thing about him 

and the job he had come to do, which 
showed British thoroughness. He 
wasthe head of the mission and de-
bated big problems and talked about 
whatever was uppermost. But he re-
lied on General Tom Bridges (a fine 
soldier and a fine man he is) to carry 
on the negotiations with the war de-
partment; 'upon Admiral de Chair 
with the navy department; Lord Cun-
liffe, governor of the Bank of Eng-
land, with the treasury department; 
Lord Percy on blockade and export 
questions; Mr. Anderson on wheat 
and food supplies; Major Puckle bn 
transports; Mr. Layton on munitions, 
and so on—an expert on every matter 
that might arise was at his elbow. 

And those experts were more than 
experts. They were masters in their 
line, competent to confer and con-
clude with the officials here who were 
charged with like duties by the Amer-
ican government. 

Mr. Balfour never lost sight of the 
one big thing he came for, he never 
forgot the interest of his country, but 

Lord Northcliffe. 

he left to his able associates the car-
rying out of the many details and 
amazingly big transactions which full 
co-operation required. 

Northcliffe Blows In. 
And after Balfour came North-

cliffe. The great British journalist 
arrived on June 11, or rather I should 
say blew in. If you were to enter a 
room already occupied by Balfour 
and Northcliffe, if there was a quiet 
fire burning and some books on phil-
osophy or statecraft were on the ta-
ble, you would feel it was Balfour's 
home. But if it were Northcliffe's 
home you would expert to see a type-
writer pounding a late "scoop" and 
books here and there showing that 
their contents were employed to give 
them as extracts to the world rather 
than for personal enjoyment. 

in other words. Balfour looks like 
a dreamer. Northcliffe looks like a 
man of action. The truth is they are 
both dreamers and they have both 
had large parts in translating their 
dreams into world progress. 

When Balfour arrived the quiet 
hours for discussion and entertain-
ment seemed fitting. When North-
cliffe came over he said with a busi-
ness-like finality, "I am not here to 
talk. 1 am engaged in the task of 
organization, which precludes my ac-
cepting this country's offers of hos-
pitality which have poured in on me 
since my arrival. I hope to gather 
new ideas for transmission to England 
and I shall be glad to answer any 
question bearing upon the lessons to 
be learned from any mistakes Great 
Britain and her allies have made since 
the time when they were so unexpect-
edly plunged into this horrible car-
nage." In other words, in journalis-
tic language, it was time to go to 
press, and discussion and its ameni-
ties must wait until the paper is print-
ed. Then—who was more delightful 
company than the remarkable British 
editor! 

Balfour's Philosophic Utterance. 
Contrast the above up-to-date ut-

terance with what the philosophical 
Mr. Balfour said upon his arrival: 
"On behalf of my countrymen, let

He called at my home on Sunday 
morning, after leaving the distin-
guished guests of America comforta-
bly established in the capital, and that 
afternoon the whole city turned out 
.to make a gala day of its welcome. 

"Religion in War." 
Sundays in wartime were apt to be 

quite unlike the Sundays with which 
a pious training had made us familiar 
in days of peace.-- I found during the 
war that, except for the church hour, 
it. was imperative to vary from the 
long established custom of not work-
ing on the seventh day. Indeed, in 
planning, as well as in fighting in 
the world war, as in most wars, his-
tory shows that the quiet of the Sab-
bath has seemed conducive to impor-, 
tent conferences and bloody battles. 
Why is this? I pass the query on, 
having no answer except that in a 
war for humanity, bottomed upon 
Christian principles, I believe that the 
ox-in-the-ditch principle, rather than 
strict exclusion of all save church 
worship, is religion in war. 

Admiral Fletcher in that Sunday 
morning conversation reported to me 
his impression of the members of the 
mission. He said Mr. Balfour and Ad-
miral de Chair—the latter the naval 
member of the British mission—
talked freely, but seemed to' be deeply 
serious, if not depressed, by the grav-
ity of the situation. They expressed 
confidence of ultimate victory for the 
Allies, but regarded the German sub-
marine warfare as most dangerous, 
and thought there would be a terrible, 
and probably, a long struggle before 
victory.

CRYSTAL FALLS, April 16.-
The addition of another producer to 
the Roxana company, increased pro-
duction in the Brown and company's 
well north of the river, and numer-
ous deals in acreage were recorded 
duling,the past week in the Crystal 
Fans pool. The latest producer to 
he added is the Graham No. 1 of the 
Roxana, an offset . to the Ball and 
Stokes No. 1 of the same company, 
which are- considered the largest and 
best producers inthis field. Althpugh 
expected to be a big well, the latest 
addition -lacks the high gas pressure 
of its neighbors and it is reported 
will be shot. 

As a result of shooting the Brown 
and company's No. 1 well on the R.

field numerous deals have been made 
in acreage, the majority being in 
small blocks. Two of the latest to 
enter this field are the Kirby Oil 
corporation, formerly the Bass 
Petroleum company, who, met with 
great success in the Breckenridge 
field, and L. C. Campbell, president 
of the,. Montreal Oil company. Mr. 
Campbell has acquired,r150 acres of 
the-J. J..Robeitson farm, one mile 
north of the Roxana holdingswhile 
the Kirby corporation is erecting a 
derrick on a thirty-acre tract in the 
Yeaman survey, a mile northwest of 
the Gilbert Johnson No. 1 well. 

This latter f well is still being given 
great•attentipn due to the fact that 
it continues to 'make 25,000,000 feet 
of gas while eighteen feet of hole has 
been made during the past week. 
Great difficulty is being experienced 
due to the terrific pressure, it being 
necessary to use two stems to get 
down. The hardest* work is forcing 
water down with which to drill. 
' Other activities in the field are re-
ported from the Johnson No, 1 well 
on the, Sloan B lease, offsetting the 
Guaranty No. 1. They now being at 
2,400 feet and expecting an early 
completion. On the McCord tract, 
one mile west of the Stribling, the 
Taylor No. 1 well is down 500 feet, 
they having Cncountered a gas sand 
during the past week at this depth. 
The American Petroleum company, 
on the Brown tract, spudded in last 
week and have made fast time, being 
reported below 600 feet.

Purpose of Circular. 
The purpose of the circular is to

prime minister, Lloyd George, against 
the trade agreement afterward made 
by Great Britain and "the so-called 
Soviet government" of Russia. ' In 
doing so, Preeident Denisov informed 
the British premier that the,  power of 

the Bolsheviki was waning before 
the rising wave of popular indigna-
tion although it might be prolonged 
for a brief period by terror and 
bloodshed. No future legitimate Rus-
sian government will recognize and 
feel bound' by any agreement with 
the Bolsheviki, Mr. Denisov told the 
premier. 

The attitude of the members of 
this association of Russian business 
men on the subject of trade with 
Russia was set forth by Mr. Beeline 
as follows: "Realizing fully that the 
re-establishment of the world's econ-
omic equilibrium is impossible with-. 
out Russia, we feel at the same time 
that trade with the Bolsheviki will 
not, in the least, hasten Russian re-
entry into world economics. On the 
contrary, it 'would only render the 
word economic crisis more acute, 
since it would tend to' prolong the 
Bolshevist rule in Russia, and the 
country would Continue in a state of 
political and economic anarchy. 

"We join all the other elements of 
the Russian people in greeting the 
splendid attitude of the government 
and of the people of the United 
States towards the Bolshevist over-
tures. There is no possibility for any 
considerable trade with Russia, until 
Russia returns to normal political 
and economic conditions. In order to 
be able to buy, Russia must sell. If

"It may he said, and quite justly, 

that hi order to be able to re-estab-
lish production, Russia needs rolling 
stock and machinery from abroad. 
This very fact makes it necessary for 
Russia to return as quickly as pos-
sible to normal political conditions. 

"As soon as the Bolshevist tyranny 
is; overthrown and a stable demo-
cratic government appears in RliEl• 
sin, a government that will enjoy the 
confidence of the population and will 
have the right and the authority to 
sneak and act for the Russian nation, 
this government will establish the 
credit Russia needs in order to 
start anew. Only such a government 
will meet with the cqnfideme of the 
business and financial circlea 
abroad."

They ap-
peared to trust Sir John and confided 
to him that the empress was concealed 
in Deauville. He agreed to convey her

UNIVERSITY GIVES 207 
LOANS TO WORTHY PUPILS. 

Madison, Wis., April 16.—To aid 
needy students in earning their way 
through college 207 loans, totalling 
$11,141 were made last year by the 
regents of the University of Wiscon-
sin, from loan funds at their disposal. 
The loans averaged ;53 per person, 
and many Were just in time to save 
students from giving up their college 
course because of financial difficul-
ties. Lack of funds prevented loans to 
many other needy students. 

The university has twenty loan 
funds for this purpose, many of_them 
self-supporting students; Fifteen of 
them. totalling $15,000; may be loan-
ed out entirely and then be reloaned 
as the money is repaid by the recip-
ients. Fite of the loan funds, totalling 
$20,454 are trust funds whose income 
may be loaned out. One of these, the 
John A. Johnson fund, produced last 
year an income_ of $885 for student 
loans. 

Because of the increasing number 
of needy and wortny students who 
apply for small loans to aid in earn-
ing their way, the funds are at present 
far from adequate, and further funds 
are being sought f rum the alumni and 
friends of the university to endow new 
funds to add to the principal of ex-
isting funds.

BUDAPEST, April 16.—Austrians 
who did not see service. in the war 
are to be compelled to pay a special 
tax, the proceeds of which is to be 
devoted to the care of disabled Hun-
garian soldiers or the dependents of 
those who were killed in the war. 

Hungary has about 250,000 disab-
led fighting men and, including the 
orphans, widows and refugees, the 
government has to provide for more 
than 1,000,000 persons. This number 
is about one-eighth of the entire,pop-
ulation of Hungary. 

More than 4,000 families who fled 
from Transylvania when that section 
of Hungary was annexed to Rumania 
by. the peace treaty, still are in rail-
way cars in the yarious yards in this 
city. When one family manages to 
find rooms in Budapest, the vacated 
cars are immediately claimed by new-
ly arrived refugees. 

Through the, efforts of American 
welfare missions, about 76,000 chil-
dren are being fed in Budapest alone. 
Complete outfits of clothing have been 
distributed to them many times. 

OBREGON PLANS .1:0 
STOP GAMBLING. 

MEXICO CITY, April 16.—Gamb-
ling throughout the republic of Mexico 
will be stopped if a bill introduced in 
Congress at the instance of President 
Obregon becomes a law. The President 
has asked that the constitution he 
amended so as to give him ample 
powers to prevent and suppress gamb-
ling of all kinds.

BUSINESS MEN 
SEEK CAUSES 

OF SOCIAL ILLS 
• By Associated Press 

CHICAGO, April 16.—A committee 
of Chicago business men, in an effort 
to get at the root of the 'Causes of so-
eial disorder, crime, industrial anar-
chy and other present day ills, has 
established the Middle West division 
of the Boys' Club federation. 

International headquarters of the 
federation are in New York. Its aim 
is the promotion of supervised club 
work among boys, especially those of 
the under-privileged class, as a means 
of laying foundations of intelligent 
Americanism and building character 
for useful citizenship.. 

The-movement is strongly develop-
td in the East, but the Middle West 
and other sections of the country have 
been rarely touched by it..  

It is claimed by those interested in 
the movement that the supervised 
boys' club is the bat method yet del  
wised for getting, at the boys from 
ten to twenty years of age and coun-
teracting. the influence, of demoraliz-
ing agencies to be found in city life. 

Plana are being' made to strengthen 
existing boys' club work and to en-
courage the organization of new clubs 
in communities -where .•opportunity 
presents itself. The typical boys' club, 
approved by the federation, provides 
for recreational, physical and voca-
tional activities, frequently under 
some form of supervised self-govern-
4rent modeled,  upon the constitution-of 
the United StateS. .

MOVING SIDEWALKS 
PROPOSED IN PARIS 

PARIS, April 15.—To relieve con-
gestion on the sidewalks of the Paris 
boulevards it is proposed to construct 
a moving sidewalk under the street 
level and along the side of a new 
subway about to be built. Emile Des• 
vaux, the engineer who constructed 
the moving sidewalk at the world's 
fair in Paris, presented the idea to 
the municipal council. Desvaux's plan 
is to have a sidewalk moving at about 
five miles an hour with railings on 
which the 'pedestrians" might rest 
while being transported along forty 
fact underground. The scheme is be.

ATLANTIC FARMERS FORM 
CO-OPERATIVE ORGANIZATIONS 

International News Service 
NEW, YORK, April 16—Organiza-

%ion of co-operative marketing associ-
ations under the same plans adopted 
by the growers of the Pacific coast 
is being undertaken by farmers of the 
Atlantic coast states, according to J. 
F. Langner, adviser to many of the 
larger farmers' co-operative market-
ing associations on both coasts. 

Nine different groups of New York 
state farmers are now effecting or-
ganizations; while the Potato Grow-
ers of New Jersey are well. advanced 
in organization work. 

The Pacific coast system of co-op-
erative 'farm marketing has .been 
adopted by ,the egg producers of New 
Jersey in an effort, according to 
Langner, to compete successfully with 
the California, Oregon and Washing-
ton poultrymen who are shipping their 
goods to New York and commanding 
a premium in.the markets because of 
the quality and grading of their prod-
ucts. 

The:New Jersey organization plans 
a non-capital, non-profit. stock asso-
ciation and is retaining Aaron Sapiro, 
San Francisco attorney, as counsel. 

Commenting on the necessity for' 
the foNmation of Atlantic co-operative  

organizations ,for farmers, Langner 
said: 

"The farmers in nearby points to 
the New York market are now facing 
conditions of a more serious charac-
ter than any that have previously con-
fronted them. They formerly had 
first call on the New York, Philadel-
phia anti Boston markets. Now the 
Pacific coast is challenging, not in 
any casual way, but with the finest  

type of farmer organizations ever 
conceived, and with the highest prin-
ciples of merchandizing developed. 
The Pacific coast is shipping apples, 
eggs, -oranges and a thousand• differ-
ent farm products to the East and is 
selling its .products in competition 
with local growers. Such a condition, 
of course, cannot last. The growers 
either have to abandon their farms or 
meet this competition.
