DALLAS, April 16A,atest yet meager re-
ports from tornado-swept sections in Northeast-
ern Texas indicate the storm took at least seven 
lives there late yesterday in, Wood, Gregg, 
Cass and Bowie counties, passing later into Mil-
ler and Hemstead counties, Ark., where more 
than a score of persons are reported killed. 

A score of persons are reported injured in 
Texas fatalities, at Avinger, Case county, and 
one at Atlanta. 

Reports from Little Rock, Ark., state the 
death list is rapidly growing And may exceed fif-
ty in the total area affected. 

Texarkana reports eighteen known dead. 
Telephonic communication in the devastated 
area is paralyzed and relief parties are scouring 
the storm-stricken secions.

Border.

BRADY. April 1G.—The Frisco 
railroad will be extended from Brady 
or Menard to some point on the 
Mexitan border, thus giving Ranger-
direct connection with the Tampico 
oil fields, if plans mature at a meet-
ing to be held here May .6 to consider 
ways and means for the extension. 
The meeting has been called by the 
West Texas. Chamber of Commerce 
and it is expected that many persons 
will be here from various sections 
through which the proposed exten-
sion may pass. Four tentative routes 
have been selected and will probably 
be considered at the meeting. How-
ever, routes is not the real object for 
the conference, if plans mature this 
will be left to the railroad company. 
The primary eurpose is to consider 
right-of-ways, bonuses and other such 
details. If these can be supplied it 
is said here that the railroad is ready 
to start preliminary surveys. 	, 

Persons who are in touch with the 
situation from both angles say that 
the Frisco is strongly in favor of the 
extension provided satisfactory ar-
rangements can be made as to right-
of-ways, station grounds, bonuses 
'and other such necessary elements to 
railroad building. 

The most favored route if it is left 
to the- people will be from Menard 
to-Del Rio. This is also the shortest 
and most direct way to the border. 
It also has the added advantage of 
making a connection with a Mexican 
railway that is now building into that 
place. 

The Mexican railway is building 
through Monterey and will give di-
rect transportation from Del Rio to 
Tampico. 

If the route is selected Ranger 
will also have connection with the 
Mexican oil by virtue of the Haman 
rand. 

The extension has been agitated by 
Brady and Menard folks ,or yeare. 
and it is now thought certain that it 
will go through since the. country 
which it will traverse is. growing 
richer each year and offers some 
good business for the common earlier 
that taps it.

THRILLING ESCAPE

without warning. Mills clung to one 
side of the cab while Fireman Fair-
field clung to the other. Broken 
glass cut their faces and they were 
bruised and battered as they were 
whipped against parts of the locomo-
tive, and wreckage struck them about 
the face and body. 

"Two freight cars were picked out 
of the train," said Mills. "The loco-
motive rocked and nearly went over 
several times. Windows were torn 
from the passenger coaches and 
crashed over leasengers. Not a one 
of them was seriously hurt. It was 
miraculous. 

"All about us was wreckage and 
flying timbers. Those in the path had 
little warning and the tornado swept 
buildings to debris. 

"The storm ended almost as sud-
denly as it started." 

Mills and Fairfield pulled what 
was left of their train back to Nash-
ville. Several times they stopped to 
clear the track of wreckage.

jured and more than $1,000,000 prop-
erty was damaged. 

Latest unofficial reports indi-
cate the death toll as follows: 

Hemstead county, Ark., 37 
dead. 

Cass county, Texas, 11 dead. 
Miller county, Ark., 12 dead. 
The Arkansas towns of Dolph, 

Washington, Marlbrook, and Blev-
ins were reported practically de-
molished. 
A score of plantations were wiped 

out. 
Rescue parties toiled in the ruins 

searching for more victims and aid-
ing the injured. 

Indications were the death list 
would grow as rescuers reached out-
lying plantations. An entire family 
of six was reported killed on the 
Jones plantation, near Texarkana. 

Details of the storm were meager. 
Communication w a s demoralized. 
Pleas for help were received at Hope. 
All the doctors and nurses and hun-
dreds of citizens have left for the 
stricken area. Injured were being 
beonght here in autos and other ve-
hicles were carrying supplies into the 
stricken territory. 

Weeks will be required to get the 
roads cleared. Telephone and tele-
graph' lines were down. 

3 DIE AT ATLANTA, TEX.

ATLANTA, Texas, April 16.—Three 
persons are known to be dead and sev-
eral injured in the O'Farrell commun-
ity near here as a result of last night's 
tornado, according to reports here to-
day.

FOLLOWING WAR 

Bureau Says Agriculture Must 

Remain World's Greatest 

Basic Industry. 

SPerial in the Ti,,,,', 
DALLAS, April 16.-"The agricul-

tural problem must be settled on a 
basis of business rather than senti-
ment, and whatever may be the course 
and outcome of the period of recon-
struction we are now experiencing, ag-
riculture must remain the greatest 
basic industry in the world. But be-
fore agriculture can come into its own, 
before the foundations of our own 
country can be properly strengthened, 
before the attractions of rural life cap 
be improved-the farmer' must re-
ceive a reward commensurate with his 
effort and reiponsibility." 

I'he foregoing conclusion is drawn 
in an article discussing the present 
day agricultural problems and their 
relation to the general welfare of the 
nation just issued by the American 
Farm 'Bureau Federation. After dis-
cussing fully all phases of the prob-
lem a paragraph or two is devoted ,to 
"The New Farm Life," as follows: 

"Country life must be raised out of 
the monotony. It is not enough that 
a farmer should be able to make mon-
ey. His life should be personally sat-
isfactory. 
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Jazz withvariations will be the 
motto at the Firemen's benefit ball, 
set for Monday night, April 25.

"It is up to the farmer individually` 

and collectively to boost his business. 
Agriculture must be advertised. The 
American public must be sold on the 
business of farming. There are very 
few real advasitages or the city that 
cannot be brought to the moralist, but 
the basic, fundamental advantages of 
free life in God's open country can 
never be transplanted into the city ex:  
Ferirtiiiirliery-limited-  degree.  In the 
final analysis, the farmer has the up- 
iyer hand. Agriculture is the most 
stable of all industries. Wars may 
devastate, panics may bankrupt, mar-
kets may become stagnant, but the 
farmer continues to live more or less 
as usual."

The 
barriers between the city and farm 
life will be wiped out and the doors 
will be swung wide open. ',The future

amusements; the social side of rural 
life will receive more attention than 
formerly. 

"Although the world's immediate 
need for food is indeed serious, a broad 
consideration of the peeblem involves 
the matter of popularizing agricul-
ture and country life for ,all time to 
come. Such -a movement, if it is to be 
effective must be conducted unselfish-
ly, giving due consideration to each 
and every group and class that make 
uP our nation. Furthermore, it must 
be conducted along conservative lines. 
We must interest ourselves with put-
ting rural life on a more attractive 
and higher plane rather than depre-
ciating the real attractions of other 
society.

seen. In the course of a five-mile 
drive the' writer counted 200 in the 
fields and pastures. 

It is estimathd that fifty jackrab-
bits will consume as much vegetation 
as one full grown cow, and it is not 
hard to imagine what one cbw would 
do in a field if allowed to roam at 
will during the growing 'season, and 
rabbiti cannot be fenced out as is the 
case with cattle. 

Farmers do keep them out of their 
gardens by burying net wire for a 
aepth of a foot or more, but quite 
often they burrow under-it. 

Destructive Capacity. 
It is conservative to say that during the coming year the rabbit crop will 

do as much demise* in the fields as 
would 1,000 cows a allowed to roam,

BRADY, Texas, April 16.-Farmers 
and stockmen of 'this community are 
viewing the increased rabbit progeny 
with almost the same alarm as they 
aid the insweeping hordes of grass-
hoppers of" a few years ago, which 
left hundreds of fields bare by de-
stroying all vegetation as thdy came. 
Rabbits, always numerous, are in-
creasing in such numbers that they 
.ire on the verge of becoming a posi-
tive plague, and in the past year they 
have destroyed thousand of dollars' 
worth of growing vegetation, both on 
the farms and in the fields. 

Multiply Rapidly. 
One female-  rabbit will rear'perhaps 

a dozen offspring every twelve 
menths. and there is nothing to keep 
them from Multiplying -by the hun-
dreds. In the past the wolves and 
skunks could be depended upon to 
keep them down to .a minimum, but 
'1: recent years nearly every wolf has 
'been killed out of the county by the 
farmers and stockmen carrying om a 
ceaseless war against them. Now it 
appears as though the rabbits would 
take a greater toll than the wolves 
ever did, and at present there appears 
no feasible plan to rid the county of 
them. 

Every spring drives are organized 
and thousands are killed, but residents 
say that this does not seem to lessen 
their number. 

it Morning's Kill. 
Some idea of the enormous number 

of rabbits in the county may be 
gained by a story that has been veri-
fied. Victor Wolf, a farmer and 
stockman living on the edge of town, 
was plowing recently and his terrier 
was accompanying him. 'The dog 
went away and in the course of the 
forenoon laid ten dead rabbits at his 
master's feet. Curiosity, getting the 
Letter of Mr. Wolf he went to investi-
gate. He found that 'the dog had 
chased the animals into a hollow tree 
until it was so full no 'more could 
get in. However, he continued chas-
ing others and they would make for 
the same tree, but could only find 
room for their head and forequarters, 
thus falling an easy victim to the ter-
rier. Wolf, on cleaning out the hol-
low, killed three additional animals, 
making a total of thirteen for the 
morning.

Fears German Plotters. 
The president was anxious concern-

ing the safety cf the mil:tary and 
naval property. We knew enough 
about German plotting to feel the 
very real cause for this anxiety. 
There were thousands ,of aliens in 
the United States, none of whom 
could be interned legally unless or 
until war was declared. What might 
happen under the provocation to al-
ien sentiment which had beengiven 
in severing relations with Germany 
none of us could tell; but el): musty

precautions. 

Orders were immediately sent to 
every naval and military plant and 
station in the United States, Hawaii, 
Alaska, Guam and the Philippines. to 
bar all visitors and to strengthen 
guards. The guard for the Panama 
canal was doubled. 

The publication of the .movement 
of naval vessels and of the daily or-
ders to naval officers was discon-
tinued, in order to prevent informa-
tion of a nature useful to, the poten-
tial enemy reaching Gernian ears. 

The ships we had maintained along 
the coast to enforce neutrality regie 
lotions were increased in number, and 
this consideration for our own safety 
and a virtual coast patrol was estab-
lished. 

Wilson Keeps Close Watch. 
The President watched every step 

during these days with closest atten-
tion. He was not satisfied with gen-
eral reports on what was being done. 

The Monday following. the break 
in• diplomatic relations he appeared 
suddenly in my office., I was '.and at 
work on plans,' repor. -`end orffers. I 
told him what I had doneiand what I 
was doing. 

He suggested we go together to the 
war department. The secretary of 
war was there, and the three of us 
spent a long session in discussing the 
s'..tuation. 

Some of the things the President 
said to us are indelibly impressed up-
op my memory. 

He told us the breach in diplomatic 
relations did not necessarily mean 
war, but it brought us' so close to the 
possibility we must put our house in 
order and be- ready for any emer-
gency. 
. He was concerned about the per-
sonnel in our respective lepertments. 

"Each of you must surround your-
selves with the ablest men you have," 
he said, and, turning to me, he asked 
whether I felt that my immediate ad-
visers-the chief of naval operations, 
the chiefs of bureaus and the officers 
in important commands afloat-were 
the right ones to retain in .these po-
sitions. 

"Get and Keep the Best." 
"They are the best in the navy," I 

told him. ' 
He asked the same question of Sec-

retary Baker, and he ,replied that hie 
men knew their jobs, and were going 
ahead with them. Some were neces-
sarily slated for early retirement, but 
to anticipate this, he thought, would 
be unwise, occasioning needless alarm 
and disturbing morale. 

The President listened intently to 
us, and reiterated his desire that only' 
the ablest, most alert and energetic 
men should be put in places of re- 
sponsibility.

As a result of this dispatch we knew 
s ery quickly precisely where we :rood 
and were able to meet promptly and 
effectively the conditions which re-
quired attention and remedy. 

Events Move Rapidly. 	• 
After the cabinet meeting of March 

20, when decision was reached that 
congress should be asked 'to declare 
war, things moved with increasing 
rapAiddimte. 

Admiral Mayo had notified me that 
he planned to bring his gunnery exer-
cises and maneuvers to an end by 
April 5, and to start north •for home 
waters. , We were anxious to inter-
fere as little as possible with the im-
portant practice work off Cuba, but 
when it was settled beyond reason-
able doubt that we were to become a 
belligerent, we decided to call the 
Atlantic fleet northward at once. So, 
following the -March 20 meeting, I 
dispatched an order which headed the 
fleet for Hampton roads.

by Admiral Benson, chief of naval 
operations, I attended a meeting of 
the general board of the navy, and 
asked the board, in the name of the 
President, to draft at once recom-
mendations for some means more ef-
fective than that of armed guards for 
pretecting American shipping enter-
ingInEruerporey,anthpeobrtosa.

And now I want to give ou' a 
document which has never: been 
printed before, it is the text of the  

mobilization plan sent bo:every com-
mander of fleets or vessels and to ev- 
ery district commandant. The ar- 
rangements were so complete in ev-
ery detail, and every commander and 
official knew so well what to do, that 
it was necessary when war was de- 
clared only to telegraph them to 
mobilize in accordance with this 
plan-and mobilization was accomp-
lished in a few hours. Here is the 
document: ,

5. Order of ships in divisions 
as well as details of organiza-
tion not otherwise provided for 
shall be prescribed by the com-
mander-in-chief, or, in case of 
vessel's assigned 'toe • naval dis-
tricts, by commandants of naval 
districts. 

6. The following rendezvous 
are designated -'for mobilization 
in. case of war in ithe Atlantic:

7. Plans shall be developed by 
all officers concerned to provide 
for the utmost expedit;cn and se 
efficiency of enobnatiou. 

8. The assignment of .a vessel 
to a navy yard for fitting out 
shall not be construed as an or-
der for that vessel to proceed to 
the yard designated to strip and 
fit out, but as an, order to call on 
no 'other than that yard for aid 

I in fitting out for war service, 
except by permission of navy de-
partment. The principal mission 
of each vessel shall be to arrive 
at its designated rendezvous or 
at its war station ready for war 
service in the shortest possible 
time'. The secondary mission of 
each vessel, in case vessels are 
ordered "to strip' ship, shall be to 
store its surplus supplies, equip-
ment and material resulting 
from stripping. ship at the navy 
yard assigned on, the mobiliza-
tion Sheet. The method of ac-
complishing these missions is left 
to the joint 'diecretion of the 
commandants oe flag officers or 
commanding officers concerned. 
Vessels shall not-strip unless or-

, dered to do .so when mobiliza-
tion is ordered. 

9. When the requirements of 
vessels as to personnel, material, 
facilities, or repairs, in fitting 
out for war • service, conflict, 
they shall be given precedence in 
the alphabetical order of their 
assigned precedence letters. 

Must Report Promptly 
10. Upon s teceipt of message 

"Alnav availebility," report shall 
be made immediately to the de-
partment by the officer desig-
nated on the mobilizat'on sheet 
of the estimated earliest date 
when' each vessel could be' reade 
in all respects; so far as ma-
terial is concerned, for war pur-
poses. These report§ shall, for 
each vessel, ,consist of name of 
vessel and date. The message 
"Alum, -availability" calls for a 
report, but should never be con-
strued as an order to take any 
steps whatever: toward mobiliza-
tion. 

11. Gomments. and sugges-
tions useful in perfecting and 
mobilization plan of tlined in the 
mobilization sheets and, in this 
lead are requested. 

12. Acknowledge, _this letter 
by radio or wire. 	, • 
As a matter of fact the diafting 

and issuance of this mobilization pro- 
gramme had been anticipated in the 
navy department by almost a year. 
It was immediately after the sinking 
of the 'Sussex--on April 27, 1916, 
to be 'specific--that a mobilization 
plan was first sent to the fleets. This 
was "Reference (a)" the destruc- 
tion of which is ordered above. The 
thrilling days of the Sussex crisis- 
which carried us to the very brink of 
war and were more thrilling for us in 
Washington than the general public 
knew-make a story in themselves 
which I intend to tell.

It is just possible that the state de-
partment's lack of interest in O'Cal-
enghan's case was prompted' by the 
fact that his complexion was more 
nearly that of a political agitator than 
a political refugee. 

.Now Secretary Davis of the depart-
ment of labor has ruled that the erst-
while "able -seaman," who became 
over night, an inspired apostle of 
Irish severance from British rule, 
having entered this country as an 
elien sailor, must leave it as he came. 

This is as it should be, PROVIDED 
THE RULING IS CARRIED OUT. 

Otherwise the farce continues. 
One of the prime obligations of a 

political refugee is that he conduct 
imself as such. 
He should show by his actions that 

he is a bona-fide refugee, and not a 
Political propagandist whose activities 
are calculated to place in jeopardy the 
peace and welfare of the country 
where he finds asylum. 

This obligation Mr. O'Callaghan has 
not met. 

But to ascribe to Mr. O'Callaghan's 
native cleverness• the adroit manner 
e. which he has "put it over" our 
astute government officials would be 
to withhold due meed of praise from 
those actors in the drama whose 
genius has been employed from be-
hind the scenes; those "prompters" in 
the wings, off stage, who are mainly 
concerned in maintaining the box-of-
eve receipts, wheah in this case is 
theemount to keeping at flood tide 
t 'c'n't •ve of hatred against England.

MAN MAKES OWN 
DISEASES, SAY 
U. S. EXPERTS 
WASHINGTON, April 16-Many 

of the diseases that afflict man may 
almost be said to be made by him, 
says the U. S. public health service, 
for they are spread almost altogether 
by his disregard of the simplest rules 
of sanitary living. 

Typhoid fever, for instance, is 
spread by the contamination of 
water, milk and food by human filth 
which 'has been run into rivers or 
wells or left exposed for flies to 
carry to the kitchen or dining room, 
or which even more disgustingly, is 

'carried to food directly from soiled 
hands. 

Hookworm. disease and' other in-
testinal diseases are spread, to some 
extent at least, by the states which al-
low road-building gangs to work un-
der conditions which often compel 
them to scatter pollution to be car-
ried by flies to their own kitchens or 
to be ground into the soil to be picked 
up by the bare feet of children. 
Practically all hookworm 'disease is 
due to soil polletion. 

Malaria, too, is often spread by 
the ignorance and carelessness with 
which mosquito-breeding places are 
created or disregarded. Borrow-pits, 
dug to obtain stone for road work 
and other needs and left to •fill with 
water, furnish homes for thousands 
of wigglers, culverts ipiproperly 
placed produce pools that ale equally 
prolific; ditches that are clogged and 
never cleared out are popular-and 
populous; railroad and other embank-
ments that stop or check the flow of 
water create conditions that are ideal 
-from -the Mosquito Poiet, eif. view. 

Dr. T. F. Abercrombie, health offi-
cer of Georgia, has suggested that 
the convict and other gangs who 
work along the roads be required to 
fill up borrow-pits, place culverts 
properly, clean ditches, and attend to 
other small but important details 
that any man can do and that will de-
prive the mosquito of many of her 
breeding places. 

To accomplish this along the roads 
is more important than it may seem, 
for a mosquito hatched at the road-
side does not have to wander in 
search of food; all she has to do is 
to wait for food to come to her. 
Moreover, if 'she is of an anopheline 
species, which spreads malaria, 'she 
has excellent chances both to acquire 
the malaria germs and to pass them 
along. Until she bites someone who 
has the disease, her bite, thought no 
more pleasant than that of any other 
mosquito, is not any more dangerous. 
But a single malaria patient, driv-
ing along a ditch-bordered, mosquito-
infested road, may provide hundreds' 
of the insects with germs which they 
may pass on to every traveller along 
that road. 

Dr. Abercrombie, by making the 
roads of Georgia safe for man, may 
materially reduce the malaria azard 
of the state,, and, according to the 
public health service, his example de-
serves -to be followed. 

STATE CAPITAL NOTES. 

Gov. Pat M. Neff continues his pol-
icy of strict economy. He refused to 
allow the board of control to refur-
nish the executive office as provided 
re a resolution passed at the regular 
session of the legislature. However, 
Mrs. Espa Stanford, assistant secre-
tary to the governor, said she thought 
he would permit the refurnishing 
when "times became normal." 

Governor Neff has accepted two in-
vitations to deliver commencement ad-
dresses this year. He will speak at 
the Agricultural and Mechanical col-
lege at College Station, Texas, on 
May 24. and at Howard Payne college, 
at Brownwood, Texas, on May 25. 

Mrs. Pat Neff holds open house at 
the governor's mansion every Thurs-
day afternoon. The popularity of 
these events is attested to by the 
number of guests on a recent Thurs-
day afternoon. Although a heavy rain 
fell in Austin all day, more than 1.000 
nersons called at the mansion during 
the afternoon. Many were delegates 
to a Baptist convention.

CAMPECHE BANKS OFF

YIELDING MANY FISH

catches of deep sea fish are being 
taken at the Campeche Banks fishing 
grounds, according to skippers of 
fishing smacks returning from the 
'Mexican coast. Great schools of red 
snapper, grouper and June fish are 
reported the length of the banks. 

The Campeche Banks, far from be-
according to local fisheries officials, 
ing "played out" as a fishing ground, 
are becoming more productive with 
age. Last year one fleet of six 
smacks brought into Galveston a 
Wel of 1,082,000 pounds of red 
strapper, grouper and June fish, and 
points as far distant as California, 
Chicago and Ohio received their 
quotas of deep water fish drom the 
Gulf of Mexico.

CENSUS SHOWS 
PARIS GAINS 

40,000 SOULS 
PARIS, April 16.—Corrected fig-

ures for •the census recently taken in 
this city giving the population of 
four-fifths of the French capital, show 
there has been a healthy growth since 
1911, in spite of the loss of life dur-
ing the war. The wards for which the 
figures have been published have in-
creased in population by 22,000 and it 
is estimated that complete figures for 
the city will show the population has 
grown at least 40,000, as• the densest 
population of Paris is found in wards 
for which there is as yet no report 
available. 

Partial returns for two sections of 
the department of the Seine, which 
comprise the closest suburbs of Paris, 
indicate a substantial increase of 
152,000 since 1911. The most dense-
ly populated district is found in Le-
vallois-Perret, northwest of the city, 
and the center of the automobile in-
dustry. There are 72,000 residents 
of this district. Rungis, a southern 
suburb, has 270 inhabitants and has 
increased only seven in population in 
the past ten years.
