EX-AISERIN
OF CERMANY
DIED TODAY

Former Empress Augusta Vic-
toria Had Been Ill Long
Time in Holland.

By United Press.

DOORN, Holland, April 11.—The
former empress of Germany, ‘Augusta
Victoria, died here coday at 6 a. m.

Warned by the long illness' of the
kaiserin, most members of her family
were at Doorn, when death occurred.

The empress was a victim of heart
trouble. The illness was aggravated
by worries over the world war and
the kaiser’s flight into Holland in
the fall of 1918.

The funeral will be held at Pots-
dam, where the empress reigned for
thirty years. The body will be taken
there Wednesday, after preliminary
services here tomorrow. Only mem-
bers of the family will attend the
ceremonies in the chapel here.

It has not been decided as yet
whether the kaiser can accompany
the remains to Potsdam. }

It would be his first visit [there
since 1918.
will make the journey.

HAD BEEN ILL LONG.

NEW YORK, April 11.—The for-
mer Kaiserin Augusta Victoria had
been ailing greatly during the war.
The fate that overtook the reigning
family, and especially her husband’s
and her own exile, had the effect of
50 preying on her mind that her heart
became afifected. She had a stroke of
heart failure on November 17, since
when her condition became practically
hopeless. She grew weaker and weak-
er, and a week after her seizure she
knew she would not live much longer.
Her earnest request was that she be
buried in Germany. :
Auguste Victoria, who was sixty-
two when she-died, came of one of
the collateral branches of the Haps-
burgs of Austria, and was grandniece
by marriage o the late Queen Vic-
toria of Great Britain. She was born
a Princess of Schleswig-Holstein of
the Austenburg branch, her .fathexz
having been Duke Frederick = of
Schleswig and her mother the Princ-
ess Adelheid of Hohenlohe—Langen-
burg. Her father died when she was
a child, and she became a ward of
Prince Christian, her uncle, who mar-
vied the Princess Helena, a daughter
of Queen Victoria ¢ England. 3
It was through . this relaponshlp
that she came to have an Epghsh edu-
cation, for the young Princess Au-
guste Victoria went with her uncle
and aunt to England and lived there
at Cumberland Lodge. She was taken
into the intimate entourage gf Queen
Victoria and might have continued her
life in England, possibly marrying one
of the English royal house, had it not
been for a visit she paid to her home
at Prikenau, in Silesia, where she had
gpent her earlier girlhood.

It has been said by diplomats and
attendants 'at the court of Berlin that
the character ¢ Empress Victoria was
all that saved her husband’s war-
crazed mind from lapsing into a state
of insanity. After the ex-kaiser abdi-
cated the throne and sought refuge in
Holland, Empress Victoria constantly
visited him at Amerongen, and finally
went to live at Doorn, in Holland,
when he removed thither.

Throughout the World War the em-
press devoted her life to the German
people. She was constantly with the
troops at the front and became con-
spicuous by her disregard of 'danger.
She visited the haspitals daily, car-
rying tobacco, cigarettes and flowers
to the wounded. and often wrote and
posted letters for them.

In her spare time the empress knit-
ted sweaters and ‘requently invited,
large numbers of officers and men.to

GARNER SAYS
DIVIDE TENAS
INTO5 STATES

Uvalde Congressman Suggests
East, West, North, South
and Central.

WASHINGTON, April 11.—Pro-
ponents of the plan to divide Texas
today found a strong endorser in
Congressman John N. Garner of
Uvalde, dean of the Texas congres-
sional delegation, and chairman of
the Texas house caucus.

Mr. Garner, however, strongly de-
murred from the plan to divide Texas
into two states. - He emphatically
urged that Texas be diyided into five
commonwealths as provided for in
the enabling act of the law admitting
Texas into the union.

Garner’s reasons for the division
of Texas were: ;

It is too large and unweildy to
continue to form one political unit
and it will grow more unweildy as its
population grows and its resources
developed. .

"It will continue to grow more dif-
sficult to obtain the best men for
state offices, for the reason that it
is so large that no one but a vich
man can make a race for state of-
fices.

Five self-sustaining states could be
formed, each building a constitution
to suit. its own needs,, edch legislat-
ing according to its best interests,
whereas at present interests are so
dissimilar that certain sections feel
that they are continually being dis-
criminated against. " ;i

Ten U. S. Senators.

Nationally, the power of the :gov-
ernment lies in the United States
senate. The division of Texas would
give it ten United States senators in-
stead of two.

“T would name  the states East
Texas, West Texas, North Texas,
South Texas and Central Texas,” Mr.
Garner said. ‘Never would I con-
sent to the name of Texas being
taken from any: of them. Texas
would be left—the Texas of glorious
heritage. All would continue to
worship at the shrine of the Alamo
and San Jacinto. But it would be a
practical meeting of  a prac’-‘;lcal
proposition. Texas is too large.”

Garner’s statement, which in view
of his prominence not only in Texas
but throughout the nation is certain
to attract much attention, was made
in commenting on the recent agita-
tion for a new state in the western
part of Texas. It is definitely known
here that Mr. Garner has no ambi-
tion for one of the eight senatorships
that wouid be made available by a
five-state division. He has repeated-
ly refused to stand, for the senate
from Texas when offered strong sup-
port, and has stated that when'he re-
tires from the house he wishes to go
back to private life.

It is also known that Mr. Garner
has roughly sketched the borders of
the five states, examined their re-
sources and confirmed his belief that
each has sufficient resources to sup-
port a state government. The 1past
populous of the states he 0ut}n]ed
would have more than a half million

Would Develop Rapidly.

TENNESSEE COVERNOR GETS 0.K.
ONWAY HE CERTIFIED WOMEN'S
VOTE WAS RATIFED BY STATE

NASHVILLE, April 11.—The Ten-
nessee supreme court Saturday sus-
tained the legality of the process by
which Gov. Roberts certified to the
federal state department the ratifica-
tion of the woman suffrage 'amend-
ment- by the state legislature. "The

Justice Lansden in issuing the writs
under which the governor acted.
The motion to quash writs, issued
by the chief justice of the supreme
court of Tennessee, seeking to pre-
vent the certification of the Tennes-
see legislature’s action on the ratifi-
cation of the nineteenth, or suffrage,
amendment to the constitution of the
United States, including C.' Runcie
Clgments of Nashville, who filed their
original bilk against the governor, A.
H. Roberts; the secretary of state,
Ike B. Stevens; the speaker of the
senate, A. L. Todd, and the speaker
of the house, Seth M. Walker, on
Aug. 21, 1920. The bill set forth
alleged facts in connection with
ratification of the federal suffrage
amendment, which it was' claimed
was in violation of the state constitu-
tion, a provision prohibiting action by
the general assembly on any amend-
ment to the federal constitution un-
less such general assembly  should
have been elected after the submis-
sion of such amendment. 'The peti-
tioners prayed that each official be
enjoined from taking any steps to
proclaim, declare or certify the adop-
tion of the suffrage amendment by
the general assembly, then in special
session, and from taking any affirma-
tive action with reference to the al-
leged illegal action of the special ses-
sion which undertook to ratify the
amendment. The bill was filed in
chancery court of this county and a
fiat for a preliminary injunction was
obtained.
Amended Bill Filed.

An amended and supplemental bill
was filed Aug. 23 against the same
defendants, individually and in_ their
official character, and also against
the clerks of the two houses of the
legislature. In the supplemental bill
certain additional alleged illegal acts
were set forth.” Circuit Judge Lang-
ford issued a fiat for:'the writs of
injunction as prayed in the supple-
mental  bill.

No answer or other pleadings were
ever filed to the bills, nor was any,
hearing ever had before the chancel-
lor or before Judge Langford,

A petition for certiorari and super-
sédeas was presented on'the night of
Aug. 23 by certain of the defendants
to D. L. Lansden, chief justice of the
Tennessee supreme court, at his resi-
dence, and after hearing argument
by Frank M. Thompson, state attor-
ney general, the chief justice issued
a fiat. S gt

The attorney general on- the-fol-
lowing  morning advised - Governor
Roberts that the action of the chief
justice left the entire matter open.
He also advised the governor that it
was his power, and duty to certify
the legislature’s action on the suf-
frage amendment to Washington as
having been duly performed.

“Thereupon,” it was alleged, “a
certificate of some sort was executed
by the defendants Roberts and Stev-
ens and sent by Stevens to the secre-
tary of state at Washington,” the re-
sult being that two days later, Aug.
26, Secretary Colby of the depart-
ment of state at Washington pro-
claimed ratification of the suffrage
amendment by -the necessary num-
ber of states, Tennessee being the
thirty-sixth state. The amendment
thus became a part of the constitu-
tion of the United States.

Allegations Made.

The complainants, Clements and
others, during December, 1920, filed
a motion before the Tennessee su-
preme court to dismiss and quash
the writs of certiorari and super-
sedeas granted by the chief justice
because the application for the writs
was made and the writs issued with-
out notice to opposing counsel, or
without excuse for such failure to
give notice, constituting a violation
of rule 10 of the Tennessee supreme
court, and further, that a member of
the supreme court as without juris-
diction to grant the writs.
