WILSON VETOES
BILL REDUCING
ARMY STRENGA

WASHINGTON, Feb. 5.—President
Wilson today vetoed a resolution passed
by congress reducing the strength of the
United States army to 175,000.

“I regret that T am not able to see in
the condition of the world at large or in
the needs of the United States any such
charge as’ would justify the restriction
upon that minimum which is proposed by
the house joint resolution,” the president
declared in this veto message, the text of

which follows :

“To the house of representatives. 1 re-
turn herewith, without my' approval.
house joint resolution No. 440, direct-
ing the secretary of war to cease en-
listing men in the rngul:n' army of the
United 7!4((' except in cases of those

men who have already \1‘1\((] one or more
enlistments therein. p
“The text of the joint resolution dis-
closes that its purpose is to cause a dis-
continuance of enlistments in the regular
army until the number of enlisted men
shall not exceed 175.000. No provision
is made in the resolution for the preser-
vation of any proportionate strength in
combatant corps of the army and a mere
discontinuance of enlistments would for
a long time preservve the staff corps dis-
proportionately enlisted and the combat-
ant corps insufficiently manned to main-
tain the instruction and training which
pught to be assumed if an army of 175,
000 is to be efficient in proportion to
its aggregate strength.
