Supply of Oil Is
Ample For Years, of

(Gasolne Uncertaip

By United Press.

NEW YORK, Jan. 1.—If the na-
tion’s dwindling oil resources force
restrietive use of gasoline automo-
biles will be hit first, it is asserted
by Dr. W. F. Schaphorst, of Newark,
N. J., in a report upon oil burning
prepared for-the official journal of
the American Chemical society.

“Because of the growth in oil pro-
duction,” says the report. “it can
now be safely’ said that even pur-
chasers of motor cars need fear no
cessation of oil supply, and prospec-
tive users of fuel oil in chemical and
industrial plants need no-longer ask
each other the usual question; ‘Will
it pay us to convert over to oil burn-
ing? Will the supply of oil be ek-

ment back?’

“Those who have made a study of
the matter declare that the supply
of oil is ample for hundreds of
yvears. There are 15,000,000 auto-
mobiles in the United States, all of
them using as much gasoline as they
want.

“If vrestrictions are aver to be
made” anywhere, gasoline’ supply to
the automobile field will surely be
curtailed before the essential indus-
tries are touched. The chemiecal in-
dustry is, of course, an essential in-
dustry.”

WASHINGTON, Jan. 1.—World
economie, forces set'in motion pro-
mise almost universal peace, prosper-
ity, higher standards of living and
less idleness in 1925, Secretary|
of Commerce Hoover said in a new
year’'s message today.

Secretary . of Treasury Mellon’s
prediction that this will be the most
prosperous year since the world war
was supported by Hoover, Secretary
of Labor Davis and Secretary of In-
terior Works in New Year messages
to the nation.

“The year begins with the eco-
nomic structure.of the world upon a
more solid foundation than since
1913,” Hoover said. “The only ex-
ceptions are China, disrupted by civil
war, and Russia.”

“The dawn of a new year could
not be more reassuring or promis-
ing,” Works said. “The old year was
epochal in the nation’s history. It
was marked by a national political
battle in which the American people
expressed confidence in their institu-
tions and repudiated theories of radi-
calism.”

‘“Business genius and skilled crafts-
men of American are ‘progressing in
living,” from. elbow room to houses
of their own. Good roads and the
automobile are enabling millions of
city workers to live in their own
homes in the city suburbs, further
adding to activity,” Secretarys Works
