Gas and Sand Make 
Santa Anna Place 

for Glass Works 
Special to The Times. 

SANTA ANNA, July 19.—Efforts will 
be made to have a glass manufacturing 
plant here. Millions of tons of very high 
test glass sand are found in the Santa 
Anna mountains near town, some of 
which is now being shipped to glass 
making plants in Wichita Falls and 
Texarkana. 

The sand when assayed shows silica 
99.53 per cent ; ferric oxide, .18 per cent ; 
alumina, .09 per cent ; alkalies, .07 per 
cent. The sand mountains are surround-
ed by large gas wells, one of which is 
making 2,000,000 feet. None of these 
gassers has yet been utilized for factories 
tb make glass. Much of the mountainous 
country northwest from Santa Anna con-
tains .billions of tops of this sand, all 
of which would be near the gas wells. 

The West Texas Chamber of Com-
merce is now seeking to interest capital-
ists and glass manufacturing concerns 
to undertake enterprises here. Santa 
Anna is on a direct railway to Galveston 
and San Francisco, permitting of quick 
routes for transportation of finished 
glass products. 

STATE WATERWORKS ASSN.

AUSTIN, July 19.—The annual con-
ventiou of the Texas Water Works as-
sociation  is being held in Austin today 
and tomorrow. The meeting is under the 
auspices of the bureau of sanitary en-
gineering of the state board of health. 

Co-operating with that bureau are the 
bureau of government research of the 
University of Texas, the League of Tex-
as Municipalities, and other civic organi-
zations of the state.

SOVIET PARTY 
LONDON, July 19.—An attempt will 

he made to form a Communist party in 
England Aug. 1, at the national conven-
tion of "left wing" socialist amid indus-
trial Organizations. Socialist bodies of  
the extreme left have been holding "unity 
conferences" intermittently fel- several 
months with that end in view. - 

The invitations to the convention point 
out that three points are considered cardi-
nal by the promoters, the dictatorship of 
the proletariat, the soviet system, and 
adhesion to the third inteenationale. 

The direct promoters of the conven-
tion are the British Socialist party, the 
anti-war majority section of which was 
once theSocial Democratic party ; the 
Workers' Socialist federation, composed. 
of Miss Sylvia Pankhurst's followers ; 
and the communist unity group of the 
Socialist Labor party. The Socialist 
Labor party has not signified its inten-
tion to participate in the convention. 

A great deal of discussion has arisen 
over theattitudethepowerful Labor 
party may take toward the convention. 
The British Socialist Labor party is af-
filiated with the Labor party, but the 
Workers Socialist federation and the com-
munist unity group have refused to be 
connected with it, and the Labor party 
itself so far  has made no official pro-
nouncement concerning the proposed con-
vention. 

There is a difference of opinion among 
the political groups as to whether the 
convention will succeed in forming a Com-
munist party with a following sufficiently 
large to give it any considerable influ-
ence, but it is considered virtually cer-
tain that as a result of the convention 
there will be a  big re-adjustment and re-
grouping of socialist bodies to correspond 
to irreconciliable differences of policy,

Members of the sanitary committee in 
their efforts to co-operate fully with the 
authorities have agreed to make inspec-
tions once or twice a week and to inn-
niediately investigate any complaints 
against filthy premises -and report to - the 
health authorities. Prosecutions Will be 
made against all owners or occupants of 
premises who refuse or neglect to keep 
their premises in a sanitary condition. 

Commendation has been given the po-
lice and other officers in the clean-up 
campaign for the way in which they have 
enforced the law. The action of the city 
health officer and sanitary inspector in 
providing for water tests and licensing 
water haulers was also commended. 

W. J. Rourke, chairman of the com-
mittee said that there were only  a  few 
cases of typhoid in the city at the present 
time, but that this was the season of the 
year when the health of the city must be 
closely guarded and that every precaution 
must be taken against epidemics. 

CHICAGO, July 19.—The first grand 
council for more than a year of the execu-
tives, general chairmen and general com-
mitteemen of the sixteen recognized 
brotherhoods opened here today. The 
conned is assembled to pass upon the 
wage awards which the railroad labor 
board has announced it will make pnblie-
tomorrow. Approximately 1,000 union 
officials are present at the council. 

According to union rules, all wage in-
crease questions must be submitted to 
a referendum of the members. It was 
pointed out today, however, that the 
grand council was called to "consider and 
pass upon the awards," so it is not known 
whether or not the award will be sub-
mitted to a referendum. 

A referendum vote requires more than 
a month and if the award is considered 
favorable it is understood that the coun-
cil will vote to have it go into immediate 
effect without waiting for the - vote of the 
membership. 

The railroad workers, numbering near-
ly 2,000,000, ask increases totaling a bil-
lion dollars. The demands range frorri 
25,3 per cent increase for shopmen to a 
66.4 per cent increase for maintenance 
of way employes. 

According to information secured Sun-
day the award will grant an increase- of 
20 per cent to the highest paid group  of 
workers—enginemen, conductors and fire-
men—and 27 per cent to the lowest paid 
group----the shopmen, trackmen and help- 
ers. 	• 

Both W. G. Lee and S. H. Heberling, 
representing switching organizations, are 
said to be among the bitter opposers of 
the awards, which it is understood will 
be handed down. But they are working 
with others to prevent hasty action ba 
the railroad men. 

Heberling said : "This conference  is 
looked upon as the most vital conference 
of associated railway crafts. You know 
we are not bound to accept the awards 
of the labor board. The Eseh-Cummins 
bill does not make the award compulsory. 
Neither workers nor railroads are forced 
to accept the rulings,  I  should not like 
to. see a general strike called, as it would 
tie up the country in twenty-four hours, 
and in forty-eight horn's industries would 
be forced to close." 	- 

John Grunau said his union considers 
awards should be acted upon by  separate 
recognized unions.

MILWAUKEE 
PREPARED AS 

OCEAN PORT 
MILWAUKEE, Iuly 10.—Passage  of 

the measure to open the Great Lakes 
Waterways to ocean navigation will find 
Milwaukee prepared to become an ocean 
port, according to Phil A. Grau, busi-
ness manager of the Milwaukee Associ-
ation of Commerce. 

"No change in improvement program 
for the' Milwaukee harbor will be neces- 
sary to prepare for ocean tonnage," Mr_ 
Gran said. "For nine years, or since the 
organization of the Milwaukee Harbor 
commission, the harbor improvement 
schedule has been such as meets all ee-
qtirementa for every variety of ocean ton-
nage. Milwaukee commerce and industry 
long ago has seen that the opening o: 
the Great Lakes waterways to ocean nav-
igation is one of the inevitable matters 
of ,the future, however distant, 

"Milwaukee is already favored with 
one of the beat harbors in existence. de-
signed on lines that meet all requirements 
for ocean tonnage. Shippers save .much 
time through the terminal setgice, and 
much transfer expense. - The differential 
on coal alone in the Milwaukee harbor 
is about five cents per ton. 

"Milwaukee, like many other lake 
ports, already has marine interests equal 
to most of the ocean ports as regards 
both facilities and tonnage handling. 

"If foreign shipments from the Great 
Lakes region could be started by water 
instead of being jammed through railroad 
traffic to reach the seaboard, 30 to 40 
per cent of the present traffic load could 
be taken off the railroads and the rail-
roads still be kept employed to their ca-
pacity in handling domestic commerce 
which otherwise have been held up." 

BOLSHEVIKI 
SEIZE HARVEST 

IN LITHUANIA 
By Associated Press 

WARSAW, July 19.—The Poles 
are wthdrawing to the south-south-
west from the railway junction of 
Lida, which has been occupied by the 
Bolsheviki. The Bolshevik sweep 
across Lituania gave them a rich har-
vest as they are occupying thousands 
of acres of grain and hay in  stacks. 

The Polish population is fleeing 
and the roads are jammed wth peas-
ants, livestock, vehicles, household 
goods. Food in the Bieleostock ware-
houses, placed there by the American.  
Relief association to feed children, 
is being shipped to a safer place and 
refugees are being removed. 

The Poles say the retreat is orderly 
and according to plans. The railroads 
change from Russian broad gauge to 
standard gauge at Lida and this is 
hampering the Russian advance. 

RICE PROFITEERS 
HAVE ROUGH SAILING 

WHEN PRICES DROP 
HONGKONG, July V.—Hongkong 

has been stocked with rice bought for 
export and held for a rise in prices even 
during the rice shortage, which has' be-
come serious in some cities of southern 
China and other parts of the Orient. 
The manager of a big commercial firm 
here eatunated that there was more than 

'$10,000,000 worth of Saigon "long" rice 
stored in Hongkong. 

Recently the price fell rapidly and 
dealers and exporters found themselves 
loaded up with rice while the banks were 
pressing for the payment of bills. Japan 
was not able to buy owing to the tight-
ness of her money market and it was 
stated that America, ordinarily one of 
the largest buyers of rice in this market, 
has ceased to purchase be-cause she had 
obtained a sufficient supply. The Daily 
Press stated that about 75 per cent of 
the rice exported from Hongkong goes 
to Cuba but that Cuba's supply had been 
purchased direct from the producers in-
stead of the Hongkong middle man. 

There were food riots in Shanghai in 
the latter part of June owing to the high 
prices of rice there. At one time there 
was only a four day's supply of rice 
available in Shanghai, 

MERKEL DRILLER SENECALFSE ARE 

KILLED; CAUGHT "IVVIZTTRKS 
IN BULL WHEEL

MERKEL, July 19.—j, L. Tye, driller

# 	LATE BULLETINS Shippers Held 
Responsible for 

Car Shortage 
Special to The Times. 

SWEETWATER, July 19—Stock cars 
ordered by stoekmen, placed by railroads 
and then not in use because of sudden! 
declines in cattle prices, is causing con-
siderable inconvenience and loss to rail-
roads and is generally depriving other 
stock shipping sections of the requisite 
number of cars, according to a repre-
sentative of the West Texas Chamber of 
Commerce investigating the matter. 

"Some time ago" said the representa-
tive, "a town on the Texas & Pacific 
west of Sweetwater placed orders with 
its agent for forty-five empty stock cars. 
The cars were placed at the pens im-
mediately on demand and advance notice 
given stockmen, so that they could have 
their stock in pens. Because of a decline 
in the cattle market the stockmen re-
fused to ship. The result was -  that the 
con-loamy had to haul the cars away to 
other towns, causing needless delay to 
shippers and holding cars out of the ser-
vice. Another shipper ordered ears for 
a certain day. Instead , of using them 
on that date, he held them six days, 
thereby tying up cars for nearly a week. 

The representative declared that the. 
railroad company had been doing every-
thing within its power to afford ship-
pers ears proMptly, but that misuse 1of 
equipment as he had explained was Work-
ing  a serious hardship on the railroads, 
which should not he tolerated. 

At present the dearth of grain cars 
is growing more acute. The situation 
has not yet been ameliorated in West 
Texas. The general scarcity of such 
equipment, if continded. is expected to 
result in grave loss to the grain dealers 
and farmers, as well as tend to a re-
duction in the price of grain.

FIND STOLEN CHILD 
ASLEEP IN WOODS 

HEARING ON BANK OF RANGER 
BY FEDERAL I USTEE, ABILENE; 

TESTIMONY 'RIOR TO CHARGES 

STATE OF TABASCO 
CLEARED OF REBELS 

AFTER TWO YEARS 
By Associated Press 

MEXICO CITY, July 19.--Rebels have 
been driven out of the rich agricultural 
state of Tabasco, according to a report 
to the minister of war by Colonel E. 
Brabater, in charge of the government 
forces. The revolutionists have demi-
slated this state for two years. 

The general strike at Tampico, said to 
have been caused by I. W. W.  influence. 
was partly ended Sunday .when street car 
men, railway employes and chauffeurs re-
turned to work.

Kinnis his note for the amount he had 
gotten out of the bank on the check: Ro-
land stated that he and McKinnis hail 
had joint interests in several deals in 
leases. 

The witness declared that the bank ac-
cepted a deed from a man by the name of 
E.-emptier to a house near the express of-
fice because Kempner's accounts at the 
bank was heavily overdrawn. 

Cash Disappears. 
The attorney stated to Roland that the 

books of the defunct bank showed after 
its doors were closed that $8,600 should 
have been on deposit, and asked what 
had become of this money. Roland denied 
any knowledge of its whereabouts as (lid 
Butler, later in the hearing. 

Roland testified that the Fox-Hall 
Construction company was a debtor to the 
bank to the amount of $35,000.  and he 
company only had a capitalization of 
$4,000. The stockholders of the com-
pany, he stated, were Butler, one of the 
officiala of the bank ; Cary, one • of its 
employes, and Fox and Hall. He said 
he never considered that he personally 
-owned any stock in that company. 

Butler testified that Cary owed the 
bank at the there of its bankruptcy 
000: He admitted that Cary was working 
'for the bank and had no assets. 

According to Butler's testimony, he 
himself was indebted to the bank for $8,-
000 which he had invested in oil stock 
which had turned out badly. 	- 

At times, Butler declared, the Bank of 
Ranger would show deficits and these 
were covered by them making loans and 
on at least one occasion raising the value 
of the bank's real estate about $20,000. 

Both Roland and Butler admitted that 
several loans had been Made without the 
proper collateral, 

Four complaints have been filed in the 
office ofthe County attorney against C. 
H. Butler and T. E. Roland, president 
and cashier of the defunct Bank of Ran-
ger, which .failed about May 18, charging 
them with accepting deposits to the bank 
after they knew it was in a failing con-
dition. Warrants have been issued for 
their arrest. 	 • 

Thisaction followeda hearing which 
was held in Abilene before D. M. Oldham, 
federal trustee in bankruptcy, and where 
Roland and Butler testified to the policy 
of the bank in comlucting, its affairs and 
its condition at the time it closed its 
doors. 

T. E. Roland was first on the witness 
stand and testified that he was in Fort 
Worth two days before the Bank. of 
Ranger had closed its doors. The final 
day of business being the date of his re-
turn. Roland said that lee'" was in Fort 
Worth to confer with the Bank of Cem-
merce on some cash items on which they 
were demanding payment. During this 
time, he admitted that deposits were be-
ing made and checks paid. Mr. Butler 
testified that he was in Ardmore, Okla., 
two days prior to the failure of the bank 
and did not know of its failing condition 
until he returned to Ranger in answer 
to a wire from Roland asking him to 
come home. 

On cross examination Roland admitted 
that the Bank of Ranger was a corres-
pondent of the Federal Reserve bank at 
Dallas and had, several daya previous to 
/the Ranger bank closing its doors.-  re-
ceived a telegram from that bank insist-
ing that they settle their account with 
them. On question of the attorney, the 
witness admitted that at times when 
ehecka of its customer, were sent away 
for payment they would be sent to the 
Federal Reserve bank as a clearing house 
for collection. When they would be re-
turned to the Bank of Ranger the 
amounts would be charged off the ac-
count  of the givers of the checks and the 
federal bank credited with the amount 
but the cash would not be sent to the 
clearing houae promptly. This money, 
the witness said, they retained as a cash 
item. 
, When questioned as to the original 

capital of the bank, Roland said that $10,- 
000 was all the cash with which it opened 
its doors. Leases and royalties; which 
he and Bader held were a part of the 
assets of tee haul: when it opened for 
Imainess.

Most of the water hauled from 
shallow wells in the vicinity of this 
city and sold for drinking purposes 
is unfit for human consumption until_ 
after it is treated, in the opinion of 
Dr. C. E. Terrell, city health officer. 

Examination and analysis of water 
from a number of sources has re-
vealed the fact that typhoid germs 
and other deadly germs are present 
in great numbers, Dr. Terrell said. 
He also stated that practically all 
underground cistern water is contam-
inated. 

Dr. Terrell has conferred with other 
members of the board of health and 
with W. H. Stowe, city sanitary in-
spector, with reference to the best 
way to handle the water situation, 
which all agree has become a menace 
to health. Several cases of typhoid 
have developed lately, and while the 
health rate here compares favorably 
with the average for Texas, still it 
can be made even better and all dan-
ger of an epidemic removed by using 
proper precautions, they say. 

The following measures have been 
decided on. First, every person who 
sells water for drinking purposes must 
bring a sample of the water to the city 
health officer for analysis. If the 
analysis shows that the water is unfit 
for drinking purposes, the well will 
be condemned and nailed up until the 
owner puts in a chlorination plant or 
makes other arrangement to purify 
it. 

Second, all wagons must bear a tag 
showing in large letters the source of 
his supply, as for instance, "Jones 
well No. 1." The tag must also bear 
the words, "approved by city health 
officer." Failure to have water an-
alyzed or to comply with the other,  
regulations governing its sale will re-
sult in a heavy fine. Failure of own-
ers of wells to see that the water 
from these wells is analyzed will 
render them liable to a fine and to 
condemnation. 

Members of the board of health 
have issued a warning to the public 
not to drink water from wells which 
have not been inspected and passed 
on favorably by the board.

Milk and water bread made with corn.- 
messed yeast is the best kind for the

'ngredients: 3 quarts flour. 1 pint warm

1 GARMENTS FOR EUROPE'S 1 

NEEDY CHILDREN. 
1 

Women members of the Red Cross 
chapters throughout Missouri, Kansas, 
Texas. Arkansas and Oklahoma have 
been asked to resume production-of cloth-
ing to Supply needy children in the war 
devastated areas of Europe, according to 
au announcement received from South-
western divorional headquarters or the 
lied Cron,i at at. Louis. 

During the war one of the principal 
contributiA1,,, of the women of America 
was the sending to'our men overseas and 
711 this country an enormous. quantity of 
garments, sweaters, robes, socks, helmets, 
and a greater array of lesser articles that 
served to make the lot of the doughboys 
in the hospitals, oh the march and at the 
front more comfortable, was produced. 

The resumption of clothing making, 
which has been discontinued since tile 
i';lose of the war, will. be undertaken by 
all Red Cross chapters throughout the 
'lifted States. Junior Red Cross members 

will also take part, and arrangements are 
being perfected whereby a large propor-
tion of the goods will be made in the 
city school sewing classes in the comiag 
fall and winter terms. 

Leading- pattern concerns have pre-
pared special designs of garments and a 
complete set of instructions for thirte use 
ill the schools is ready. Between now 
and the Cale the schools reopen most of 
the production of clothing will be done 
by chapter workers, who will also 
handle details of packing and shipping. 

Reports reaching the Red Cross from 
abroad show that the need for children's 
clothing (especially in Central and 
Southeastern .Europel is not exaggerated. 
litthies born in hospitals at Budapest, ac-
eording to a recent cable, are being wrap-
ped in old newspapers  from a lack'of any 
mrinents whatever. In view of -this the 
need for tile making of baby clothes will 
be specialized throughout the division. 

I7nder the new plan of production, the 
articles or clothing will be shipped direct 
soul the chapters to New Viork. The 
Avork will be financed by the chapters and 
all expenses borne by them. 

It is not necessary, the instructions 
state, to provide workrooms. The gar-
ments are of simple design and can be 
made by W0111011 meeting in neighbor-
hood sewing circles, churches, clubs, or 
in their own homes. The receiving and 
inspection of .the garments, however, will 
be clone under the supervision of a Red 
Cross worker whothas been familiar with 
the requirements of making and inspect-
ing refugee clothing cloning the war. It 
will not, however, be necessary to ad-
here strictly to war time standards and 
4rviceable materials and simple styles of 
almost' any kind will be accepted. Old 
clothes may be.  made over into acepta- 
lole garments. 	• ' 	 -
