Of this number, half are finally 
paid and the remainder are a total loss 
to the persons to whom they are given. 

Mn, Burt declared 'that it would be 
impossible to make even a rough. guess of 
the amount .of money Ranger merchants' 
haVe lost through this source. Added to 
money loss, ,he. said, was a real loss of 
time: to merehants in collecting cash • on 
the checks which were finally paid, 

With at least 50 per cent of the givera' 
of worthless checks, it is a habit, Mr. 
Burt explained, and they have no inten-
tion of defrauding anyone. Many patrons/ 
of stores, he stated, used the system as 
a means of getting an extension of credit. 
Knowing that nothing would be done 
about the matter they would write .a 
check which they knew would not be 
honored at the bank upon which it was 
drawn, Mr. Burt asserted, and when the 
merchant received the check back from 
the bank unpaid the giver would explain 
that he would • take care of it in a few 
days. 

As a matter of self defense the mer-
chants of the association have worked Out 
a plan that they hope will go a long way 
toward eradiating this evil. All worth-
less checks whist are still in the hands 
of the members ofthe association have 
been listed with their amounts and a copy 
furnished to the members. In addition 
it has been so arranged in future when 
anyolth belonging to the association re-
ceives a check which has not been hon-
ored the information will be *placed in 
the hands of the secretary of the associa-
tion who in turn will immediately fur-
nish the name to all members. By this 
method those who make a habit of giving 
checks that are not good will be denied 
the privilege in future.

"This bait," said Mr. Miller, "is made 
as follows : "Wheat bran, twenty-five 
pounds; Paris green or white arsenic, .nne 
pound ; lemon or oranges, finely chopped, 
six (or ground fruits), low grade molas-
ses. such as "black strap," two quarts ; 
water, two to four gallons. The bran 
and poison are thoroughly mixed while 
dry, the 'fruits, are then finely chopped 
and added, and lastly the molasses and 
water are poured over the bait and the 
whole thoroughly kneaded. A coarse-
flaked bran is most desirable. The mo-
lasses should be- low grade and strong 
smelling. But the "joker" in the dope 
is the chopped oranges or lemons. Crush-
ed ripe tomatoes', watermelons or limes 
may be substituted for the oranges, but 
they are not so highly relished by the 
insects and dope thus prepared will be 
less effective_ 

This bait should be distributed in the 
late afternoon or early evening, just be-
fore the grasshoppers ascend the plants 
on which they usually pasS the night. 
From five to seven pounds of the mix-
ture per acre should be broadcasted' 
where the grasshoppers feed.

On that day he had 
lunch with his wife downtown, and he 
promised her to be home for dinner in 
the evening. He had attended to some 
business late that afternoon and about 
7  o'clock started for home, so far as is 
known. The last person  known to have 
seen him was his favorite newsboy, from 
whom Mr. Small bought the evening pa-
pers. 

The fact that Mr. Small was missing 
was not made public until three or four 
weeks had elapsed. In the first week in 
January the first circulars asking for in-
formation as to Mr. Smalls' whereabouts 
Were sent out by the local police author-
ities and a reward of $500 Was offered. 
A short time afterward the reward was 
increased to $5,000. Then on the first of 
June a reward of $50,000 was offered by 
Mrs. Small for infOrmation regarding Mn, 
Small's whereabmits,  if alive, and $15,, 
000 for the body, if -dead.

Thousands of acres in this province will 
resemble gigantic flower gardens this 
year due to the increased cultivation of 
sunflowers for fodder. So great a hold 
has this plant upon the farmers of this 
district that a company has been formed 
for the manufacture of Silos and named 
for it. 

Si}.-  of the big farmers and dairymen of 
the Prince Albert region have taken up 
theis prolific fodder plant. while the en-
tire landscape will be dotted with patch-
es large and small. The type selected 
frequently reaches a height of sixteen 
feet, surrounded by enornious blossoms 
a foot or more in diameter. 

Mont., Sas-
katoon, Ed.. and the Canadian Pacific 
demonstration farm at Strathmore, Alber-
ta, haVe proved-  the unqualified suc-
cess, not only in the yield of ensilage.

During the past 
eighteen months, when the committee car-
ried on non-sectarian.  campaigns through-
out the United States under the direc-
tion of Henry H. Rosenfelt, the first 
time in the history of the Jewish people 
that they ever went outside their own 
race to ask for aid, over $16,000,000 was 
raised.

Courland, received almost half the ap-
propriations, $14.784,908.76. Palestine, 
with $4.345.337.38, and Russia, with $4,-

nended : in Greece, Turkey, Serbia and
