Figures, as is well known, ‘do not
lie. A little figuring shows quite de-
cidedly that when the city of Ran-
ger bought the water supply system
of Ranger at a price which, with im-
provements Added, amounted to less
than $200,000, the city made a good
trade. L%

Consumption of water 1in Ranger
is just npw exceeding the pumping
capacity at the water plant, accord-
ing to reports of officials having the
care of the water supply. Night and
day crews are keeping a steady flow
of water from Hagaman lake into
the eity’s water mains, and yet they
are not equal to the task of provid-
ing for the wants of consumers and
keeping the standpipe full so that an
emergency supply is always on hand.
An additional pump is to be install-
ed, so the inereased wants of the

City Making Money.

It is stated that the pumps are
now sending 550 gallons of water
each minute into the mains. This is
33,000 gallons each hour or 792,000
gallons every 24 hours. This amounts
to 23,760,000 gallons every 80 days
or 284,920,000 gallons each year of
365 days. :

“The cost of water to consumers
was reduced one-half, or to 50 cents
for each 1,000 gallons, when the city

pumping plant, wages, overhead
costs, depreciation. These will not
éir'no‘urit;tov$33,144 annually, but say
they-do, and the city of Ranger has
a clear profit of $100,000 from its
v{:a‘te_r_ plant.
~ Seme of the water is sold by the
¢ity at less than 50 cents for each
$1,000 gallons. For instance the
Texas & Pacific railroad has a..con-
tract for a large supply at a price
that gives-the city very little profit,
and quite a Jarge amount of water is
said to be sold to persons living be-
yond the city limits at a flat rate
which may bring in much less than is
paid by water consumers within the
city limits. But the city has more
than 1,000 water consumers on
meters, so it is fair to assume that
at least the net profit. amounts to
$60,000 a year. If the city would
publish a report of its water earn-
ings and expenses it would be inter-
esting to compave it with these esti-
niates,
/Will Buy New Pump. !

. During the spring the city of Ran-
ger had an opportunity to buy a
large electric pump from the,Oil Belt
Power company at a greatly reduced
priee, but did not do so, the officials
evidently not foreseeing at that time
there would be such a demand for
water as has developed this summer.
But the increasing demands of! con-
sumers and the inability of the
pumps to meet these demands: and
keep water in the standpipe on East-
land hill has brought considerations
of the officials to a head and, ac-
cording to C. A. Love, city secre-
tary, a new pump is to be purchased
and installed as soon as posgsible.

Up to this time no 'definite figures
have been kept on the amount of
water pumped into the mains, but an
electric meter has been ordered, ac-
cording to Mr. Love, and is to be in-
stalled at the entramce to the big
main leading into the city, so it may
be known just how much water is
pumped into the eity. Water sold
outside the. city limits or going into
any other than the city’s big main
will not be measured for the pres-
ent, apparently. The Qil Cities Elec-
tric company has extended its lines
from across Lake Hagaman to the
power house and will install a trans-
former of sufficient size to take care
of the electric meter.

Is There Leak In Pipe?

Nearly all water consumers within
the ecity of Ranger are supplied
through the big main leading from
the pump house to the standpipe, but
many laterals connect with it on the
way and during the last week sc
much water has been taken by con-
sumers through' these laterals that it
has *seemed impossible to get any
water into the tank, or not more
than five or six feet at most. Either
the consumers_are using most of the
water pumped into the main before
it reaches the standpipe or there is a

ON LIQUOR LAW

Manufacture or Possession of
“Choe” Beer for Personal
 Use Unlawful

Residents of Eastland county and
of Ranger who have been deluding
themselves into thinking that manu-
facture or possession of ‘“‘choe” beer
for their own personal use and not
for sale is not illegal are laboring
under an expensive delusion, accord-
ing to . Ranger City Judge A. A.
Diehl. ‘

Miany have been réquesting infor-
mation from Chief of Police O. V.
Davenport regarding the exact status
in the eyes of the law of possession
or manufacture of ‘“choc’” beer for
their own personal use. Some think-
ing it is not illegal, have gone shead
and manufactured the beer and while
many have not come within reach of
the arms of the law, Chief of Po-
lice Davenport said Saturday that he
would vigorously. push - a ‘campaign
to ‘stop suech practices, playing no
favorites. ~ Many reputable citiens of
Ranger have been making beer, ac-
cording to the chief, who declared
that all such law viclations must stop
or arrests will be made.

The letter to Chief of Police Dav-
enport from City Judge Diehl is as
follows:

“Having been requested by .you
for an opinion as to whether or not
the manufacture of “choc” beer or
beer, is a violation of the state law,
I beg to advice you as follows:

“Vernon’s Texas criminal statutes,
1922, supplement Title 11, chapter
06-A, article 588%, reads as-follows:
Thats«it shall be unlawful for any per-
sons, directly or indirectly, to man-
ufacture, sell, barter, exchange, trans-
port, export, deliver, take orders for,
solieit,* or furnish spirituous, wvin-
ous or malt.liquors, or medicated bit-
ters, or any potable liquor, mixture,
préparation, containing inexcess of
one per cent of aleohol by volume, or
any equipment for making such
liquors, or to possess or receive for
the purpose of sale any such liquors
herein prohibited.

“Article 588'4-QQ prescribes the
punishment and says: Any person
violating any of the provisions of this
act shall be deemed guilty of
felony and upon conviction thereof
shall be punished by confinement in
the . penitentiary for any period of
time not less than (1) one year or
more than (5) five years.

“Of course, there are some ex-
ceptions, such as where the ‘sale’ is
made for medical, mechanical, s¢ien-
tific, or sacramental purposes, and
where a permit has been secured
from the proper authorities, but the
possession of “choc” beer or the sale
of same for purely beverage purposes,
or any other mixture or preparation,
containing in excess of one per cent
of alcohol by volume, is a clear vio-
lation of the law.

“I have examined closely the acts
of the thirty-ninth legislature, which
convened in Austin, January 13, 1925,
and adjourned March 19, 1925, and

jcate an increase in weight and blood

pressure suggestive of organic im-
pairments.

Found to Be in Need of Correction

INDIANAPOLIS, July . ..—One
child out of every 117in the public
schools of American cities arrd one
child out of every seven in the sehoolsi
of rural districts in , the United
States have such seriously defective
wvision as to be handicapped in their
school work.

The situation, though serious, i}
not nearly so bad a sthe public has
been led to believe. .

“Conservation of the eyesight of
school children is fundamentally a
duty of the school system.

As a first step toward the fulfill-

ment of this duty, a uniform law for{gent of defective vision among 500,-

the examination of the eyes of school
children . should .be adopted by all
cities and states.

Theserare some of the findings and
yecommendatiohs ¢ontained in an ex-|
haustive report entitled “Consierving'
the Sight of “School Children”
sented. Wednesday . before the Na-
tional Edueation association by the,
joint committee on health problem$
in education of that organization and
the American Medical association.

0 A Year’s Study

The report is the result of a’ study
which has' been under way for more
than a vear by these two organiza-
tions. This studv was conducted and
the report was prepared under the di-
rection of Dr. Thomas D. Wood of
Columbia University, New York,!|
chairman of the joint committee.

The study extended into 875 cities
and rural - ditricts, including every
state in the Union; it was participat-
ed in by the school authoritids and
health officials of all these com-
munities and by nearly 100 of the

most eminent opthalmologists of the| &8

United States. The report, which
covers, 50 printed pages, will be
brought to the attention of every city.
state and county superintendent of
schools.

The joint committee 3 the Na-
tional Education association and the
American Medical association found
that during the year of this study ap-

pre- B

eve evaminations and that an aver-
age of about 12 percent of these chil-
dren were found to have defective
vision. ‘This figure, says the report,
suggests that considerable progress
in eyesight conservation has been
made in séhools since previous studies
and this progress has resulted in de-
creased percentage of eye defects.
In Rural Districts

The investigators found that rural
districts generally report ,a larger
percent. of defective vision than city
districts.# In Pennsylvania, for in-
stance, rural districts show 16.8 per-

000" pupils examined, while the cities
of that state show only 8.5 percent

)
among 370,000 pupils examined;
rural districts in Iowa report 14.4|
percent defective vision and city dis-
triets in the same state 6.3 percent|
defective vision. The explanation of
this difference can not positively be
made, says the report, but it seems
likely that it is due to such differ-|
ing factors as conditions under which|
the tests were obtained, bad illumi-I
nation in rural schools and homes,'
and the small number of corrections
of visual defects provided for rural'
children.

“In spits of progress ~in certain
school districts, the problem facing
schoo ladministrators today,” declares
thissreport, “is to find effective means
of .removing the handicap of defect-
ive vision of one-eighth of the 24,-
000,000 school children. This is im-
portant not only to secure greater
efficieney in acquiring an education,
but to conserve vision for greater
helpfulness in adult life and in old

age.”

FIRE COST $1,044 A MINUTE

America’s bill for fire waste last
vear, 1924, was $1,044 a minute, an
annual loss of $548,000,000, exceed-
ing all previous high records. These
are the figures of the Actuarial Bu-
reau of the National Board of Fire
Unlerwriters quoted in a bulletin is-
sued by.the insurance department of
the. Chamber of Commerce of the
United States and the national fire
waste council.

The total amount of property de-
stroyed during the year wds equiva-=
lent to more than half the annual
interest on the national debt.

Much of this enormous loss is pre-
ventable waste. “Although the fire
losses of the United States continue
to mount,” says the hbulletin, ‘it is
not necessarily an fndicat'mn that
they cannot be reduced. The ex-
perience of the 1924 Inter-Chamber
Fire Waste Contest shows that losses
in the reporting cities were reduced
to the extent of $4,0005000 over their

=

avers‘xge for the pre¢eding five years
| coincident with the activities  under-
taken by local fire prevention com-
mittees. The per capita loss in these
communities was $3.10, as compared
with the national average of approxi-
mately $5.00.

“What has been done in. some
cities might well be duplicated in oth-
ers through energetic fire prevention
programs carrie under ‘the ‘aus-
pices of local chamber of commerce
and similar organizations. Although
fire waste is a inational program,; it
tan only be solved through the com-
bined endeavor of all communities.”

ATLANTA, Ga.—The . greatest
building year that the cities of the
South have ever known is forecast in
the preliminary totals for the first
half of the ‘year issued today by the
survey department of “G. L. Miller
and company, southern real estate
mortgage bond house, of this eity.

The gains are spotted all over the
entire section,

During® June, the Florida cities
made their greatest strides. Miami
was well on towards seven millions,
Palm Beach almost reached four mil-
lions while West Palm Beach, across
the Iake, was over two mililons, St.
Petersburg, Tampa, and Lakeland ex-
ceeded a million, while Jacksonville
was not far away. The most inter-
esting feature of these totals is that
they are not accounted for by a few
very large buildings, with the §ingle
exception of Palm Beach, but are
made up of a large number of varied
structures, in which residences and
business houses are very numerous.
