Resentment of the excessive zeal
and discourtesy alleged by motorists
of Ranger as well as of other parts
of Texas to be practiced by speed
officers of Weatherford, Millsap and
Aledo precinets has caused the
Chamber of Commerce of Weather-
ford to act in the matter and has re-
sulted in the “resignation’” of Traffie
Officer Flory of Weatherford.

The frequency with which Ranger
motorists have been arrested while
passing through Parker county en
route usually to or from Fort Worth
and Dallas has caused bitter feeling.
One Ranger business man related to
a times reporter that four of his ac-
quaintanees had been arrested for
alleged violations of traffic laws in
Parker county.

FIGHTING INSECT PESTS

Experienced housewives through-
"out the North are familiar with the
stout, oval reddish-brown hairy grubs
or larvae of the common carpet
beetle, found beneath carpets or in
clothing. In the South the longer,
slender, golden-brown larvae of the
black carpet beetle, with its tuft of
golden bristle, is more common. Two
other species are sometimes serious
household pests in this country.

Al carpet beetle larvae feed upon
fabrics or- uponvarious articles con-
iaining weol, silk, hair, fur, bristles,
_or feathers, including upholstered
furniture. They are, therefore,
usually associated in their destructive
work with clothes moths. Ordinarily
they are not quite so destructive as
clothes. moths, because they repro-
duce only once a year, and then less

abundantly “than the clothes moths.
Often their work of destruction goes

on inside upholstery without the
slightest external indication of what
is happening.

To give housekeepers some idea
how to secure protection against car-
pet beetles, Farmers’ Bulletin 1346,

Staked Tomatoes Yield the'B st F ru'it,. Easily

Repaying Extra Labor Involved.

wWooden Frame for
Supporting Tomatoes,

Support for Peas~
Constructed of Posts,
Wire and Strn‘ng

Tomatoe Vine Tied to Stake by
Loose Loops of Cor;d or Raffia.
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By SETH W. SHOEMAKER,
Director, School of Agriculture, In-
ternational Correspondence School,
Scranton, Pa.

Tomatoes producing the best and
cleanest fruit are staked up with
some kind of a support. They will,
‘of course, grow just as well flat on,
the ground, but the fruits become
stained in this position and will fre-
quently rot. Tomatoes are trained or
tied up by stakes, trellises, or forms
of some kind.

By far the greater part of the
commercial tomato crop. that is|
grown fof the fancy market, is|
trained . on single stakes, as shown
in the accompanying illustration.
This method of support requires the
minimum quantity of lumber and the
least work in placing the support and
leaves passage way in all directions.

The stakes @are commonly made
from 1 inch to 1 1-2 inches thick and
5 feet tall. Split stakes, although
not so attractive, are much sfronger
that straight sticks, and hence are
preferred on this account. Stakes
made of saplings are also satisfac-
tory.

Tie Plants Carefully.

The tomato stem should be tied
to the stakes by means of raffia, or
soft strings, but care should be tak-
en not to cut them when this is done.
Three or four ties of this kind are
sufficient during the season.

]

Some home girdeners prefer to
grow their tomatoes in wooden
frames similar to that shown in the
illustration. These forms are too ex-
pensive and too inconvenient for the
commercial grower but are all right
for the home gardener. This frame
may be made of any light wooden
strips. Wire frames of similar con-
struction can be easily made or may
be purchased ready-made on the mar-
ket. iy

The advantages claimed for train-
ing tomatoes are common. In the
first place, the fruit will ripen some-
what earlier than it would if the
vines were not' trained because the
fruit is held up off the ground where
the sun will reach it better and where
there is a good circulation of air.
The quality of the fruit is’somewhat
improved if it is grown at an eleva-
tion from the ground, the improve-
ment being principally in appearance
because of the stains and blemishes
that are commonly received when the
fruit is in contact with the ground.
Some varieties which will not thrive
well when allowed to lie ~on the
ground’ will. give very good results
when trained. ;

Contrary to common opinion, the
yield from staked tomato vines is
not commonly larger than from vines
on the ground, and is even sometimes
less. Byt the other advantages more
than counter balance this disadvan-
tage.

. As Arctic Ice Floes Defy the Sun

During the spring and early sum-
mer, it is pointed out, gales lasting
weeks ‘swept against the eastern
coasts of Greenland, causing disturb-
ances which displaced large quanti-
ties of ice from the /Arctic region.
This eruption,.it ds believed, caused
disturbances in- the ocean ecurrents,
preventing the usual mollifying ef-
fect upon the climate of England and
of western Eurape by ‘the gulf
stream, resulting in their late spring.

This, it is believed, caused the ‘dis-
placement. of the permanent “Azores
low,”” which this summer has permit-
ted the winds from the Sahara to
furnish the same ‘section of Europe
with a continuous Turkish bath.

The marked presence of ice in the
north Atlantic. has been duplicated
in the Pacific Arectic regions, and
leading meteorologists of Japan al-
ready have predicted a rice famine
in that country because of the dam-
aging effect of the air currents blow-
ing over Japan from their origin in
the ice fields of the Siberian and
Alaskan  coasts. Projection of the
Asiatic coast ice boundary toward
the south this year has been marked.

Whether or not the tendency of
the ice boundaries of the north to
project southward has affected
drouth, conditions in the United™

The New York Giants of 1922
were, in comparison to the other
clubs in the National league, a fine
ball club, but it is almost certain that
they would not have won the pen-
nant behind any manager other than
McGraw.

No other- manager, with such a di-
lapidated pitching 'staff, could have
urged the Giants to the heights which
they attained in the critical parts of
the 1923 pennant race. s

Outside of 'the pitching depart-

ment, which some tacticians consider
the most important, the Giants have
a great team. McGraw has said he
figures it to be the smartest and the
bgst ball club he has ever handled.

In building up what no doubt will
turn out to be at least a three-time
pennant  winner, McGraw was able
to find everything but good, young
pitchers, and since the New York
club has more money to spend than
any other National league club, it
seems but fate that has reduced the
team to 'such poverty in pitching.

From the results of the 1921 and
1922 pennant races -,it might be
argued that a great team can win
without® great pitchers, but the re-
sults are achieved only by genius in
direction. MecGraw has that genius
and the figures show that it is pos-
sessed by no other manager.

SCIENTIST DOUBTS IF
FLEXIBLE GLASS CAN
BE MADE AS CLAIMED

BERLIN (By mail to United
Press.)—Glass virtually unbreakable
has been invented by the Cavalier
Glass Smelting works in Bohemia.
This new glass, called ‘““Silex-Glass,”
resembles largely the product of the
Corning, New York, glass factories,
according to Professor Kurd Endell,
noted technician and member of the

faculty of the Berlin school of tech-
no]og‘,

This glass can be used for ple-
plates and other cooking utensils and
is specially favorable for laboratory
vessels which must resist heat and
chemical action.

Endell’s investigation tends to cast
serious doubt on reports that Gcrman,
Austrian or Czechoslovakian scien-
tists have invented a “flexible glass.”

‘“There are a number of very tough
glasses which resist heat and chem-
icals and are practically unbreakable,

but I doubt very much that a flexible [ ;

glass has been discovered,” said Pro-
fessor Endell. “I have inquired
carefully  throughout the ‘glass
branches’ and must say that such re-
ports should at this time be taken
with a grain of salt.”
