FiVe Trains Affected by New 

Schedule Which Goes Into 
Effect Sunday.

DISASTER POSTPONES PRINCE REGENT’S MARRIAGE

Five passenger trains of the Texas 
and Pacific railroad, Fort Worth div­
ision, will go on a new schedule basis 
at 12:01 a. m. Sunday. The trains 
affected are Nos. 3, 15, 11, 4, 16 and 
12. The Sunshine Special east and 
west bound are not changed and 
neither is train 15, which is due here 
at 1:33 a. m., daily. The new train 
schedule will be hailed with delight 
by Ranger people.

There will be a morning train out 
of here for Fort "Worth, leaving here 
at 7:25 a. m., and arriving in Fort 
Worth at 10:45 a. m. This train 
formerly went through Ranger at 
12:27 la. m. Heretofore, persons who 
wished to go east had to wait until 
almost noon, the Sunshine Special be­
ing due at 11:41 a. m. Travelers 
who wish to spend only a few hours 
in Fort Worth or Dallas can return 
the same day on the Sunshine special, 
which leaves Fort Worth lat 3:30 
p. m.

West bound trains affected are: 
Train No. 23, formerly due here at 
1:12 p. m., wil arrive at 1:40 p. m. 
No. 11, formerly due here at 12:42
а. m. and will arrive at 3 :40 a. m.

Eastbound trains affected are No.
4, formerly due here at 1.12 p. m., 
will be due at 2:55 p. m.; train No.
б, formerly due at 3:25 a. m., will 
arrive at 3 :40 a. m .; train No. 12 will 
arrive at 7:25 a. m., instead of at

American Legion 
Plan to Care For 

Comrades’ Orphans
INDIANAPOLIS, Sept. 14.— Care 

of dependent children of World war 
veterans is certain to be undertaken 
by the American Legion, in the opin­
ion of national officials of the or­
ganization.

This problem, the extent of which 
is expected to become commensurate 
with the relief of disabled veterans, 
will be one of the pi’incipal reports 
to be presented at the national con­
vention of the legion in San Fran­
cisco in September.

The legion’s war orphans commit­
tee will meet here Sept. 15, to as­
semble data for the convention’s 
consideration.

The exact part the legion will as­
sume in the up-bringing and educa­
tion of the children of dead veterans 
is still uncertain, owing to varied 
plans presented for consideration.

Placement of orphans in hoines of 
nearest relatives, with financial sup­
port for the guardians, or further 
placement with foster-parents may 
be considered in the final outline.

Colonics of Children.
Still another method to be consid­

ered is the grouping of a small num­
ber of children in colonies, under 
care of a housefather or mother, with 
sustenance afforded by the state or 
nation.

Institutional care of great num­
bers, with a view to educational and 
vocational training, through the es­
tablishment of regional or national 
homes, will be given' consideration 
though the method is not so favor­
ably regarded as it was a few years 
ago.

Many Children Need Care.
According to the committee’s fig­

ures, within 11 years after the close 
of the war, 35,000 children of 
world war veterans will need such 
care.

George A. Withers, of Clay Cen­
ter, Kan., who heads the committee 
on war orphans, will report to the 
committee the findings of a year’s 
personal investigation of the prob­
lem.

A questionnaire has been address­
ed to legion department officials 
asking them for a statement of the 
ektent to which the legion should 
trike part in the program of caring 
for the orphans of veterans.

SCHOOLBOY HELD 
IN SAN ANTONIO 
MURDERCHARGE

Body of 9-Year-Old Girl With 
Skull Crushed, Is Found in 

the Bushes.

SAN ANTONIO, Sept. 14.— Clarke 

Goldfield, a 17-year-old schoolboy, is 
being held in the Bexar county jail, 
following his arrest at Spring Branch, 
just across the line in Comal county, 
on a charge of slaying 9-year-old Al­
ine Hitzfelder while on her way to 
school. The murder is said to have 
been committed Thursday.

The body of the little schoolgirl 
was found in a clump of bushes about 
180 yards from the road. Her skull 
was crushed in, an axe nearby furn­
ishing mute evidence of the instru­
ment used. Examination showed she 
had been criminally assaulted after 
being killed.

Young Goldfield was arrested 
shortly after the body was found. 
He at first denied his guilt, but wlrn 
confronted with the fact that his 
footprints corresponded with foot­
prints found beside the child’s body, 
and that his clothing was yet wet 
where he had tided to wash away 
what appeared to be bloodstains, he 
is said to have admitted his guilt.

Feeling in the neighborhood of 
Spring Branch was so intense that 
the boy was spirited away/by ofifeers 
and brought to the county jail here 
for safe keeping.

The little girl was the daughter of 
Herman Hitzfelder, a leading ranch­
man of the Bulverde neighborhood 
in Bexar county.

FORMER CHANCELLOR OF 
GERMANY IN NEW YORK 

ON BUSINESS VISIT

NEW YORK, Sept. 14.— Germany 
can pay no more in gold marks to 
satisfy reparations demands than as 
outlined in the last proposals by 
Berlin, Dr. Karl Cuno, former Ger­
man Chancellor, declared today upon 
his arrival here ft>r a visit. Dr. 
Cuno, now president of the council 
of the Hamburg-American line, said 
he was visiting the United States for 
the fourth time as a private citizen 
and as a shipping man.

“ The sole purpose of my visit is 
to renew personal and business rela­
tions with my American friends,” he 
said. “ As on my previous visits, I 
have no connection with politics, 
which I definitely left behind when 
I resigned the office of chancellor.”

ILLINOIS WIFE SLAYER
INDICTED FOR MURDER

After shooting his 
wife, Cochran shot his mother-in- 
law and two police officei’s and stood 
off more than a score of policemen 
four hours, firing from the window's 
of his house, before being captured.

Frosts and Snow 
Announce Coming 

Of Early Winter

CHICAGO, Sept. 14.— Snow and 
killing frosts set the North and West 
to donning overcoats yesterday 
while portions of the central states 
shivered as the arqa of the lowered 
temperatures spread.

Frosts were general throughout 
Minxxesota and the Dakotas last 
night, but the extent of damage to 
crops, if any, was not determined. 
Government metorologists who said 
a recurrence of warm temperatures 
was unlikely, prophesied hard frosts 
that might cause injury to gardens 
and crops.

Michigan and Minnesota saw the 
first snow of the season yesterday. 
In Duluth, a few flurries were plain­
ly discernible. At Calumet, Mich., 
cold winds off Lake Superior 
brought snow that continued to fall 
for a half hour and at Marquette, 
reports were received of a snowfall 
at Ishpeming, which continued for 
a short time.

Chicago thermometers were close 
to the half century mark today.

TEXAS WOMAN LIVES IN
STATE UNDER FOUR FLA.GS

v YOAKUM, Texas, Sept. 14.—  
Texas under four flags! From a vas­
sal state of the Mexican republic to 
one of the United States of America!

Mrs. Elizabeth Dickinson, 104, of 
Yoakum, has seen this historical pag­
eant pass before her eyes.

Mrs. Dickinson came to Texas in 
1835, when the state was under Mex­
ican rule. She lived through the 
hardships of the revolution and saw 
the banner of the Lone Star republic 
raised over the land.

In 1846 she saw Texas enter the 
'United States and later secede when 
her leaders voted to cast their for­
tunes with the Confereracy.

Through the trying days of the 
reconstruction period until Texas was 
readmitted to the sisterhood of states 
Mrs. Dickinson was a resident of 
Texas.

“ I hope she will always be under 
the Stars and Stripes,”  she says.

Mussolini Insists 
Fiume Must Be 

Given To Italy

PARIS, Sept. 14.—When Premier 
Mussolini declares the annexation of 
Fiume to Italy, he will announce the 
withdrawal of Italian troops from 
Corfu, it . is learned here today. He 
will also give up any claims to Sus- 
sack. This, it is stated, is the result 
of direct negotiations now going on 
between Italy and the Jugo.SlaY gov­
ernments, which are almost at the 
point of completion.

BELGRADE, Sept. 14.—The Italian 
charge d’affaires informed the Jugo­
slav government today of Premier 
Mussolini’s desire that direct nego­
tiations between Rome and Belgrade 
regarding Fiume be resumed. No de- 
cisioix has been reached yet, but the 
resumption of negotiations is con_ 
sidered possible.

ITALY PROMISES TO 
EVACUATE CORFU THIS 

.  MONTH, IS ANNOUNCED
GENEVA, Sept. 14.-— Italy has de­

cided to evacuate Corfu on Sept. 27, 
it was announced to Greece today in 
a communication from the council 
of Ambassadors.

However, the council resei’ves the 
right, if the terms inquired of Greece 
are not observed and if the assassins 
of the Italian officials are not 
promptly executed, to impose other 
penalties, such as handing over the 
50,000,000 lires forfeit asked from 
Greece and refusing Greece the right 
of appeal.

Italy is to submit her claimi for ex­
penses involved in the occupation of 
Corfu at a meeting of the council of 
ambassadors to be held in Janina.

TEXAS RANGERS DENY SEARCH 
FOR MISSING MINISTER

AUSTIN, Sept. 14— Texas .rangers 
are not looking for Rev. John Ren­
fro, missing Baptist minister and Ku 
Klux Klan lecturer, in Washington, 
it was announced today at ranger 
headquarters. Capt. T. W. Aldrich, 
of the rangers, said that headquar­
ters was not interested in the where­
abouts of the pastor, who has been 
missing since Aug. 22.

SPANISH KING 
NAMES RIVERIA 

NEW PREMIER
Charges Revolutionary Leader 

With Formation of New 
Cabinet.

MADRID, Spain, Sept. 14.— King 
Alfonso today charged the Barcelona 
revolutionary leader, General Primo 
de Riveria, with the formation of a 
new government.

The selection of the revolutionary 
leader for the new cabinet would 
indicate that the involution has end­
ed. The program of the new pai'ty 
will include:

Pi’osecution of a vigorous cam­
paign against Moorish rebels in Mor­
occo.

Opposition to confmiunism and sab- 
otism.

Attention to legitimate demands of 
Catalonia and Viscaya for autonomy 
with the preservation of national 
national unity.

King Alfonso Takes 
His Stand on Side 

Of Revolutionists
MADRID, Spain,, Sept. 14.— Pre­

mier Alhucemas and othey members 
of the Spanish cabinet resigned this 
moTning. Immediately upon the re­
turn of King Alfonso to the capital, 
the premier, it is understood, re­
quested that the government be furn­
ished with facilities to punish the rev­
olutionists at Barcelona and else­
where in Spain. The king refused 
and the premiier submitted the res­
ignation of the entire cabinet.

The newspaper A. B. C. said the 
present policy would settle every­
thing without parliament being dis­
solved and without the necessity of 
holding new elections.

FIRE CHIEF 
BLAMES BLAZE 
TO INCENDIARY

Home of J. M. Dodson Threat­
ened While Family Away; 

Little Damage Done.

Fire, declared by Fire Chief E. A. 
Chapman to be of incendiary nature, 
threatened the residence of J. M. 
Dodson, on Summit avenue, last 
night. The fire was discovered by 
a neighbor shortly after it started to 
burn, and had less than a 10-minute 
start when the fire department ar­
rived. Less than $100 damage was 
done.

Fire Chief Chapman said he smell­
ed oil underneath the first floor. 
The house, one of the best built in 
the city, has a cement foundation. 
On the west side, there is a door by 
which entrance can be gained to the 
storage section. The oil was splashed 
on the floor timbers, according to 
the chief and the fire was near by.

The chief said the fire appeared 
one of “ clean cut incendiarism.”

Mr. Dodson, who is cashier of the 
Ranger State bank, with his family, 
have been out of the city several 
days on a ten-day visit to Vernon, 
Texas. It was said at the Ranger 
State bank that he might return to 
Ranger sometime today because of 
the work of the alleged firebug. 7-

Chief Chapman said that he believ­
ed the house was not insured, al­
though the furniture is. The house 
was built by M. H. Smith, former 
superintendent of the Ranger public 
schools. It has been owned by John 
M. Gholson and Leon Wilson, and is 
now repoi'ted to be the property of 
a Fort Worth man.

OKLAHOMA WILL1 
FEEL STRICTER 

MILITARY RULE
Military Guard Announced for 

Tulsa Tribune and Also for 
Muskogee. M

OKLAHOMA CITY, Sept. 14.— 

Censorship of the Tulsa Tribune has 
been ordered, effective immediately, 
according to Aldrich Blake, executive 
counselor for Governor Walton.

“ Under articles of martial law, the 
newspapers are placed under restric­
tion and required to observe certain 
regulations in the publication of news 
and criticisms,” said Aldrich. “ The 
Tribune has persistently and aggres­
sively opposed the governor’s ac­
tions.” It is understod the Tribune 
plans to seek a federal injunction 
against the censorship.

The resignation of the exalted Cy­
clops of Muskogee from that office 
is also demanded by the governor, 
with the intimation that martial law* 
will follow refusal to obey the order. 
It was indicated by the Muskogee ex­
alted cyclops* that the ultimatum 
would not be heeded.

An armed guard is threatened for 
the office of the morning newspaper 
at Okmulgee and also the Tribune at 
Tulsa.

Unless action is taken within the 
next few days to remedy the failure 
of law enforcement, so far as civil 
authorities are concerned, the mili­
tary will impose the most drastic 
martial law rule ever used in the 
state, it was indicated at the execu­
tive office. v

FARM BUREAU POULTRY 
PRODUCERS EXCHANGE 
EXTENDS ORGANIZATION

SWEETWATER, Sept. 14.— The 
Texas Farm Bureau Poultry Pro­
ducers’ exchange has been organ­
ized to handle the marketing of poul­
try and its products for hundreds of 
West Texas poultrymen who have 
formed co-operative marketing as­
sociations.

The organization was perfected at 
a meeting of the directors elected 
from the co-operative units already 
organized in $an Angelo, Abilene 
and Sweetwater, which concluded a 
two-day session late Saturday night.

The new exchange claims more 
than 400,000 hens and 100,000 tur­
keys undere contract and more to 
be added as rapidly as units can be 
organized at other poultry centers 
of West T^xas. The organization 
will unction under the auspices of 
of Texas Farm bureau and M. E. 
Hays of Dallas was present to aid in 
the organization work. Mr. Hays is 
secretary of the Texas Farm bureau.

Owen Holly of Abilene was elect­
ed president, W. B. Eaton of Sweet­
water secretary, who with C. E. 
Clark of San Angelo comprise the 
executive committee.

The sales manager of the ex­
change who will have direct charge 
of its marketing is George T. Platt, 
from Petaluma, Calif., originally 
from Fort Worth. Aside from World 
war service with the Canadian air 
service, Platt has always been asso­
ciated with the marketing of poul­
try.

The headquarters of the exchange 
will be in Dallas, with offices in the 
Texas Farm Bureau Cotton associa­
tion building.

Editor of Tulsa '7 
Tribune Indites \  
Defy to Governor

TULSA, Okla., Sept. 14.— Gover­

nor Walton’s attempt to suppress the 
freedom of the press in the United 
States by ordering a military censor­
ship of the Tulsa Tribune is a cli­
matic example of the greatest ex­
hibition of personal despotism in 
American history. He has already 
attempted to nullify the constitution 
of Oklahoma by suspending the writ 
of habeas corpus, guaranteed by the 
constitution.

The Tribune will defend its con­
stitutional privileges and the free­
dom of the press in the courts, but 
meanwhile will comply with the rules 
of the military censorship. The true 
inside story of what has taken place 
at Tulsa has never been told and 
never will be told while Walton con­
tinues governor of Oklahoma, but 
the time will come when the. press 
of Oklahoma may expect to get legal 
sanction to publish all the news 
without fear or favor. Governor 
Walton has a right to see that all 
persons guilty of mob violence shall 
be brought to justice and he shall 
have our support in all law abiding 
efforts, but this newspaper will not 
be silent whenever a governor at­
tempts to prevent privileges to which 
a newspaper or any citizen is en­
titled. i

TULSA TRIBUNE AWAITS
COMING OF, THE CENSOR

TEXAS RURAL POPULATION.
Texas has the largest rural popu­

lation of any of the 48 states, and 
in the past 30 years has increased 
this population at the rate of 67 per 
cent, according to an analysis of cen­
sus figures by the Liberty Central 
Trust company of St. Louis. “ Rural” 
population, as used here, refers to 
persons living outside incorporated 
places of 2,500 ar more inhabitants.

The five states having the largest 
rural population are, in order, Texas, 
Pennsylvania, Georgia, Ohio, and Il­
linois. Since 1890, Texas shows the 
largest gain of any of these five. In 
Illinois and Ohio there were small 
declines.

As might be expected, the number 
of persons living in cities, especially 
large cities, has gained much more 
rapidly than the number of country 
dwellers. Between 1890 and 1920, 
the total population of the United 
States increased 68.0 per cent. The 
number of persons living in cities 
of 500,000 population or over, in­
creased 266.2 per cent, while other 
gains were as follows: all “ urban” 
territory (unincorporated places of 
2,500 or more population), 26.5 per 
cent; rural territory, omitting all in­
corporated places, of whatever size, 
only 18.2 per cent. .

In the 30-year period in question, 
rural population increased in all 
states except 11— New York, Ohio, 
Indiana, Illinois, Missouri, Kansas, 
Maine, New Hampshire,, Vermont, 
Massachusetts, and Rhode Island. It 
is noteworthy that the list includes 
all New England except Connecti­
cut. In nine states, mainly in the 
West, the increase has been more 
than two-fold; among these nine 
there are four in which the rural 
population has trebled, and one 
other, Oklahoma, in which the num­
ber of country dwellers in 1920 was 
nearly six times the total for 1890.

PRODUCTION OF
U.S. CRUDE OIL 
GAINS SLIGHTLY

Crude oil production in the United 
States again increased during the 
past week, according to the weekly 
summary of the American Petroleum 
institute, the increase for the whole/ 
being 18,900 barrels. This is in spite 
of the falling off of the California 
fields.

East Central Texas and the 
Wyoming-Montana district are the 
two remaining centers of increasing 
production. The former with the 
Corsicana-Powell field is either the 
third or fourth largest in the United 
States. The inci’ease in the Powell 
field was only 8,000 as compared 
with 20,000 barrels, which has been 
the weekly increase for some time.

The California field after remain­
ing stationary or recording small 
losses for several weeks, slumped 7,- 
000 barrels last week.

The daily average of crude oil 
production of the United States for 
the week ending Sept. 8 totaled 2,- 
2^0,700 barrels, according to the 
weekly summary of the American 
Petroleum institute. In the daily 
average production east of the Rocky 
mountains was 1,417,700 barrels, an 
increase of 25,900. California pro­
duction was 863,000 barrels, a de­
crease of 7,000.

Oklahoma-Kansas Off.
Oklahoma showed a daily average 

gross production of 436,600 barrels, 
decrease of 2,200; Kansas 74,700, 
decrease of 450; North Louisiana 
59,050; decrease of 2,600; Arkansas 
127,300, increase of 700; Gulf coast 
103,400, increase of 900; eastern 
Wyoming and Montana 167,000, in­
crease of 20,350 barrels.

Daily average imports of petro- 
I6um at principal ports were 25,429 
barrels, compared with 274,714 for 
the previous week. Daily average 
recipes of California oil at Atlantic 
and Gulf coast ports were 107,429 
compared with 62,857 for the pre­
vious week,

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Firpo Knocked Out 
In First Fight But 

Not Since Then
By Associated Press.

NEW YORK, Sept 14.—  Luis 
Angel Firpo was knocked out in his 
first ring appearance as an amateur 
in Argentina, but since then he has 
never met defeat, his record reveals.

Firpo’s solitary defeat was at the 
hands of a gentleman amateur, An­
gel Rodriguez, now retired from ac­
tive ring competition. It was in 
January, 1917. The Argentine fol­
lowed this set-back with a string of 
victories, first as an amateur, and 
then as a professional in various 
parts of South America. He won a 
scox’e or more of bouts by knockouts 
against leading South American 
heavyweights before he made his 
debut in the United States early in 
1922.

Firpo has fought 13 times since 
then, six of his bouts occurring on 
exhibition tours of this country, 
Mexico and Cuba. He won all but 
two by knockouts. The record of 
these fights follows:
