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LABOR MEMBERS 
FLAYED BY REST 
OF LABOR BOARD
Minority Members Charged 
With Making Incendiar^' Re­

ports Written by Unions.

CHICAGO, June 17.— Majority 
members of the United States rail­
road board who yesterday ordered 
another slash in the wages of rail­
road workers, today retaliated the 
criticism of the minority members 
with charges that the latter present­
ed incendiary arguments in strained 
and exaggerated efforts to bring 
about a railroad strike.

Yesterday‘s decision, which cuts 
nearly $27,000,000 yearly from the 
wages of 852,000 clerks, signalmen 
and stationary firemen, runs the to­
tal reduction effective July 1 up to 
$135,000,000.

In their prompt rejoiner today, the 
majority members said:

Pans Dissenters
“ There is one feature of the dis­

senting argument which is so unus­
ual that it should not be passed with­
out notice, and that is the portion 
where the two dissenting members 
advise the employes to strike against 
the decision ofthe board. It is some­
thing new for labor members of the 
board to issue incendiary arguments 
that employes should not submit to 
decisions of the board. Advice of this 
kind has heretofore been left to out­
siders, who were not under the offi­
cial obligation imposed by the trans­
portation act, the main purpose of 
which is to prevent railroad strikes 
and protect the public.”

Declaring that the minority eppar- 
ently did not understand the manner 
in which “ relevant circumstances” 
were referred to in the transporta­
tion act, the majority members as­
sented it would appear that rele­
vant circumstances were to be con­
sidered by the present dissenting 
members in relation only to wage in­
creases and not to wage decreases.

Union Men Wrote Opinion?
Charges-that the dissenting opinion 

of members of the board were writ­
ten in railroad union headquarters 
here, was also made. The charges, 
following the announcement caused a 
sensation in railroad labor circles. 
The majority members, representing 
the public and the railroads, claimed 
the dissenting opinion filed by the 
representatives of labor did not rep­
resent the belief of the labor repre­
sentatives on the board but was writ­
ten by employes in the American 
Federation of Labor dffices.

THAW’S HOSPITAL BILL 
IS THOUSAND MONTHLY

PHILADELPHIA, June 17.— J. 
Denniston Lyon, a banker of Pitts­
burg and one of the trustees of the 
Harry K. Thaw estate appointed by 
Judge Martin in 1917, has filed a 
petition to the court, requesting his 
discharge from the trusteeship and 
the appointment of a successor.

At the same time Lyon and Wal­
ter Riddle, the other trustee, filed an 
account of their management of the 
estate Of Thaw, who was pronounced 
a lunatic and committed to Kirk- 
bride’s. The estate was then valued 
at $238,817.45 and consisted of in­
vestments in oil companies, pipe lines j 
and mining companies.

Many of those securities were de­
posited as collateral with the Post & 
Flagg, brokers, with whom Thaw 
dealt, and with the Pittsburg Trust 
Company and other banks as secur­
ity for loans.

Thaw’s unpledged securities were 
valued at $181,830.09 at the time of 
his commitment. He also had an an­
nual income of $56,000 from two 
trusts created by his father, William 
Thaw, for his benefit.

WASHINGTON,' June 17.—Adop­
tion at a party conference of Repub­
lican senators next Monday of a com­
plete plan whereby the soldier bonus 
would be given senate right of way 
after disposal of the tariff measure 
was regarded as assured today. The 
plan was virtually agreed on at a con­
ference yesterday after an informal 
canvass of Republican members had 
disclosed a large majority for the 
tariff measure.

American Legion officials are said 
to have been consulted and to have 
given their approval to the arrange­
ment.

Democratic senators, however, were 
said to be preparing to make a fight 
of their own to secure precedence for 
the bonus measure.

President harding was assured by 
senate republican leaders today that 
the tariff bill would be held in the 
senate until passed.

Notice was later given in the senate 
that the soldier bonus bill would be 
offered, regardless of the wishes of 
the President or Republican leaders 
and that an effort would be made to 
bring it up in the senate Monday be­
fore the tariff bill, by Senator Ash- 
urst, democrat, of Arizona.

CADDO SEES
KLAN PARADE

CADDO, June 17.—A parade of 
robed and hooded klansmen, nearly 
three-quarters of a mile in length, 
silently wended its way through the 
crowded main street of the town last 
night for its entire length, turned 
around a flaming cross set afire in 
the eastern section of the town and 
disappeared into the west, from which 
it had come.

The head of a parade, at which the 
large fiery cross of the Ku Klux Klan 
was carried in an automobile, could 
be sfeen for some distance off as the 
klansmen approached the business 
section. The cross was preceded by 
the flag with a guard of honor. Along 
the long line of klansmen, who 
marched in single file behind the 
cross, banners were borne aloft in­
scribed with the principles of the 
klan.

The plans for the parade had evi­
dently leaked out, as the streets were 
lined with citizens of Caddo and au­
tomobiles from surrounding towns.

BILL WOULD KEEP 
ALL ‘W ET SHIPS

Foreign Shipping Effected in 
Measure Introduced by Au­

thor of Ship Subsidy Bill.

WASHINGTON, June 17.—A bill 
denying American ports to any ship, 
whether of domestic or foreign regis­
try, on which liquor is sold, was in­
troduced in the house today by Rep­
resentative Edmonds of Pennsylvania, 
ranking Republican on the merchant 
marine committee, which drafted the 
ship subsidy bill. The bill provides a 
penalty of $10,000, with seizure until 
the fine is paid.

Confidence that steps would be 
taken to meet the President’s wishes 
that the ship subsidy bill be acted 
upon without delay, was voiced by 
Chairman Campbell of the rules and 
steering committee today after a con­
ference at the White House. Camp­
bell, who was sent to the White House 
by the committee, stated that he had 
explained to the president the diffi­
culties to be encountered, but that 
after he had listened to the Presi­
dent’s views he had been convinced 
that the bill could be brought up for 
action after a short delay.

Friction caused by tools used 
in cleaning out the Tee Pee’s Nor­
wood 26 on the Eastland road 
yesterday afternoon resulted iu a 
gas explosion that destroyed the 
rig and painfully burned the face 
of Dick Toomey, driller. Toomey 
was immediately rushed to the 
city fo r medical attention and

was found not to be seriously in­
jured.

The Norwood 26 is an old oil 
well which the company was 
cleaning out. At the time the well 
was making a considerable quan­
tity of gas, which ,was ignited 
near the bottom by the friction 
of the brake, it was said this 
morning at the company offices.

BANK BANDITS HOLD 
CASHIER AS PRISONER

BARTLESVILLE, Okla., June 17.— 
D. H. Hall, cashier of the Elgin bank, 
was liberated on a lonely road near 
Okeesa today after he had been forced 
to remain for twelve hours in the 
custody of two armed men who last 
night held and robbed the bank of 
$1,400 in cash and an unknown 
amount in Liberty bonds.

Hall walked to Okeesa and called 
the sheriff’s office here. A posse was J 
immediately sent'out in the hope that| 
Hall could put it on the trail of the | 
bandits. Hall said that he was not 
hurt.

SAYS TARIFF PROHIBITS
ALL BUT GERMAN GOODS

WASHINGTON, June 17.— Assert­
ing that many of the rates proposed 
in the tariff bill would prohibit im­
ports of affected commodities from 
every country except Germany were 
made and reiterated in the senate by 
democratic opponents of the measure 
during a debate on duties on razors, 
gold leaf and other articles. Rates 
on razors ranging up to an equiva­
lent of approximately 400 per cent 
ad valorem were approved.

Senator Simmons of North Caro­
lina, democratic leader in the tariff 
fight, said, “ the idea permeates the 
whole bill that we must put up rates 
to keep out German products with­
out any consideration of the effect 
they will have with our trade with 
other countries.”

Arguing that if the situation as to 
Germany was such as proponents of 
the tariff bill claimed, Senator Jones, 
democrat, New Mexico, said the con­
dition there resulting from a greatly 
depreciated currency could not be 
taken care of by general tariff rates. 
He added that many ofthe duties 
proposed by the finance committee 
majority would prove to be “ ah em­
bargo against England and the other 
countries.”

“ Congress is following a will-o’- 
wisp with this tariff bill,’ he said.

ESCAPE AS FIELD 
GROCERY BURNS

The small grocery store at the 
junction of the Pleasant Grove and 
the Eastland-Breckenridge highway, 
west of Ranger, was destroyed last 
night by fire of unknown origin, to­
gether with all contents. The owners, 
an aged couple named Smith, were 
sleeping in the rear of the building 
and escaped in their night dress. All 
their clothing, stock of merchandise, 
fixtures and a sum of money was de­
stroyed, the fire having gained so 
great headway before it was discov­
ered that it was impossible to save 
anything except a Dodge tool car. No 
insurance was carried on the building 
or the stock, the latter valued at ap­
proximately $300.

TEXAS CITIES LEAGUE 
MEETING IN FORT WORTH

FORT WORTH, June 17—The com­
mittee of the League of Texas Muni­
cipalities, appointed recently to de­
cide on legislation to give cities and 
towns of the state better control of 
fates and service of public utilities, 
was in session here today. Officials 
of Fort Worth, Dallas, Houston and 
several smaller cities are on the com­
mittee. They were together at the 
motor club home on Lake Worth.

Mayor C. H. Fulwiler of Brecken- 
ridge was one of the early arrivals. 
He advocates a bill creating a state 
commission with full control over 
rates and service, but would leave the 
big cities free to direct their own af­
fairs, with the right of appeal to the 
commission if necessary.

CINCINNATI, June 17.—Agree­
ment that a “ separate peace” will not 
be made by either striking coal min­
ers or railroad workers, who are 
about to strike, is to be sought at the 
forthcoming conference here of the 
railroad union executives and lead­
ers of the United Mine Workers. 
Shell action, if agreed on, would per­
mit both miners and rail workmen to 
stay on strike until both had won. 
The first session of the joint confer­
ence, requested yesterday by the rail 
workers under the terms of their al­
liance with the miners, will be held 
the moment John L. Lewis, the min­
ers’ chief, gets to Cincinnati, it was 
announced. Just when Lewis is com­
ing remains uncertain.

Is New Step.
The movement for joint action of 

the two great labor organizations has 
stirted labor circles as nothing else 
has since the convention of the 
American Federation of Labor met 
here Monday. “ The possibilities are 
vast and far reaching,” a federation 
official said today. “ Federation offi­
cials will closely follow the confer­
ence.”

“ The possibility that the in lie 
workers and the rail unions might 
run afoul of the federal courts on the 
ground of conspiracy are being freely 
discussed in labor circles.”

Proposed changes in federal law 
will occupy a considerable portion of 
the federation’s deliberations. The 
railroad upions are frankly out to

“ get” the Esch-Cummins law and the 
railroad labor bo&rd.

NEW RULING WILL KILL
FARMERS’ FEDERATIONS

CINCINNATI, June 17.— Farmers’ 
co-operative and all other organiza­
tions which, life farm and labor un­
ions, are formed for mutual benefit 
arid not for profit, are doomed under 
the Coronado decision of the United 
States supreme court, it was declared 
in a special report of the American 
Federation of Labor, presented to 
the convention here.

The report, which assailed Justice 
Taft on the ground that he went out 
of his way to slap labor unions arid 
decided questions not involved in the 
Coronado case, was the first from the 
special committee appointed this 
week to consider Senator LaFollette’s 
proposal to give congress veto power 
over the supreme court. It was dis­
regarded today, the report making no 
recommendation. This was regarded 
as an indication that the committee 
would approve the LaFollette pro­
gram.

“ The supreme court cannot crush 
the labor movement without endan­
gering the foundations of society,” 
the report declares, “ the workers will 
not accept slavery. Therefore, they 
will not accept a decision which 
makes slavery either likely or possi­
ble. They will find a way to pre­
serve those liberties which they have 
and to gain more as time passes.”

RECOGNITION

CAMPAIGN OPENS WITH RETURN OF 
H, S. COLE, LAW ENFORCERS’ NOMINEE

DRAWING NEAR
Agreement With Bankers on 

Foreign Debt Regarded as 
Important Step.

NEW YORK, June 17.— Recogni­
tion of Mexico by the United States 
and Great Britain loomed as a possi­
bility today. The belief that Mexico 
will soon take her place among the 
nations of the world followed an­
nouncement that an agreement had 
been reached between Adolfo De La 
Huerta, Mexican finance minister, 
and the international committee of 
bankers.

The agreement is signed by De La 
Huerta, Thomas W. Lamont, Chair­
man of the international bankers’ 
committee, and I. H. Patchin, secre­
tary. It was made subject to ap­
proval by Presitlant 'Obregon, but 
his acceptance is expected.

The agreement covers not only 
Mexico’s external debt, but also re­
lates to its railroad bonds.

PHILIPPINES 
ASK HARDING

WASHINGTON, June 17.—Presi­
dent Harding today received the plea 
of the Philippine parliament for the 
granting of Philippine independence, 
and promised a reply setting forth 
the views of the executive on Thurs­
day.

In a brief reply to the presentation, 
the President declared that the Ulti­
mate decision on the matter of au­
tonomy was vested in congress, but 
added that this did not defer him 
from expressing the views of the 
executive on the subject, which he 
said that he would do if the delega­
tion would call at the White House 
Thursday.

PHOTOS SENT 
BY WIRELESS 
ACROSS OCEAN

By Associated Press.

NEW YORK, June 17.— A photo­
graph transmitted by wireless tele­
graphy from Rome, Italy, to Bar Har­
bor, Me., has been reproduced in edi­
tions of The World.

The process by which the fete of 
modern science was performed was 
invented by Dr. Arthur Korrf, profes­
sor of electro-physics at the Berlin 
High school of technology.

Forty minutes from the time the 
photograph was “ filed” at Rome, it 
had been received at Bar Harbor.

The World points out that the ex­
periment,’ while far from perfect, 
shows the way to an achievement 
that seems new to be in the near fu­
ture. Over shorter distances and 
under more favorable conditions pic­
tures have been transmitted with 
surprising clarity of detail.

The picture reproduced in The 
World is evidence, it is said, that the 
basic method of transmission is 
sound and that with refinements of 
the mechanical process it may soon 
be possible to have pictorial review of 
events throughout the world as speed­
ily and as accurately as written de­
scription.

Dr. Korn has been working on his 
invention since 1900. His sending 
machine does the translating or cod­
ing automatically and the receiving- 
machine decodes back into a picture 
automatically. The photographs are 
translated at the sending end into 
groups of letters, each letter repre­
senting a certain degree of darkness 
or lightness and the code words 
formed by the groupes are sent as in 
an ordinary message.

PYRAMID WAS NOAH’S 
ARK, SAYS SCIENTIST

By Associated Press.

LOS ANGELES, June 17.—Noah’s 
ark, built to save human and animal 
life from the flood of ancient Biblical 
times, is still extant for all to see, 30,- 
000 years after its construction. This 
is the belief of Dr. E. C. Getzinger, 
Egyptologist, now visiting here. His 
conclusion is based, he declares, on 
recent discoveries, following thirty- 
five years of research work, some of 
the results of which he describes in an 
address before the Friday Morning 
club of Los Ahgeles.

Dr. Getzinger is convinced that the

ark of Noah was not a ship; that it 
was the great pyramid of Cheops in 
Egypt. Recent discoveries prove that 
the pyramids were under the sea for 
thousands of years, Dr. Getzinger 
said. Near the top of each of the 
pyramids, at the same level in a high

water line, where a deep niche has j ed with salt, which, chemical analysis 
been cut into the rock by the lashing j proved, was sea salt, 
of a long-forgotten surf—the flood
which inundated the ancient Biblical 
world, he declared. Dr. Getzinger said 
research showed the inner passages 
of the pyramids to be thickly crust-

FORMER STATE RANGER 
GETS PRISON TERM FOR 

BIG N. Y. BOND THEFT

NEW YORK, June 17.—Arthur F. 
Chase and John Vardeman, who con­
fessed robbing the Chase National 
bank of nearly half a million dollars 
in bonds consigned to the National 
Shawmut bank in Boston today, were 
sentenced by Supereme Court Justice 
Mortin to term# of from four to 
eight years each in Sing Sing.

Mrs. Martha Vardeman, once known 
on the vaudeville stage as Fern Hol­
lis, was allowed to plead guilty to 
criminally receiving stolen goods and 
was sentenced to from one-half to 
three years in the women’s prison at 
Auburn.

Chase, a former Texas ranger, who 
was employed at the Chase National, 
substituted ^ bundle of torn papers 
for the package of bonds, which had 
been prepared for mailing, and turned 
the bonds over to his confederate, 
Vardeman. The Vafdemans were cap­
tured at Savannah, Ga., and most of 
the securities recovered. Mrs. Varde­
man fainted when she was sentenced. 
As soon as she was revived, she at­
tempted to stab herself with a hat 
pin, crying:

“ I will never live to begin that sen­
tence.”

Court attendants disarmed her and 
she was taken by two women proba­
tion officers to Tombs prison to await 
removal to Auburn.

RECEIVER FOR

HUGO, Okla., June 17.—A petition 
of a St. Louis bank asking the ap­
pointment of a receiver for the estate 
of the late Jake L. Hamon of Ard­
more, Republican national commit­
teeman from Oklahoma, was denied 
in federal district court here by Judge

DUQUESNE COMPANY GETS 
FOURTH PIONEER WELL

PIONEER, June' 17.—The Dtrquesne 
Oil corporation’s Smith No. 5 was 
completed Friday afternoon with an 
initial flow estimated at approximate­
ly 500 barrels a day. This makes the 
fourth producer brought in on the 
Smith* tract by this company during 
the last week. The other three wells 
are making between 300 and 500 bar* 
rels each.

Operators with holdings in the vi­
cinity of the Armstrong well north­
east of this city are in a scramble and 
rush to obtain acreage, while others 
are madly rushing the erection of rigs 
preparatory to spudding in.

The States has spudded in on its 
No. 1 Moore, south of the Armstrong, 
and its No. 2 is rigging up. Approxi­
mately thirty-five locations, rigs and 
drilling wells mark the scene of op­
erations, due to the completion of the 
Armstrong well two weeks ago for 
1,500 barrels.

29 GREEKS ARE FOUND
GUILTY OF MANSLAUGHTER

QUINCY, 111., June 17.—The twen­
ty-nine Greeks charged with the kill­
ing of Sheriff Lashbrook were found 
guilty of manslaughter in a verdict 
returned by the jury late Friday.
