NEGROES POURING INTO
NORTHERN CITIES NOW

FACING COLOR PROBLEM

KANSAS CITY, Mo., Sept. 12.—
The traditional problem of the South,
the negro and his economic and polit-
ical structure—confronts the North
today,

The exodus has just begun, ac-
cordmg; to thesnegro leaders, who
hail the migration as the ‘“real de-
liverance of the black men from what
they declare was industrial and polit-
ical persecution.

Black laborers, many of them ac-
companied by then iamlhes,\ arrive
here on every train from the South.
A majority of them pass through to
other cities, where the industrial de-
mands for cheap labor are more
pressing.

Here the negro influx has created
its own peculiar problems. It has be-
come chiefly one of living quarters
for the pilgrims from Dixie. Def-
initely segregated by custom, the 40,-
000 colored inhabitants of Kansas
City's “black belt” welcome the in-
vading “brethren” 'with a fraternal
feeling.

‘“Kansas City, through custom and
tradition, has set its own peculiar
barriers for the black man, but as
the migration grows, difficulties are
certain to_arise,” C. A. Franklin, ed-
itor of the Kansas City Call, leading
negro newspaper ‘here, declared,

“The attitude of Kansas City
whites toward the black man iy one
of intolerance .and prejudice. It is
not publicly or openly declared, but
its .spirit is manifest, and the negro
feels it deeply.”

AMBASSADOR TO JAPAN
HAS NARROW ESCAPE
FROM DEATH IN TOKIO0

OSAKA, Japan, Sept. 12.—Cyrus
Woods, the American ambassador, had
a narrow escape from injury in the
earthquake, according to messages
He was seated in the
embassy when the first tremors were
felt and Lieutenant Colonel Burnett,
military attache, noticed: the. ceiling
directly over his chair was cracking
and was’/about to fall. Colonel Bur-
nett reached over and dragged the
ambagsador from his seat about a
second hefore the ceiling crashed in.

Late in the evening Mrs. Woods
was standing in the embassy garden
watching the fire, when the wind
suddenly changed and the flames
swept down towards the embassy.
She made her escape from the garden
while the fire spread to the legation.

COTTON, GIN AND STORAGE
WAREHOUSE ARE BURNED

TERRELL, Tex., Sept. 12j—Fire
early today destroyed the cotton gin
and cotton warehouse at Lawsence,
Kaufman county, belonging to the
Forney and Terrell Cotton Oil com-
panies. The loss was estimated at

about $25,000.

The fire is said to have been start-
ed by friction while unloading cot-
ton,

Elimination of 10 street lights to
cut city expenses has been definite-
ly tabled in favor of a plan to re-
duce the candlepower of each light.

Ranger’s public and private schools
showed a larger enrollment on the
opening day than any of the other
cities of Eastland county. .The en-
rollment at Cisco is 1,498, according
to S. J. Vaughn, business secretary
of the Cisco public schools. ! The
Eastland high school had an enroll-
ment of 220 up to noon Monday. The
enrollment is larger this year than
last, it is said.

power won’t do you any more good
than 100,” he declared. ‘“You don’t
get any more illumination on the
street corners, and that is where you
want it. Dallas is using 100 candle-
power.”

Difference In Reflector.

In reply to a question by Commis-
sioner Colonel Brashier, he said Dal-
Jas has the same type of lamp as
flector.

He asked the commissioners to re-
consider any plan that would mean
the tearing up of lines and poles.
“We have put in this equipment in
good faith,” he said. “We  would
move a light a block or two to an-
‘other street without charging you
anything, providing it is on our spe-
circuit for street lighting.”

‘He restated the reduction offer of
his company as presented to the com-
missioners last week by Gifford
Clegg, local manager of the Oil
Cities\ Electric company and went
into details. on ratesy investments
and the earning power of his com-
pany.

“Legally you haven’t this coming
to you,” he said, “but morally you
have.”

Reduction to Consumers.

He said that his company volun-

tarily made a reduction from 20 to

15 cents last July to consumers.
Lewis brought the matter of reduec-
tions to consumers up himself, al-
though Clegg last week was asked to
seek a lower rate for Ranger con-
sumers.

“We made a step rate for those
business concerns who use over 100
kilowatts,” he said. ‘“This was put
at 10 cents, sliding down. to eight
cents.” I ‘scrapped’ with my  direc-
tors for three months to get lower
rates. I told them we would get the
good will of the publie,”who were
grumbling about ‘too high rates.”’ I
finally got the consent of the direc-
tors to try it out.

“I met with your commission and
told them that if it paid, I would
keep it in effect, and if not I’d have
to raise it. To be frank with you,
we’re not making enough to take

.care of our depreciation and deple-

tion of property and we are not pay-
ing dividends.
Better Business at Hand.

“I’'m hoping business will improve.
It won’t come soon, but I look for
it to in the spring. I'm sure it will.
If T thought it wouldn’t improve,
I’d leave.

“At the present time, we are not
able to make a reduction to any of
our customers in Eastland, Breck-
enridge, Cisco or Ranger. Graham
has a 20-cent rate. The light com-
pany is doing as much husiness there
as we are here. Strawn is a smaller
town, but it is a good one. Strawn
is paying 20 cents. I don’t believe
15 per cent of your people are de-
manding a reduction. We are giv-
ing your people as good service as

any city in the United States.

“I want to say to you gentlemen,
that we haven’t made anything on
our investment. Also that we have
a very attractive power rate. You
wouldn’t have had a gin today if I
hadn’t gone to Mr. Moss with a
proposition. I told him that if at
the  end of the year’s time, he
couldn’t make the gin pay using elec-
tric power that we would take all of
his motors off his hands at 90 per
cent of cost. We installed all of his
motors at actual cost.

“You will find that when we can
take care of fixed charges, we’ll
beat you to ‘it for.a reduction.”

M. H. Hagamian, owner. of the Ran-
ger Warterworks system, partially
acceded yesterday to the request of
the city commission that the rate of

KLAN BARRED
FROM PARADING
IN SAN ANTONIO

SAN ANTONIO, Sept. 12.—The

city - commissioners have replied to
‘an  advertisement that the Ku Klux
Klan would parade through the
streets of this city in full regalia the
night of Sept. 23 on the way to their
first public initiation in full regalia
by passing’ an anti-klan ordinance. It
is an emergency ordinance and pro-
vides for fines ranging from $5 to
$25 for violation.

Faﬁine-Stalks In
Ruhr While Passive

Resistance Rules

BERLIN, Sept. 12.—The Ruhr bat-
tle will be won or lost at the Ger-!
man fireside.

The situation in the Ruhr is just
like the situation on the German
‘front in 1918. Not the men folks
for themselves collapsed and threw
up their hands under the cramming
drives of American, French and Brit-
ish. They quit because their women
folk and their children at-home were
suffering and starving.

If the collapse of passive resist-
ance comes, it will be a repetition of
1918 war history. It will be because
the wife and the kids are pinched by
he strangling pressure of French oc-

collapse in the Ruhr and the rest
of Germany.

The wife, with the market basket
and pay envelope, is fighting a battle
as desperate as ever armed men
fought.

She stands outside the “butter
store” for her half-pound of mar-
garine, waiting patlently two or
three hours, while “green’ police”
hover about. She finds the margar-
ine finally at some hundreds of thou-
sands per pound anld the pay envelope
far from keeping pace with the de-
valuation of a once proud currency.
She comees forth weeping.

She tells it at the fireside that
night, at a fireside which this winter
is destined to know little or no coal.

That is what is gnawing at the pas-
sive resistance in the Ruhr, though
the ‘“hard-headed Westphalian” gets
madder the more he is prodded. He
doesn’t want to quit. That is a cer-
tainty. He wants to quit only when
he gets what he regards as a fair
deal, which will leave him free to
work without bayonets at his breast.

The government and the industrial-
ist wish to hold on; so does the
worker:

Whether the government can sup-
ply sufficient fats and potatoes,
however, will tell the story. The fire-
side will be the decisive battle-
ground.
