RANGER LEGAL 
ADVISERS POINT 

TO GREAT WORK
Constitution Week Observance 

Marked by Rally Under Bar 
Association Direction.

In compliance with the request of 
the American Bar association that 
Constitution week be observed by 
the bar associations in all cities 
throughout the United States, mem­
bers of the Ranger Bar association 
gave a program, both entertaining 
and instructive, Friday night in the 
high school auditorium. Two on the 
program, Judge George L. Daven­
port and the Rev. W. H. Johnson, 
were prevented by absence from the 
city from taking part, but the sub­
jects assigned to them were covered 
in part by the other speakers, so 
that no part of the program outlined 
by the American Bar association was 
overlooked. A fairly large audience 
was present.

In addition to the serious discus­
sions, the evening was enlivened by 
music. Mrs. Bess Luke led in sing­
ing ‘ ‘America” and also sang two 
beautiful solos, Mrs. C. G. Norton 
playing her accompaniments. After­
wards Mrs. S. D. Terrell gave two 
readings with musical settings, with 
Mrs. Luke at the piano.

Sam K. Wasaff, president of the 
Ranger bar, introduced the speakers 
and also discussed briefly the pre­
amble to the constitution, taking 
each statement and commenting on 
it.

Discusses Preamble.
“  ‘We, the people of the United 

States,’ ”  he read, “ all the people ‘in 
order to form a more perfect union,’ 
a more perfect union demanding 
self-betterment and guidance for the 
common good, the individual not of 
his state but of the United States; 
‘establish justice,’ securing to each 
the rights his fellows have ordained, 
the rule of reason over force, no re­
specter of persons, the thief and mil­
lionaire being equal before her bar; 
‘insure domestic tranquility,’ group 
strife ceasing, no swapping o f inter­
ests to defeat the true interests of 
all, no juggling to build up one dis­
trict and hold back others, no fa­
natic laws nor laws defied by over­
bearing conduct of the self-righteous 
or brutal minded; ‘provide for the 
common defense,’ protection from 
internal violence and from external 
aggression, not militarism for its 
own sake, not war profteers and 
their useless wars that destroy the 

- youth and promise of the nation and 
burden future generations with 
crushing debt; ‘promote the general 
welfare,’ the good life of one and all,' 
child labor ceasing, 4angerous work 
made safe, toil to benefit the com­
munity, not to lame and corrupt it, 
education enlarged and freed: ‘and 
secure the blessings of liberty to 
ourselves anad our posterity,’ free­
dom being civilization living within 
the law, liberty bounded by the law­
ful rights of our fellows, the bless­
ings of liberty being progress, jus­
tice and law; ‘do ordain and estab­
lish this constitution for the United 
States,’ ordained and established, not 
embalmed; not perfect, but it works; 
the people fashioned it, the people 
can alter it, to be used in the spirit 
in which it was created, used to ful­
fill the high functions which the pre­
amble proclaims, and thus meet the 
trust of America’s mission among 
the nations of the earth.”

Bill of Rights.
Judge A. E. Firmiri, discussed the 

bill of rights, which he defined, as 
“ the declaratiton of the fundamental 
purposes of a written constitution, 
adopted as the basis of the govern­
ment to be created.”

He said that in its original form 
as adopted, the federal constitution 
contained no bill of rights, although 
it was urged by James Madison 
throughout theh convention. Then:

“ Fifty-six delegates met to write 
the fundamental law which should 
‘form a more perfect union’ than 
that under which the United Colonies

COUNTY TAX VALUATIONS
Grand Total This Year $42,929,120, Which Is Slightly Ahead 

of Last Year; Poll Tax Payments Increase.

EASTLAND, Sept. 22.— Eastland 
county tax valuations show a grand 
total of $42,838,120 for' 1923, W. J. 
Herrington, county tax assessor, in 
his complete report to the county 
commissioners Saturday morning, 
declared. Last year the total was 
$48,596,622, but there was a total 
error, of $5,992,000 due to duplica­
tions, which left a balance of tax­
able values of $42,604,622, or less 
than this year’s returns.

There were 12,175 poll taxes paid 
between January and last month as 
compared with 10,872 last year, an 
increase of 1,303. The county re­
ceives 25 cents for each poll tax and 
the state $1.50. The county’s share 
was $3,043.75.

The rate of taxation this year is 
75 cents for the state and $1.50 for 
the county, a Total of $2.25.

The residential tax roll is greater 
this year. It is $16,244,885 as com­
pared with $14,996,339 last year. 
The non-resident roll decreased, it 
being $16,040,400 this year and 
$17,760,691 in 1922. The unrender­
ed roll amounts to $706,540. The 
railroads and telegraph roll is $2,- 
809,490 and the state and national 
banks $587,225. The supplemental 
back roll, which includes uncollected 
and overlooked in the past, amounts 
to $181,780.

The various funds will share in 
the 'collectable taxes as follows: 
State tax, $322,006.50; state reve­
nue poll, $6,087.50; state school 
poll, $12,175; county tax, '$643,- 
472.61; county district school, $62,- 
585.94; county poll taxes, $3,043.75.

All of the commissioners were 
present.

GIVE UP THE 
RUHR FIGHT

Allies Expected to Show Len­
iency When “ Passive Re­

sistance” Is Ended.

President Opposes
Regional System of 

Railroad Mergers
Special to the Times

WASHINGTON, Sept. 22.— While 
no authoritative statement has come 
from the White House, there appears 
to be no doubt among those in po­
sition to know that President Cool- 
idge is opposed to the consolidation 
of the railroads of the country into 
regional systems, as was advocated 
by the late President Harding, and 
that further efforts to carry out 
this project on which the interstate 
commerce commission has been work­
ing for some time will be abandoned.

The railroads have been opposing 
the proposed consolidation, and, ac­
cording to some of the leading rail 
officials, want merely to be “ let 
alone” to work out their own salva­
tion. It is certain, however, they 
will not be granted this latter wish, 
for opponents of the Esch-Cummins 
law and the so-called LaFollette 
group in congress propose new lav/s 
that will come up for consideration 
within the next few months whic’n 
may not meet with approval of the 
railroad chiefs.

ALABAMA GOVERNOR 
OBJECTS TO INQUIRY 
RELATIVE TO FLOGGING

Italy Appears To 
Be Determined Upon 

Acquiring Fiume
By United Press

LONDON**Sept. 22.— Rumors of 
a possible Balkan war contmued to­
day as the long drawn out negotia­
tions between Italy and Jugo-Slavia 
for settlement of the Fiume ques­
tion failed of satisfactory settle­
ment.

The Italian commander at Fiume, 
General Giardino, will go to Rome 
to report on the situation. The de­
cree issued from the government pal­
ace shows that Italy is determined 
to remain in Fiume, which with the 
exception of Trieste, is the principal 
port on the eastern shore of the 
Adriatic.

The Balkan countries fear an ef­
fort to deprive them of their rights 
in allowing the claims of Italy. Dis­
patches from Rojne, which cannot be 
accepted as wholly unbiased, con­
tinue to announce an alarming dif­
ference between Jugo-Slavia and 
Bulgaria.

MONTGOMERY, Ala., Sept. 22.—  
Governor W. W. Brandon today won 
the first round of his fight to pre­
vent an investigation of flogging and 
brutality against men working in the 
Banner mine, under the convict lease 
system.

K LAN  EN TR AN CE INTO
WHITE HOUSE D E N IE D

CHARLESTOWN, W. Va., Sept. 
22.— That the Ku Klux Klan held an 
initiation in the dining room of the 
White Housie was the statement 
made by the Rev. Basil Newton of 
Oklahoma, representative to the 
klan imperial council, in an address 
to a large audience of klansmen and 
others at Hurricane last night during 
a klan celebration.

WASHINGTON, Sept. 2?.— The
statement, by the Rev. Basil Newton 
at Hurricane, W. Va., that an initia­
tion of klansmen had been held in 
the White House today was declared 
by White House officials “ too ridicu­
lous to discuss,”

FLOOD WATERS WASH 
AWAY LINES OF LONE 

STAR GAS COMPANY
■ By United Press

DALLAS, Sept. 22.— An 11-foot 
rise in the Red river, the highest in 
10 years, reported today from the 
Byers, Texas, headquarters of the 
Lone Star Gas company, carried 
away three of the four overhead lines 
of the gas company and also washed 
away one of the emergency lines of 
the company on the bed of the river.

The flood was expected to reach 
Gainesville late today and efforts 
were being made to safeguard the 
safety of the 16-inch line across the 
river at that place.

William Moorehead, representa­
tive of the company, said that unless 
the line should be ‘broken off, there 
will be no serious curtailment of gas 
to the 61 cities and towns in Texas 
supplied by the company.

•Officials of the company were ad­
vised that the crest of the flood had 
been reached at Byars at 10 o'clock. 
The Lone Star company supplies 
gas from Oklahoma fields to Texas 
towns.

BERLIN, Sept. 22.— Germany to­
day decided to give up “ passive re­
sistance” unconditionally. Allied 
representatives tonight indicated the 
offer would be accepted.

The struggle in the Ruhr that has 
cost hundreds of lives and millions 
of dollars is expected to end next 
week. Allied representatives who 
said they believed the proposal wijuld 
be accepted said, too, that France 
and Belgium were disposed to re­
turn captives voluntarily, following 
Germany’s complete surrender with­
out conditions. With the Ruhr and. 
Rhineland dispute ended, a discus­
sion of reparations on a larger scale 
than heretofore was believed next 
in order.

The Berlin cabinet met with Chan­
cellor Stresemann late today and de­
cided that “passive resistance” must 
cease if the republic was to be 
saved. The offer heretofore made 
to the Belgian ambassador had two 
conditions: release of the Ruhr pris­
oners held by the French and the re­
turn of persons deported. '

The new decision is for surrender 
with conditions. Besides accepting 
the German surrender and making 
certain concessions regarding the 
prisoners, the allies are understood 
to be prepared to withdraw part of 
the Ruhr troops. The only thing to 
complete fulfillment of the govern­
ment’s decision is a couple of meet­
ings within the course of the coming 
week, when definite announcement 
will be published. The cabinet will 
meet again tomorrow.

KLAN GRAND DRAGON 
IN OKLAHOMA IS HELD 

ON RIOTING CHARGE

TH REE KILLED IN “ BAD
L A N D S” OF CHICAGO

CHICAGO, Sept. 22.— A gun bat­
tle in Chicago’s “ bad lands” on the 
east side late this afternoon result­
ed in the death of one policeman, 
two negroes and probably fatal in­
juries to another policeman.

Robert Chuff in, policeman, .and 
Clarence Green and William Austin 
were killed and Policeman Thomas 
Mjitehell may die. Policemen attempt­
ed to arrest the negroes. In the bat­
tle that followed Mitchell was the 
oi.iy cuivivov.

OKLAHOMA CITY, Sept. 22.— N. 
C. Jewett, grand dragon of the Ku 
Klux Klan in Oklahoma, was freed 
upon $1,000 bond today on charges 
of rioting preferred in a justice of 
the peace court. He pleaded not 
guilty.

The charge followed testimony 
given by Dr. A. A. Maupin, dentist 
and former, klansman, before a mili­
tary £ourt here relative to the al­
leged seizure and flogging of E, R. 
Merriman, who was forced to leave 
the county in 1922.

Dr. Maupin, a part of whose tes­
timony was given out by Governor 
Walton, testified that Jewett had 
told him that he had personally ap­
plied the lash to Merrimen.

Additional announcement regard­
ing his attitude on the proposed 
meeting of the legislature was prom­
ised by the governor to newspaper 
men with whom he conferred last 
night at his home. The governor as­
serted that 60 members of the Okla­
homa lower house are members of 
the klan and he declared that a meet­
ing of the house next Wednesday 
would be an unlawfu) assembly.

Walton declared “ there will be no 
session.”  Question as to his opinion 
regarding the success of his cam­
paign against the klan, the governor 
said: “ The klan is whipped. That 
is success, isn’t it?”

WALTON WANTS 
NEWSPAPER TO 

PRINT ‘FACTS’
Says Oklahoma Press Subsi­

dized by Klan; Threatens 
to Call More Troops.

OKLAHOMA CITY, Sept. 22.— 
In a written statement to the news­
papers late tonight, Governor Walton 
appealed for v financial aid to estab­
lish a newspaper here for the distrib­
ution of facts throughout the state. 
He attacked the newspapers over the 
state and declared they were subsi­
dized from Atlanta, Ga.

To Extend Martial Law.
Extension of absolute martial law 

unless local authorities in several 
counties clear up the conditions of 
lawlessness in their several districts 
was threatened by Governr Walton 
tonight, accompanied by the state­
ment that additional national guards­
men would be mobilized. He gave no 
indication as to the counties he 
threatened nor did he name the 
number of additional guardsmen to 
be called out.

The governor reiterated his declar­
ation that members of the lower 
house would not be allowed to assem­
ble at the scheduled meeting place 
in the capital on Wednesday. How­
ever, he refused to say what action 
would be taken, referring inquirers 
to Adjutant General Markham, who 
refused to make a statement.

Klan in Legislature.
“ Adjutant General Markham will 

be in command of the troops in Okla­
homa City on, the date scheduled by 
the insurgent klan representatives to 
meet and Markham will have charge 
of the situation,”  the governor as­
serted. “ There will be no meeting of 
the legislature,”  he declared. “ The 
scheduled meeting Wednesday is one 
of the klan and not of the legisla­
ture. They shall not meet. I can­
not allow1 klansmen ' of the legisla­
ture to assemble and call themselves 
the legislature of the state and pro­
ceed to act as such. If I allowed such 
action, it would be turning the state 
over to super-government, which has 
its headquarters in Atlanta, Ga.”

Questioned as to the probability 
of klansmen being in the national 
guard, the governor again referred 
to Markham. “ I cannot say if there 
are klansmen in the guard, but I 
am assured the guardsmen will obey 
orders at all times,”  he said.

The curfew ruling under martial 
law continued tonight without modi­
fication. “ I can testify as to the ef­
fectiveness of the restriction,”  said 
the governor. “ Last night I was 
halted four times as I drove to the 
telegraph office after midnight.”

Meet Says 
Walton

T h r e a t e n s  to Make 
Martial Law M o r e  
Rigid. Claims Klan 
Has Terrorized Ok­
l a h o m a  F o r  T w o  
Years and Now Seek­
ing His Removal Be­
cause He Has* Expos­
ed Its Crimes.

OKLAHOMA CITY, Sept. 22.—  
Governor Walton will close the 
Oklahoma State fair and place this 
city under more rigid martial law 
unless members of the legislature 
abandon their effort to convene the 
lower house of the legislature, ac­
cording to a statement issued today 
by the executive, in which he says:

“ The Ku Klux Klan that for more 
than two years has spread terror 
throughout the state to races and 
religions against whom its organized 
efforts are directed, and has dragged 
its victims from their homes and 
beds and, without trial or mercy, has 
tied them, both men and women, like 
beasts and beaten them brutally, 
cannot remain in this state.

“ The leaders of the klan are now 
using all their efforts to defeat the 
law and defy the constitution and 
they have denounced me as a war 
lord because I have uncovered their 
crimes and have exposed their of­
fenses.

“ When I first began to investi­
gate the crimes committed by the 
Ku Klux Klan, I learned that where 
they operated with the greatest bold­
ness the local officers of the law 
were klansmen. Ifc charges were 
brought against any person in those 
places a klan sheriff would make the 
arrest, a klan prosecuting atttorney 
would prosecute the defendant in a 
court presided over by a klansman 
before a klan jury drawn by klan 
commissioners. Facing such con­
ditions and after my warnings had 
gone unheeded, I declared martial 
law. ■ It was necessary, for only un­
der the protection of the bayonets 
could the whipped and cowed vic­
tims be induced to testify against 
the monster that had mauled them 
until death would be a happy re­
lease.”

The governor said that from the 
klan’s open defiance of lawful au­
thority, it was evident they would 
try to accomplish their purpose even 
though they had to ride through 
blood up to the bridle, and that any 
who opposed them would be led as 
though through a slaughter house 
into an open grave.

“ But by virtue of the power vest­
ed in me as governor of this state, 
no mob shall rule Oklahoma so long 
as I am above ground and in that 
high, office,”  declared the governor.

“ This lawless element contem­
plates starting its session under the 
guise of a legislative assembly and 
would remove from its path any of­
ficer who dares to oppose the unlaw­
ful act. The only thing that sur­
prises me is that they have not con­
vened their legislature at night in 
an open pastore, then in full regalia, 
and, in the presence of theid drag­
ons, cyclops and wizards they could 
impeach me in the' midst of Nature’s 
temple that has so often resounded 
with the cries of their victims.”

E V E R Y  O FFICIAL IN SH A W N E E  
D ECLARED  M EM BER OF KLAN

SHAWNEE, Okla., Sept. 22.— 
That every city official of Shawnee 
is a member of the Ku Klux Klan, 
from the mayor to patrolmen, was the 
charge of Claude Hendon, county at­
torney, who is investigating the ac­
tivities of flogging in Pottawtomie 
county.

Ray Evans, police judge and a 
captain in the national guard, tes­
tified that he was a member of the 
klan. Hendon stated there would 
be arrests made as soon as persons 
implicated could be located.

MRS. W A L T O N  FINDS JACK 'S  
FIGURE IMPROVED B Y POLITICS

OKLAHOMA CITY, Sept. 22.—  
Mrs. Jack Walton has postponed her 
vacatiton trip to Maryland and will 
stand by her husband in his plans to 
destroy the Ku Klux Klan.

“ I’ll stick by him to the finish,” 
the first lady of Oklahoma said to­
night. “ I had planned to visit rela­
tives in Maryland but this will have 
to wait. I couldn’t think of quitting 
John at this time.”

While newspapermen, officials, 
officers and parole seekers were 
swarming about the executive man­
sion, Mrs. Walton was quietly going 
about her housework. She, was dis­
turbed by the shuffle of many call­
ers and the tramp, tramp of soldiers.

“ This house is nothing more than 
an annex to the capital,”  she said 
Despite the excitement, she was per­
forming her duties as a model house­
wife. She is also devoting much 
time to caring f/or her husband’s 
health,

In 87 days the constitution, 
as originally adopted, was prepared, 
presented to the convention and 
adopted by the unanimous consent 
of the states present on the seven­
teenth day of September, 1787, and 
of the independence of the United 
States of America the twelfth. It 
was largely the work of three tower­
ing intellects, George Washington, 
Alexander Hamilton and Benjamin 
Franklin. But it was imperfect in 
that it did not sufficiently limit the 
power of the federal government 
created by it, so that the states 
should reserve their proper sover­
eignty in matters not intended to be 
delegated to the general government 
and that the rights of the individual 
citizen should be duly recognized 
and respected, and on Sept. 25, 
1789, 10 amendments were submit­
ted to the states for their adoption 
and 10 states adopted them. They 
cover 10 subjects vital to a nation 
of freemen, and of supreme impor­
tance in creating a government ‘of 
the people, for the people and by the 
people.’ These amendments wei’e 
largely the work of the immortal 
Jefferson, in which he was harmoni­
ously assisted by a great majority of 
his fellow patriots, including James 
Madison.”

Judge Firmin pointed out how the 
“ freedom of religion, of speech and 
of peaceable assembly” and indi­
vidual rights of various character 
were provided in these 10 amend­
ments and discussed each briefly. 
“ The recognition of the 10 eternal 
principles of a republic by the fath­
ers and constituting our bill of 
rights,” he said, “ is the cornerstone 
of the national edifice, upon which 
our life as a free people has been 
built, for which our soldiers and 
sailors have paid high sacrifice and 
to which we must ever turn our 
thoughts and bend our energies if 
we preserve the ‘liberties vouchsafed 
to us by the blood of the martyrs of 
1776.”

Constitution Watchwords.
Lytton R. Taylor spoke of the 

“ Watchwords of the Constitution; A 
Government of Laws and Not of 
Men; Liberty Under the Laws; Equal 
Opportunity to All Citizens.” His 
address was full of optimism for the 
future and he insisted that the world 
is getting better all the time.

He urged that the children he 
taught the constitution with greater 
care and especially what it stands 
for, and expressed the belief that the 
children of the future would be as 
keen to uphold the high ideals of the 
constitution and of the nation as

were the men and women of 1776.
Living the Constitution.

Mrs. M. H. Hagaman gave a force­
ful talk on upholding the constitu­
tion in daily life, and stressed the 
need of teaching every day in the 
home and in the school the necessity 
of respecting rights, the rights of 
others, and the upholding of freedom 
within the law. She urged that 
every child and grown person should 
become familiar with the preamble 
of the constitution and that it should 
be made plain to all by teachers of 
every description that liberty meant 
freedom only when it difl not en­
croach on the rights of others, and 
that following the Golden Rule 
would keep one safe within the law.

Land’s Supreme Law.
“ The Services of John Marshall in 

Making Our Constitution the Su­
preme Law of the Land” was dis­
cussed by Ove Overson, who in be­
ginning his address quoted William 
E. Gladstone as saying, “ The Amer­
ican constitution is, so far as I can 
see, the most wonderful work ever 
struck off at a given time by the 
brain- and purpose of men.”

He quoted also the Marquis of 
Salisbury as saying, “ I confess I do 
not often envy the United States, 
but there is one feature in their in­
stitution which appears to me the 
subject of the greatest envy, their 
magnificent institution of the su­
preme court.”

Judge Overson traced the govern­
ment o f  people from the rule of 
tribal chiefs through kings and em­
pires, first absolute and later with 
an ever increasing measure of con­
trol by the people, until the first 
constitution by a republic was writ­
ten for the United States. He point­
ed out how lawgivers, which also 
were rulers, were at one time raised 
up by God, and pointed to the Book 
of Judges in the Bible as an exam­
ple of this. Coming to the time of 
the constitution and the institution 
of the supreme court to interpret it 
for the people of the nation, he 
dwelt with emphasis on the service 
of Chief Justice John Marshall of 
that court, who enunciated the doc­
trine which has never been success­
fully challenged that “ the constitu­
tion of the United States is the su­
preme law of the land.”

“We are going after the farmers 
intensively,” Robert Carton, sales 
manager of the Leveille-Maher motor 
company, said recently when asked if 
the improvement in cotton growing 
aci’eage and prices in this section is 
favorable to increased automobile and 
tractor sales. “ We are going to stage 
demonstrations of cars and tractors 
on their farms. Farmers will enter 
the farming industry more seriously 
next year than this season.

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CITY-COUNTY HOSPITAL GIVES 
COUNTY COMMISSIONERS’ COURT 

I v  MATERIAL FOR DISCUSSIONS

Special to the Times.
EASTLAND, Sept. 22.— Who dis­

counted the $30,000 county hospital 
warrants? W. I. Allison, retiring 
county auditor, who was asked by 
the Eastland county commissioners 
to see how far they have lived up to 
the agreement with the city com­
missioners of Ranger to finance the 
idle City-County hospital in Ranger, 
today told a Times writer that he 
isn’t sure who did.

Allison declares the county com­
missioners turned $30,000 over to 
the hospital board an-d that thus the 
county commissioners had lived up 
to their agreement to go fifty-fifty 
in building the hospital.

“ I was at that table,”  he said 
pointing to a flat table in the audi­
tor’s office in the courthouse, “ when 
the commissioners and contractor 
met. When the contractor came to 
collect his warrants, he said he didn’t 
know that the warrants were to be 
discounted apd that he couldn’t do 
it.

“ There was a representative from 
Ranger, who said he would see that 
it was handled all right. I dont’ 
know who he was.” Quisle-Andrews, 
contracting firm, built the hospital.

Allison said he didn’t know for a 
certainty whether the hospital board 
discounted the $30,000 warrants, 
which were sold at a discount of 7 Vz 
per cent. This left a balance of $27,- 
750 and this difference of $2,250 is 
almost entirely responsible for the 
hospital standing idle, conferences 
between the Eastland county and 
city of Ranger commissioners indi­
cate.

“ Legally the county commission­
ers have done their part,”  Allison 
said. “ The city of Ranger and East- 
land county commissioners entered 
a joint agreement to issue $30,000 
bonds for the hospital.”

He called attention to the fact 
that the hospital cost more than the 
bonds issued would take care of, but 
said that this should not keep the 
building closed.

“ The commissioners can help a 
little more,” he said. “ That is, if 
they want to.”

The commissioners’ court met Sat­
urday morning to examine the tax 
receipt roll of! W. J. Herrington, 
county tax assessor, but there was 
no indication that the board intend­
ed to take the “ bull by the horns,” 
and open the hospital. E. S. Pritch­
ard, judge of the board, said “that

only the tax -roll, completed this 
week, would be taken up today.

The warrant discount argument 
and expenditure of several thousand 
dollars on the building more than 
the $60,000 combined bond issue 
would take care of, has been respon­
sible for the hospital remaining 
closed to the public since its comple­
tion last June, according to the gen­
eral opinion.

TRIAL OF BARNES TO 
COME UP TOMORROW 

IN DISTRICT COURT
After being continued for a sixth 

time late Friday afternoon, the trial 
of Cleve Barnes of Ranger, charged 
with possessing liquor, will start in 
the 91st district court tomorrow 
morning before Judge G. L. Daven­
port. Continuance was granted Joe 
Burkett, representing the defendant, 
until Monday after a series of mo­
tions to quash the jury panel, on vari­
ous grounds, were overruled by Judge 
Davenport.

The seizure of whiskey, wine and 
choc beer in the garage of Barnes in 
this city on May 22, 1922, by a com­
mittee of citizens and officers was 
probably the most spectacular and ex­
citing in the county since national 
prohibition became a law.

The whiskey and wine, Barnes said 
at the time of the seizure, was worth 
about $18,000. The bottles were brok­
en and the contents thrown into the 
gutter, with a fire department hose 
handy to wash it along. Hundreds 
of people quickly gathered when the 
news of the raid spread to see the 
seizure.

The raid was in conjunction with 
several others at the same time and 
followed an agitation in Ranger 
against the sale of whiskey in the 
city in defiance of the law. .

Five committees were appointed by 
various clubs to visit suspected places 
of whiskey sales and the visits were 
timed simultaneously, so that one 
seller of illicit whiskey wouldn’t no. 
tify the other. The committees visit­
ed several places, officers accompany­
ing them, but only small amounts

were found at any of the places.
At the Barnes garage 300 quarts 

of fine bonded whiskey were seized, 
also 20 gallons of barrel whiskey, two 
cases of imported champjagne, 160 
gallons of white mule,' and 546 pints 
of choc beer. All of the liquor was 
officers making the raid said, 
poured into the gutter.

Wilson. Shields said:

“ Woodrow Wilson is one of the 
greatest men the world has ever pro­
duced.

His high place in his­
tory is secure and the adulation and 
mouthing of weeklies and ' dema­
gogues can add nothing to or detract

anything from the record he has 
made.”

Furlow replied to Sihields that 
Wilson now needed no praise from 
him. All Wilson had needed was 
his vote for the League of Nations 
when that means ratification of the 
Versailles treaty and the triumph of 
the Democratic party.

Football Coaching 
Has Much To Do In 

Winning Victories
By HENRY L. FARRELL

(United Press Sports Writer.)
NEW YORK, Sept. 22.—Football 

this fall will offer more interesting 
feature than can be found in the 
efforts of Percy Houghton to develop 
a winning team at Columbia Univer­
sity.

Hougton is generally regarded as 
the best football coach in the country. 
He established a system at Harvard 
that has been one of the most pro. 
ductive systems in any line of ath­
letics in the .whole country. The ideas 
that he outlined and put into effect 
at Harvard have been retained by 
succeeding coaches with such great 
results th^t/Harvard ranks as the out­

standing football institution of the 
nation.

It has been argued year after year 
that the best of coaching will not get 
the results without the material and 
that where the material is available, 
no master mind is needed to get the 
play out of it. It may be pointed out 
that Houghton had the material at 
Harvard, and it may be pointed back 
that Yale has had the finest material 
in the east for three years and failed 
to get any place in particular with it.

Less brilliant Harvard teams have 
beaten more powerful and clasier 
Yale team three years in a row and 
unless Yale gets going, the same 
thing will happen this year.

The argument that coaching is the 
factor in football does not hold in the 
case of Johnny Heisman and the Uni­
versity of Pennsylvania. Heisman be­
came nationally famous when he was 
producing spectacular teams at Geor­
gia Tech. He didn’t have the material 
at his eommanl that is given to the 
big eastern coaches, but he delivered. 
Pennsylvania had been just going 
along with ordinary teams when Heis­
man was brought to Philadelphia in 
the hope that he might develop one 
of his tornado teams for Penn. He 
had fine materials there, but he fail­
ed badly and was relieved.

Bob Folwell, who was replaced at 
Penn by Heisman, went to the Naval 
Academy where he became success­
ful immediately. He had a good 
football brain, knew the game and 
had the faculty of teaching it. He 
found the material at Annapolis and 
he also found himself in a position 
to demand discipline and act with a 
free hand. Athletic coaches at An­
napolis and West Point have the au­
thority of officers and their word is 
law. They have no fraternity influ­
ence to overcome and if they have 
any ability, they should deliver, be­
cause the youngsters they have to 
work with repi’esent the finest type 
of manhood in the nation.

BUY IT IN RANGER

Autumnal Equinox 
Due At 9:04 Sunday 

Night: Winter Near
By WM. L. LOSH,

United Press Staff Correspondent.
WASHINGTON, Sept. 22.— At 

9 :04 o’clock tomorrow night the 
earth will reach and pass that point 
in space in its journey around the 
sun when days and night are exact­
ly equal. It is the autumnal equi­
nox. At only one other moment dur­
ing the year are the same conditions 
reproduced, on March 21, when the 
verenal equinox occurs.

A strange series of changes in 
earthly conditions will commence in 
various portions of the globe at 9 :04. 
At the north pole the sun will dip 
beneath the horizon, to be visible no 
more until March 21, next, when it 
will again appear on the rim of the 
polar disk. From today until Dec. 
21, . its plunge into gloom will be 
deeper and deeper; .from Dec. 21 to 
March 21 it will commence its re­
turn toward the light of day.

Exactly opposite conditions pre­
vail at the South Pole. At 9 :04 to­
night a person at the pole would see 
the sun for the first time in six 
months, low on the rim of the hori­
zon, to be visible without break for 
a half-year. Day by day the sun will 
creep higher and higher into the 
skies, shedding a warmth little felt 
because of the influence of the 
eternal ice fields south of the Ant­
arctic circle, which prevent the tem­
perature ever from rising above 
freezing. The sun ■ will cqntinue to 
rise until Dec. 21, when it will stand 
23 1-2 degrees above the horizon, 
its maximum height there, but lower 
than that at which it is ever, seen in 
American latitudes. Beginning Dec. 
21, it will commence to retrograde 
toward the horizon and another six 
months of darkness.

SHIP EXHIBIT 
TO BE FEATURE 

AT STATE FAIR
Maritime Bi'spay From Galves­

ton Will Interest Plains 
Citizens.

DALLAS, Sept. 22.—Landlubbers 
from the broad prairies of north and 
west Texas will have a treat in the 
maritime exhibit at the State Fair 
of Texas, Dallas, Oct. 13.28, to be in­
stalled by the Galveston Commercial 
association.

The Galveston exhibit will be mari­
time in the fullest sense—pertaining 
entirely to the sea and tidewater 
transportation. The exhibit will be 
housed in the big Educational build­
ing, and occupies a commanding space 
that will attract the eyes of visitors 
the moment they enter the structure.

Unusual and of the highest edu­
cational value, the Galveston exhibit 
will include more than twenty minia­
ture models of steamships, battle­
ships, sailing vessels, schooners, etc.

Invitations have been extended to 
schools in all towns within a radius

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ARMY SIGNAL CORPS 
ACCOMPLISHES UNUSUAL 

FEAT IN TELEGRAPHY
EL PASO, Sept. 22.—Members of 

the 13th signal troop of the first cav­
alry division, stationel at Fort Bliss, 
have accomplished an unusual un­
dertaking. Telegraph lines four and 
one-half miles long were strung in 
the vicinity of Fort Bliss, and an in­
strument put in operation at each 
end. While the line was in use, 700 
feet of the wire was cut from the 
middle without interfering with the 
sending or receiving of messages.

The experiment originated with the 
men of the troop. A report of the 
achievement has been forwarded in 
detail to the war department.

The unk that undertook success­
fully the experiment conducts radio, 
telegraph, and telephone communica­
tions for headquarters of the first- 
cavalry divis'jn ana is composed of 
mounted and motorized department.

Many rain  experiments have been 
made. A standard radio set, issued 
by the signal corps, Vi\ h has a 
transmission range of 165 miles, was 
raised to a radius of 225 miles by 
means of innovations perfected by 
men of the troop.

In the wme piatton a method has 
been devised whereby Morse and Con­
tinental codes may bo sent over the 
wire by a service buzzer and at the 
same time the iine may be used for 
the transmission of tag-phone mes­
sages. Officers of the organization 
are authority for the foregomg state­
ment. A line was attached to a rail­
road track and messages received 
over the rails for a distance of 25 
miles.

TRIBE OF 6,000 WHITE NOMADS 
IN CENTRAL AFRICA TRACES ITS 

ORIGIN BACK FOR MANY AGES

PARIS (By mail to United Press). 

— While women in Turkey, Ihe cen­
ter of the world of Islam, are jus^ 
beginning to give signs of independ­
ence, striving to win a place in the 
social structure above that of slav­
ery, there exists in the remote Sa­
hara, in ' the mountain fastness of 
the Hoggar, an Arab tribe in which 
the women have from time imme­
morial enjoyed privileges equal to 
those of their men folk.

Much fiction has been written 
aboht this tribe, called the Touare- 
ga, by romancers who have invented 
a “ matriarchal”  state, resuscitated 
Atlantis and told wondrous tales of 
the “ White Queen,”  who lives for­
ever and enslaves handsome foreign 
explorers, dooming them to death 
when her fancy wanes. But Profes­
sor Olufsen, secretary of the Danish 
Geographical society, who has just 
returned to Europe after conduct­
ing an expedition across the Sahara, 
has a different story.

Dr. Olufsen scouted the idea of 
the women of the Touarega ruling 
the tribe, but he confirmed the re­
ports of a kind of civilization radi­
cally different from that of all other 
regions where the tenets of Moham­
et, with subjugation of women as a 
vital clause, held sway.

In the Hoggar the women, who are 
very beautiful, enjoy absolute inde­
pendence. The Touarges, by the 
way, are entirely white, with not a 
trace of negro blood. The women 
marry according to the dictates of 
their heart and their authority as 
mistress of the household, in this 
ease a tent, is uncontested. The 
Touaregs have never accepted the 
Islamic ruling on polygamy. They are 
monagamic. They hold their wom­
en in profound respect. The women 
are not veiled. They are on perfect 
equality with the men.

Inscriptions discovered by the ex­
plorers and deciphered show that 
the Touareg civilization dates from 
ages ago, but the tribe has always 
been of the nomadic type and noth­
ing was found to credit the legend 
that it once founded cities. The 
■population consists of about 6,000 
souls. The tribesmen are splendidly 
formed, artistic, much more vigorous 
and intelligent than the Khakyles 
and Berbers, who inhabit the sur­
rounding territories. They devote

themselves chiefly to marital exer­
cises, leaving the labor of cultivating 
the fields and guarding the flocks to 
negro Huratins, who have been con­
quered and reduced to slavery.

Preventing Disease 
Is Only Safe- Plan

Good- Production Possible Only 
When Fowls Are Healthy 

and Contented.

The only profitable flock for any 

purpose is one that is lively and 
healthy. It may be useful to know 
how to cure fowls after they be­
come sick, but it is far more im­
portant to prevent them from getting 
sick.

Under modern conditions, espe­
cially where fowls are kept in 
cramped quarters, there is no doubt 
that they have more ills than fowls 
did years ago when they roamed the 
fields almost wild. Farmers allowing 
chickens the free run of their farms 
usually have less trouble than poul- 
trymen who are compelled • to keep 
a large number on a small area.

Inbreeding, forciag, crowding, etc., 
have been responsible for many of 
these ills. But still, in spite of these 
difficulties, there are few that would 
be willing to go back to wild condi­
tions, or to fowls that laid eggs in 
the late spring and early summer and 
often not more than 60 in a year.

Confined Fowls Need Care 
When poultry are kept in confined 

quarters, the principles that undelie 
the methods of keeping them healthy 
and vigorous must be understood. 
Diseases are due to germs which de­
velop and flourish when conditions 
are right. The only way to keep 
fowls healthy is to keep them away 
from a super abundance of these dis­
ease germs. They may be able to 
throw o ff the effects of a few, but 
will usually succumb if the number 
of these germs gets too large.

As these germs breed and thrive 
in filth and dampness, cleanliness 
and dryness are the two main essen­
tials to keeping fowls free from dis­
ease. Wherever dirt is present, germs

are present also, and wherever things 
are damp, they have a good chance 
to develop. *

Preventative measures should be 
constantly practiced and the houses 
and runways of chickens kept as 
clean and free from/ dampness as 
possible. The coop should be sprayed 
inside at least once a month with 
some good insecticide, such as creo­
sote, diluted with two parts of kero­
sene, or some equally effective prep­
aration. Sanitary measures of this 
kind alone are not sufficient. The 
poultryman should start with good 
healthy stock and should not admit 
any new fowl to the flock until it 
has been kept in quarantine for a 
sufficient length of time to deter­
mine whether or not it has any dis­
ease that can be given to the other 
chickens.

Remove Diseased Chickens
If any fowls develop diseases they 

should immediately be removed from 
the balance of the flock and treated 
and should not be returned until all 
traces of the trouble have passed. 
Fowls that are badly infected should 
be killed and buried 'or burned.

Close confinement in small houses 
with insufficient ventilation is very

favorable to disease. Lack of ven­
tilation means an accumulation, of 
dampness. For this reason the house 
should be light and should have as 
much sunshine as possible.

Houses and coops should be cleaned 
and disinfected to keep them free 
from red mites and lipe, both of 
which are serious enemies of fowls. 
The signs of these vermin should be 
waited for. The houses should be 
systematically disinfected to fore­
stall troubles.

Care must also be taken in feed­
ing. Nothing but the finest and 
soundest foodstuffs should be used. 
Musty and mouldy grain will make 
fowls ill. This may even make them 
so sick that they will never regain 
their health again. One great pre­
ventative of disease is found in thd 
use of epsom salts given about once 
in two weeks during the hot months 
and about twice a month during the 
remainder of the year. This may be 
administered in a number of ways, 
but a common way is to dissolve it 
in water and make a wet mash with 
the water, feeding this prefei’ably 
in the morning. The salts should be 
given in a proportion of about one 
teaspoonful to three fowls.

£ At the first sign of any epidemic 
present in a flock, permanganate 
potash added to the drinking water 
in sufficient quantity to turn it a 
good red should be used. This will 
ordinarily be as much, as can be 
spread on a ten-cent piece to a gal­
lon of wateiv
