"After we moved to Oklahoma 
Lane, Christmas was held at the 
church and school. The school was 
also the church in the community. 
They would have box suppers to 
raise money for a Christmas tree 
and treats for the children. Most of 
the time that was all the Christmas 
the children had," she said. 

She graduated in 1935 from Okla-
homa Lane School. She was active 
in baseball, UIL spelling, picture 
memory and track. 

She remembers seeing her first 
school bus. The drivers were Ruth 
and Jenie Bolton. 

"On one April Fools Day Lester 
Norton who owned the school buses, 
parked them in front of the school. 
He told us, 'Your parents may get 
upset for what I'm fixing to do. So if 
you think you shouldn't do this you 
better not.' He put us on the bus and 
took us to the Sand Hills for a very 
enjoyable day. We always took our 
lunch so we didn't get hungry," said 
Mrs. Symcox. 

Her brothers and sisters attended 
church singing on Sunday evenings. 
People would gather from around 
the area for the singings. 

At one of these singings, Julia met 
Harold Hillock and married him in 
1938. They have five children —
Roland, Judy, Gloria, Janice and

Julia was active in PTA, and put 
on musicals in Farwell and once in 
Muleshoe.

The dust has cleared and settled 
since the summit was held in 
Geneva between President Reagan 
and Chairman Gorbachev. 

I've had a chance to read the 
comments from several political 
pundits, plus view the statements 
made by the Reagan administra-
tion. 

It seems most folks have hailed 
the summit as an achievement, 
noting it will lead to more meetings 
between the two world leaders. 

Here's my opinion: the summit 
was a complete dud. Period. 

You see, I'm lucky. I don't have to 
spin a line of long words and 
brilliant expertise to convince mil-
lions of readers that I have deep 
insight into world political situa-
tions. Our readers in the Twin 
Cities, I believe, don't appreciate 
the usual baloney that spews forth 
from the "pundits" (one of my 
favorite words). 

Let's face it, the summit achieved 
virtually nothing. Nil. Zilch. It was a 
big waste of time and effort. Think 
I'm wrong? Then let's take a look at 
it. 

So Reagan and Gorbachev are 
going to meet two more times. Well, 
what does that prove? Just because 
two boxers sparred with each other 
for one round, never getting blood-
ied, does that mean the same thing 
won't happen in rounds 2 and 3? I 
doubt seriously that the results will 
change one iota. 

And just because they are meet-
ing doesn't mean there can't be a 
war. Chamberlain met with Hitler, 
didn't he?The only real good that 
could come from these one-on-one 
meetings would be if the proper 
groundwork was laid: i.e., if there 
was a common area for agreement. 
Frankly, there isn't and won't be for 
many, many years. 

Reagan is going ahead with his 
space defense and I'm sure whoever 
is elected in 1988 will continue it. 
Since the Russians don't have the 
technology to compete with such a 
program, they will continue to fight 
it at all levels. Do you see any 
common ground there? I sure don't. 

One of the "achievements" that 
came out of the Geneva summit, 
some have written, is that Reagan 
didn't back off the space defense 
program. You call that an achieve-
ment? That's like saying that it was 
an achievement for Reagan not to 
trip over his feet when disembark-
ing the plane in Switzerland. Or 
saying that it was an achievement 
for Reagan to eat breakfast in the 
morning. 

Gosh, I love how government can 
make an "achievement" out of 
nothing. I don't recollect our journ-
alists pointing out how it was an 
"achievement" for Gorbachev to 
criticize the space defense efforts. 
But it surely must have been, if you 
put it in the same context as 
Reagan's "achievement." 

Then, I notice that Reagan re-
portedly didn't discuss human 
rights violations in the USSR or the 
war in Afghanistan. Are those 
"achievements" too? 

He should have brought up the 
Afghan resistance. What's happen-
ing there is pure genocide: the 
Russian Army is embarked on a 
calculated plan to kill all the Af-
ghans. That probably is incompre-
hensible to Americans but that is 
exactly what is happening. 

It's a tragedy of our times. And 
it's a big plus for the Russians in 
being able to move their offensive 
positions closer to American allies, 
such as Pakistan. (P.S. And you 
don't see our American TV net-
works reporting it, do you? They 
were all there in Vietnam, weren't 
they? But not in Afghanistan! Let's 
hear it for objectivity.) 

Maybe I ought to be more object-, 
ive in this column. I should point out 
the successes that came from the 
Geneva summit. Why, a cultural' 
exchange was signed. 

I love it. A cultural exchange. On 
the list of priorities to reduce 
tensions, this would rank at the 
bottom. But it was trumpeted as one 
of the summit's achievements. 

Oh, goody, The Bolshoi Ballet will 
probably come to Washington, D.C. 
It will be a chance for the Washing-
ton bureaucrats to pay $50 a ticket 
to sit among their peer group and 
pretend they are important. Today 
the Bolshoi, tomorrow nuclear dis- 
armament.  

Yes, I remember the ping pong 
team's excursion into Red China 
and the opening of its doors to the

West. That was a different case.

That's one of the problems in 
Russia: an overriding concern 
among that nation's leaders is to 
keep their power. To heck with the 
people, they want to keep their jobs. 
That might sound like an over-
simplification, but it's a fact. 

On one hand that's bad: the 
heavy-handed oppression of the 
Russian people is likely to continue. 
On the other, it's good: the leaders 
are unlikely to start a major war 
because it might upset the power 
structure which they want un-
changed. 

No, I don't consider the Afghan 
incursion a major war. After all the 
millions of people murdered by 
their own countrymen since the 
Communists took over, it doesn't 
phase the Russians to kill a few 
million Afghans. 

Anyway, that's my view of the 
summit. A big waste. Well, maybe I 
shouldn't put it that way. I, for one, 
was worried that Reagan, in order 
to solidify his place in history, might 
give away all the goods in order to 
buy some kind of agreement with 
Russia. That apparently didn't hap-
pen.

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`Water Management Notes' available 
estimate the amount of moisture 
stored in the plant root zone at any 
root depth in the field without the 
purchase of specialized equipment. 

This method of determining soil 
moisture conditions entails the 
physical collection of soil samples 
and firming the samples in the 

In an effort to encourage irri-
gators to harvest the rainfall they 
receive, as well as make wise water 
management decisions with the 
irrigation water they apply to their 
crops, the Water District, with 
assistance from the USDA Soil 
Conservation Service, has just com-
pleted three new "Water Manage-
ment Notes." 

"Don't pray for rain if you don't 
take care of what you get," is the 
first statement readers will see in 
the first of these brochures, "Fur-
row Dikes, Small Reservoirs Of 
Yield Potential," which discusses 
the beneficial uses of furrow dikes. 
This 1937 quote by R.E. Dixon, 
superintendent of the Texas Agri-
cultural Experiment Station at 
Spur, Texas, is just as true today as 
it was 48 years ago when Mr. Dixon 
made the statement at a field day at 
the Spur Experiment Station. 

Research has proven that the use 
of furrow dikes to harvest precipi-
tation is the single most cost-effect-
ive conservation practice that the 
producer in the High Plains of 
Texas can implement to increase 
his yields and profits. Maximum 
utilization of precipitation through 
the use of furrow dikes, will help 
reduce the withdrawal of water 
from the Ogallala aquifer, reduce 
production costs associated with 
supplying the crop's water needs 
and increase the potential for higher 
crop yields. Research statistics are 
also provided to illustrate potential 
crop yield increases due to addi-
tional water that is. available to the 
crops through the use of furrow 
dikes. 

The second of the new brochures 
entitled, "The Pre-Plant Soil mois-
ture Survey, A Guide to Water 
Management," outlines and ex-
plains the three principal objectives 
of this annual soil moisture survey. 

First, the irrigator is provided 
with an estimate of the amount of 
water in storage in the plant root 
zone profile prior to planting. Sec-
ondly, estimates of the amount of 
water needed to fill the root zone soil 
profile to field capacity are pro-
vided so that the irrigator can 
determine his pre-plant irrigation 
needs. And third, the Water Man-
agement Note describes how in-
formation on the distribution of 
moisture in the root zone soil profile 
can be helpful to the irrigator. 

"Estimating Soil Moisture By 
Feel and Appearance," is the third 
of the new brochures. The "feel and 
appearance method" of monitoring 
soil moisture allows irrigators to

hand. Different soils react and 
appear differently when they are 
squeezed and contain various 
amounts of moisture.

It would be wise for all pro-
spective hunters to review rules and 
regulations that go along with the 
season. 

Most all laws concerning hunting 
deal with either the safety of hunt-
ers and others, or the rights of 

(r people to privacy on their own 
property. 

This year, the pheasant season 
opens Dec. 14 in Parmer County and 
Dec. 7 in Curry County. The Parmer 
season continues through Dec. 29, 
while in Curry County season lasts 
through Dec. 10. 

All Texas residents are required 
in their home county to have hunt-' 
ing licenses. A resident hunting 
license is $10, while the combination 
hunting and fishing license is $15. 
Certain persons may qualify for a 
resident exempt hunting license 
that costs only $6. These persons are 
classified as under 17 years of age; 
65 years of age or over; and certain 
disabled veterans. A non-resident 
small game license is $75.

This year, in Parmer County, the 

bag limit is two cocks per day, and 
the possession limit is four cocks. 

In order to insure that hens are 
not shot, hunters must leave the 
heads and feet on their birds until 
they have reached their final des-
tination. There will be a severe fine 
if this rule is not followed. It is 
illegal to shoot hens. 

The legal shooting hours for•game 
birds are one-half hour before sun-
rise to one-half hour after sunset. 
Hunting is prohibited on any public 
road or road right-of-way. Calling 
devices, except recordings and elec-
trically amplified calls, are per-
mitted. 

It is illegal to hunt on privately 
owned land without the consent of 
the owner or the owner's agent. The 
tresspass laws are very explicit, 
and you may be charged with a 
Class B misdemeanor, which car-
ries a maximum fine of $1,000 and or 
180 days in jail. It is not necessary 
for a property owner to post no 
trespassing signs, if he has fences. 
If there are no fences, signs are 
needed.

Approximately $111 million in low 
interest mortgage loans will be-
come available to homebuyers in 
Texas beginning Nov. 25, a Texas 
Housing Agency official announced 
Wednesday. 

The money will be offered to 
eligible low and moderate income 
borrowers at a fixed rate of 9.70 
percent for 30 years, with a five to 
ten percent minimum downpay-
ment, said Earline Jewett, Execu-
tive Administrator of the Texas 
Housing Agency. 

To qualify for the program, an 
individual applicant must have an 
adjusted gross income for the pre-
ceding tax year of $33,000 or less; 
the combined income limit for a 
family is $42,000. In addition, for 
homes in most areas of the state, 
borrowers must be first-time home- 

buyers or not have owned their 
principal residence in the past three 
years. 

Lenders will begin accepting 
applications on Nov. 25, 1985 for 
mortgage loans on homes costjng 
$80,000 or less.

Keep Christmas tree fresh 
for decorating, remove the loose 
interior needles by tapping the tree 
on the patio or driveway a few 
times. The interior needles turn 
brown when they no longer get 
direct sunlight, and this is not a sign 
of dryness. 

'Cut an inch off the base before 
placing the tree in a water-holding 
stand. Then check the water daily 
for the first week to keep the stand 
full. Don't let the water level fall 
below the tree's cut base. 

'To prevent premature drying of 
the needles, place the tree away 
from heat sources such as warm air 
ducts, plate glass windows with a 
southern exposure and space 
heaters. 

"Keeping your tree well-watered 
and away from heat sources will 
help the tree keep its needles, 
shape and fragrance throughout the 
holiday season," says Dreesen. "A 
tree which retains some moisture is 
also less of a fire hazard in your 
home." 

This year you don't have to watch 
your Christmas tree droop and turn 
brown before the holiday even 
arrives. 

With proper selection and care, 
you can keep your tree fresh 
throughout the season, says a Texas 
A&M University Agricultural Ex-
tension Service forestry specialist. 

"Start with the freshest tree you 
can find," says Man Dreesen. "A 
Texas-grown tree you cut yourself 
at a tree farm or buy off a lot will be 
fresher than trees shipped from 
distant states." 

The forestry specialist recom-
mends the following steps to keep a 
fresh-cut tree at its peak: 

'Place the tree trunk in a contain-
er of water, since a fresh-cut tree 
will still be growing when it's 
harvested, and will initially absorb 
from one-half to one gallon of water 
a day. 

*Store the tree in a shaded area, 
such as a covered patio or garage.
