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Board Starts Planning New Building, 
Figures Replacement at $500,000 

A fire that started unobserved 
and a 25-mile-an-hour- West 
Texas wind were more than a 
match for three area fire depart- 
ments Thursday night as the 
Bovina High School building 
was razed from top to bottom in 
about three hours time. 

Once the fire had broken 
through on the roof and received 
a push from the southwest 
breeze, it spread like a flash 
through every wing of the old 
but needed structure, and burn-
ed virtually at will. 
Nobody knows for certain just 

who first discovered the blaze. 
Mrs. Dub Mahew, whose home is 
southwest of the building, saw the 
fire from a window of their house 
about 9 o'clock. Several small girls 
also noticed the event and sum-
moned help as soon as possible. 

The Bovina Fire Department 
and contingents from Texico-Far-
well, Friona, and Hereford rushed 
to the scene, but about all they 
were able to do in the face of such 
an inferno was to prevent other 
near-by buildings from being ig-
nited, including the residence of 
Supt. W. H. Willoughby. 

How much the fire cost the dis-
trict is hard to say. Insurance 
ran to $90,000, but the school 
board estimates replacement may 
cost the district $500,000. 

Considerable expense has been 
born by the district in the last two 
years, the old gymnasium having 
been converted into an auditorium 
last year, and extensive repairs 
and improvements having been 
finished only this summer. 

It is the supposition of firemen 
and officials that the fire began 
near the central switchbox in the 
western or auditorium wing of the 
building, but again, no one knows 
for certain. 

Students only missed one day of 
school, Friday, since they had al-
ready planned to close on Monday 
for the fair. Regular classes began 
Tuesday morning, using every 
available space on the school cam-
pus, in local churches and the le-
gion hall. There have been many 
offers of books, desks and other 
equipment from schools far and 
near and they are certainly appre-
ciated. 

The two primary grades and the 
second grade will have classes in 
the Methodist Church; the third 
and fourth graders in the Church 
of Christ; fifth and sixth grades in 
the Legion Hall. Classes of the 
seventh grade through high school 
will be held in the old government 
shop building, the agriculture 
building, music room; the home-
making department will meet in 
the Baptist Church.

Uppermost in the minds of the 
people of the Bovina community, 
and the main topic of conversation 
for the past week has been the tra-
gic loss of the main grade and 
high school building in the fire of 
last Thursday night. 

It was heartbreaking to stand 
and listen to children discuss the 
fire as they would remember some 
treasured object that had been left 
at school that fateful night. Occa-
sionally one would remember 
something very insignificant in 
cost but very dear to them. It will 
never be known how much was 
really lost in the blaze. 

Supt. W. H. Willoughby and the 
school board have been in almost 
constant session since the fire, ac-
tually holding their first meeting 
before the building stopped burn-
ing. They have met with insurance 
men, bond men and architects in 
beginning the tremendous job of 
planning and supervising the buil-
ing of a new school for Bovina. 

On Sunday the group made a ra-
ther extensive tour to Amarillo 
and other towns recently complet-
ing new school units, looking over 
the buildings, talking to school 
boards and superintendents. The 
old building was covered by $90,-
000 insurance; it is estimated that 
it will take $500,000 for a new 
school.

But wasn't it wonderful to get rid of that 
firetrap through which flames raced in less than 
20 , minutes, and produced a fire which could not 
be extinguished by three fire departments, and in 
which many young lives might have been snuffed 
out? 

When is a Burning School 
Buildling a Desirable Thing? 

Ever since the newspaper editorial was orig- 
inated, we suppose, the newspaper-reading public 
has been busy trying to read into editorials some-
thing that was just not there. Whether it has been 
because editorial writers have not made themselves 
clear enough on some occasions, or whether the 
readers have actually enjoyed twisting the facts to 
suit their own ends, we don't pretend to know. 
But, please, don't accuse us outright of saying we're 
glad the Bovina school burned down. 

If you were there, you will know what we 
mean when we say it certainly was a good thing 
to get rid of the old building at night, when it was 
unoccupied. 

The fire, discovered before it had spread from 
the auditorium to other parts of the building, could 
not be controlled. Of course, the wind was in a' 
large measure responsible for this, but the fact of 
the matter is that the old building just had too 
much combustible material inside it. 

Supt. Willoughby, after the fire had been 
contained by three fire departments, said, "You 
know, I don't know what we would have done 
if that building had been full of kiddoes." 

If the fire had occured during school hours, 
the occasion might well have been a national 
tragedy, the loss of which could not have been 
reckoned in thousands of dollars. 

True, the burning of the high school build-
ing, classrooms, and auditorium was a considerable 
loss to the taxpayers of the Bovina School District, 
but what would the loss have been if there had 
been a dozen—or a hundred—children burned to 
death? 

It was too bad that all the improvements 
done on the inside of the building went up in 
smoke. It was too bad that the thousands of dollars 
of equipment were lost in the conflagration. It 
was too bad that the district lost its school building, 
and now students are forced to pursue their studies 
in makeshift schoolrooms. It was too bad that such 
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Get Ready for the Howls,

You'd better brace yourself for some of the 
longest, loudest howling about government inter-
ference you've ever heard, because in about three 
weeks, Farmer County is going to get a cotton 
acreage allotment that will set growers back on 
their heels. 

Secretary of Agriculture Benson has until 
mid-October to determine whether cotton on hand 
will pass what is regarded as a surplus condition, 
and then he will have no recourse but to invoke 
acreage quotas. 

The cotton in the Southland is really "putting 
on" so we hear, and it looks as though it's going 
to be a record-breaking year in production. Dry-
land cotton in east and south Texas is making 
a bale to the acre. That's almost unheard of. 

Parmer County cotton looks mighty fine, too, 
and we're sure to far outstrip our figure of around 
50,000 bales in 1952. The only thing wrong with 
Farmer County's situation is that the agriculture 
department is going to figure allotments on a five-
year average, excluding 1949. Four or five years 
ago, cotton was distinctly a minor crop in the 
county. Today, it's our biggest cash commodity. 

We have about 80,000 acres planted to cotton 
in 1953. And cotton men who are supposed to know 
tell us they wouldn't be surprised if we didn't 
come out with a 20,000 to 30,000-acre allotment 
for next yeat. 

If that doesn't give rise to some howls, we'll 
eat our editorial notebook.

Hubam and Madrid clover fields 
get the nod at the Euler farm, the 
supervisor said. Here visitors will 
be offered a chance to compare 
the growth of sorghum planted af-
ter a clover crop was used, in con-
trast to successive sorghum plant-
ings. 

On both the Euler and Schlabbs 
farms, the high point of the visit 
will be to show narrow row plant-
ing of sorghums, in 20-inch rows. 
Schlabbs, several may recall, did 
such a planting previously and re-
turned an unusual harvest. 

Waterways and bench leveling 
will be the focal point of the visit 
on the Miller farm. Comparison of 
potato yields planted after sor-
ghum followed by clover will be 
made with yields on spuds follow-
ing sorghum without clover on the 
Neil farm. 

Bavousett pointed out that chan-
ges may be made in the itinerary, 
and urged that all farmers of the 
area check next week's paper for 
final details.

Ginning Operations 
Now In Progress 

"We're here for the season," 
Wright Williams, manager of the 

A North Plains Gin Co., at Friona, 
said on Monday morning. 

Williams went on to explain 
that the gin had not received any 
additional cotton after that of the 
initial bale turned out last week, 
but said that pickers moved in east 
and south of town on Monday 
morning and ginning is expected 
to be fairly constant from now un-
til the fields are stripped. 

The gin manager added that he 
would estimate around fifty bales 
would be turned out during the 
present week. Crews have been 
moved into acreages known to be 
especially lush with the 1953 yield 
and are expected to bring in the 
fluffy staple in a hurry. 

Asked about the labor situation, 
Williams said that producers are 
already importing workers, princi-
pally from South and East Texas 
who are familiar with cotton pull-
ing. Some of them, in fact, have 
been on hand for quite a while, 
engaged in hoeing out the fields. 

The yield in tnis particular area 
is hoped to run around a bale per 
acre, which is quite a bit higher 
than the national average has 
been estimated. County-wise, Will-
iams said he believed the yield 
would run close to a bale, which is 
a top-notch rating. 

As to the market price: the gin 
man reported that the price would 
run 26c to 30c per pound, prior to 
frost. When strippers hit the fields 
late in the season, he pointed out, 
they are inclined to get some still-
green stuff in with the fluffed-out 
bolls, consequently pulling down 
the grade of the bale.
