On the 6th day of February, 2007, there will be held in the Texico Municipal
School District No. 2, Curry County, New Mexico, a regular school district election for the purpose of
submitting the names of candidates for the 3 positions to be filled on the Board to the respective qual-
ified electors of the District and for the purpose of submitting to the qualified electors of the District the
question of whether or not a property tax should be imposed for the purpose of capital improvements
in the District.

In addition, there will be an Absentee Voter District established as described in Section 10 herein.

Section 3. The polls for said Election will be open between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and
7:00 p.m. on the day of the Election.

Section 4. At such Election, the following at large positions on the Board shall be filled
by the qualified electors of the District, to-wit:

Position 1: For a four-year term starting March 1, 2007; and
Position 2: For a four-year term starting March 1, 2007; and
Position 3: For a four-year term starting March 1, 2007.

Section 5. A declaration of candidacy for membership on the Board to be filled at the
Election shall be filed with the County Clerk of Curry, the proper filing officer, during the period com-
mencing at 9:00 a.m., December 19, 2006, being the third Tuesday in December, and ending at 5:00
p.m. on the same day, pursuant to Section 1-22-7, NMSA 1978.

Section 6. In making a declaration of candidacy, the candidate for membership on the
Board shall submit a sworn statement of intent in substantially the form provided in Section 1-22-8,
NMSA 1978.

Section 7. A person who desires to be a write-in candidate for membership on the
Board at such election shall file with the County Clerk of Curry County, a declaration of intent to be a
write-in candidate before 5:00 p.m. on January 2, 2007, being the thirty-fifty day preceding the date of
the Election.

At such Election, the following question shall also be submitted to all qualified, registered elec-
tors of the District:

PUBLIC SCHOOL CAPITAL IMPROVEMENTS TAX QUESTION

"Shall the Board of Education of the Texico Municipal School District No. 2, County of Curry, State
of New Mexico, be authorized to impose a property tax of $2.00 per each $1000.00 of net taxable value
of the property allocated to such District under the Property Tax Code for the property tax years of
2007, 2008, 2009, 2010, 2011and 2012 for the purpose of the following capital improvements in the
District, i.e., erecting, remodeling, making additions to, providing equipment for and furnishing school
buildings, purchasing or improving school grounds and purchasing computer software and hardware
for student use in public school classrooms; maintenance of public school buildings and public school
grounds exclusive of salary expenses of employees of the District; and purchasing activity vehicles for
transporting students to extracurricular school activities?"

Section 8. The tax contemplated by the capital improvements tax question shall be in addi-
tion to the tax contemplated by the bond question and to any tax imposed to pay debt service on the
bonds or for any other purpose. Such capital improvements tax shall be authorized pursuant to the
Public School Capital Improvements Act, i.e., Sections 22-25-1 through 22-25-10 NMSA 1978 (being
Chapter 5, Laws of the New Mexico, 1975, Special Session, as amended and supplemented).

Section 9. A person is a qualified elector of the District if he or she is a citizen of the United
States, at least 18 years of age on the day of the Election. In order to vote, qualified electors of the
District must have previously registered with the County Clerk of Curry County or Roosevelt County.
Any qualified elector of the District who is not now registered and who wishes to vote at such Election
should register during regular office hours prior to 5:00 p.m. on January 9, 2007, being the twenty-
eighth day immediately preceding the Election at the office of the County Clerk of Curry County, Curry
County Courthouse, 700 North Main Street, Suite 7, Clovis, New Mexico; or at the office of the County
Clerk of Roosevelt County, Roosevelt County Courthouse, Room 106, Portales, New Mexico, or at the
office of any registration officer or agent for registration which may include the municipal clerks of all
municipalities in Curry and Roosevelt Counties or a motor vehicle deputy registration officer as provid-
ed in Section 1-4-47, NMSA 1978.

Section 10. Absentee voting will be permitted in the manner, authorized by Sections 1-6-1 et
seq., NMSA 1978 and 1-6A-1, et seq,: provided, however, that pursuant to Section 1-22-19, NMSA
1978, qualified electors may also vote absentee in person at the office of the County Clerk of Curry
County, during the regular hours and days of business from 8:00 a.m., January 12, 2007, being the
twenty-fifth day preceding the Election, until 5:00 p.m., February 2, 2007, being the Friday immediate-
ly prior to the Election.

Section 11. Voting shall be by marksense paper ballots, which are to be tabulated by an M-100
Optech Tabulator. At least one voting machine shall be used at the polling place for each Voting
District.
