With the fires in the Texas Panhandle consuming so many acres of range land and
killing a large number of cattle, some area residents are planning a collection of fenc-
ing supplies to deliver to the affected areas up north.
The collection deadline is April 1.
An arrangement has been made with Steve Meeks at Farwell Hardware that will

allow those who are interested to apply the amount a person would like to give toward
the purchase of metal T-posts or other needs for fence rebuilding.
Meeks has agreed to match 20 percent of what is contributed, up to $5,000, which

will help contributions go further toward a beneficial amount to be provided to the
ranchers in distress.
Some ranchers still have cattle who have survived the disastrous fires, but with

fences gone, a bad situation is made worse in trying to find or keep their reduced
stock.
Some ranchers have had their wood posts burned up, so going back with metal will

be easier to acquire and more convenient for them to use. Some estimate the cost of
rebuilding fence to be about $3,000-plus per mile, with hundreds of miles needing to
be rebuilt.
To give an idea of what is involved, the T-posts come in bundles of 5, at $21.45 per

bundle.
To participate, just stop by Farwell Hardware and tell an employee how many dol-

lars’ worth they want to apply toward the purchase of fencing materials, and the store
will fill the order in time for delivery.
Or if anyone has supplies already on hand they would like to donate, those would

Local residents conduct drive to help
ranchers devastated by Panhandle fires

(Editor’s note: Over the course of the past several years, the Tribune has had the
opportunity to run many columns written by Wade Cargile, of Farwell, who recently
passed away. He will be missed. We still have a couple of columns that haven’t seen
print yet, and we are honored to run this one, on Page 1, in his honor.)

Every normal town has at least one haunted mansion, and with each haunted man-
sion, there has to be at least 200 haunted stories.  How many of these stories are true
depends on if you have visited one of these haunted mansions.  
When Wilbur and me was about 12 years old, we began to wonder about the old

house on Mulberry Hill -- whether or not it was really haunted. Sure we've heard all the
ghost stories about the old mansion, but the only way to find out if it's haunted or not
is to check it out for ghosts, goblins, ogres, and any other spooky things.  
As we approached the front gate, which was halfway swinging on its hinges, and

the wind blowing stronger here than out in the road, we thought we heard an eerie
sound emitting from the house.

Dear Editor:
My son (Lane) is a spe-

cial needs child here in
Curry County. During
Texico Public Schools’
pre-registration two years
ago, my wife and I were
registering our daughter
for kindergarten.
Dr. R.L. Richards,

Superintendent of Texico
Schools, suggested that
we bring both of our chil-
dren to registration
because the Child Find
Program (sponsored by
ENMRSH) would be pro-
viding testing at this time.
Lane was 18 months old at
the time and after he was
tested, ENMRSH deter-
mined he was eligible for
their services.
Since then, Lane has

been working with Cayce
Ridenour, case worker;
Starla Clayton, speech
therapist; Shelley Ramage,
speech therapist; and
Angel Laumbach, occupa-
tional therapist.
Each and very ENMRSH

team member has been
invaluable to Lane’s devel-
opment. They are all sin-
cere, hardworking, daring
and, most importantly,
know their jobs. They fol-
low through with what they
say they are going to do,
ranging from site visits to
setting up appointments
or contacts with Pediatric
Specialists or special
needs organizations.
Lane’s ENMRSH file was

so complete and organ-
ized in one instance, we
were able to have a child
psychologist and a lin-
guistics specialist see him
during a visit to a special
needs organization in
Albuquerque. If his file had
not been prepared in this
manner, we would have
had to make several trips

from Texico to
Albuquerque for Lane to
see these specialists.
On March 6, 2006, I

made a phone call to Ms.
Erin Wood, Director of
Early Childhood
Intervention at ENMRSH,
to thank her and her staff
for their professionalism
and services. We both
agreed that it was a bless-
ing that Lane received
services for the duration of
time he did. Ms. Wood
expressed a concern that
many parents do not find
their services at all or at
least not until their chil-
dren are older, and
ENMRSH is only able to
help them for a short time.

collegiate careers.
A winning tradition is something that is developed

over time with the determination and desire of coaches,
athletes, parents and a community that can and will pull
together.

A tough
decision
That was an interesting

headline in last week’s
Tribune involving the
question that might be fac-
ing Texico Schools -- aca-
demics vs. athletics.
First of all, you know my

position: academics come
first. Our paper tries to
promote our schools’ aca-
demic efforts first and
foremost.
Yes, we cover all the ath-

letics. But you don’t see
big stories on our major
sports unless our teams
are in the playoffs.
And we know where our

educators stand: academ-
ics come first.
But where do our par-

ents stand? I believe this
is where the split is. For
some parents, it’s academ-
ics. For others, it’s athlet-
ics.
The question of more

athletics involves our
schools’ spring activities.
Three years ago, Texico

Schools added baseball, a
boys’ sport.
Two years ago, Bovina

Schools added baseball,
also.
Last year, the Farwell

School Board turned down
a request by some parents
to add baseball.
Now I am not 100 per-

cent sure of federal guide-
lines involving adding a
sport. But I am told that
under Title IX, if you add a
sport for one gender, you
have to add one for the
other.
In other words, if you

add baseball for boys, you
have to add a sport for
girls if a request is made. I
believe that is a general
interpretation and I am
sure there are all sorts of
exceptions to that rule.
Thus, even though the

U.S. Office of Civil Rights
is checking into Bovina
Schools (at the request of
a parent), that doesn’t nec-
essarily mean they will
force a girls’ sport to be
added if the school keeps
baseball for boys.

I think it is safe to say
that our schools offer all
kinds of extra-curricular
activities for our kids, and
I think that is great. But
where do you draw the
line?
Sports is a great incen-

tive for some kids to stay
in school who otherwise
would be drop-outs. This
is a real plus for our sports
programs.
But whenever I read

about one of our former
high school athletic
heroes being arrested (and
that has happened only
infrequently, thank good-
ness), the question of
sports emphasis in school
comes into play.
It’s very difficult to

define the line dividing
athletics and academics. I
think our schools have
been highly successful at
turning out graduates who
are well-grounded in aca-
demics, despite many of
these kids being heavily
involved in extra-curricu-
lar activities, too.
And don’t forget that

school budgets come into
play, too. A key reason
Farwell nixed baseball was
due to expenses. And
adding baseball at Bovina
has not helped its budget
problems one bit. And
Texico has to find that
extra money, also.
All I can say is I sure am

glad I’m not on one of our
school boards when this
type of decision must be
made. It’s a toughee…
***
Our area has been great-

ly concerned lately with
the threat of wildfires. It
has been a severe problem
to New Mexico, Texas and
Oklahoma.
Francis Potter, of

Sudan, a Tribune sub-
scriber, recently forwarded
an article entitled “The
Great Prairie Fire of 1906”

to Bovina High School
teacher Vicky Burch, who
passed it on to us for pos-
sible publication.
The article “as told by

George McLean,” was edit-
ed by local historian Don
McAlavy, who at the time
was president of the High
Plains Historical
Foundation.
The story took place in

1906 when McLean, a
young farmer, rancher and
sheepman, had settled on
the Frio Draw, 18 miles
north of Texico and 1 mile
west of the state line.
McLean died at Friona in
the 1940s.
We are not going to try

and repeat the entire,
lengthy article, but here
are some highlights:
It was a huge fire and

covered the area from just
north of Taiban and
Melrose in New Mexico to
near Hereford, Texas.  This
widespread and disas-
trous fire was immediately
followed by a raging bliz-
zard and snow storm. 
Many cattle starved to

death. Cowboys were liter-
ally shipped to our area by
train with their ponies in
cattle cars to help find cat-
tle. The XIT Syndicate
folks estimated their loss
at 5,000 head. That fire and
blizzard were the begin-
ning of the Syndicate sell-
ing of its plains lands due
to this hazardous situa-
tion.
At the fire’s beginning,

by noon, more than 100
men, headed by Joe Rhea,
tried to stop it in New
Mexico. By nightfall, a
Syndicate crew headed by
John Armstrong, arrived to
help as the fire headed
into Texas.
Practically, all the grass

in Curry County and the
greater portion of Deaf
Smith and Parmer coun-
ties was burned.

Texico splits
pair with
Clovis JV

Winners of board posts
at the annual Deaf Smith
Electric Cooperative meet-
ing on Tuesday in Hereford
were Floyd Reeve and
incumbents Donald Wright
and Clark Andrews.
Andrews, of Frio, who

has served on the board
since 1976, defeated Leroy
Johnson. Wright, of Castro
County, has served on the
board since 1981, and he
topped Clyde Damron Sr.
Reeve, a Friona area

resident, defeated incum-
bent Clarence Martin, also
of the Friona area, who
had served on the board
since 1982 and was its cur-
rent vice chairman.
Reeve is a director of

the Parmer County Farm
Bureau, past master of the
Masonic Lodge, past
director of the Friona
Chamber of Commrece,
and current chairman of
the board for the Friona
Methodist Church. He
served on the Friona
School Board, Friona
Wheat Growr4s board and
Parmer County Appraisal
District.
The big discussion by

general manager and co-
op president Steve Louder,
concerned finances, and
higher utility costs.
He noted that costs

increased 47 percent from
January 2005 to January
2006. But prices have
come down a notch, and
he predicted that the rate
this summer will only be 6

percent higher than it was
last summer.
Despite a difficult year,

with weather affecting
sales dramatically, the co-
op posted a $897,000 oper-
ating margin, and was able
to return $500,000 in capi-
tal credits.
The cooperative has

added more than 76,000
horsepower of irrigation
since 2000 but has had to
say no to some new cus-
tomers due to capacity
demands. The cooperative
reached an all-time peak
summer load of 151,145
KW last year.
Louder said: “All this

combined to create a
severe strain on the co-
op’s finances. The exces-
sive peak meant the cost
of wholesale capacity went
up due to a ratchet built
into that rate. The contin-
ued growth in electric
plant investment drained
the cash levels and the
reduced sales (due to high

rains early last year)
diminished the revenue.
As a result, the coopera-
tive had to borrow new
long-term funds for the
first time in many years. It
also had to use line-of-
credit borrowing for oper-
ating purposes.”
Among the other meet-

ing highlights:
-- Louder praised Deaf

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Parmer County Community Hospital (PCCH) is a 25-bed acute care hos-
pital providing inpatient services, rehabilitation/skilled nursing care, out
patient services including physical therapy, respiratory therapy, laboratory
services, and radiology services (CT, MRI, X-Ray, Ultrasound, EKG).
PCCH also operates a Level IV Trauma Center with 4 treatment bays.  In
December 1999, PCCH was the first hospital in Texas to receive Critical
Access Hospital designation, a designation which provides a Medicare cost
reimbursement model designed to assist rural hospitals.  

In addition to the construction of a new physician clinic in 2001, PCCH
has recently made significant improvements to the level of services we offer,
including the addition of cardiac monitoring equipment, ultrasound servic-
es, MRI services, upgraded CT scanner, upgraded laboratory and radiology
equipment, new IV pumps, new patient beds and a remodeled admissions
area.  We are continually planning and developing opportunities to improve
our service to you, and we now find ourselves faced with some very impor-

tant issues that will impact the future of PCCH and our service area.

Due to the age and condition of our hospital facility, it is the recommenda-
tion of the Parmer County Hospital District (PCHD) Board of Directors that
our existing hospital facility be replaced.  To accomplish that objective,
PCHD will have two propositions on the ballot in the election on May 13,
2006.   In the discussion below we have attempted to address the major ques-
tions associated with the recommended facility replacement and upcoming
election.

1. Why must we consider renovating or
replacing our hospital building?

In order for Parmer County Community
Hospital to receive funding, we must adhere to
numerous hospital building codes and regula-
tions.  There are many areas of our facility which
do not meet the current building code standards
adopted by Medicare, and the timeframe in which
we will be allowed to continue operations in our
current condition is growing short as Medicare
routinely adopts stricter standards and operating
guidelines.  

2. Why not renovate the existing facility
instead of replacing it?

In June of 2005 a team of healthcare construc-
tion engineers and design experts conducted a
structural and operational evaluation of Parmer
County Community Hospital in which they iden-
tified all existing building code deficiencies, struc-
tural and mechanical deficiencies and operating
complications associated with our 50-year-old
facility. They identified many issues which need
to be addressed, and one major renovation to
comply with one code requirement will likely trig-
ger other code requirements which must be met.
Further complicating any potential renovation is
the existence of asbestos throughout most of the
facility.  While not harmful in its current undis-
turbed state, asbestos would significantly length-
en the renovation process, result in interruption
of services during an asbestos abatement, and
exponentially increase the cost of any renovation.
The renovations required to bring the facility into
compliance with the current building code stan-
dards adopted by Medicare would be so extensive
and costly that the construction of a new facility
would be a much more cost effective use of tax
dollars, ensuring compliance with all building
codes and continuity of healthcare services to our
patients.  In addition, the construction of a new
facility would take less time than a renovation
project, and, unlike a major renovation and
asbestos abatement project, building a new facili-
ty around the existing structure would allow
PCCH to continue services during the construc-
tion period without any major interruption in the
delivery of care to our patients.  

3. What are some benefits associated with
a new facility?

• Opportunity to better serve our patients
through facilities designed to accommodate our
treatment needs and future development plans

• Improve access to healthcare for our area res-
idents and businesses

• Ensure full compliance with all building codes
• Enhanced ability to recruit physician and clin-

ical staff
• Ability to develop specialty outpatient clinics

and additional lines of service
• Potential for local job growth

out an election for registered voters.  In the six-
teen year history of Parmer County Hospital
District, the tax rate adopted each year by the
board of directors has never exceeded $0.1822 per
$100, despite the fact that the maximum tax rate
allowed has been $0.25 per $100.  The Parmer
County Hospital District Board of Directors has a
strong track record of fiscally conservative man-
agement of the taxpayers’ money.

8. If we anticipate building a new facility
for approximately $10,000,000, why is the
cap on the bond issue set at $12,000,000?

Although we are projecting that a new facility
will cost in the range of $9 - $10 million, construc-
tion costs have been increasing over the last few
months due to the recent hurricane season, and
these costs are expected to continue to rise over
the next few years.  Setting the cap on the bond
issue at $12 million allows room for unexpected
costs or increases in costs from the preliminary
estimate.  In addition, actual construction would
not start for approximately 12 months; therefore,
costs will likely be higher than the initial estimate.

9. Will the hospital be forced to close if we
don’t replace the facility?

The hospital would not be forced to close; how-
ever, it would be forced to maintain compliance
with code regulations.  As discussed in Question
#2 above, bringing our existing facility into com-
pliance with current building codes will require
extensive renovations, interruptions to the deliv-
ery of services to our patients, and increased costs
associated with asbestos abatement, all factors
which lead to the board’s recommendation to
replace the facility.

10. If I own property within the bounds of
Parmer County Hospital District, can I vote
on the hospital district propositions in the
May 13th election?

Pursuant to the Texas Election Code, Title 2,
Chapter 11, Section 11.001, the following qualifi-
cations must be met in order for an individual to
vote in the upcoming hospital district election:

“Except as otherwise provided by law, to be eli-
gible to vote in an election in this state, a person
must:

(1) be a qualified voter as defined by Section 
11.002 on the day the person offers to vote;

(2) be a resident of the territory covered by the 
election for the office or measure on which
the person desires to vote; and

(3) satisfy all other requirements for voting pre
scribed by law for the particular election.”

• Opportunities to gain market share and
strengthen hospital finances

• Optimize current reimbursement model in which
Medicare will participate in the cost of replacing the
facility

• Ensure the ongoing existence and improvement
of hospital services which are vital to the operation
of other local healthcare services, including the
physician clinic, nursing home, pharmacy and home
health service 

• Enhance the ability of Parmer County to attract
business and industry 

• Provide economic boost to Parmer County 
• Provide long-term stability to the continuity of

healthcare services in Parmer County

4. How would a new hospital facility be
financed?

Currently, Medicare will fund approximately 42%
of the new facility cost each year through reimburse-
ment of interest expense and depreciation.  The
remaining 58% would be funded through general
obligation bonds and operating gains.  We anticipate
increasing the hospital district tax from $0.l8 to
$0.28.  This $0.10 increase, which would be the first
significant tax increase since the hospital district
was created in 1990, would guarantee the bonds.

5. Why does the hospital district currently
have a maximum tax rate cap of $0.25 per
$100 valuation and why must that maximum
rate be amended in order to build a new facil-
ity?

All hospital districts in Texas are allowed to tax up
to $0.75 per $100, unless a particular hospital dis-
trict adopts a maximum tax rate lower than the
state-allowable cap.  When Parmer County Hospital
District was created we adopted a maximum tax rate
of $0.25 per $100.  Since our actual tax rate is cur-
rently $0.18 and we are anticipating the need to
increase that tax rate by approximately $0.10 in
order to partially fund construction of a new facili-
ty, we must amend the $0.25 maximum tax cap. 

6. How does the current tax rate of Parmer
County Hospital District compare to other
hospital-supporting tax districts in our area?

Parmer County Hospital District: $0.18
Muleshoe Area Hospital District: $0.40
Deaf Smith County Hospital District: $0.25
Castro County Hospital District: $0.44

7. If the maximum tax rate is increased to
$0.50 per $100 valuation, will I actually be
taxed $0.50 now?

No.  The hospital district is estimating that the
actual tax rate currently needed to construct a new
facility would be approximately $0.28 per $100.  The
proposed maximum tax rate of $0.50 is simply a cap,
establishing a level that could not be exceeded with-
