Letter to the Editor
Dear Editor,
The rumor out in the

county is that Deaf Smith
Electric Cooperative is
running out of electricity. 
This rumor is simply not

true. Deaf Smith is not run-
ning out of electricity. 
Your cooperative has

always strived to provide
power for its members and
will continue to do so. With
that in mind, the board of
directors at Deaf Smith
Electric Cooperative has
decided that we will no
longer take wells with 150
horsepower or greater.
Temporarily, we will no
longer take irrigation con-
versions, and the reason
for this decision has more
to do with capacity than
anything else. Our system
is being pushed to the
limit, and we have to tem-
porarily curtail indiscrimi-
nate load growth in order
to maintain system relia-
bility.

Capacity is a problem
not only on our system,
but also on our suppliers
transmission system.
Right now, Deaf Smith is in
a process to project future
load for the cooperative,
and decide how to best
meet that load. The area’s
transmission lines are also
taxed. Until this problem is
solved, and adequate
capacity is secured,Deaf
Smith will continue declin-
ing service for irrigation
loads that already have
another power source.
The cooperative is in the

midst of a lengthy regula-
tory process to build a
new substation near the
Castro-Parmer county line.
They are also making
plans for a new substation
north of Hereford. These
projects should give ade-
quate capacity for your
growth requirements, and
we expect them to be
ready to serve you in late
2007 or early 2008.
It is also rumored that

Deaf Smith can’t or won’t
supply power to new serv-
ices. If you build a new
house, drill a new well
(less than 150 HP), or wish
to build a dairy, Deaf Smith
is ready to serve you.  We
will be glad to discuss
your construction needs
and timetable. We are also
setting up a waiting list for
those of you that wish to
be considered for conver-
sions from natural gas.
When new capacity is
secured just come by the
cooperative and give us
the information about your
service, and we will put
you on the list.

LEGAL PUBLICATIONS
Reasonable Notice of Open Meeting Law

The Texico City Council met in a regular session on October 11,
2005, and decided that reasonable notice to the public as required
in Open Meetings Act (NMSA 1978, Section 10-15-1 to 4) would be
as follows:

Unless the business before the City Council dictates otherwise,
the City Council conducts open meetings to take formal action on
the second and fourth Tuesdays of each month at 6:30 p.m.
However, when that Tuesday is a City holiday, that meeting will be
held on the next business day.

The City Clerk and staff were authorized and directed to publish
an annual schedule of regular meetings as legal advertisement in
State Line Tribune.

Emergency meetings will be called only under circumstances,
which demand immediate action to protect the health, safety and
property of citizens or to protect the public body from substantial
financial loss. The City of Texico Council will avoid emergency
meetings whenever possible. Emergency meetings may be called
by the Mayor or a majority of the members upon four (4) hours
notice, unless threat of personal injury or property damage requires
less notice. The notice for all emergency meetings shall include an
agenda for the meeting or information on how the public may obtain
a copy of the agenda.

The Mayor or majority of the council members upon three (3)
days notice may call special meetings. The notices shall include an
agenda for the meeting or information on how members of the pub-
lic may obtain a copy of the agenda. The agenda shall be available
to the public at least twenty-four hours before any special meeting.

All other meetings which may be called for informational purpos-
es at which no action is taken shall be held only after written notice
is issued to the State Line Tribune no later than 12:00 noon of the
day of such meeting, of four (4) hours before such meeting,
whichever is greater.

This memorial at the Bovina park on the high-
way says: Donated for park purposes to the State
Highway Department of Texas by Jack, Evelyn,
Jack Jr. and Jill Dunn, 1940, In memory of D.W.
Dunn, Pioneer in Parmer County -- 1905.

As has been reported, the Bovina park on the Amarillo
highway, just west of town, is in question, since the
state highway department plans to close it.
The property is owned by Cargill Cattle Feeders.

Bovina City Manager Ernest Terry reports that the state
has given the city until Dec. 1 to come up with an agree-
ment with Cargill to operate it or the land will be leveled.
The city council will be working on this.
But there’s another twist in this story: the park has a

monument that may qualify it for the Texas Historical
grouping. 
If so, that means the state cannot level the park until

this is decided by the state Historical Commission,
which could take up to three years.
