1. Alternative reporting should be allowed for low volume users -- those in

areas that couldn't reasonably be expected to exceed maximum usage. etc.

2. Pooling of contiguous property, as long as there is one common owner (in

the case of many farmers who have more than one corporation, etc, and routine-

ly share water across property lines).

3. A waiver of penalties in a year when the drought is extremely excessive --

like this one!

The Parmer County Commissioners on Monday

amended the county's Emergency Management Plan

by adding a section on fireworks in response to the

ongoing drought and the prohibition of fireworks

that it has made necessary.

The penalty for a violation of this prohibition is

now a Class C misdemeanor instead of a Class B

misdemeanor.

"The maximum penalty for a Class B violation is a

fine of $1,500 and up to 180 days in jail and we

thought that was entirely too much to throw at some

teenager with a sparkler or firecrackers," county

judge Trey Ellis said.

"The maximum for a Class C does not include any

jail time," Ellis explained, "but the maximum fine of

$500 still provides a severe punishment.  Nobody

should want to risk that much money just for the few

seconds that any of these fireworks last."

Parmer County has posted signs on the highways,

U.S. 70-84 and U.S. 60, cautioning anyone who has

purchased fireworks that are legal in Curry County

that they remain prohibited for use on the Texas side

of the border.

Just Passing
Through

Next week our nation
celebrates its independ-
ence in 1776.

The 4th of July is also
a day for mourning, how-
ever.  It was on this day
in 1187 that the Muslim
army slaughtered the
army of Guy of Lusignan,
the Christian king of
Jerusalem, on the Horns
of Hattin overlooking the
Sea of Galilee.

The Holy Land
had from the 3rd to the

7th centuries been the
most Christian part of
the world.  That ended in
637 when Islam swept up
out of the Arabian desert.

By 638, Jerusalem had
been captured, its
Christian and Jewish
population at the point of
spears given the choice
of conversion to Islam or
the Islamic requirement
that a conquered people
were to be kept in
bondage and submission
for life. 

European Christianity,
while it mourned the loss
of the lands where the
Savior had walked, did
not respond.  As long as
Christian pilgrims were
allowed to visit the sites

there most holy to their
faith without danger,
Islam's seizure of the
Holy Lands was just
something that had to be
accepted and endured.

That uneasy coexis-
tence came to an end
about 300 years later as
an Islam that was
increasingly sure of itself
and increasingly hostile
began selling Christian
pilgrims into slavery,
demolishing churches
and synagogues, and
dismantling the sites
most holy to both faiths. 

Alarmed, Pope Urban
II in 1095 issued a call for
European Christians to
assist Christians of the
East and reclaim the holy

sites. Thousands of men,
women, and children
answered the call. 

From titled nobility to
the poorest serfs, they
left everything behind
and joined the forces
that trekked more than
2,000 miles to the Holy
Lands in service to their
God.

They did not embark
on the dangers and
uncertainties of the
Crusade because they
believed it would bring
them wealth or
power. They knew that
they would probably die
in a strange land, and in
fact, about eight out of 10
did just that.  They dedi-
cated their life to their

faith and marched away
never to return.

Most importantly, they
did not go to eradicate
Islam or to force people
into the Christian faith at
the tip of a lance.  Movies
written by morons who
state that was the true
purpose of the
Crusaders (movies like
"Kingdom of Heaven")
are an insult.  

Their screenwriters
smear the Crusaders
as thieves and brutes,
ignorant and intolerant,
forcing their primitive
faith down the throat of
peaceful Muslims who
just wanted to be left
alone.

The First Crusade was
successful and the
Kingdom of Jerusalem
endured for almost 90
years in a reign that was
tolerant and benevolent.
While by no means per-
fect, Muslims, Jews and
Christians lived together
in harmony and prosper-
ity that those lands had
not known since the
reign of Solomon.

That ended when
Salah ad-Din (known to
us as Saladin) unified the
competing branches of
Islam in Cairo,
Damascus, and Baghdad
and turned his armies to
the mission of adding
Jerusalem to his empire. 

With a massive force,
he began the siege of
Tiberias on the banks of
the Galilee and King Guy
hurriedly departed
Jerusalem with as large

an army as his Christian
subjects could muster to
save that city.

His force of perhaps
1,200 knights and 10,000
foot soldiers took the
gamble (foolish, in retro-
spect) of crossing the 15
mile waterless plateau
that would bring them
most rapidly to the Sea
of Galilee and Tiberias,
and that was when
Saladin struck at Hattin. 

The Christian army,
desperate for the cool
waters of Galilee they
could see were so close,
fought heroically to
break through the lines
but were repulsed. They
were slaughtered by the
thousands and
Jerusalem was captured
less than 100 days later.

The Second Crusade
failed miserably and the
Third Crusade, led by
Richard the Lionhearted,
fought Saladin to a
standstill.  It ended with a
treaty restoring the
Christian holy sites to
their pilgrims but left
Jerusalem in the clutch-
es of Islam, where it
remained (except for a
10-year period) until it
was liberated in 1967 by
the Israeli army.  

As we celebrate the
4th of July, don't forget
the heroes of 824 years
ago, courageously fight-
ing under the merciless
sun on a hellish field half
a world away, obedient to
their church and
faithful to their Savior
even unto death.
