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An attorney becomes a minister

‘God spoke to me’

Joe Whitley was walk-
ing out of his law office
one day when “God
spoke to me and it was
like a cold glass of ice
water.”

Whitley said there was
no doubt that “God told
me to go into ordained
ministry.” So, he did.

After a short time
thinking, “lI have too
much going on in my life;
I can't because of this or
| can't because of that; |
finally decided to just do
it.”

He gave up his suc-
cessful civil law practice
and began looking at
seminary schools. He
was a little worried that
his mother, who had
always been his secre-
tary at the law firm, and
his wife would think that
he was crazy.

However, it all worked
out well. Both ladies in
his life agreed by saying,
“What took you so
long?” Evidently, they
both could see that this
was a logical choice for
Joe even when he did not
realize it himself.

Whitley, who is now
Pastor Joe Whitley at
Hamlin Memorial United
Methodist Church in
Farwell, says that many
things fell into place to
convince him to follow
God's advice.

First, and very impor-
tantly, his wife and mom
supported him. Then, he
received a large financial
settlement from a lawsuit

that was completely
unexpected. With no
pressing financial

issues, he was on the
right track to attending
seminary school.

With only 3 weeks left
until the school session
began, Whitley was wor-
ried he might be too late
to get accepted. He is
sure God intervened
again because, after driv-
ing directly to get his
transcript from his alma
mater, Pepperdine
University in California,
he was able to personally

Joe Whitley
meet the seminary
school director and

secure a place in school.

Whitley said even fed-
eral judges had a hand in
getting him to follow
through with God's sug-
gestion for his life. “The
judges who presided
over my current law
cases found out that |
was attending seminary

school on Tuesdays,
Wednesdays, and
Thursdays, so they

would only schedule my
court cases on Mondays
or Fridays. Everyone was
very supportive.”
Whitley says he was
never one to shy away
from challenges. Even
growing up in Las
Cruces, N.M., he knew
that he wanted to excel.
“l always had good
grades in high school
and really wanted to
attend some kind of Ivy
League-type school.”
One day the principal
called him down to the
office to personally con-
gratulate him on his
acceptance into
Pepperdine University.
For a 5th generation

family of New Mexico
ranchers and farmers, it
was a lofty goal to attend
a top-notch school, but
Whitley succeeded. He
not only graduated with
degrees in English and
political science, but
stayed for law school,
earning his Juris
Doctorate.

Then, Whitley began
practicing law — first as
an associate with a large
firm, then as a partner
with then-New Mexico
Gov. Toney Anaya.
Finally, he hung out his
own shingle in his home-
town of Las Cruces and
practiced for 14 years
there.

It was 1990 when he
listened to the call to fol-
low God. Whitley said he
chose to attend seminary
school at Clairmont in
California because of
their “progressive spiri-
tuality.” Whitley strongly
believes that people
need to transform their
relationship with God.

“We need to go about
life with a different pur-
pose — we are supposed

U.S. Cong. Randy Neugebauer and his staff toured the Farwell Care and
Rehabilitation Center on Sept. 5.

Farwell and Muleshoe were the last stops on his trip around one of the largest
congressional districts in the U.S.

His district covers an area from the outskirts of Ft. Worth, south to Big Spring,
and up through Deaf Smith County, an area of 29,000 miles.

He joked that this was the first time in years that he saw cattle, grass and water
in the same pasture.

With Congress back in session on Sept. 9, he wrapped up his district tour by
meeting with local producers and Farwell Chamber of Commerce members.

Neugebauer praised the staff of FCRC on their work in updating the facility.

He spoke on several different topics:

- The Farm Bill. It has two parts about 20 percent for ag production, and 80 per-
cent for the Food Stamp program.

Previously, the two issues were linked. It was felt the Food Stamp program
would force urban politicians to vote on the rural agricultural issues.

This year, the House separated the two issues.

Neugebauer felt that the Farm Bill would not be passed before the Oct. 1 dead-
line, which would make 2014 crop production a huge issue. Without a Farm Bill
in place, it means farmers will be taking a risk with any crop they plant.

- The current US debt. Right now the US is spending around $1.40 for every $1
collected in taxes, and the current debt is around $17 trillion.

- Affordable Care Act, popularly known as Obamacare.

Neugebauer said that he has voted against the act 40 times, and there have
been serious problems with it from the start.

He said the flawed program has led to a troubled implementation, low partici-
pation and costs higher than expected. The mandate that businesses take part
has again been pushed back.

"The model today is not friendly to rural America. It impacts the quality of life
in this area."

He said that the low Medicare reimbursements to doctors has led to medical
rationing where doctors will only see a small number of Medicare patients per
day, so they can make money off the those who can afford to pay for medical
costs.

He said that he does not fault the doctors as they have years of training and
often have a large amount of debt from college, and they can't be expected to
only see patients that will only bring in a small amount of money.

Neugebauer said that when many of the Medicare and Social Security pro-
grams were started, most Americans died around 60 years old. Right now, the
average is in the 80s.

The programs were simply not designed for folks to live this long.

- Syria. He understands that the president wants to take action, but he was
afraid that America was becoming the world's police.

More importantly, he asked what involvement in Syria would have for America.
He will have a full briefing next week and will vote according to what he felt was

best for the nation.

- Science and technology problems in America. He said we have the best labs
and the best people, but things are changing.

Right now, the best students from around the world are able to come to
America and study at our universities. When they get their degrees, they are
immediately deported.

He said we need to keep the best minds from the world here in America.

He also said that we aren't producing science and math graduates like the rest
of the world is. In some cases, U.S. companies are moving their facilities to other
countries because they cannot get enough skilled employees here.

- Jack Kirkland asked about the effect of political lobbyists.

Neugebauer said that the are often a valuable resource for making decision.
He said there are many different groups and some are more effective than oth-
ers, but he hopes that some day the lobbyists will also help educate their own
people about why politicians vote the way they do.

- Charles Christian, a board member of WTRT Telephone Cooperative, asked
about recent FCC rulings.

Neugebaer said he felt the President Obama was pushing a lot of regulations
across every industry. He said this administration has passed more industrial
regulations that the previous three presidents.

He felt that this is simply too many regulations and there needs to be more
study on their effect before making more regulations.

- Mike Ratke asked about the chances of Obamacare being repealed or
replaced.

Neugebauer said that even Democrat senators are currently having second
thoughts about the program.

He said the unions are starting to move against it as well. Unions had been for
it in the past as it wouldn't have affected them, but they've since realized that
their healthcare plans and pensions plans are possibly at risk.

- Christian asked about what it would take for America to curb spending.

Neugebauer said that America needs to change their quality of living. We need
to all cut back.

Right now in New York City, it is estimated that the average person would need
to make $23 per hour to justify not staying at home.

Some families have now have multiple generations of people who have all
lived off food stamps and public housing.

"Americans are the first to help others in need, but some folks are gaming the
system."

And worse, the entitlement programs are on auto-pilot, leaving folks to just
stay where they are.

- In closing comments, Neugebauer said that he felt the Obama administration
has become divisive. The president is demonizing those 'wagon pullers’, those
who make money in this country.

He said that Americans can not give up.

"Historically, when Americans get in a bind, that is when we roll up our sleeves
and do the right thing."

Live Cattle prices have continued to struggle to hold|
their head above water? The market retraced about 50%)
of their move off the May lows into their August high last
week and have held so far. A close below this level would
most likely indicate a top in place and lower price§|

ahead? In years past, there have been many times price
moved up into the early October time frame, but time i
running out. Technically, the market really needs to
turn back up around current levels if another rally is to
take place?

Feeder prices have given up about one-third of their]
gains over the same time frame as the Live Cattle. The]
October contract has held $155.85 and will need to hold
above this level if price trends are going to remain high-
er. The $160.00 level from nearby contracts into the]
back months seems to be very strong overhead resist-
ance. A move towards the $160.00 level has been met
with heavy selling on each attempt.

Soybean prices have been able to maintain a trading]
range between last years high and their highs made in|

Corn prices have stopped around their $4.60 support]
levels, but not many signs of strength at this time. Prices|
have stalled out around this level with little buying inter-|
est and technically would project lower if buyers cannot
turn the market back up from here.

Brief Explanatory Statements of Proposed

Constitutional Amendments
Special Election November 5, 2013

Proposition Number 1
(HJR 62)

HIR 62 proposes a constitu-
tional amendment to authorize
the legislature to provide by
statute for an exemption from
ad valorem taxation of all or
part of the market value of the
residence homestead of the
surviving spousc of a mem-
ber of the United States armed
services who is killed in ac-
tion, as long as the surviving
spouse has not remarried. An
cligible spousc who later quali-
fies a different property as the
surviving spouse’s residence
homestead could be authorized
by statute to receive an exemp-
tion from ad valorem taxation
in the same amount reccived
for the first qualifying home-
stead during the last year in
which the surviving spouse re-
ceived the exemption.

The proposed amendment
would appear on the ballot as
follows: “The constitutional
amendment authorizing the
legislature to provide for an ex-
emption from ad valorem taxa-
tion of all or part of the market
value of the residence home-
stead of the surviving spousc
of a member of the armed ser-
vices of the United States who
is killed in action.”

Proposition Number 2
(HJR 79)

HIR 79 proposes a constitu-
tional amendment to repeal
the constitutional provision re-
quiring the creation of a State
Medical Education Board
and a State Medical Educa-
tion Fund, neither of which is
in operation. No new loans
have been made from the fund
by the board in more than 25
years, and the board currently
has no appointees and receives
no program funding.

The proposed amendment will
appear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amend-
ment eliminating an obsolete
requirement for a State Medi-
cal Education Board and a
State Medical Education Fund,
neither of which is operation-
al.”

Proposition Number 3
(HJR 133)

HIJR 133 would authorizc local
political subdivisions to extend
the length of time that aircraft

parts could remain temporar-
ily in this state before being
subject to ad valorem taxation.
Under current law, merchan-
dise, wares, and goods (includ-
ing aircraft parts) may remain
in this state temporarily for up
to 175 days belore being sub-
ject to ad valorem taxation; the
proposed amendment would
permit taxing entities to extend
the exemption up to 730 days
after the date that a person ac-
quired or imported aircraft
parts in the state.

The proposed amendment will
appear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amend-
ment to authorize a political
subdivision of this state to ex-
tend the number of days that
aircraft parts that arc exempt
from ad valorem taxation due
to their location in this state for
a temporary period may be lo-
cated in this state for purposes
of qualifying for the tax ex-
emption.”

Proposition Number 4
(HJR 24)

HIR 24 proposes a constitu-
tional amendment that would
allow the legislature to provide
for an exemption from ad va-
lorem taxation of part of the
market value of the residence
homestead of a partially dis-
abled veteran or the surviving
spouse of a partially disabled
veteran if the residence home-
stead was donated to the dis-
abled veteran at no cost to the
veteran by a charitable organi-
zation.

The proposed amendment will
appear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amend-
ment authorizing the legisla-
ture to provide for an exemp-
tion from ad valorem taxation
of part of the market value of
the residence homestead of a
partially disabled veteran or
the surviving spouse of a par-
tially disabled veteran if the
residence homestead was do-
nated to the disabled veteran
by a charitable organization.”

Proposition Number S
(SJR 18)

SJR 18 would amend the defi-
nition of “reverse mortgage”
to authorize the making of re-
verse mortgage loans for the
purchase of homestead prop-
erty in addition to the current

legal uses of those loans, and
would give lenders recourse
against borrowers who fail to
timely occupy the homestcad
properties purchased with such
loans. SJR 18 would also add
to the definition of “reverse
morigage” an extension of
credit that is not closed before
the 12th day after the lender
provides to the prospective
borrower a written notice sum-
marizing risks and conditions
of a reverse mortgage. The
language of the required notice
is prescribed in the resolution.

The proposed amendment will
appear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amend-
ment to authorize the making
of a reverse mortgage loan
for the purchase of homestead
property and to amend lender
disclosures and other require-
ments in connection with a re-
verse mortgage loan.”

Proposition Number 6
(SJIR 1)

SIR 1 would create the Stale
Water Implementation Fund as
a special fund inside the state
treasury and outside the Gener-
al Revenue Fund. Money in the
fund would be administered by
the Texas Water Development
Board (TWDB) and would be
used to implement the state
water plan, as adopted by gen-
eral law, by TWDB.

The proposed amendment will
appear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amend-
ment providing for the creation
of the State Water Implemen-
tation Fund for Texas and the
State Water Implementation
Revenue Fund for Texas to as-
sist in the financing of priority
projects in the state water plan
to ensure the availability of ad-
cquate water resources.”

Proposition Number 7
(HJR 87)

HJR 87 proposes a constitu-
tional amendment to allow
home-rule municipalities to
adopt charter provisions autho-
rizing the filling of vacancies
in the governing body by ap-
pointment, but only when the
remainder of the vacant term
is less than 12 months. Under
current law, municipal voters
may adopt terms of office for
municipal officers longer than
two years, but upon approv-
ing longer terms of office, any
resulting vacancies in office
must be filled by special elec-
tion. The proposed amend-
ment would provide an option

for home-rule municipalities
to fill short-term vacancies
through appointment.

The proposed amendment will
appear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amend-
ment authorizing a home-rule
municipality to provide in its
charter the procedure to fill a
vacancy on its governing body
for which the unexpired term is
12 months or less.”

Proposition Number 8
(HJR 147 and SJR 54)

HJR 147 would repeal the Tex-
as Constitution’s maximum
tax rate for a Hidalgo County
hospital district; the maximum
rate is currently set at 10 cents
per $100 valuation. This rate is
lower than the maximum {ax
rate allowable for hospital dis-
tricts in all other counties in the
State (75 cents per $100 valu-
ation). The repeal of the con-
stitutional cap would authorize
hospital district tax rates in
Hidalgo County equal to the
hospital district tax rate laws
applicable to all other Texas
counties.

The proposed amendment will
appear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amend-
ment repealing Section 7, Ar-
ticle IX, Texas Constitution,
which relates to the creation
of a hospital district in Hidalgo
County.”

Proposition Number 9
(SJR 42)

SJR 42 would expand the po-
tential sanctions that the State
Commission on Judicial Con-
duct can issue following a
formal proceeding. This con-
stitutional amendment would
allow the Commission to issuc
an order of public admonition,
warning, reprimand, or a re-
quircment to obtain additional
training or education in addi-
tion to the Commission’s cur-
rent authority o issue a public
censure or recommend remov-
al or retirement of a judge.

The proposed amendment will
appear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amend-
ment relating to expanding the
types of sanctions that may
be assessed against a judge or
justice following a formal pro-
ceeding instituted by the State
Commission on Judicial Con-
duct.”

Well, it has been a
spell since the last col-
umn.

It seems that the last
off ramp took me places
in remembrances of
some things in my past.
Some were better forgot-
ten than remembered
while others reminded
me of some lessons
which | was taught as a
young one.

Each one of us, with at
least a fairly sound mind,
mentally travel back to
memories of the past,

and some lessons
learned at our own mak-
ing.

This column and the
one next week tell of les-
sons learned by two
young boys, one a city
dweller and the other his
country bumpkin cousin
on the family farm.

When | was a young
pup, my family lived
northwest of Bovina. A
small portion of the
place was farmed, the
rest was prairie.
Because there was so
much grassland, such
places included quite a
population of horses and
cattle. One other critter

caused me a huge
amount of malady -- the
inhabitants of the chick-
en house.

Each summer, my
cousin Tim, who lived in
a city, visited us for a
week. His fondest farm
experiences were to ride
horses and chase chick-
ens. In an earlier column,
| noted | nearly acciden-
tally burned that fowl
abode to the ground, and
when Tim visited, | so
wished that would have
happened.

On the first day of
Tim’s stay, my mother
gave me strict orders to
see to it that Tim's stay
was exciting ... and that
meant to do whatever he
desired!

| was born a choleric,
and persons of that dis-
position just might pos-
sibly be somewhat head-
strong, and voice their
opinion in such a way as
to make it clear that they
oppose assignments
they find distasteful.

My mother overheard
me tell Tim we were not
going to the chicken lot.
She reprimanded me and
told me to take him to
that unhealthy, filthy, dis-
gusting place, and do it
NOwW!

Mediation slated
for Bovina lawsuit

Here's another update on the lawsuit filed by sev-
eral Bovina residents against current and former city
officials and police officers:

On Aug. 30, District Judge Mary Lou Robinson
received a joint settlement conference status report
from attorneys for both sides.

Mediation was scheduled for Sept. 4 and 5 with
Tad Fowler.

The two sides took steps to have a mediation
hearing because on Aug. 20 Judge Robinson
ordered the case to non-binding mediation to be
completed before Sept. 27.

Each side is to have its attorneys present plus one
person must attend who has final authority to settle
the case for its side.

One situation that might hold off any successful
mediation effort at this time involves plaintiff
Briselda Rodriguez.

On Aug. 6, the defendants had filed a motion to
dismiss Ms. Rodriguez’' claims because they said
she had not answered their interrogatives and that
the defendants' attorney, Bryan Johnson, had lost
contact with his client.

On Aug. 30, the plaintiff's attorneys said they were
unable to communicate with Ms. Rodriguez and were
not able to have her at the deposition; meanwhile,
the other plaintiffs have complied with depositions.

Thus, a resolution for all claims is not possible at
the mediation until the judge rules on the plaintiff's
