Recently, Parmer
County Extension Agent
Benji Henderson planned
an entire day of agricul-
tural education, calling it
the Parmer County Ag
Tour.
Local financial

lenders, farmers and ag
businessmen toured
what Parmer County has
to offer in agriculture so
as to better promote it.
The tour began with

speakers at the Farwell
Community Center. Then
it was time to tour the
Muleshoe Pea and Bean
plant, have lunch at Ryan
Williams' barn, and con-
clude with a field visit to
view silage choppers and
baggers. 
Along the way, ques-

tions about ag were
asked and answered and
everyone enjoyed seeing
ag in action around the
area.
The Farwell presenta-

tion began with Michael
Clawson, South Plains
District 2 Extension
Office rep, speaking
about the impact of ag
extension.  He said  250
out of 254 counties in
Texas have ag extension
offices, and 4,000 educa-
tional programs reached
half a million people last
year.  
Dr. Joe Lawson, exten-

sion economist at Texas
A&M, gave a detailed
update on the 2013 Farm
Bill. He predicts the Farm
Bill will be resolved and
passed soon. 
So far, the Senate

passed its version of the
Bill, but the full House of
Representatives failed to
pass their version. The
House split the nutrition
section out of the total
bill and passed the
remaining part in June.
This month, they passed
the nutrition section as
well.  
Last week, the Senate

and House began to try
to put the bills back
together.  They will be
conferencing soon to
continue the process.
Lawson said ag funding

will be cut; it's just not
known yet how much.

The Senate plan will
pay farmers for losses in
crops more often but
have smaller payouts.
The House plan will have
bigger payouts but not
as often.  The debate is
between shallow and
deep loss plans and
which will provide a safe-
ty net for farmers who
lose crops.  
Lawson said higher

prices for some crops
have led to the percep-
tion among some politi-
cians that safety nets are
no longer needed.
Coupled with the con-
stant turnover of Ag
Committee members and
the lack of cooperation
between parties, the
Farm Bill has been a
major problem. 
Henderson said the

annual Ag Tour was
based on crops specifi-
cally offered in Parmer
County. 
The folks at Muleshoe

Pea and Bean showed
how local producers can
diversify and offer
unique products in our
area.  Not only does the
company house dry
beans, peas, corn, milo
and soy beans, now they
have also diversified into

popcorn. 
Owners Guy and Chad

Nickels,have a machine
that will roast the corn
and pop it.  The reason
for popping the corn is
logical – the cows simply
digest it better.  
Thus, if a farmer

brings in a load of corn
and pops it, then takes it
back to feed to his live-
stock, the corn is already
broken down partially to
where the cows can
process it easier.  This
type of innovative ag
business is very much in
demand and specialized
to our area.  
At Williams' field,

silage choppers and bag-
gers were running.  Folks
could  ride along with the
farmer on the silage
chopper, getting a first
hand view of the machin-
ery in action.  For those
who stayed on the
ground, it was equally as
impressive to see the
giant machinery fill up
semi-trucks with the
silage crop and run
through the field quickly
and efficiently.  After see-
ing the machinery that
cuts the silage, the tour
continued as the silage
was bagged.
Henderson says it is

The sidewalk ramps are part of the Americans with

Disabilities Act and would allow people in wheel-
chairs to be able to move down the sidewalks more
easily, but there is a problem with two fire hydrants.

2) The car lot on Wheeler Avenue that has an

unfinished fence will need to re-apply for a permit if
they want to finish their fence.

these that make a big impact on ag lenders and other
businessmen who may not have access to the fields.
“They can actually see what the machinery does and
gain understanding of what happens in a field.”  

For example, lenders can put an actual experience
with the numbers that they see on paper.  They can
better understand what farmers are striving to
achieve and produce. Henderson said the education
process is the most important aspect of the Ag Tour.  

Projects like the Ag Tour are aided by the county
Ag Committee, which consists of  local producers
who have a vested interest in ag.

This year's committee consists of Williams,
Charles Christian, Tony Beauchamp, Guy Nichols
and Luke Steelman.  Most committee members were
present at this tour to help with questions and
demonstrations. 

Henderson said the Ag Committee's job is to steer
him in the right direction when it comes to decisions
on educational programs, solving ag-related prob-
lems and representing Parmer County in ag-related
issues.

How Do I Know
if I'm Addicted?

The first time you take a drug, you choose to take it. 
The second time might not be a choice any more.
There are many different signs that point to drug

addiction. The most obvious is a need to have a partic-
ular drug or substance. Changes in mood, weight, or
interests are other signs of drug addiction.

If you think you - or a friend - may be
addicted to prescription drugs, talk to
your doctor, school counselor, or
nurse. They can help you get the help
you need. It's especially important for
someone who is going through with-
drawal from a depressant to speak
with a doctor or seek medical treatment. Withdrawal
can be dangerous when it's not monitored.

If a person has become addicted to prescription
drugs, there are several kinds of treatment.

Behavioral treatments teach people how to function
without drugs - handling cravings, avoiding drugs and
situations that could lead to drug use, and preventing
and handling relapses. Pharmacological treatments
involve giving a patient a special type of medication to
help him or her overcome withdrawal symptoms and
drug cravings.

Reasonable Notice of Open Meeting Law

The Texico City Council met in a regular session on October
8, 2013, and decided that reasonable notice to the public as
required in Open Meetings Act (NMSA 1978, Section 10-15-1
to 4) would be as follows:

Unless the business before the City Council dictates other-
wise, the City Council conducts open meetings to take formal
action on the second and fourth Tuesdays of each month at
6:30 p.m. However, when that Tuesday is a City holiday, that
meeting will be held on the next business day.

The City Clerk and staff were authorized and directed to
publish an annual schedule of regular meetings as legal adver-
tisement in the State Line Tribune.

Emergency meetings will be called only under circum-
stances, which demand immediate action to protect the health,
safety and property of citizens or to protect the public body
from substantial financial loss. The City of Texico Council will
avoid emergency meetings whenever possible. Emergency
meetings may be called by the Mayor or a majority of the mem-
bers upon four (4) hours notice, unless threat of personal injury
or property damage requires less notice. The notice for all
emergency meetings shall include an agenda for the meeting
or information on how the public may obtain a copy of the
agenda.

The Mayor or majority of the council members upon three
(3) days notice may call special meetings. The notices shall
include an agenda for the meeting or information on how mem-
bers of the public may obtain a copy of the agenda. The agen-
da shall be available to the public at least twenty-four hours
before any special meeting.

All other meetings which may be called for informational pur-
poses at which no action is taken shall be held only after writ-
ten notice is issued to the State Line Tribune no later than 9:00
a.m. of the Friday before such meeting, or seventy two (72)
hours before such meeting, whichever is greater.

Lessons from "Save
for Retirement Week"

Congress has designated the third week in October as National Save for Retirement Week
— which means it’s a good time to think about your own retirement savings strategies.

Ensuring that you have enough money to support your chosen retirement lifestyle is cer-
tainly important. Unfortunately, many of your fellow Americans have apparently not done
enough in the way of building retirement savings to ease their minds.

Consider these figures, taken from the Employee Benefit Research Institute’s 2013
Retirement Confidence Survey:

What steps can you take to gain confidence in your ability to retire in the manner you have
envisioned? Here are a few suggestions:

National Save for Retirement Week comes just once a year. Take its message to heart.

• Forty-nine percent of those surveyed said they are not confident about being
able to afford a comfortable retirement.

• Just 46% of survey respondents say they and/or their spouse have even tried to
calculate how much money they will need to live comfortably in retirement.

• Envision your retirement lifestyle. At what age do you want to retire? When you
retire, do you plan to travel or stay close to home and pursue your hobbies? Will you do
some part-time work or consulting? It’s important to identify your retirement goals and
then, as best as possible, estimate how much they will cost. Once you know what your
retirement goals look like, you’ll be able to shape a strategy for achieving them.

• Contribute as much as you can afford to your retirement accounts. No matter what
your retirement goals may be, you’ll help yourself by contributing as much as you can pos-
sibly afford to your IRA and your 401(k) or other employer-sponsored retirement plan. (At
a minimum, put enough into your 401(k) to earn your employer’s matching contribution,
if one is offered.) And if you reach the point where you can “max out” on these plans, look
for other tax-advantaged investments to which you can contribute.

• Invest for growth. To help you reach your goals, you’ll want to include a reasonable
percentage of growth-oriented vehicles in your retirement accounts. The exact percentage
will depend on your risk tolerance and your specific objectives, but it’s important to have
that growth potential. Keep in mind, though, that investing in growth-oriented vehicles
involves market risk and possible loss of principal.

• Review your progress. At least once a year, review your portfolio to determine if its
performance is still on track to help you make the progress you need to reach your goals.

• Make changes as needed. If your investments are simply underperforming, you may
need to make some changes. And in the years immediately preceding your retirement,
you may also need to adjust your holdings, possibly by moving some dollars from growth-
oriented investments to income-producing ones. However, even at this stage of your life,
you may still need your portfolio to provide you with some growth potential — you could
be retired for two or three decades, so you’ll want your money to last and to stay ahead
of inflation.
