Trial of Willlam Z. Foster on a
charge of crimingl syndlicalism is now
opening In Michigan,

Foster Is the leader In the United
States of Russian communism the ac-
credited representative of the Third
Iuternationale. He was ‘the “borer
from within”—to use his own term—
in the American Federation of Labor
until the federation found him ount and
got rid of him.

Foster lost prestige when he foment-
ed the great steel sirike o 11919 which
ended so disastrously to the strikers.
People have Foster's measure. know
what he represents, and do not take
him very seriously. It merely happens
that he is the first of 32 radicals to go
to trisl on charges of having violated
Michigan's eriminal syndicalism law.

Of concern to the public I8 the novel
defence to be offered. The defence s
that if the law was violated, such vio-
lations were instigated by agents of
certain great private detective bureaus.

A deposition 1.y Albert Bailin is ex-
pected to figure in this.
