Total Now 408

Nine ships announced last week
to have been sunk by submarines
in the western Atlantic and an-
other victim disclosed yesterday
brought to 408 today the Assoclated
Press unofficlal tabulation of Al
lied and neutral wartime merchant
losses In the area.

The Iatest announced sinking
was that of a medium-sized Rus-
slan eargo carrier July 4 in the
Gulf of Mexico. This marked the
first disclosure of an axis sub’s
attack on a Boviet vessel in the
Gulf and the first instance of wo-
mén crew members being killed.

A stewardess and a woman dish-
washer, together with six seamen,
were killed when four torpedoes
crashed into the Russian ship, 36
survivors reported on reaching an
easl coast port after belng picked
up by a Swedish merchantman and
transferred to a U. 8 naval vessel

Of the other two women aboard
the stricken craft, one was Anni
Vorotnikova, the ship's doctor, who
was pralsed by the survivors for
working cooly and “likse a machine”
in caring for two seriously wound-
ed seamen and several others
slightly hurt.

Pelley Denies
Obstructing
War Effort

INDIANAPOLIS, Aug. 3 B
Willlam Dudley Pelley took the
witness stand In his own defense
today In his sedition trial and festi.
fied that he “hadn't the slightest
idea of Interfering wtih recruiting
of the natlon's war effort” In his
writings.

The goateed, B2-year-0ld founder
of the Stlver Bhirts of America was
the first witness for the defense.
Two nesoclates, Lawrence Brown
and Mies Agnes Marian Hender-
gon, are on trial with him, The
government charges that articles
published by Pelley’s printing firm
at Noblesville, Ind, were Inténded
to obstruct America’'s conduet of
the war,

Floyd Christian, defense attor-
ney, led Pelley through a long se-
rlen of guestions about hls beck-
ground before taking up the sedi-
tion charges

Describing his  organization of
the Siiver Shirts in February, 1083,
the order’s “sole pur-
pose was to combat the inroads
of communism.” The only require-
ments for membership, he testl-
fled, “ware Christlan falth and a
willlngness to support the constl-
tution of the United States”

He sald he terminated the Silver
Shirts with the formation of the
Dies congressional committes to
Investigate un-American activities
and explained, “they were no long-
or needed.”

“There was never one act of
violence performed by the Silver
Shirts," Pelley replied to a Ques-
tion from his counsel and he add.
od, “they were not educated to do
that sort of thing"

Christian asked Pelley as to his
attitude prior to the entranés of
the United States Into the war.
Pelley replied he believed the Unit-
od States “should keep out because
it would be In m more powsrful
positlon when the time for settle-
ment came.”
