Claimed Sunk
In Baltic

Soviet Dive Bombers
Successful In New
Engagement

MOBCOW, June 6 UPSIn a
sudden eruption of warfare In the
Baltle, Stormovik dive-bombers of
the Boviet fleet air arm have sunk
10 German vessels, nine of them
transports, In assaults upon three
convoys and on a naxl naval base,
the Moscow radlo announced to-
night.

(The big scale German naval ac-
tivity In the Baltle followed Btock-
holm reports Friday that the Ger-
mans wers moving flat-bottomed
invaaion boats through the Kiel
canal to the Baltie.

(These Invasion omaft were
massad in great numbers along the
Dutch, Belglan and French coasts
in the summer and fall of 1940 ap-
parently for an invasion attempt—
which never cames off—against the
British Isles.

WASHINGTON, Juns 8 (P —

$680,000,000 farm apptopriation bill
permitting the government to sell
surplus wheat for livestock ZTeed-
ing st about 83 cents a bushel and
docided today to return the
mesaure to the bouss,

Benate adoption of the amend-
ment, involving an Indl
check on the price of graln,
furnished the administration
with at least & tentative vie-
tory aver a badly split farm bloo
but conferees sald that victory
now was threatensd serfously.
The houss previously had voted

to bar the sales aof governmant-
held wheat and other gralns for
livestook fesding at less than full
parity, a computed price intended
to give a farm product the same
relative purchasing power it had
in & past period, usually 1000-14,

The senate, after controversy,
voted to permit sales of up to
125,000,000 bushels of wheat at a
minimum price of about 53 cents
& bushel, despite the efforts of
members from corn growing states
to put a #T-cent floor under such
sales.

In polsoning, some farmers with
fead mills capable of grinding
bundle feed exceptionally fine, are
bran and whita arsenats. This
mixing the ground fesd with wheat
type of mixture calls for twelve
and a half pounds of bran, and
twelve and a half poundas of the
ground feed to one pound of ar-
senale. The Ingredients are mixed
dry, and then a gallon of water
and one quart of black strap mo-
lassen are used for molstening,

The poisoned bait should be
mixed on the night before It Is to
be used, and should be distributed
befors ten o'clock the next morn-
ing.

According to Griffin, ths chief
mirtake most farmers makes In
poinoning thelr grasshoppers Is
walting too long. They should get
at them while they are still in the
turn-rows, and before they start
migrating into the fleld (tself.
After they pget scattered in the
fields it takes much more polson to
bring them under control,

money to Invest In government
bonds,

*It is far lesa Important™ he
sald, “for us to ralse an additional
one or two billlon dollars In taxes

than It is for us to preserve func-
tioning economie resources out of
which the government can safely
borrow the funds to close the gap
In the balance sheet”

The placing of too great a burden
of taxation on the American peo-
ple, he declared, would almost
certainly be followed by complete
cessation of private bond pur-
chases and the government would
have to turn to the banka fer |ts
financing.

The house ways and means com-’
mittes has voted tentatively to low-
er individual income tax exemp-
tlons from $3.500 to $1,.200 for mar-
ried persons and from $750 to $500
for single persons,

Commenting on this decislon.
Vandenberg declared:

“This Is chiefly a device for In-
creasing further the burdens on
present income taxpayers” The
low Income groups would be better
off under n sales tax than under
lowered exemptions.” ?
